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WHEN WORKING IN SPAIN

Identity Cards for Foreign Employes Must be Obtained Through the Employer —
Free Lance Workers Should Apply Direct

In this article a well known Barcelona lawyer
continues his exposition of the new laws concerning
foreigners working in Spain. Last week he explai-
ne din the se columns the oblzgat:ons of the employer
so far as a report concerning his business goes.
This week the regulations for obtaining fa’enriry
cards are given.

N the Gazette of Oct. 3rd there appears an
W order from the Ministry of Labor, the publica-
@&, tion of which has been expected since it carries
g\ out the terms of the decree of Sept. 8th gover-
g 5 & ning the employment of foreigners in Spam
N ! From this order it is apparent that in addition to
1 the sworn declaration which employers with foreig-
ners in their employ have had to address to the
Ministerio de Trabajo in Madrid (the formula for
which was given here last week), the employers
can also ask for the identity cards for their foreign
workers.
These applications should be addressed to the
Oficina de Colocacion y Defensa of the locality in
which the business is established, or to the Jurados
Mixtos except in Barcelona. In this city application
must be made to the Generalidad.
The only persons who should make applications
for working cards direct to the authorities are those
. foreigners “who work on their own account. All
. others must apply through the employer.

According to Artrcle 3 of the Order, cartas de
identidad will not be issued to foreign workers who
have not a written contract. Therefore, it will be
necessary to draw up in writing and in due form
contracts for those who at present only hold verbal
agreements.

These contracts must bear the date when made,
the salary or form of remuneration, the employment
in which the contracted party will exercise his
professional activities, and, in the case of technical
hme]:} the professional titles or degrees which he

olds.

In the Contract

Regarding the salaries which figure in these
contracts, it must be kept in mind that the amount
to be paid by each worker for his identity card will
be in proportion to the salary he receives, in ac-
cordance with Article 4 of the decree. Also, Article
7 stipulates that in no case can a foreign worker
receive a higher salary than is paid to a Spanish
worker of the same category in the foreign
worker’s country.

It must further be remembered that in accordan-
ce with Article 8 of the decree, the employer who
utilizes the services of a foremn worker not equip-
ped with identity card, or who does not notify the
authorities of the employ or admission to employ-
ment of such a worker, or who does not facilitate
the collection of the necessary data, renders hims-
elf liable to a finie or from 50 to 2,500 pesetas.

Excepted from the terms of the decree and
orders are those foreigners who have been five
years in Spain and those who have actually esta-
blished families in this country.

All others must have cards of identity, those
who work for themselves as well as those who

work for other people. However, directors and.

managers who bear the direct responsibility for any
(,nterprlse those who enjoy extraterritorial privile-
ges, students and temporary workers will be furn-
ished with cards of identity without payment of the
usual fee.

Applications tor identity cards on behalf of tho-
se who are already working in the country are
supposed to be made within a month of the publi-
cation of the Decree in the Gazette, in other words
by Oct. 10th, tomorrow.

On the last lap of the climb from Séller to the
monastery of Lluch there is an old country seat
called, Zurixant. Its stables still house the finest
horses in Mallorca, a prize herd of cattle, and a
flock of sheep that are the envy of the countryside.,
Its picturesque gardens are the result of generations
of careful cultivation, and its orchards spread in all
directions over the mountainside. .

In the midst of this verdant beauty stands a fine
old building which served as a rest house for trave-
llers in the days when pilgrimages up that steep and
stony path to the shrine of the virgin were religious
rather than for the purpose of sightseeing.

The only alterations to the buildings, she says,
will be the modern comforts of hot and cold water,
baths and electricity. Its interior decorations will
remain true to its period even to the Mallorquin kit
chen where the hunger of the climber may be appea-
sed with the typical dishes of the [sland.

For months now, ever since the United States
discovered Mallorca in a big way, there have been
arguments as to whether there were more Ameri-
cans or British on the Island. It is a grand topic for
debate because no one can settle it. No one knows
how many of either nationality are here.

Last week there was a rumor that the official
figures were 32 Americans. in Mallorca. But that
couldn’t be. A fellow went into a bar and saw more
than that many citizens of the U. S. A. lined up for
drinks. It was very confusing, especially as the
figure 32 was supposed to be a report by the Bar-
celona Consulate General to the State Department
in Washington,

Of course the Consulate never mdde such a
report; it doesn’t know any more than anyone else
how many there might be, and it cares rather less
than most. American consulates do not register
tourists at all, and only advise those settling down
for a prolonged stay in a place to send passport
data to the consul in case of illness, death, loss of
passport, etc.

American Government statistics are wonderful
things. They will tell you how many Americans
spell «<mother> and how many Americans of Italian
descent over the age of ten are engaged in gainful
occupations. But not how many Americans are in
Mallorca.

Palma. Several civic-minded citizens have thought
they would fit into the job ever since the idea of
such a thing originated. The first action, however,
was taken by Mrs. Julia Loomis, aunt of Secretary
of State Stimson.

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A Catalan Doctor

Tuberculosis is one of the most serious pro-
blems that confronts social medicine today, and
that a solutjon to it is glimpsed in the future is
largely due to the studies of the Catalan bacterio-
logist, Dr. Jaime Ferrén.

The cause of this plague, which has been the
patrimony of the human race in all countries, was
unknown until the German, Robert Koch, isolated
the bacillus in 1882. But the hopes of a speedy
discovery of a cure, which his work raised, were
encouraged by the researches of Ferrdn who in

1884 developed the first vaccine, that against cho- -

lera, which could be applied to man.

All the earliest attempts to destroy the tubercu-
losis bacillus failed because nothing that would be
effeciive against the germ could be used without
danger to the patient.

Jaime Ferrédn, intrigued by so many failures,
initiated his own studies concerning this disease.
He did not accept all the ideas which were consi-
dered as soundly established concerning the origin
of tuberculosis and today there is no longer room
for doubt that he was right in turning off fhe beaten
path of research along these lines.

Year by year the investigators who, following
Ferran, refuse to be influenced by previous failures
have increased in number. Among the recent wor-
kers in this field, several French specialists have
indirectly confirmed the theory of Ferran with his
anti-alfa vaccine, that such a method is protection
against tuberculosis.

Among many who attest the value of the vac-
cire, can be cited Dr. Enrique de la Alberca, Direc-
tor of the Maternity Hospital of Bilbao, who has
used it with success for seven years on newly born
infants and has rednced to zero the mortality among
children from tubereulosis.

Other physicians have found that the vaccine is
equally efficacious with newly born children. The
Director of the Dispensario Victoria Eugenia in Ma-
drid and Dr. Vacarezza of a children’s hospital in
Buenos Aires are two who have used it.

Since the Instituto Ferrdn has made the serum
available to all doctors, and the benefit from the work
of the Cataldan médico has spread so widely that at
a meeting in Barcelona to consider an international
project for a monument to Columbus in Santo Do-
mingo, the French diplomat Deschamps said:

«There exist already monuments abroad to
Ferrdn which perpetuate the merit of his.marve-
llous abilities.»

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New Traffic Rules

The Traffic Department of the Ayuntamiento of
- Barcelona have issued the following regulations for
drivers of buses and trucks (more than seven tons):

Maximum speed 30 kilometers if equipped with
pneumatic tyres, and 25 kilometers per hour if
-equipped with solid rubber tyres.

; Buses may not carry more than a fixed number
and no platform passengers will be allowed.

At the various stops, the drivers will have their
vehicles as near as possible to the foot-path, and
- will not pass the tratfic lines marked on the street.

At all the stops, tickets for access to the vehicles
must be available so the number of passengers may
be regulated. The Bus Companies will have six
months (maximum) to carry out the following regu-
lations:

(I) To equip their vehicles with pneumatic
tyres or other flexible material and to abolish solid
rubber tyres.

(2) To arrange to protect the wheels of their
vehicles in such a manner so that passers-by are
not splashed with mud.

The following special regulations have been
made for trams:

A maximum speed of 30 kilometers per hour,
which must be reduced to 10 in the following cases.

(Ist.) On the paved highways, where the gra-
dient is more than 0’06 metres.

(2nd.) When crossing other tram-way lines.

(3rd.) When going from the main line into a
branch line over the pomts

(4th) When passing by the various stops.

(5th) When passing over curves of a radius
less than 20 metres.

(6th) When passing by places marked <precau-
tion> or «danger».

On the p]atforms passengers must be restricted
to the number fixed by the company.

*All infringments of the regulations will be duly
punished. The traffic mspectors must control the
number of vehicles in service so as to achieve the
maximum of order and convenience in the interest
of the citizens of Barcelona.

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THE GENERALIDAD OF CATALUNA

ince Cataluna has her Estatuto, the Gener-

alidad is coming into its ancient power

in the land. This has during the centuries

9§ waxed and waned, but it seems now to
WS be established on a solid basis forever.

The Generalidad was an outgrowth of the Ca-
talan Cortes. This, like the other parliaments of
Spain, consisted of representatives of the military
(or nobles), the clergy and the municipalities. The
Cortes met-so seldom (never more than once a
year) that in 1282 when Pedro Ill gave a constitu-
tion to the people, it was found necessary to form
a permanent commission representing the three
«estates» and from this commission grew the Di-
putacion or Generalidad of Cataluna, the latter
term signifying the representation of the majority
or «generalidad» of the citizens.

In the first years of their existence, the Genera-
lidad had no definite place for their meetings,
which were often held in the open air. About the
year 1400 there was in the vicinity of the street
now called del Call, the Jewish quarter or «Call
Jueu,» and the King, Martin el humano, ordered
the Jews dispersed. Their houses, synagogues and
schools were confiscated by the state.

One of these houses reached right across from
the Calle del Obispo to the Calle de San Honorato.
It was turned over to the Generalidad and has
developed into the present Palace, one of the show
places of Barcelona.

The three sides of the building, the patio and the
Gothic gallery existed when it was taken over from
the Jews. The fourth side, parallel to the Calle San
Honorato, was added later. [t appears that the first
diputados found these premises very insufficient,
and only frequented them when a session necessi-
‘tated their presence. Under this circumstance, it is
singular that they devoted themselves up 1o the
end of the fifteenth century in embellishing the ex-
terior rather than extending the building.

Towards the end of the fourteenth and the be-
ginning of the fifteenth centuries, Catalan-Arago-
nese nobles took an active part in the crusades,
and brought home the fame of the very holy knight,
St. George. Among kings and aristocrats, devotion
to St. George spread rapidly. Military orders were
founded under his protection, and the red cross on

a field of silver was adopted by many of them as
their <blazon.» :

Among the public bodies which took St. George
as their patron was the Generalidad of Catalufia. In
1432 the Cortes of Catalufia voted to construct a
chapel to the Saint in the Palace of the Generalidad.
This was the first addition to the building. In 1456,
the Cortes, meeting in the cloisters of the Cathedral,
voted that in future St. George’s day should be a
national festival.

The traditional feria de rosas, which is held
every year in the Patio de Naranjos of the Palace,
is a relic of these times.

The Generalidad were most generous in dona-
tions to the chapel, which still holds many of the
most valuable religious objects in the city. Others
that were once here are now in the museum.

Under the patronage of St. George, the Gene-
ralidad extended the Palace, the houses on the
Calle de San Severo side being taken in and the
gardens which they contained were turned into the *
present Patio de Naranjos.

In 1596 the front part af the building was cons-
tructed under the direction of Pedro Bley, a famous
architect and builder of the period. The work was
scarcely begun when someone hinted to the King,
Philip II, that the Generalidad, under pretext of
enlarging the Palace, was really fortifying it. He
promptly gave orders for the work to be suspen-
ded, but after various conferences between the
deputies and the Viceroy of Catalufia, the Duke of
Feria, the difficulties were removed.

With the accession of Philip V, the first Bour-
bon King, after the wars of the succession, the Ge--
neralidad of Catalufia as such ceased to exist and
its functions were taken over by a new institution
called the Real Audiencia; which established itselt
in the Palace. At the beginning of the last century
a further change was made, Catalufia being divided

imaewr |
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into four provinces, each with its Diputacion having
very minor powers. The President of the Barcelona
Diputacion was successively called Jefe Politico of

the Province, Sub-Delegado Principal de Fomento,.

Jefe Superior Politico and Gobernador Civil.

In 1914 a further’ change was made when the
Mancomunidad of Cataluia was established. This
was a union of the Diputaciones ot Barcelona, Ge-
rona, Lérida and Tarragona for purely administra-
tive purposes and mutual help and to be a connec-
ting link between the Ayuntamientos and the
Government of the State.

Primo de Rivera after his golpe de Estado had
inaugurated the Dictatorship introduced a further
change in 1923. The various Ayuntamientos and
Diputaciones were put under the direct control of
the State, and the Presidents and Alcaldes were
appointed by the dictatorial government.

Finally, with the establishment of the Republic,
the Generalidad of Catalufia was restored, and
began the work which the Estatuto has completed
of making the Palace once more the headquarters
of Catalan Government.

Patio de Naranjos

Founders of Tourismo

When the photograph on the left was
taken, the group of serious young men
were probably planning the first excursion
for the intrepid tourist of the last century.
These six young men were the founders of
the Centro Excursionista de Catalufia which
today has its headquarters in the Calle
Paradis in Barcelona.

The organization came into existence in
1875 and was the first body to promote
tourismo on the Peninsula, if not in Europe.

It has grown into a large and valuable
organization, promoting excursions and
winter sports and maintaining chalets in
various parts of Cataluna for the conve-
nience of its members. To these rest houses
in places which would otherwise be unavai-
lable to the traveller, non-members are also
welcomed, but of course members pay a
much smaller fee for the use of the accom-
modations.

The excursions organized by the society
ccmmence in October of each year and
continue until June Its meetings, lectures,
etc. are also held during these months, and
the club which began with a handiul of
members now has associates in every Cata-
lan city as well as throughout Spain, and
even abroad. There are special facilities
given to young workers and students by
the society.

Twelith Lesson

TO SAY — TO TELL

As in the case of «to do» and <to make» the
only direct way of learning when to use the one
and when to use the other is by direct and constant
contact with English speaking people and by cons-
tant reading with attention (and taking notes) of
English books. The following method will prove
second-best:

As in the case of our lesson on «to do» and «to
make» study carefully the phrases given in lesson
twelve and also below; then translate them into
Castilian and back again into English without refer-
ring to the original. This should be done twice,
three or four times, or in fact until you can give the
proper rendering in English without hesitation. A
turther beneficial exercise would be to compose
lengthier phrases based on the ones given and
finally to write a letter or essay employing as many
of them as can be used. In this way you will proba-
bly come to be able to use these two verbs
correctly in a much shorter time than if you lived
a year or two in an English speaking country, as
the study will be more intensive.

If you TOLD me this in time I would have

TOLD her what to do. Telling him how to do it is .

not sufficient. | was TOLD to TELL you to go at
once. TELL them to call again to-morrow. Can
you TELL me his office hours? He TOLD me an
interesting story. He TELLS them everything I
say to him.

Columbus’ Financial Backer

Santangel, the man who lent Columbus 17,000
ducats to discover America, was-not a Catalan,
writes Don José M. Estrugo, commenting on the
article which appeared in these columns two weeks
ago. He adds: :

«<Luis de Santangel was an Aragonese, of the
court of Ferdinand aad Isabella, son of conversos
(baptized Jews and Moors), his father being the
famous rabbi Azarias Ginillo of Zaragoza. Luis de
Santangel, who has a monument in Zaragoza, was
involved in the conspiracy which resulted in the
murder by the marranos of the bloody inquisitor,
Arbues. Santangel escaped the stake by a hairbre-
adth on account of his influence in the court.

«Furthermore, the Catholic Majesty was sur-
rounded by many influential conversos, one of them
being the confessor of the Queen (Yes, of Jewish
extraction... read history carefully).

«Whether Columbus was of Spanish or Italian
birth is a matter of no consequence. Great' men of
the past and present belong to humanity, not to any
particular country (as Espinosa, Einstein, Edison,
etc.) But the truth of the matter is that Columbus
never spoke or wrote Italian and never signed his
name Colombo but always Colon. He was also
surrounded by many conversos, as Santangel, who
gave the money and never asked for its return, and
Abraham Zacuto, Professor of Astronomy of Sala-
manca, who gave the charts.

Columbus’s first letter was addressed from the
New World to a converso friend. At his death he
left a certain sum to be delivered to a rabbi of the
Juderia de Lisboa. All these may seem coinciden-
ces. But there will always be a question mark as to
his declaration of proceeding from Genoa. What
chances would a son of conversos, from Pontevedra
probably, have with the Catholic Majesties to pro-
ve that the world was round?

e sudden death at the Palace Hotel in Madrid of
Lieutenant-Colonel Sir Henry Cole is much to
be deplored. A very handsome man, extremely well
built and 6 feet 3 inches in height, his was a stri-
king personality. The three days of influenza which
caused his death at the age of 66 brought an end to
a career devoted to organizing the British sections
of international expositions.

Before he became an expert in this field, Sir
Henry distinguished himself in the Indian Army and
in civil service as well as in the last war. He retired
from the Army in 1921, and his further activities
are thus described by the London Times:

«Cole was appointed Director of the Exhibitions
Division of the Department of Overseas Trade,
and held the post till 1930. He organized the
official British Government exhibits at international
exhibitions at home and abroad, including those at
Rio de Janeiro, Wembley, Paris, Antwerp, and
Toronto. The annual British Industries Fairs at

 Birmingham and London owed much of their suc-
~ cess to him. To a gift for organization he added a
fine sense of pageantry. It was his business to show
the Flag, and he did it both with dignity and with a
proper regard for the idiosyncrasies of the country
where it was shown. He had many friends in
foreign countries, especially in the United States,
~and had recently undertaken work in connexion
with the forthcoming Chicago Exhibition. He was a
kinsman of the Sir Henry Cole who was in his day
also an expert on exhibitions, including the great
Exhibition of 185]. He received the Legion of
~ Honour in 1926, was made C.V.O. in 1927, and
was knighted in 1930. He was twice married, but
leaves no issue.»

Sir Henry was the son of Lieutenant-Colonel H.
H. Cole, and was of course destined for the army.
In the course of his military career he was several
times mentioned in despatches.
