Home From His Exile

f’ ue last chapter in the Life of Vicente Blasco

Ibafiez will be written next Suday in Valen-
cia when the ashes of the man who died, outcast
from his own country, are welcomed backto Spain
with the highest honours a grateful Republic can
bestow. It is an appropriate epilogue to a biography
which was more dramatic than anything the man
himgelf ever wrote.

For more than forty years, Blasco Ibdfiez was
the mouthpiece of Spanish republicanism, and long
before he died it was to his voice that the world list-
‘ ened when it wished to hear about Spain. Law
_ student, poet, novelist, journalist, lecturer, traveller,

man of affairs, politician—Basco IbAfiez was all of
these, but it was as a propagandist that he achiev-
ed greatness, and it'is for his work as «press agent»
of liberalism that he is honoured.

First Offense

He was eighteen when, in 1885, he first discov-
ered that his youthful political ideals were not
shared by the rulers of Spain. In that year he
published in his native city of Valencia a sonnet
which earned him the notice of older men and a
term of six months in prison. Five years later he
| was obliged to begin the first of several periods
: " of exile with which the Monarchy recognized his
: abilities. He returned to Valencia to found a’daily
paper, El Pueblo, and from that time was a leader
: in the republican councils, Six times between 1903
~  and 1909 he was elected to the Cortes, but his po-

litical] reputation marched no more rapidly than

his growing fame as a story teller and as a man

of sound, even brilliant, business ideas.

This was the period to which he would later refer
as «the days when I wore a beard», That hirsute
_adventure marked a very distinct cleavage in the
career of Blasco IbéAfiez. The bearded, vigorous,

- pushing young man established his reputation in
Spain. The world came to know a heavy-set, clean-
‘shaven gentleman with a close trimmed moustache,
serious expression and decided manner.

_Is was as a novelist that the world outside of
Spain first admired him, and England and the
‘United States provided him with his largest and
most enthusiastic publics. To many in both coun-
tries who have never read a novel in their lives,
asco Ibafiez is a famous name, to be associated
ever with that of Rudolph Valentino, who made

Horsemen of the Apocalypse was talked about and !
even read. Arguments as to what it meant were

rivalled only by arguments as to how to pronounce

IbAfiez. An interest in the novelist’s other works ‘
was stimulated, and abroad at least Blasco Ibafiez :
was hailed as the greatest of modern interpreters
of Spanish character. He was acclaimed as the
spokesman of the Valencian fishermen and orange

growers, the politicians and clerics, the artists and |
bullfighters, the businessmen and the peassants—
and he made a lot of money.

The Artist in Business

Indeed, he was compared with Balzac, both as a
writer and as a businessman. And if the Frenchman
excelled as a literary artist, the Spaniard proved
that his commercial instincts were the sounder. Bal-
zac’s mercantile ideas were brilliant but impractic-
able : Blasco Ibafiez was nearly as brilliant and
much more successful.

Gradually, however, it dawned upon discerning
critics that the famous Spaniard’s greatest ambi-
tions were not purely literary. His books, his lec-
tures and his life were devoted to a political ideal,

: ry one at that. The s of
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should conquer than that his books should live.

His influence reached its climax with the estab-
lishment of the Dictatorship. He was on a world
cruise at the time, and came back to find Primo
Rivera securely established in power. Immediately
he joined battle, and the Voice of Spanish Liberal-
ism rang through the world. Such information as
foreign nations had about Spanish politics, and
such interest as they took in them, may be credited
to Blasco Ibafiez.

He was hampered in his attack neither by an
inconvenient sense of humour nor by any great
preoccupation with actual facts. It was enough for
him to know that Spain was ruled by a Dictator ;
he brushed aside all more detailed data as irrele-
vant. Other men demolished or defended the theory
of Dictatorship with greater logic and more cogent
arguments. Blasco IbAfiez launched his appeal to
emotionalism and idealism, and it was to him that
the world listened.

Genius of Propaganda

He displayed in his campaign a genius for show-
manship. When he offered to fight a duel with the
Dictator or with the King; when he hired air-
planes to scatter broadcast his printed denunciations
of the new regime ; when he poured forth his fiery
invective from the platform, he forced the world
to listen.

There was genius in the propaganda, and the
publicist was the idol of his party, although the
organizing ability and tactical strength that were
to bring in the Republic belonged to other men.

Throughout the struggle, Blasco Ibafiez was a

‘touching figure. He loved Spain—even his enemies

admitted that—and from the wide windows of his

Mentone villa he looked wistfully across the sea

towards Valencia.

Hhe the festivities will be a com-
bination of mourning for the Voice that has been
silenced and rejoicings over the triumph of the ideas
for which he spoke as Jell as for the final triumph
of his return.

The President of the Republic, Ministers of State,

the President of the Catalan Generalitat, the fav-

ourite sons from all over Spain will be gathered to-
gether to pay homage to the idealist. The Valen-
cians in charge o fthe programme have made it clear
that they regard this as a national event, not some-
thing that the city can keep to herself, for Blasco
IbAfiez was more than the citizen of one town.

For that matter, it should be even more than a
Spanish affair. No other Spaniard of his genera-
tion was so widely known or admired abroad. FEng-
lishmen, A-+uericans, Frenchmen, Germains; novel
readers »-d cinema fans—the whole world, even
Blasco Ibafiez’ political foes, can derive satisfaction
from the ceremonies whch so appropriately end the
story of one life’s great adventure.

He never should be
called «Sefior Don Gémezy.

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FIGHTING FOR CONCILIATION

ELDOM since the days of that popular slogan
«the war to end war» has there been so much
bellicose talk about peace. The distinguished states-
men who have been taking part in the disarmament
discussions at Geneva have been using language
which in an age of less complex diplomacy, was re-
served for the utterance of an ultimatum.

The retirement of Germany from the League of
Nations was accomplished to the accompaniment of
threateningly peaceful gestures from all sides.
The Reich, Russia, Japan and the United States
are now outside the framework of the League, but
whether in or out, the nations protest a passion for
small armaments. FEach one is so certain that his
own angelic purposes set him above the others that
we say see a few active squabbles over precedence
of entre into that heavenly kingdom where aggressor
and victim lie down together in a lush growth of
security pacts. Meanwhile \the diplomatic world
has reached the stage of which the poet sang :

«Fighting each other for conciliation
And hating each other for the love of God».

The withdrawal of Germany from the League has
been deplored as a severe blow to the cause of inter-
national cooperation, but the achievements of such
cooperation up to date have not been so encouraging
that the loss of a cooperator need cause so much
anguish. This is particularly true since each nation
is so eager for reduced armaments that it is impos-
sible to believe armies and navies will last much
longer—if we take everyome at his word.

Germany wants all nations to disarm to her level.
France says sternly that this level is too high.
Russia proposes the total abolition of armaments.

‘A Persistent Quarrel

Meanwhile the rumblings of thunder come out of
the Fast, where Japan and Russia, leaving for the
moment the platitudes of Geneva, are doing a little
speaking to each other over the Manchurian ques-
tion, wlich the Occident pretends to regard as set-
tled, bt which remains as uneasy as before the
Europe in powers decided to forget about it.

The Russians cannot forget it. They are vitally
intere sted in a railway which runs across the still
some vhat disputed territory, and they have not been
give ‘the sort of assurances they demand for the
proteetion of their interests.

Since such assurances are directly opposed to all
that Japan fought her campaign and braved inter-
national displeasure to achieve, there is little prob-
ability that Tokio will make Russia a present of
any of the fruits of victory. At least not until
they can be made the fruits of a Russian victory.

Consequently the situation is generally considered

" as threatening to that rather doubtful peace of the

Far East, but there is one circumstance which will
act as a powerful deterrent to hostilities. Both
sides know that the other is well prepared and a
hard nut to crack. Neither can enjoy delusions of
a speedy and easy victory. That being so, they

gather have been due to exchange, and thousands

who were never expected to smile again are beam-
ing upon the world at large and scattering small
change over a million bars with the royal abandon
which we had thought the species tourist had lost.

However the movement is of greater importance
than the relief granted to English and American
wanderers far from home. The mere hint that
currencies were to be stabilized was enough to send
dollars and pounds soaring. The rise is the surest
indication of what value the financial world sets
upon the return to a medium of exchange which
can be relied upon to have stability during the life
of a given business transaction.

In spite of anguished howls from inflationists, it
1s apparent that the return to some degree of standard
1s an essential to the progress of all programmes to-
wards industrial recovery, and in the long run for
agricultural recovery too.

The impatience of agriculturists in the United
States is a danger to all plans, but it is curious that
the pound and the dollar are united in their ups and
downs no more than the business fluctuations of the
two countries. There is little real evidence beyond
this fact to indicate strong cooperation between the
governments and the industrial magnates of the
two countries, but they are certainly acting as if
their interests were the same, a situation of greater
hope for general peace and prosperities than all the
conferences that have ever taken place in Geneva.
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Introduction to a Study of Spanish Wines

hen the tourist, eager to feast his

palate as well as his eyes on the

beauties of foreign lands, enters

France, Germany or even ltaly, he

often makes a s:rious and pa'nstak.
ing study of the wines of the country, returning
home to discuss profundly the delicate nuances of
flavour which distinguish one type from another.
Propaganda and popular report have taught him
that such a Study repays the effort in added en-
joyment of one’s food and drink.

The same tourist, once he has crossed the frentler
into Spain is more than likely to abandon his les-
sons except insofar as they apply to sherry, mosca-
tel, malaga or ranzio — the gencrous wines in which
the Peninsula excels. The very excellent but com-
paratively unknown table wines are ignored.

Travellers who are great sticklers for just the
proper vintage on the other side of the Pyrences,
will here call simply for red or white, sweet or dry.
But elaborate food demands elaborate wines; «cor-
rientey cannot do justice to Marennes oysters or
an (escalope de veau aux champignons a la créme.

Even those who do express a preference nearly
always ignore one great distinction which means so
much in ordering the wines of cther countries — and
should mean as much for those of Spain. This is
the year of the vintage. A Frenchman will always
prefer a «Chateau Iquem» of 1911 to one of 1910;
a German connoisseur will be able to tell at once
the difference between a «Forster Strassen cf 1921
and the same wine of the following year. They are
really two different wines, and this is as true of
Spanish beverages as of the French or German.

The fault would seem to lie with the wine growers,
who do not educate their public by recommending
a certain excellent year of an excellent brand. Even
if the grower is asked, he may not krow. It is pos-
sible to buy from the proprietor of a bodega who
will answer the question as to the year of the wine:
«At least five years old.» Wine cards in restaurants
seldom mention the year, even though it may be
given on the label of the bottle. The card will say, for
example, Marqués de Murrieta, red, and the price.
If you are lucky, you are served with a 1908; if
not, the waiter brings you a younger brother who

"1s still developing — or may never develop — simi-
lar qualities of flavour. The price of the two is the
same, and few experts know the good years and
can pick the right bottle.

The best Spanish table wines come from the Rioja
district around Logrofio and Haro. They are dry
but not acid, suave and of fine flavour. An age of
several decades gives them a noble maturity. Mar-
qués de Riscal, Marqués de Murrieta, La Rioja
Alta, Federico Peternina are wines that descrve a

~ close study by any lover of the French «grands vins».

They have a distinct style of their own ; they are not

heavy — and they are cheap. A bottle of Rioja Alta,
red, 1890 — a very good year — costs only 12.50 pe-

setas, ridiculously little for such a ripe old wine. A

bottle of Marqués de Murrieta, 1904, is priced at

10 pesetas, and Bodegas Riojana, also red, 1915,

~can be had as low as 5 pesetas,

: These »threa years — 1890, 1904

As wine is grown nearly everywhere in Spain,
there are many other good table wines that deserve
to be known — and drunk. The Ribero wine, from
Galicia, for instance, is supposed to have a flavour
similar to the Rhine wines. Some of the Catalan
white wines, such as Alella Maifil and Maiqués de
Argentera, are of this type also, while Valdepeiias,
Montilla and Priorato are worthy of being included
in any dinner.

An expert on Spanish wines recommends the fol-
lowing for a complete menu:

Hors-d’ceuvres — Ribero

Soup — Sherry

Entrée — Valdepefias, red

Fish — Rioja, white

Venison — Rioja, red
Vegetables — Montilla

Poultry — Priorato, white

A HISTORY OF ARAGON AND CATALONIA,
by H. J. Chaytor. Methuen, London, 12/6d.
e A Review

4 l'r is a formidable task that Dr. Chaytor has set

himself, particularly as he is entering a field
which has not hitherto been covered in English.
The independent history of Aragon and Catalufla
has never been separately treated in our language,
a fact which must have added to the writer’s diffi-
culties.

He has met them successfully for the most part,
and in this new book has given the casual reader
a good sketch of Aragonese and Catalan history
from- the earliest times to the union of Spain by
the marriage of Ferdinand and Isabella, He has
. provided for the more serious student an excellent
4 introduction to the subject.

The scope of the work necessitates a sort of
bird’s eye view treatment, and the reader bzcomes

a little breathless from the speed of his trip
Q through the ages. Events and rulers follow each
B [ other at a rate which becomes slightly confusing,

but the confusion is inherent in the complicated
bickerings of the period rather than in the author’s
style or method.

The dynastic tangles of the Kings of Aragon
were no more involved than any other ruling house
of the middle ages, but the foreign interests of the
country were greater than those of any other con-
temporary with the possible exception of some of
2 the Italian city states. Dr. Chaytor has made clear
the importance of Catalufia in the Mediterranean
commercial world.

The value of treating this kingdom apart from
the rest of Spain lies in the great difference
between Catalan and Castillian problems. The
Kingdom of Aragon was never vitally concerned
in the Reconquest ; its energies were freed for the
development of the trade which Catalufia’s geo-
graphical position encouraged.

The social and cultural asvects of the Kingdom
are treated in chapters apart, and too briefly, and
an epilogue shows the connection between the his-
tory and the Catalan autonomy movement which
has resulted in the Estatuto.

Postal Plans

Last week two of the Post Office authorities came
from Madrid to study at first hand the problem of
improving postal service in Palma. According to
Sefior Esteban, the Secretario of the Post Office
here, the service has for a long time been working
under handicaps. The building in which the Post
Office is located is inadequate, and the number of
postmen far too small to handle expeditiously the
increased volume of mail Mallorea is receiving.
Now that Madrid has become conscious of conditions
here, it is expected that increased appropriations
will be made in order to make mail deliveries more
efficient on the Island.

The necessity for larger quarters for the Post
Office has been apparent for some time, and the res
commendations for a new building have been made.
This building is to be completed within five years,
but in the meantime some provision must be made,
since larger quarters are essential. It was original-
ly planned that the offices of the Governor Civil,
the Telegraph and Post Offices should be combined
under one roof, and for some time the Circulo Mal-
lorquin was considered. This idea was recently
given up as impractical. In view of the fact that
the premises will be abandoned at the end of five
years when the new building is completed, it is
proving difficult to find a good location, as the
majority of property holders do not care to make
the necessary alterations for so short a time.

Detour

The highway leading from Palma to the Puerto
Alcudia is to be closed on Monday morning, October
23rd, for necessary repairs, between kilometros 24
and 29. Vehicles traveling from Palma to Alcudia
will detour to the left between kilometros 22 and 23.
Those from Alcudia to Palma will leave the route at
Inca. Signs indicate the detours, but, motorists
have ‘been advised to ‘cut their speed.
