16. DEGREES AND UNIVERSITIES.

PRE-NOTES: 1) What is called in the first brochure The
College of Manila, becomes the University of San Ignacio,
1623-1768, in the second one,®°

This title rectifies at a glance the legend of the comme-
morative plate set by the Markers Committe at the 31st. In-
fantry in 1934, which reads: “THIS SITE WAS FORMERLY
OCCUPIED BY THREE JESUIT EDUCATIONAL INSTITU-
TIONS: THE REAL Y PONTIFICIA UNIVERSIDAD DE
SAN IGNACIO 1589-1768;” ete.'s

A modern writer refers also to this institution when he
added to a manual of the Churches of Old Manila: “The pre-
sent 31st. Infantry Barracks (service Co.) near the Sta. Lucia
Gate was the site of the 1st Jesuit University (1604) in the
Philippines and a famous Camposanto.’’r6

We shall herein discuss whether San Ignacio was truly
a “Real y Pontificia” institution or not, and whether it

2) If any missionary could open an elementary or paro-
chial school in the past,’** such was not the case with respect
to the public superior colleges which required not only the ap-
proval of the first civil and ecclesiastical authorities of the
Philippines but also that of the King.

As a proof of this we have the old College of Santo Tomas,
which having been accepted and approved by the Dominican
Chapter in 1612, was not considered a public College until
1619 when the Ecclesiastical Administrator of Manila and the
Governor-General of the Philippines gave their approval ;'¢¢ and
even this was still subjected to the confirmation and final ap-
proval of the King, “which Royal approval was to be observed
in all His Indies without exception howsoever.” ¢’

3) The foermal Colleges could grant degrees in some courses
of study; but to do so, an expressed permission had to be ob-
tained from the King or the Pope. | '

- Such a permission was hard to secure in those days. Suf-
flce it to say that petitions to confer degree in the old College
of La Compaiia were being asked of the King since 1597, and
these were only granted some twenty-five years later.1s
~ 4) In thus giving powers to the “formed” Colleges to con-
fer academic degrees, the Supreme authorities used to empha-
size a minimum distance of 200 miles between the said insti-
tutions and the public Universities.

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This was true, at least, of the-Dominican and Jesuit formed
Colleges in the West Indies, as expressly stated in their respec-
tive Briefs of 1619 and 1621: “quae @ publicis Universitatibus
ducentis saltem wmilliaribus distant,”*%®

5) What we say of the permission to confer academic de—-
grees in the formed Colleges was also true of their erection into
“Univer SItles”-—a power reserved only for the King and the
Pope. -

We find many examples of these in the “Coleceion d,e Bu-
las, Breves y otros Documentos relativos o la Iglesia de América
y Filipinas,” by Francisco J. Hernaez, S.J., a work often cited
in the brochure.?

6) As for the titles of “Royal” and “Pontifical,” it is clear
that only those institutions actually founded by the King and
the Roman Pontiff could properly be called so; although as titles
of honor, the Pope and the King might grant them to those
Colleges and Universities to which they desired to do favor.

Santo Tomas, for instance, was confirmed by the King in
1623 and made a University by Philip IV in 1639.7* It seemed,
therefore, that this institution was a “Royal” University : in fact
it was called so even in some official documents.' But when
a certain College of Manila complained about this and took the
case to the Court, Santo Tomas was declared not to be “Ro-
yal” 11 Santo Tomas, in the proper sense of the word, had
been founded by the Dominican Order,'* not by the King, and

CONCLUSION: After reading the brochure in question,
we wonder if there is a single person who would not be led to

conclude erroneusly that San Ignacio was greater than Santo
Tomas. |

This, for two reasons; many of the privileges granted to
the latter are not even mentioned in the brochure (probably
because they did not pertain to the question at hand or because
they were overlooked) and stress i1s made that the Brief with
which Santo Tomas began a university life contains limitations
which are not found in the Brief in favor of San Ignacio.

However, in the light of the existing documents, San Ig-
nacio de Manila could not be called a ‘“University” in the pro-
per sense of the word, much less a “Royal and Pontifical Uni-
versity.” All in all, it was a College authgrized to confer de-

grees, under some conditions and until a proper University
should be established in Manila.

- Again, Santo Tomas was being called “Pontifical” University. The
Roman Pontiff Urban VIII issued a Brief in 1629, especially for Santo
Tomas, extending its university privilege of conferring degrees which had
been granted by H. H. Paul V in 1619; Innocent X established this Uni-
versity in 1645, he himself using the expression “erigimus et instituimus”
{we erect and establish this University) ; and Innocent XI made it a Pub-
lic and General University (“in Publicam Studii Generalis Universitatein
erigimus et instituimus”) in 1581,

It seemed, therefore, that Santo Tomas was really a “Pontifical” Uni-
vergity. - This title appeared now and then in official records and no one
dared challenge Sto. Tomas right to use it. But if the question had been
taken again to the Court and the case summarily studied, probably they
had declared that the University of Santo Tomas had been founded by the
Dominican Order, not by the Pontiff, and that H. H. had not as yet given
it expressly such a title. Letting it as the case might be, the fact is that
such a title was not expressly given to Santo Tomas until our own days
when Leo XIII confirmed in 1902 all its former privileges to which we add
—his words—the title of Pontifical University and we desire that the aca-
demic degrees there conferred have equal value with the other Pontifical
Universities —~Cf, La Primera Universidad de Oriente., Manila, 1941,
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~ POOFS: 1) The first argument given in the brochure
is the Brief “In Supereminenti’ of Gregory XV, dated July 9,
1621, by which the Archbisheps, Bishops, and Cathedral Chap-
ters of vacant sees, could confer academic degrees (‘on pupils
who had studied for five years in formed Jesuit colleges (quotl-
quot ennis quinque studuerint in Collegiis formatis Presbytero-
rum Societatis Jesw') in the Philippine Islands, Chile”, etc.
“They had to have the approbation of the Rector and Master
of the College” (‘atque a Rectore et Magistro Collegit approba-
tionem obtinuerint’) 17
Therefore, by the explicit terminology of this Briei, San
Ignacio of Manila was a “College”, not a University.”

2) “By reason of the Royal Patronage, this Brief required
the endorsement cf the king of Spain, and this was given in
Madrid under date of February 2, 1622; and both Brief and en-
dorsement were received in Manila the following year 1623,”
and published in 1625,

But the Royal endorsement or “Pase Regio” did not change
the essentials of the Brief; it was a mere certificate, a Royal
permit or acknowledgement, without which no Papal Bull or
Brief could circulate in the Spanish dominions; therefore, the
establishment of Manila remained a “College” as yet.'™

3) The next important document mentioned in the bro-
chure is a Brief of Urban VIII, dated January 7, 1627.

This one limited the concessions made by Gregory XV and
insisted calling such institutions “Colleges” (qui in dictis Col-
legiis spatio quinque annorum studuerint.)?'®

4) “The next development took place in 1634 when the
same Pope, Urban VIII, at the request of Philip of Spain,
signed the Brief ‘Insupereminenti’ on March 29th. This Brief
reaffirmed with the same identical words from ‘ut gradibus
Bachalaureatus’ to ‘ordinationibus Apostolicis’ the university

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status which had been granted by Gregery XV in 1621. We
must emphasize this: the Brief specifies as before, ‘formed Je-.
suit colleges of the Society of Jesus of the Philippines, Chile,”
Etc.lﬂl : .

We agree, the Jesuit COLLEGE of Manila in the Philip-
pines was a “formed” COLLEGE authorized to confer degrees,
just as we have today a number of institutions authorized to
confer degrees, which are not officially recognized as true Uni-
versities.

5) Then comes a quotation from the “History of Educa-
tion in the Philippines”, namely, that the Brief of 1634 had
granted to the College of San Ignacio the power to confer de-
grees “until a proper UNIVERSITY should be established in
Manila.” And, after playing with this quotation and the re-
ferences,'®* the author of the brochure concludes: “Since we
reject the quotation we also reject the conclusions based on it
and hold that the University of San Ignacio continued its exis-
tence and conferred valid degrees.”’'®®

Notice how easily comes the title of “Universtiy” to San
Ignacio, — the author rejects the quotation, and the Univer-
sity of San Ignacio conlinued.” 1 grant that the College contiued,
but the University?... Let us suppose that such a limifing
quotation is not found implicitly mnor explicitly in the said
Brief... Then we shall have a Brief granting, without time
limit power to the formed Jesuit Colleges to confer academic
degrees on pupils who had studied for five years in the said Col-
leges and had been approved by the Rector and Master of the
Colleges. In other words, said Colleges continued as “Colleges”
-— as called in the Brief — not as “Universities”, and San Ig-
nacio, being one of those “Colleges’”, was not to be an exception
because the said Brief itself does not except it.'8

tion we shall speak later on. Just now we are quite husy finding how San
Ignacio earned the title of “University”. -

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6) Then follows what Hernaez says following Suarez, that
there may be distinguished three classes of Universities, and
that those Jesuit Colleges affected by the Brief of 1634 belong
to the third type or class of University.

Yet, as the aforementioned Brief does not “distinguish”
and does call them “Colleges”, not “Universities”, let us also
call them so at least for the sake of clarity. Some one else
might chstmgmsh four or six classes of universities so that
most of the colleges of the present day may escape with such
a high-sounding title of UNIVERSITY.1®

7) Next. “As a result of the robbery of the Society of
Jesus by the Bourbon Spanish government in 1767-68 there is
not much left in the way of dccuments to show the accomplish-
ments of the Society in the Philippines in the early days.’’®

However, there are the Archives of the Vatican and the
Archives of the Indies and Collections of Bulls and Briefs and
Cedulas galore: In the brochure there is not a single citation
of one Cedula or valid Brief “erecting’’ the College of San Ig-
nacio into a University. In fact were there one, this would
suffice to put an end to the question. We have seen how by
the Brief of Gregory XV and its exact replica the Brief of Ur-
ban VIII gave them permission to confer degrees. All we want
now is another Papal Brief and a Royal cedula with the “eri-
gimus et instituimus’ or similar unequivocal expressions. Even
in our days a number of institutions have been authorized to
confer academic degrees without their being recognized as true
“Universities” by the Government or whoever are duly authorlz-
ed to confer such title.'®

The same thing happened in France and other countries.—It is a lit-
tle strange, however, that documents containing petitions to the Spanish
kings have been preserved and reprinted in the brochure (see pages 5-16),
while documents having concessions rarely appear in this pamphlet. Pa-
ges 24, 26, 27, and 29, seem to indicate concessions and favors from the
Bourbon dynasty.

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- 8) The next paragraph reads: “The fact that the Brief
of 1634 did not limit the university status to a definite period,
and that its specific revocation has not been shown, we deem
that to be sufficient evidence that the university continued its
career until 1768.7188

A more logical conclusicn would be: the fact the Brief
of 1634 by which San Ignacio de Manila was endowed with
powers to confer degrees, and since its specific revocation has
ot been shown, we deem that to be sufficient evidence that
this COLLEGE—not UNIVERSITY —continued its career
until 1768.

9) The next few lines refer to the same question, viz,
whether the power to confer degrees given to San Ignacio by
the Brief of 1634 ceased or not when a public University was
erected by pontifical and royal authority within the city of
Manila.

If such power ceased, then San Ignacio could not confer
valid degrees; if it continued, then San Ignacio continued being
a “college” authorized to confer degrees. No other DBrief or
Royal Cedula is shown in the brochure as yet proving that this

pp. 459-460, the Dominican College of San Antonio is authorized to con-
fer degrees, but is not “erected into” a University; pp. 460-461, the Deo-
minican Colleges are once more authorized to confer degrees but are not
“erected into” Universities; pp. 462-467, the Jesuit Colleges in Santa Fe
and Quito are authorized to confer degrees but they are not “erected into”
Universities, etc. Not a single Brief is given in the said “Coleceion” or in
the brochure by which the College of San Ignacio was “erected into” a
University.—Cf. § 19, Objection 3.

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college was “erected into” a University by the King and the

10) Next. “Father Pedro Murillo Velarde, S. J., asserted
that the Rector of the Jesuit institution in Manila had the
power of conferring degrees by pontifical and regal privilege,
and he also asserted that the widest powers of conferring de-
grees had been granted by Pope Clement XII under date of
December 6, 1735, in a DBrief entitled ‘Militantis’. Father
Murillo Velarde studied in the University of Granada, Sala-
manea, ete. A comtemporary witness of such experience and
talent merits a high degree of credibility but hig assertions are
not admitted in the ‘History of Education in the Philippines’
(p. 207). They are not admitted because of the conclusions
which were drawn from the quotation (p. 206).”*

Such statement is not accurate because Murillo’s as-
sertion which is rejected on p. 207 is not drawn out frcm the
conclusions and quotation on p. 206. In fact we may hold still,
as we do, that the assertion of Murillo given on p. 207 is not
admissible, even if we do not mind the conclusions and quota-
tion on p. 206. Here is a word of explanation for those who
have not at hand the “History of Eduecation” :

PAGE 206—QuOTATION: the privilege of San Ignacio to confer
degrees by the Brief of 1634 was to last “until a proper UNIVER-
SITY should be established in Manila”; coNcLUSIONS: when the
University of Sto. Tomas was established in Manila, that privilege
given to San Ignacio to confer degrees ceased; therefore, the validity
of the degrees given by virtue of the Brief of 1634 was doubtful
after the foundation of the University of Santo Tomas in Manila.

PAGE 207—What is clear is that the Colegio de la Compaiiia
in Manila never became an official University in the proper sense
of the word, although it is claimed by Murillo and others.

Now, the reader will see for himself that the two assertions of
Murillo quoted in the brochure are meither admilted nor denied in
the “History of Education”, p. 207; what in faet is mot admitted n
the said Op. & loe. ¢it. is « THIRD asseirtion of Murillo claiming that
San Ignacio was ¢ true UNIVERSITY, and even this is not derived

to confer degrees, and of Colleges “evected” into Universities 1?1

11) The first two assertions of Murillo will now be studied
here:

a) Murillo “asserted that the Rector of the Jesuit institu-
tion in Manila had the power of conferring degrees by ponti-
fical and regal privilege, or in his own words: “sic Rector
huius Manilensis Societatis Jesu Collegii confert gradus etiam
supremos in Philosophia, et Theologia, ex privilegioc Pontificio
et Regio. L. 2. tit. 22. lib. I, Recop. Ind.”**>

This reference reads thus: “En las cuidades de Santo Domingo

It has been permitted to have studia and universities in the
cities of Santo Domingo in the Hispaniola Island, Santa Fe in New
Granada, Santiago in Guatemala, Santiago in Chile, and Manila in
the Philippine Islands—where pupils may study some courses and
get degrees for a convenient period of time, for which purpose Bulls
and Briefs we have asked of the Apostolic Holy See and have granted
some privileges and favors. |

Such are the words of Philip IV. This King obtained the
Brief. of 1634 by which San Ignacio of Manila and other
Colleges in the West Indies were authorized to confer degrees.
This is also the very same King who confirmed the foundation
of Santo Tomas of Manila and obtained from the Pope exten-
sion of power to confer degrees. He was the one who made
santo Tomas a University in 1639 and who secured from In-
nocent X the Brief of 1645 by which Santo Tomas was finally
“erected into” a University by Apostolic authority.!®

Is that passage of the Recopilacién to be attributed to San
Ignacio or to Santo Tomas

Murillo seems to apply it, as per context, mainly to S’an
Ignacio; Santamaria believes that the King speaks of Santo
Tomas ;" Repetti says that “it is evident from events that he
had in mind the change of the University of Santo Tomas from
the third or second class, enumerated previously, to the first
class or possibly higher: it does not follow that there was no
other university of any kind of Manila.” !

The King mentiones neither of the two; he just speaks in
general saying that it has been permitted to the cities of Santo
Domingo, Santa Fe, Santiago and Manila to have “Studia” and
“Universities”, for which he obtained Papal Briefs and Bulls and
endowed them with privileges. The reader then may conclude:
inasmuch as the King speaks of “Studia” and “Universities”,
let us keep the word UNIVERSITY for Santo Tomais, and the
word STUDIUM, in the sense of College, for San Ignacio. We
doubt, however, if the King had some many details in mind.

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Yet, this much is true: neither the Royal statement nor
the Brief of 1634 that H. M. obtained from the Pope, gave
the Rector cf the Jesuit institution in Manila the power of
conferring degrees, nor dia the Pope or King distinguish third
class, second, first and “higher’” classes of universities: while
giving expressly power to confer degrees on pupils who studied
five years at the said Jesuit Institution, this is expressly called
“College”, and the Archbishop (not the Rector) is the one em-
powered to confer the degrees.'*®

b) Repetti says that Murillo “asserted that the widest
powers of conferring degrees had been granted by Pope Cle-
ment XII under date of December 6, 1735, in a Brief entitled
‘Militantis’.”*®" Or, as Hernaez says: °‘El Papa Clemente XII
concedio el 6 de Diciembre de 1735 que se pudieran dar grados
Académicos en el Colegio de la Compaifia de Jesus de Manila.
Asi lo dice el P. Murillo en Curs. Can’**® Or as Murillo asserted
“Et demum amplissimam facultatem gradus conferendi N.S.P.
Clemeng XII, indulsit die 6, Decembri am. 1735, in Const. quae
incipit : Militantis,”’**°

We are surprised that such an impertant Brief is not given
by Repetti neither by Hernaez or Murillo nor is it found in the
“Bullarium Romanum”! We have to wait until that Brief is
shown. In the meanwhile we have to rely upon the Royal
Cedula pertaining to the petition of such Brief, dated
August 11, 1735, which we have at hand.

In this Cedula, the King does not ask Pope Clement
X1I to convert San Ignacio into a University nor to grant it
the widest powers to confer degrees, but to confirm, (as he had
done already with Santo Tomas)?2° the chairs of “Canones et
Instituta” left vacant by the closing of San Felipe, which chairs

had been distributed between the Dominican and__ the Jesuit
establishments.2*? :

It does not follow
from the citation (of the Recopilacién) that there was only one
univergity in each city,”?

Neither does it follow from the said citation that there
were to be two or more universities in each city. King Philip
1V speaks in general of several cities; he uses prcperly then
the term in the plural.

Nor is the statement of the brochure accurate when it
reads that there were two universities at Santo Domingo, one
Dominican and one Jesuit. We know from the “Coleccion de
Bulas”, cited by the author of the brochure, that there was a
university at Santo Dominge of Hispaniola as far back as
in 1538; that this university was founded by the Dominicans,
and that it is considered the first university ever founded in
the New World.>>*  Then the “Coleccion”’ speaks of a Jesuit
College founded in 1701 (of which we shall speak soon) ;2°* but
Philip IV could not have refered to this institution of 1701 as
he died some forty years before.2>—There were then two “Uni-
versities” at Santo Domingo, one Dominican and one Jesuit?. ..

Nor was the existence of two universities at Santa Fe of
New Granada “a matter of fact.”” We learn from the said
Coleccion de Bulas of the Jesuit Herndez that there was at
Santa Fé a Dominican College “erected into” a University of.

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General Study as far back as 1580, which, like the aforemen-
tioned one at Santo Domingo, was in existence during and after

the reign of Philip IV.>*® There was also a Jesuit institution em-

powered to confer degrees, under some conditions; but no Papal
Brief or Royal Cedula was given to prove its “erection into”
a true University, on the contrary, the Briefs of Clemens X
and Innocent XI refer tec it as a College and Seminary, and a
later Brief of Innocent XI expressly revokes all its privileges
to confer degrees,”” and again these were revived by Innocent
by Innocent XII in 1693,—referring once more to a College—
not to a UNIVERSITY .28

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of Benedict X1V, September 14, 1748, involved an interesting
e¢ase in the city of San Domingo, Hispaniola, West Indies, but
to aveid prolixity we will synopsize the setting of the decisions
contained in the Brief. The Jesuits had an endowed university
in the city of San Domingo and, with the authority of the King
in 1701, used its revenues to erect a new institution. The old
university declined and deteriorated and the old buildings were
demolished; the assets, liabilities and the obligations of the
founder being transferred to the new school. The Dominicans
challenged the right of the new school to confer degrees and
the case was brought before the Audiencia. The Dominicans
were asked tc show their authority to confer degrees and they
produced a ‘copy of a copy’ purporting to be a concession from
Paul III, but as they could not show an original decument, and
as there was no record in the public archieves, their right was
not admitted. The case dragged on for decades and finally a
special investigator was appointed, and on the basis of his find-
ings the king gave his decisions. They were as follows :—-First,
in the transfer of the Jesuit institution from the old founda-
tion to the new they lost none of their rights as a university;
that it remained a university of General Studies; that the de-
grees given in the new institution carried all of the ‘force and
prerogatives of those received in any university.—Second, at
the request of the Jesuit Procurator, Father Pedro Ignacio Al-
tamirano, “made for the sake cf peace”, a university status was
granted to the Dominican institution. — An explanation was
added to clarify the operation of the two universities and it
bears directly on our subject. It stated that, the one and the
cther Universities could confer any degrees whatsoever on
their respective students, in the manner®* of the Universities
of the kind which are possessed, both by the Order of Friars
Preachers and the Society of Jesus, in the cities of Manila,
Santa Fe and Quito'—When the Holy Father was asked to en-
dorse the above decisions he did so mest fully, declaring the
Jesuit institution (at Sto. Domingo) to be a University of
General Studies in which Grammar, Rhetoric, Logic, Physics,
Scholastic and Moral Theclogy, Sacred Cannons, Canon Law
and Medicine and the letters might be taught.—The king’s in-

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vestigator and other interested parties must certainly have
known the conditions involved and set forth in this document,
and if the Jesuits had no recognized and approved university
in Manila the comparison given in the document would have
been meaningless,’’?'?

To avoid prolixity the author of the brochure might have
better passed by without stopping at such an interesting but
also delicate story which may bring about a long discussion. We
shall follow that synopsis:—

a) “The Jesuits had an endowed university in the city
of San Domingo and, with the authority of the king in 1701,
used its revenues to erect a new institution. The old university
declined. ..”

The Brief, however, speaks of a “College”, NOT a “Uni-
versity”’. “Eaponi siquidem Nobis nuper fecit dilectus Filius
Josephus de Lata, Presbyter Societatis Jesu,... quod alias,
nempe die 23 Septembris annit 1701, clar. mem. Philippus, dum
viztt, earudem Hispaniarum Rex. .. licentiam concessit, ut in
Cwitate S. Dominict Insulae Hispaniolae, unum Collegium ejus-
dem Societatis. .. erigi posset,” or in short, Father Jose de
Lata, a Priest of the Society of Jesus, reported to the Pope
that Philip V gave permissicn in 1701 to build a College for
the Society in Santo Domingo, Hispaniola,2:

b) “The old university declined and deteriorated and the
old buildings were demolished: the assets, liabilites and the
obligations of the founder being transferred to the new school.”

That “old University” was not the Jesuit College whose
foundation was authorized by Philip IV in 1701, but a differ-
ent institution founded in 1558 by a certain Hernandc de Jor-
gon; “ut praefertur, de novo erigend;u, domus assitgnaretur ac
redditus applicarentur ad aliud Collegium et Domum Studio-
rum jamdudum, nempe anno 1558, in dicte Civitate a quondam
Hernando de Jorgon fundatuwm.”’>*

Behold a beautiful expression that it is not found even in
the onesided information of the said Brief,—“Vir tamen a me-
morato Philippo Rege primo dictum Collegium erectum fuerat,
guaedam lis, seuw verius quaestionis materia in Tribunali Regiae
Audientioe dictae Civitatis S. Dominici inter dilectos Fi-
lios tunc existentes primo dicti Collegii Recltorem ex una, et
Priorem Conventus ejus Sancti Dominici Fratrum Ovrdinis
Praedicatorum ex allera partibus, introducta remansit, super
prwvativa facultate conferendr gradus in scientiis, quae doce-
bantur...”?* (that as soon as the new College was erected,
there arose a dispute or a lawsuit between the beloved Fathers
in the Island with the Rector of the College on one side and
the Prior of the Convent of Preachers on the other about
the sole faculty to confer degrees); or in short, the lawsuit
arose naturally between the two parties.

Notice how the informer presents the Dominican institu-
tion as a mere ‘“convent”, when in reality it was a true Uni-
versity erected by Paul III, in 1538, as can be seen in his
Apostolic Brief entitled “In Apostolatus”. And “this institu-
tion has the special merit of having been the first University
ever established in America”, adds Hernaez.?'®

d) The author of the brochure then continues: “The
Dominicans were asked to show their authority to confer de-
grees and they produced a ‘copy of a copy’ purporting to be
a concession from Paul III, but as they could not show an
original document, and as there was no record in the public
archives, their right was not admitted.”

And some one may ask: what has all this to do with the
main question of the brochure, viz, whether San Ignacio was a
University or rather a College? I suppose this may contribute
to illustrate the question, also; for this litigation, brought by
Repetti, about the monopoly-like manner of confering degrees

Jesuit College of 1701 and the declined institution of Hernando in the
first half of the XVIITth century under the sole management of the Je-
suit Fathers, who claimed now the supposed rights given to Hernando’s
establishment in 1558. The brochure then continues—

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at Santo Domingo, whether the lawsuit came on the part of the
possessors of the first University of the New World, or on the
part of the managers of the newly erected foundation, or of
beth parties—proves conclusively the tendency not to have two
universities in the same locality. The idea is to know who was
actually in rightful possession of this title. From the informa-
tion of the Jesuit Procurator (in which the University of Santo
Tomas in Hispaniola is presented as a mere Convent with no
original documents to prove its claims while the Jesuit institu-
tion is made to appear as a College and continuation of a se-
cond cld institution that seems to have been once “erected”
into a University), and from the brochure (wherein the Do-
minicans are presented as challengers with no justifiable rea-
son to back their challenge) — it is made to appear that the
Ignatians’ rights were being trampled upon by the Preachers.

About this question, we would prefer that it had not even
been menticned in the brochure. But since it had been men-
tioned, let us put things clearly. We suggest that the reader
open the Coleccion de Bulas, Breves y otros Documentos of the
Jesuit Herndez, repeatedly cited in the brochure; for from this
and in the same section concerning the ‘“erection” of Uni-
versities, and in the very first Brief that heads this section,
we read: '

“THE DOMINICAN COLLEGE OF GENERAL STUDY, IN THE ISLAND OF
SANTO DOMINGO, IS ERECTED INTO A UNIVERSITY LIKE THAT OF
ALCALA” ,— :

“Paulus Episcopus Servus Sevorum Dei. Ad per-
“petuam  rer memoriam.—“In Apostolatus culmine, dis-
“ponente Domino... secundum morem Ordinis Fratrum
“Praedicatorum, ac Prioris et Fratrum Domus Sancti Do-
“minict, Civitatis Sancti Dominict... in qua Studium
“Anpostolica auctoritate noviter ercctum viget Generale. . .
On eadem Civitate unam similem Universitatem Doctlo-
“rum, Magistrorum et Scholarium ad instar dictae Uni-
“versitatis de Alcald... Apostolica auctoritate praefactd...

e) “The case was brought to the Audiencia (during the
reign of the Bourbon King, Philip V, that is, about two cen-
turies after the death of Paul III). The Dominicans were
asked tc show their authority to confer degrees and they pro--
duced a ‘copy of copy’ purporting to be a concession from Paul
111, but as they could not show an original document and as
there was no record in the public archives, their right was not
admitted.”

Here in the Philippines—and 1 believe this comes closer
to the point than that long story in the brochure concerning
Santo Domingo—the court of the Royal Audiencia ordered the
Jesuit College at Manila to stop conferring degrees in 1648 in-
asmuch as there had already been established in the capital of
the Archipelago a public University under the name of Santo
Tomas (again a tendency at least against having two universi-
ties in the same locality). As the Ignatians protested, they were
asked to show their authority to confer degrees and they pro-
duced a “copy of a copy” purporting to be a Papal concession,
but as they could not show an authoritative document in their
behalf, the Audiencia declared by an ‘“auto de vista” in 1649
that they had no right to confer degrees in Manila.*”® Then
Rector Colin secured from the President of the Royal Audien-
cia an extension of four years while they arranged papers and
documents in Europe, of which we shall speak later.* This

His essay is entitled: “Informe pare los Senores Oydores, por parte
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had happened in Manila only a few years after the issuance
of the documents to the Jesuits. Whereas in the case of Santo
Domingo two centuries had elapsed between the issuance of the
documents and the time when it was ordered that they be pro-

duced. We do not wonder then at their not preserving the ori-

ginal Brief of Paul III in the University or in the archives of
the city, especially when we remember that the Island of Santo
Domingo had undergone many revolts and wars and divisions
during this long period. We marvel rather at how and why
this case was taken to the court of the Audiencia when in the
very same reign of Philip V the Dominican institution was
still recognized officially as a General University both in Mad-
rid and Rome. Thus it is put as a model for the creation of
the University of Lecn de Caracas by Pope Innocent XIII, and
at the petition of King Philip V precisely: “ef atfento queod
ejusmods instantia ejusdem Philippi Regis nomine commendata
fuit, Collegium Sancti Jacobi de Leon de Caracas in publicam
Studii Generalis Univerrsitatem, ad instar pradictae Universi-
tatis S. Dominici Insulae Hispaniae... erigimus et institui-
mus.” 22

Again we wonder how some people might have insisted in
asking during the first half of the XVIIIth century for the
original Papal writing of 1538 when the centennary or im-
memorial possession was considered an intangible sacred right.
If the ‘copy of the copy’ ¢f the original Brief of 1538 was
doubtful, at least it was true that the Dominicans had from olden
times a University in Santo Domingo, and such long duration
and immemorial possessicn of it excused them even from show-
ing a single copy of that Brief. Father Murillo Velarde studied
in the University of Granada, Salamanea and Aleala and taught
this doctrine in his “Cursus Juris Canonici” during the reign
of Philip V; a canonist of such experience and talent merited

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a high degree of credibility but his assertions seem not to
have been admitted in this case!’2

f) According to the information given in the Brief of
1748, the question at Santo Domingo was studied by the King’s
investigator and later on was settled by Ferdinand VI declar-
ing the new school of the Jesuits a continuation of the old
Hernando’s institution authorized to confer degrees not only as
a privileged College but as a General University. With respect
to the “Convent” of the Preachers (so-called in the informa-
tion) Repetti says after the same Brief of 1748: “at the request
of the Jesuit Procurator, Father Pedro Ignacio Altamirano,
a university status ‘made for the sake of peace’, was granted
to the Dominican institution.”

It was extravagantly kind ‘of the Jesuit Procurator to re-
quest a university status for that Dominicans institution’; but
it would have been much more commendable if he had stated
to the Pope and the King the whole and sole truth; that is,
1t he had made clear to the King that there was already a Uni-
versity at Santo Domingo; that this University was the first
one ever founded in the New World; that it had been estab-
lished by Pontifical authority more than two centuries before,
and that the Dominican institution was not a mere “convent”
but was THIS TWO HUNDRED YEAR OLD UNIVERSITY
ITSELF of which we speak.?”® Therefore, the Dominicans at
Santo Domingo did not need to obtain in the middle of the
XVIIIth century by way of alms nor “for the sake of peace”
what they were already enjoying by law and by right since the
first half of the XVIth century. We would have been very
grateful, I repeat, if Repetti had not brought now to light this
old and delicate case when from the very same “Coleccion de
Bulas” he cites repeatedly, it is evident that the first Brief of
its university section is devoted to the “erection” of the Do-
minican University at Santo Domingo, by Paul III in 153822

The answer is found in the Brief itself, related by the Je-
suit Procurator. It had been well fixed with Ferdinand VI:
“as pro suae voluntatis executione dilectis quoque Filiis Con-
silto Indigrum mandavit, quod super hice actus quicumgue in
Judicio habiti delerentur, nec amplius ulla instancia admitti de-
beret, perpetuumque silentium in praemissis imposuit, et alies.”
The King had ordered perpetual silence on this question and
commanded not to consider any further entreaty in the
future,2* -

14) And now comes the most important part of the Brief
of 1748: We have, therefore, a Jesuit University at Santo Do-
mingo in the Hispaniola. We have seen also how “at the re-
quest of the Jesuit Procurator, a university status was oranted”
in 1748 to the University that the Dominicans had there since
1538. Since that gallant request, “the one and the other Uni-
versities could confer any degrees whatsoever on their respec-
tive students, in the manner of the Universities of the kind
which are possessed, both by the crder of Friars Preachers and
the Society of Jesus, in the cities of Manila, Santa Fe and
Quito.—When the Holy Father was asked to endorse the above
decision he did so most fully, declaring the Jesuit institution
(at Santo Dominge) to be a University of General Studies.”

Some one may inquire: was the Pope well informed about
the true facts? Anyhow he had to depend on the information
and, at any rate, he expressly “erected” the Jesuit institution
in Hispaniola into a General University: “ipsumqgue Collegivm
Soc. Jesu in dicta Civitate S. Dominici Insulae Hispaniolae, ut
praefertur (i.e. as it has been presented, manifested, or stated)
erectum et institutum. .. in publicam Studiorum Generalium
Unwersitatem. .. erigimus et instituimus,” 228

Such was the fact concerning the pedagogical institution
at. Santo Domingo. Now a Brief like this is still lacking con-
cerning the other Jesuit institutions of Santa Fe, Quito and

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With the close of the mis-named “Univer-
sity of San Felipe” in the first half of the
XVIIIth century, Philip V granted the Co-
legio de la Compaifiia to take up the chairs
of Canon and Instituta and requested the
Pope to confirm them in 1735 (as they had
already been confirmed in the University of
Santo Tomas in 1734), which seems, from
Murillo, to have bheen granted by ‘Clement

Before this institution was “erected in-
to” a true University and granted the ti-
tles of “Royal” and *“Pontifical”, it was
forced to close with the expulsion of the Ig-
natian Fathers in 1768.24¢ A Royal Col-
lege-Seminary, named San José, which was
attached to it, continued its existence,
though.247

It seems, therefore, that with the sole exception made of the
institution at Santo Domingo, none of the others became a true
University, Even the “actual erection” of the University in
Hispaniola was accomplished in a different way from that
which appears in the brochure.2s

It would have certainly been meaningless if the “erection”
of the Jesuit institution in Santo Domingo had been made just
by eomparison of this type. Now, the said document tells of a
Royal decree by which the institution in Hispaniola was declar-
ed to be a University of General Studies, and the Brief says also
expressly that by virtue of this, that institution is “erected into”
and declared a University of General Studies, —declarations
which are lacking when it comes to the other institutions at

Santa Fé, Quito and Manila.

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Neither is it something new that in the informative part
of a Brief there may appear some inaccuracies. In the very
same brochure we have the Brief of Urban VIII, “Alias felicis
recordationis”, dated Jan. 7, 1627, where Repetti recognizes
that the information given to the King and Pope was erroneous;
that the King and the Pope seemed to have been poorly inform-
ed as to the privileges granted by the Crown and Rome to the
Dominicans and Jesuits; and yet, as based on that same infor-
mation Philip IV petitions of Urban VIII, a Brief to that effect
and the Pope issues his Apostolic letters with the erroneous
information.*°

Talking of the institutions at Santa Fe, Quito, and Manila,
there were not lacking grounds to call them universities. The
one at Manila, for instance, was being called already by Murillo
and others not only a mere ‘University” but even a “Pontifical
and Royal University”. Now it is simple enough to call it a
“Pontifical and Royal University’’; but calling it so, does not
make it so... When, how, and by whom was this institution of
San Ignacio “erected into” a University? What Pope gave it the
title of "Pontifical University,” or what King granted it the

All this proves that the letters addressed to him were in con-
sonance with his position and titles used in his “Cursus Juris Ca-
noniei’’. We are sure that if in the title page, Murillo had placed
“CURSUS by P. Murillo Velarde, Rector and Professor of the
Pontifical and Imperial Unwermty of San Ignacm ” the opmmm

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referred to him also as “Rector and Professor of the Pontificai
and Imperial University.”

If the King ordered to be printed a third revised edition
eliminating mistakes, it is because some escaped attention in
former editions. And even this revision is supposed to have
been crdered not concerning the title page precisely but the con-
tents and doctrines about the Canon Laws for Spain and Colo-
nies. The title has been preserved as the author wanted: “Cur-
sus, ete. by Murillo, ete. Professor at the Pontifical and Royal
University ete.” If it is implied that all mistakes, from cover
to cover, have been eliminated and everything contained there-
in is to be taken as perfectly right, the title page being included,
we might suggest that a new edition be made; even so, we won-
der if the next would be perfect. Yet, we do not mean anything
against the work of Murillo as such; we just wonder why the
title page should be given so much weight in our days. It was
a common thing in Murillo’s time to put high-sounding and long
titles. His third edition, for instance, contains over 150 words
in the title page which a modern writer might have reduced to
some 20 or less. This proves, however, that Canones and Insti-
tute had already been introduced after the close of the San Fe-
lipe; that Murillo was one of the first, if not the first to teach
it, and that he called this Jesuit institution “Pontifical and Ro-
yal University.” But again, it is not a question of saying things,
but a question of facts.>*

That it was truly a University does not appear clearly; on
the contrary, in the light of the documents and similar passages
concerning the “erection” of University up to 1768, this insti-
tution of Intramuros was a “COLLEGE” which has been author-
ized for some time to confer degrees, and under certain condi-
tions,—just a “COLLEGE” like many others of that time.**

San Ignacio was being called “Royal and Pontifical Univer-
sity”, not only in that modexrn plate of the Historical Marker
Committee and in the “Cursus” of Murillo but also from the
very beginning when they received the Brief of Gregory XV
of 1621.25° We need only to review the contents of the said
Brief, or any analogous Brief endorsed thereafter by the King,
to come to the conclusion that they did not give it actually the
title of Royal and Pontifical University.*®* The brochure needs
to distinguish between classes and ranks, both of Universities
and titles: formerly it distinguished three classes of Univer-
sities, and we answered that such distinctions are not found
neither in the Brief nor in the Cedulas; now, once more it tries
to classify the titles of “Royal” and “Pontifical” into different
ranks or classes..... |

Following such distinctions, the titles of “Pontifical” and
“Royal” are supposed to have been given to San Ignacio inas-
much “as the university status *°7 was derived from the Pope
and King.” But these were the only authorities who could at
that time empower public colleges with authority to confer de-
orees. The power had to come from them, anyhow. If that is

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sufficient to call an institution “Royal” and “Pontifical”, then
it would have been justifiable to call the Franciscan Order, as
an instance, “Pontifical and Royal Order of St. Francis in the
Philippines” for it obtained from the Pope the approval it need-
ed fer its proper existence as well as from the king to settle in
the Islands. And because all of it is a matter of ranks, and dis-
tinctions, we might go on extending the meaning and subdividing
it until the old churches also get such pompous titles; similarly
we are afraid that by distinguishing ranks and more ranks of
Universities, most of the Colleges of to-day may claim that in
some way they are also Universities.*™

17. PAUL'S BRIEF AND INCREASING DIFFICULTIES

PRE-NOTE. In passing, there is touched also in the bro-
chure a little question as to the antecedents of the Brief limit-
ing the Jesuit privileges, in 1627. Talking about the so-called
Royal and Pontifical University of San Ignacio, the author stops
and wants to make a little comparison between the Brief of 1619
(issued by Paul V in favor of the Dominican Coileges) and the
Brief of 1621 (given by Gregory XV in favor of the Jesuit
Colleges) :

“For the full treatment of our subject we must note the
Brief “Charissimi in Christo” of Pope Paul V, March 11, 1619,
by which the privilege of degrees was granted to Dominican
colleges in the West Indies, not for any specific college.”** When
the Brief was signed the establishment of Santo Tomas in Ma-
nila was not yet known in Rome.?® The conditions for gaining
a degree were precisely the same as those in the Brief of 1621
for Jesuit students; five years study in formed colleges which
were at least 200 ‘millia’ from a general university, fulfillment

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of scholastic conditions, and approbation by the Rector and Mas-
ter of the college, and these requirements are phrased in the
same terminology. Hence the two colleges, Santo Tomas and the
College of Manila, began precisely the same ‘University life’ aftex
the receipt of their respective Briefs in 1623> The Dominican
Brief of 1619 contained two limitations: first, the privilege was
Iimited to a period of ten years; second, the degrees were not
to have validity outside the West Indies.?® It appears that
after the issuance of the Briefs everything did not run smoothly
in educaticnal circles and on January 27, 1627, Pope Urban
VIII issued another Brief, “Alias felicis recordationis,” which
defined the university status of both Dominican and Jesuit col-
leges in the West Indies. The Brief notes that the king of Spain
had brought to the Holy Father’s attention that the concession
and indult of Paul V had given rise to increasing difficulties. In
reviewing preceding conditions the Brief does not seem to state
them with accuracy. It states that Pope Paul V granted the
privilege for ten years, with degrees valid only in the West
Indies, to colleges both of the Dominicans and Jesuits, but we
have seen that the Jesuits obtained their concession from Gre-
gory XV, unlimited in time, and with degrees valid everywhere.
The new Brief restricted all degrees to the West Indies, forbade
their use outside that area, and in addition to previous require-
ments added that of the opinion of three senior Canons of the
cathedral of the diocese.”’2¢8

CONCLUSION: Thus, by emphasizing the advantages of
Gregory’s Brief over that of Paul V, the reader might be led to
conclude that the ‘“university status’” of Santo Tomas was infe-
rior to that of the Jesuit College.?®* Again, the Brief of Paul V,
by which Santo Tomas began to confer degrees, was the cause
of inconveniences and difficulties.

PROOFS. 1) We have already seen the ‘“university sta-
tus” of both, Santo Tomas and San Ignacio.*®® All we have to
prove now 1s that the Brief of Paul V was not the cause of the
inconveniences and difficulties. In the erroneous information
contained in the Brief of 1627 concerning the privileges of the
Dominicans and Jesuits, in which we agree with Repetti, we see
that the gist of the question was to restrict unlimited indults
to confer degrees. And what Brief granted such extraordinary
powers whereby a graduate of a College in the West Indies might
be thought to have a rank equivalent to the rank of a graduate
from the University of Salamanca? Undoubtedly the standard
of the colonies of Spain were not at that time as high as that
of the immemorial and elassical Universities of Europe. Urban
VIII tried in 1627 to restrict the time and validity of those de-
grees as prudently as Paul V had done before in 1619. It was
not, therefore, the Brief of Paul V which gave rise to increas-
ing difficulties nor inconveniences. Inspite of the poor infor-
mation given to the Pope and King, we read between the lines
that the complaints came on account of Gregory’s Brief of 1621,
which gave extraordinary powers.?s

2) This question is somewhat delicate and it would have
been better not to have mentioned it. It is not new by any
means. The Brief of Urban VIII, “Alias felicis recordationis”,
dated January 7, 1627, arrived in Manila in 1630 or at the
beginning of 1631, together with an explanatory letter stating
the causes for issuing this Brief,—some people were abusing the
Papal concession to confer degrees by giving them even to pupils
who had not even matriculated nor studied the required courses
and undergone a rigorous degree examination.?®” As the Brief

in Europe feared that the abuses had occured at the College of
Santo Tomas.

The Rector and co-founder of Santo Tomas de Manila, Fr.
Domingo Gonzalez, could not explain that sort of accusation. He
had been precisely very strict about the studies and examina-
tions, compelling all the graduating students of 1625 (when
Paul’s' Brief was promulgated in Manila) to matriculate and
begin anew. Similarly all the other students were made to go
back through the first course for the purpose of starting “uni-
versity life” in like manner, concerning academic exercises, as in
the Univergities of Mexico and Salamanca. So that, when the
Brief of Urban VIII reached Manila, Santo Tomas counted only
with a few although seleet graduates, most ¢f whom had studied
many of the subjects twice. Fr. Gonzalez asked for justice of the
Ecclesiastical Governor, Mons. Pedro de Arce.?®® The acting
Archbishop called a trial by jury, before H. Exceliency and the
Public Attorney Francisco de los Rios. The trial brought with
it words of encouragement and of praise for the high standard

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in the Dominican institution in Manila at the same time it dis-
covered some abusges on the part of those who enjoyed an indult
of Gregory XV.2** Yet, we must do justice to San Ignacio; it
seems very improbable that such Brief of Urban VIII was
passed on account of this Jesuit College of Manila.

18. VALIDITY OF DEGREES

- PRE-NOTES: 1) A next question far more delicate than
the preceding one is the validity of degrees given at that insti-
tution, a fact also touched in the brochure, both in the very in-
troduction and in several pages of its text.?> We have seen al-
ready how the Dominican institutions were empowered to confer
degrees in their formed Colleges in the West Indies for a pe-.
riod of ten years, while the Brief obtained by the Jesuits two
years later endowed them with the power to confer the very
same degrees without time limit. We have learned also how
Urban VIII reduced that unlimited time to a period of ten
years.*™ Sy

2) The very same Pope Urban VIII issued another Brlef in
1629, especially for Santo Tomas de Manila, extending its
powers to confer degrees for ten years.?”” In 1639 King Philip
IV declared Santo Tomas a University with the same pri-
vileges as of those in Mexico and Lima.*® He requested like-
wise Urban VIII to establish a University at this Dominican
College with Apostolic authority ;** but Urban seems not even

to have answered the King. Then H. M. insisted in 1644, and
Innocent X in 1645, most fully acceded to his petition.*’®

3) Then came the question showing once more the tenden-
ey of not having two universities in the same locality.*”® It was
a privilege of the true Universities to monopolize, so to speak,
the conferring of degrees within a given distance. The Briefs
of Paul V, Gregory XV, and Urban VIII had been careful about
this, stating that such Colleges of the West Indies thus author-
ized to confer degrees, were to be at least 200 “millia” from a
public University.*™

4) The question naturally arose between the two institu-
tions in Manila. Onece the Dominican College had been “erected
into” a public University in the Philippines, by Royal and Pon-
tifical authority, did San Ignacio, scarcely 200 meters distant,
have any right to confer degrees in Manila?

5) Its Rector produced then a copy of a new Brief, which
seems to be a perfect replica of the Brief of Gregory XV, not
duly authenticated. It appeared as a repetition of the Brief
of 1621, dealing with the very same topic and precisely with
identical words from the very beginning up to the end, without
making any reference to that of Gregory in 1621 or even to that
of Urban VIII in 1627.2* The document, however, appeared
under VIII. This Brief of 1634 is identical, as we have said, un-
der that of 1621, and, therefore, although no fixed time is set
to this privilege, yet the Colleges thus favored by the Pope to
confer degrees “had to be at least 200 “millia” from a Public
University”, or it had been granted only for those places where
there were no General Universities.?”®

~6) The word “Public” had a very different meaning then
from the one given to-day to our educational centers: thus the
Colegio de la Compania and the College of Santo Tomas were
considered “Public” institutions, when in our days they would

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be called ‘“Private”.?>* As to the word ‘“General”’, such as &
University of General Studies, the term did not imply that all
the faculties should be actually taught in it: thus the University
of Alcala was being called General University, and yet for a long
time it had only the chairs of Arts and Theology.?®* Rather than
to define these words, which would lead us into a long discussion
inasmuch as those contemporary writers do not agree as to the
extension of their meaning, it will suffice to know that the mo-
dern institutions which are called and recognized officially as
“Universities” in the proper sense of the word, would be general
and even Public Universities in the old terminology.2s2

7) The brochure reads: “Now this is the papal document
(Brief of 1634) which, according to the ‘History of Education
in the Philippines’ contains the proviso ‘until a proper UNIVER-

It is true, a) that the word UNIVERSITY 18 not capltallzui
in the papal document. .

And if we are allnwed also to play with it, we shall add that
“university” does not appear in the Brief, but the Latin word
in the plural “Universitates” and “Universitatibus.”

b) That “Manila” is not mentioned. ..

But the Philippines are named, and the College of San Ig-
nacio, of which the “History of Education” qpeaks on page 206,
was located in Manila,

¢) That the quotation is not found in the “Letran News’...

But 1t is found in the previous given reference “Magis
Amica Veritas”, of which it is an extract and one of the domi-
nant ideas. Talking of manual histories and dealing with stu-
dents, other references are supposed to be given in addition (as
it is done in the whole course of the said “History”) for related
studies and information and reading, and the reference intended
by citing that college magazine is that the reader might come
into knowledge of how a College whose privilege is removed to
confer degrees still appears in modern propaganda as a “REAL
Y PONTIFICIA UNIVERSIDAD DE SAN IGNACIO 1589-1768",
ogreater even than the true REAL Y PONTIFICIA UNIVERSI-
DAD DE SANTO TOMAS DE MANILA.

d) That the aforementioned Brief contains no provise about
a future University. ..

But the “200 miles limitation” was incompatible with the
conferring of degrees at 200 meters from a public University.

- But to avoid prolixity, playing with words and terms, we
shall come to the real point, viz: Was the privilege of San Igna-
cio to cease with the founding of a proper University within a
distance of 200 miles precisely by virtue of the Brief of 16347
Then the powers granted by the said Brief to this College were
to last UNTIL A PROPER UNIVERSITY SHOULD BE ESTAB-
LISHED IN MANILA, which city had a radius of less than 200

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miles. This is obviously proved in “Magis Amica Vertas”, cited
in the paragraph of the “History of Education”, p. 206.—
Now, if such concientious and documented article is not enough
for a manual text-book, all that is left is to take the question
from its very origin at the expense of time, and patience galore,
unearthing dusty documents and old manuscripts. We are wil-
ling to undertake such a hard task if at least we can come to
agree on something definite for the sake of true history.

Santo Tomas was made a University in 1645. Both the
Brief of Innocent X and the Royal endorsement of Philip IV
were received in Manila in 1648. And here we are, nearly three
centuries back, in a small city of less than a quarter of a mile in
radius with no more than 3,000 people... The aforementioned
case of Hispaniola takes place in the Philippines,— '

DOMINICANS—JESUITS—THE ROYAL AUDIENCIA DE MA-
NILA:—“WHETHER OR NOT THE POWERS TO CONFER DE-
GREE, GRANTED TO SAN IGNACIO BY THE BRIEF OF 1634,

19. OBJECTIONS.

And because we think it is not expedient to take up these
questions again, we might as well, in passing, answer some
possible objections:

1) The concession of the opponents was conditional: “IF
the powers granted by the Brief of 1634 ceases with the found-
ing of the University of Santo Tomas”, or “IF the Bull of San-
to Tomas would derogate the one of the Society, this shall af-
fect only the Jesuit institution in Manila” . . .2

—That is why we meant to imply when we said that we
agree in principle. The opponents admitted that they could
not confer academic degrees in Spain, but that in the West
Indies they used to graduate students at a distance of 60 leagues,
i.e. about 200 “millia”, from the Universities of Mexico and
Lima: “Y en los Reynos de las Yndias se vssa graduar en col-
legios de estudios q estam sesenta leguas de las Vniuersidades de
Mezx.co y Lima en virtud de la Bulle de Vrbano 8”.22°—Now the
University of Santo Tomas enjoyed all the privileges of the
Universities of Mexico and Lima, by virtue of the Brief of
1645: “ac eidem Academiae, illiusque Rectori, Magistri. .. et
singulis, ut omnibus, et quibuscumque privilegiis, indultis. ..
i genere vel in specie, quomodolibet concessis, non solum ad
eorum instar, sed pariformiter, et aeque principaliter in omni-
bus et per omnia uti, potiri, et gaudere.”*> —Therefore, the
Brief of Santo Tomas would derogate the one of the Society.
Manila (and within a radius of some 200 miles around the
city). ,

—But inasmuch as Santo Tomas did not refuse to gra-

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duate the poor nor the rich when they deserved their degrees,
we conclude that San Ignacio was a religious house of study
for the Ignatians, much in like manner as the main convents
of the other religious Orders in Manila,*! and the Brief of 1634
had ceased with the arrival of the Thomasian Brief of 1645.

And now, a short chapter of forgotten histcry. Some forty
yvears before the founding of San Ignacio at Manila, the So-
ciety had obtained a privilege from Julius III to graduate their
own religious members at their houses of study without need
of going to a public University. The privilege was later on,
extended to those poor students who had not much chance to
pursue a higher academic course as well as to those rich people
who, for one reason or another, might be refused by the Uni-
versities. No mention is made of the Brief ¢f Julius III in the
brochure. In its stead we find there petitions and more pe-
titions to the Spanish kings, since 1597 down to 1621, asking
H.M. to empower the College of the Society at Manila tc confer
degrees. Was the old privilege already derogated?... The re-
sult of such peétitions was the Brief of Gregory XV, which
was promulgated in 1625. DBefore that year no academic de-
grees were conferred at San Ignacio on the religious nor lay
students. Then came the Brief of 1627 restricting the powers
granted by Pope Gregory, but which were revived by Urban’s
Brief of 1634. When the latter was declared terminated, the
opponents remembered the old indult of Julius III, by which
the Religious of the Society could graduate at their home of
San Ignacio. Not much opposition was encountered to this
neither from the part of the Dominicans nor the part of the
Royal Audiencia. But again, authenticated documents for the
old privilege and for that of Urban as well were lacking.**”

3) Then may be alleged the statement of Pastells, much
similar to the one of Murillo: “En 12 de Mayo de 1653, se
expidid nueva real ejecutoria para que pudiesen los PP. de la

—History continues thus: After the decisions of the Ro-
yval Audiencia de Manila in 1648 an 1649, the Rector of San
Ignacio obtained from the Governor of the Islands a four-year
prorogation of the privileges until papers could be arranged
and attested in Europe. During the term of this prorogation
the Jesuit Procurator acquired from the Council of the Indies
the annulment of the sentence of the Manila Audiencia in 1652.
Next year he obtained the Royal executorship of the act of the
Council.2?*

We have been at a loss searching for the decision of the
Council of the Indies and its Royal executorship to find out
that concerning of ‘“Clauster of a Publie, Pontifical and Royal
University.” The act of the Council reads: “En la Villa-de
Madrid, ete. Los Seiiores del Consejo Real de las Indias, ha-
utendo visto los autos memoriales informes. .. Declararon, i
Declaran q. p. aora, y mientras, y entre tanto que no se fundare
Vniversidad de estudios generales en la dha Ciu.d de Manile am-
bos los dhos Colegios de San Ignacio; y de S.ito Thomas puedan
‘sar de la facultad de dar grados, y los den a los que estudiaren
y cursaren en las facultades de Artes, Philosofia, y Theologia
en los dhos Colegios y en cada uno dellos.”’?* In other words,
both Colleges, San Ignacio and Santc Tomas may continue con-
ferring degrees until a University of General Studies be found-
ed in Manila. The Royal executorship does not add to the
decision of the Council but merely commands its accomplish-
ment, at the petition of the Jesuit Procurator Miguel Solana,
under a fine mentioned by Murillo.

Questions and objections arose in the capital city of the
Archipelago against this act of the Council of the Indies: Why
was this lawsuit taken into the Tribunal of the Council of the
Indies, pending as it was on the Tribunal of the Manila Au-

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diencia until the papers of the opponents could be attested in
Madrid and Rome? Why is the Dominican institution of Santo
Tomas presented in the litigation as a mere College vs. the
Ignatian College when the main argument laid down is that it
(Sto. Tomas) was a University like those of Lima and Mexico?
Why was the Rector of Santo Tomas not notified of this en-
treaty at the Tribunal of the Royal Council so that he might
have sent information to the Dominican Procurator in Madrid
and properly defend this cause? If the powers granted to San
Ignacio were derived from the papal Briefs, could the Council
and the King extend their validity when such Briefs had not
been issued neither by the King nor by the Council but by
the Pontiffs of Rome?

Because of these questions, a new ordinance was added to
the Statutes of the University of Santo Tomas: It is hereby
ordained not to incorporate to our University any degrees
granted by what they call: “Universidad de la Compaiiia”, be-
cause neither is it a University as declared by the Manila Au-
diencia in 1653 nor has it any power to confer degrees, since
the former privileges have already ended; and, although a Ro-
val executorship has come to Manila by virtue of which they
could confer degrees, this must be taken as surreptitious until
a Papal Brief comes to them. With regards to their studies,
these should be recognized and the students should be admitted
even to the degree examinations.?

The University Museum Gallery of Art

The University Museum Gallery of Art was inaugurated
July 26, 1940. Thru the interest and enthusiasm of the Very
Rev. Father Rector, it was possible to gather here in the space
of less than six months representative samples of the works of
the leading votaries of modern art in the Philippines. They re-
present varied schools with their different tendencies, demon-
strating the fact that in gathering this collection, the leading
power of our institution showed a broad tolerance and a uni-
versity of taste, that will acerue but benefits to our students
and will compel but admiration from impartial observers. Dis-
regarding any sacrifice in money and time that thig labor en-
tails, a diligent search has been made for the products of the
easel representative of the different phases of the modern school

which, based upon our present collection may roughly be clas-
sified as follows: |

1. The Classical or the Spanish-Filipino School, and
2. The Contemporary or the Filipino School.

It is regretted that we do not have here represented any
work of that pioneer in art education in the Philippines, D. Da-
mian Domingo, whom the Real Sociedad Econémica de Filipinas

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appointed “maestro de la Escuela de Dibujo” in 1826, taking
into consideration his “conducta, conocimiento, talento y apli-
cacion en el arte de la pintura.” Because there is much in this
document from which the above was quoted that has modern
application especially in our University, where the youth of the
land is being given a rounded education tending to develop his
powers intellectually, morally, artistically and physically. I will
quote further from this interesting document:

The quotation is rather lengthy but we find in it lessons in .
School administration, class discipline, in broad tolerance, in the
humane dealing of the students, and in public decency that it
I8 worthwhile now and then to look back to our Dlders for in-
Spiration and for guidance.
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An early product of this school was undoubtedly D. J uan
Arceo whose El Trdnsito de S. José (1836) adorns the ancient
stairs of the Intramuros Building. Characteristic of this old
school was the love for detail and the chasteness of the color-
ing, heightened by such local touches as the pieces of household .
furniture and the shell windows of the apartment. Many other
Arceos have lately been discovered which should be studied_
more carefully. g1

Schooled in the painting shops of San Fernando de Dllau
now the district of Paco, where the painting of holy images was
the common occupation of the people till well nigh the cloge of
the XIX century, was D. Simon Flores y de la Resa, uncle of D.
Fabian de la Rosa, late Director of the School of Fine Arts of
the University of the Philippines. Born in 1839 he was tutored
in the arts at the early age of 13 by his uncle Pio de la Rosa.
He spent four years in the Academia de Dibujo y Pintura of
Manila of D. Agustin Saez, a notable Spanish art educator un-
der whose direction the latent talents of Juan Luna, Felix Re-
surreccion Hidalgo, Vicente Rivera y Mir, Fabian de la Rosa,
and many others who have given prestige to Philippine -art,
were first awakened. e

-D. Simén was a lover of detail and brillant colﬂrmg ‘His
d_emgns are carefully executed as may be seen in the Samaritan
at the Well, now in the collection, which was rescued from cer-
tain destruction thru carelessness, the weather or the insects, by
our Very Reverend Father Rector in one of his trips to Pam-
panga, where in its old capital, the town of Bacolor, cur artist
spent his last days, not only as a devotee of the easel but also of
the chisel. This work belongs to his second epoch as an artist,
that is, after 1892, when he turned his attention to hiblical and
religious subjects, after one of his works won recognition in the
Certamen literario artlistico held in Manila in honor of San

- Juan de la Cruz. Before this time, that is, during his first epoch

as a painter, he sketched mostly local subjects (costumbres) as
when he sent Una miisica de pueblo to the Centennial Exposi-
tion held in Philadelphia in 1876, commemoratig the centenary
of American independence. This canvas was awarded a silver
medal. To the Exposicion Central de Filipinas held in Madrid
1887, he sent another deplctlng a local event: Mummpes fmpi~
nos en la toma de posesion. .

As late products of the School of the Spamsh-Flhpmn pe--
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riod, we Shall cite only those that are represented in otir collec-
tion £ namely, D. Juan Luna, D. Felix Resurreccion Hidalgo, D.
‘Rafael Enriquez, D. Joaquin Ma. Herrer D. Miguel Zaragoza,
’and D. Fabian de la Rosa.

D. Juan Luna de San Pedro is the greatest glory of Phi-
lippine art. Born in Badoc, Ilocos Norte, in 1857, he was edu-
cated for the sea but was early apprenticed to D. Lorenzo Gue-
rrero, an elder brother of the genial D. Leon, and to D. Agustin
Saez, the beloved teacher of a whole generation of Filipino ar-
tists., In the Academia de Bellas Artes de Sam Fernando in Ma-
drid he soon demonstrated his latent abilities by winning award
after award. Early in his stay in the Spanish capital he formed
‘a close attachment with D. Alejo Vera, a notable Spanish artist.
In 1878 teacher and pupil went together to Rome to breathe in
that great art center the congenial atmosphere which is the as-
piration of all true born artists. Here Luna began to devote his
time to the study of Greek mythology and ancient Roman his-
tory, transfering them immediately on his canvas. Then he
produced successively Daphne and Cloe, which won a silver easel
in a contest held in Manila, La esclava ciega and La Muerte de
Cleopatra, which won second place in the Fzposicion Nacronal
de Madrid in 1881. The Spanish government purchased this can-
vas for the National Gallery. En el Triclinio, a work depicting
‘an ancient Roman custom, and Las Damas Romanas also belong
to this epoch. The Spoliarium was executed in 1884. This can-
vas won for him world-wide recognition. We have in Manila
a good reproduction done by his artist friend D. Mariano Ben-
liure, a Spanish artist of international renown. It was first ex-
hibited in the Ezposicién Nacional de Bellas Artes in Madnd
in 1884, which won for him a medal of the first class, equiva-
lent to a gold medal. It is his masterpiece where action and pas-
sion are vividly portrayed and where one is wont to hear the
cry of the populace, the execrations of the dying, the clattering
of the armors of the dead, as they were dragged from the are-
na, and the laments of the bereaved relatives. The Diputacién
Provineial de Barcelona acquired this canvas for the sum of
20,000 pts. Later a wealthy American of Chicago offered to
buy it for a million pesetas, but the offer was politely refused.
In Manila we have his Pacto de Sangre between Sikatuna and
Legaspi and a portrait of the first Governor-General of the
Islands and founder of the City, the Adelantado, D. Miguel
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Lopez de Lepgazpi, both in the Malacafiang Palace. Another im-
portant work of Luna which was recently acquired by the Phi-

lippine government is his Espasia y Filipinas, Spain being re-

presented by a noble matron leading Filipinas towards the path
of progress. Mi novia, an exquisite portrait of a Spanish lady
is now in the Ongpin Collection.

-We have in the Museum collection a delightful small sketch

(Playa de Kamakurce) in which the vigorous brush of Luna
may be studied. D. Juan was honored by the Spanish govern-

ment with the Encomienda de Isabel la Catolica and true to its

motto: Por la lealtad acrisolada, he never took up arms against

Spain and only placed himself at the service of the Revolution-

ary Government when the Spanish sovereignty in the Islands

had ceased to exist. He served in diplomatic missions to Paris
and Washington, D.C., dying in Hong-kong in 1899 under sus-
picious circumstances.

- D. Felix Resurreccion Hidalgo who shared with Luna the
glory in Philippine art was born in Binondo in 1857. He was
tutored early in his artistic education by a kindly priest, P. Sa-
bater of the University of Sto. Tomas. In this university he
also pursued the study of law but left school hefore graduating,
continuing instead, his artistic studies under D. Agustin Saez.
He exhibited his early works at the Philadelphia Centennial Fa-
position, and in a contest held in 1877 to select the best design
for the cover of a new edition of P. Blanco’s Flora de Filipinas,
he obtained second place, the first having been awarded to his
teacher, D. Agustin Saez. He won a scholarship to the Aca-
demia de Bellas Artes de San Fernando in Madrid in a contest
held in Manila by the Ayuntamiento of the City. He was one
of the most prolific of our artists. His Virgenes Cristianos ex-
puestas al populacho, 1884, won a silver medal at the Exposicion
de Bellas Artes held in Madrid that year. It was of this mas-
terpiece of Hidalgo that Rizal in a banquet held by Filipinos
in Madrid to celebrate the triumph of the two colossi of Phi-
lippine art, Luna and Hidaigo, said in part: “En el cuadro de
Hidalgo late un sentimiento purisimo, expresion ideal de la me-
lancolia, la hermosura y la debilidad,.. Hidalgo es todo liz,
colores, armonia, sentimiento, limpidéz, como Filipinas en sus
noches de luna, en sus dias tranquilos, con sus horizontes, que
convidan a la meditacién, y en donde se mece el infinito.”

' La Barca de Aqueronte won a gold medal in the Exposicion
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General de Filipinas held in Madrid in 1887, and again a sﬂver
medal in the Exposicion Universal de Paris of 1889,

As a government pensionado he sent to Manila in 1890 his
Guerreros Filipinos volando la tumba de su jefe now in the
Marble Hall of the Ayuntamiento, placed pendant to his Filipi-
nas manumitide painted in 1904. Edipus and Antigona was pre-
sented at the Ezxposicion Regional de Filipinas held in Manila in
1895, now in the National Gallery but which had belonged to
the Iriates. He painted a great many other canvases and won
honors in many expositions. His style, as you can readily ap-
preciate in the several samples in the Museum collection is o
distinctive and in such contrast with Luna’s that a simple dilet-
tante in matters of art can easily pick one from the other. He
died in Barcelona in 1913 comparatwely young (56) but full of
honors. -

It is regretted that we do not have as yet any sample of
the works of D. Rafael Enriquez, who was born in Na. Caceres,
Camarines Sur, in 1848. He was schooled under D. Agustin
Saez, educated at this University where he obtained the degree
of B.A., and where he began the study of law but finished it in
the Universidad Central de Madrid. At the Academia de Bellas
Artes de S. Fernando he took advanced lessons. A pupil of the
great masters of the Spanish School like Velasquez and Murillo,
he reflected in his canvases, especially in those of religious sub-
jects, something of the realism in Velasquez and the mysticism
in Murillo. He was also an admirer of Goya. He was at ease
among the grandees of Spain several of whom were the subjects
of his pallete. La lealtad Filipina o la Muerte de D. Simon de
Ande, now in our National Gallery won for the artist a silver
medal. It depicts an episode in Philippine history. It will be re-
membered that it was thru an alcalde of an obscure town in Ta-
vabas that the treasure from the Acapulco galleon was saved
from capture and with which D. Simén continued to wage his
struggle against the English in 1762-1764.

While we lament the fact that we do not have any of his
works in the Collection, on the other hand we have examples of
the works of his son, Rafael Jr., which may be admired here.
He is the author of the murals that you see at the entrance to
the Museum and the Marine life inside of it. His also are the
six smaller murals depicting the chief industries in the Philip-
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puies » agriculture, mining and weaving: and those representing

the Evangelization of the Philippines and its Intellectual Pro-

_gress, beginning with the coming of the Spaniards. While all
these works still need the final touches of the master, his Cﬂstu
del Amor Misericordioso is, as you can appreciate for yourselves,
of dellcate execution and marvelous coloring, giving us an in-
,,,Elght as to what these murals will be when completed '

-D. Joaquin Ma, Herrer, altho Spanish born, spent the besl:

;.yeals of his life in the Philippines dedicated to the development
-0of art in the islands. His works, three in number in the Museum
-Collection, are representative of his style, clear cut and wgorous

a master in his line.
D. Miguel Zaragoza also belonged to the 'Spanish-Fi]ipiﬁo

School, a product of the Academia de Pintura y Dibujo of D.

Agustin Saez. He was awarded a scholarship by the Ayunta-

‘miento of Manila after a competitive trial and took post-gra-
duate studies in Madrid and Rome. He was contemporary and
friend of the great Filipino artists, Luna, Resurreccion Hidalgo,

En_r;quez, Martinez, Peralta, Rivera y Mir and others. One of

-his canvases, “El Escultor,” painted in 1882 is now in the Na-

tional Gallery of Art. We have samples of his productions; two

.landscapes, showing his mastery in the blending of colors. As
A portrait painter, suffice it to cite two that came from his

brush: one that of Fr. Federico Faura, S.J., who in 1865 found-
ed the Observatorio de Manile, and adorns the great hall of the

Jocal Weather Bureau, another, that of D. Leon Ma. Guerrero,

until lately in the Garcia-Roxas Collection, but is now owned by

-the son, the physician-pharmacist-artist and educator, Dr. Al-
_fredo Guerrero. tae d

In 1902, with the cooperation of that great patmn of Pht-—

-.hppme art, D. Pedro A. Paterno, D. Miguel established the first
Academia de Pintura, Escultura y Grabado in Manila under
-American Occupation and was the forerunner of the School of

Fine Arts of the University of the Philippines, of which upon

its establishment, our artist was appointed Professor of Ana-
fomy. An admirer of the great Velasquez, he tried to foster

the master’s style of painting in the Philippines. D. Miguel was
not only a notable artist but also an erudite writer and a pro-

found critic of art.

D. Fabian de la Rosa, born in Paco in 1869, died in Mamla
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in 1937, may be said to have been one of the last representatives
of the Spanish-Filipino School. He was also a pupil of D. Agus-
tin Saez. He won a scholarship in a contest held by the Ayun-
tamiento of Manila in 1896, but due to the unsettled condition
of the country at that time and the eventual withdrawal of Spa-
nish sovereignty in the islands, it was ordered that he was not
to profit by his victory. He was later sent abroad by the Ger-
iminal Tobacco Factory and in Madrid in 1928 he exhibited a
number of his works. One of these Una calle. en Tondo was ac-
quired by the Spanish government for 30,000 pts. for the Museo
de Arte Moderno where the Muerte de Clenmtm of Luna adorns
also one of its halls.

The Spanish Government honored D. Fabian with the
Encomienda of Alfonso XII. His favorite sport was fencing. At
the time of his death he was Director of the School of Fine Arts
of the University of the Philippines, altho for sometime pre-
viously the retina of his eye that had caught so many beauties
in nature was hopelessly dimmed, as was his faith that had nur-
tured him in youth. However, when the end finally came, like
a true Christian knight of old, he was reconcﬂed to his Maﬁer
and to his God. - -

We come now to the second phase of the Mouern Epoch of .
Art in the Philippines. Thru the munificence of our Very Rev.
Father Rector, a galaxy of Filipino artists are represented in
our collection: the Amorsolos, the Dumlaos, the Fabies, Perey-
ra, Alvero, Miranda, Francisco, Lorenzo, Ocampo, Purugganan,
Edades and many others are all there, but of one only shall I
extend my remarks, the honor guest on this occeasion: Vi-
cente Alvarez Dizon, artist laureate, accomplished mu-
sician, noted author. Born in Bacolor, Pampanga, on April 5,
1905, it was however in Cabanatuan and in S. Isidro, Nueva Eci-.
ja, where he early developed his taste for the beautiful. While
still in the Intermediate grades, his artistic sense was already
so highly developed that important publications in Manila dis-
puted his works. After his graduation from the School of Fine
Arts of the University of the Philippines, in 1928, he devoted
much time and effort to lecturing on art appreciation, winning
one recognition after another as when he won important scho-
larships at the Federal Schools of Art of Minneapolis, Minneso-
ta, and the Art School of Yale University. In the United States
he lectured extensively on Philippine Art and Culture, exhibit-
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ing his works in the different art centers like New York, Bos-

ton, New Haven, Washington, Chicago, and Minneapolis.

At Yale where he was graduated with distinction, he spe-
cialized in mural decoration, composition, general art education
and museum administration. For his splendid accomplishments
in the field of art, he was elected to the exclusive art fraternity,
the Pi Alpha of Yale, and also to the National Geographic Socie-
ty Washington, D.C. He is also an associate member of the
American Museum of Natural History of New York. As will
be remembered, his After the Day’s Toil won first prize in an
international competition where 79 countries were represented.
The contest was held in the Golden Gate International Exposi-
tton at San Francisco in 1939, under the auspices of the Inter-
national Business Machines Corporation of New York. His
works are -found in many private collections in Boston, New
York, London, Dublin, Munich and Zurich.

Mr. Dizon is at present connected with the Architectural
Department of the Mapua Institute of Technology, the School
of Fine Arts of his Alma Mater and the National Teachers’ Col-
lege, of which last institution he is the head of the Art Depart-
ment. That is Mr. Dizon, our guest speaker, a distinguished
pupil of Apeles, and a favorite of Eutorpe.

Histology of the Vas Deferens of the Phllmmnn
Earthworm of the Genus Pheretima

INTRODUCTION

The study of earthworms dates back to the age of Dar-
win (5). According to Darwin’s estimate, these annelids are
capable of bringing out to the surface of the earth crust from
seven to eighteen tons of soil in a year’s time from an acree of
land. This is indeed most significant in the field of agriculture,
since the earthworms help the farmers in making the soil bet-
ter aerated and its constituents more easily available to the
plants. Moreover, earthworms facilitate drainage of the soil,
the downward passage of the rocts enhance the germinating
power of the seeds of crops.

The earthworms are “the silent farmers” that labor day
and night without expecting any compensation except the ac-
cidental cut that may be forced on them by an astray pick or
waylaid harrow which may cut them into two which may re-
generate to multiply their number.

Because of the very significant relationship of the earth-
worms to agriculture, the attenfion of many students of natural
history has been focused to the study of the habits, reproduc-
tion, and other significant aspects of the life history of the va-
rious species of these oligochaeta. However, before such studies
could be pursued accurately, one should know the species he is
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dealing with.. -Henee,-the present study which deals with:the

histology of the vas deferens of the earthworms referable to
the genus Pheretima has the primary object of ascertaining the
exact location of the opening of the vas deferens for the pur-
pose of making certain the 1dent1f1cat10n of the bpecles in
question. T 8 RS :

Several investigators such as, C. E. Gates of the Indian
Museum, Burma, India; Michaelsen and Frank Beddard of Lon-
don, are among the prominent students of earthworms specially
of the genus Pheretima. In the Philippines very little study has
been done on earthworms. Beddard clasmfled the Philippine
earthworms of the genus Pheretima. His study was based upon
specimens sent to him in London in 1907 from the Philippine
Bureau of SGIEHCF

OBJECT OF THE PRESENT WORK

The object of this work is to find out the location of the
opening of the vas deferens with reference to the clitellar seg-
ments. In what manner is the clitellum related to the repro-
ductive organs and its differentiation if any during the breed-

ing season. Is there any relation of the location of the repro-

ductive organs with that of the determination of the species? -

the posterior part of segment XIIL.”

METHODS AND MATERIALS

Earthworms used 'in_.the present study ﬁrére all taken from -
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San Francisco del Monte, Rizal Province, about 12 kilometers
from Plaza Goiti of the City of Manila. Its elevation is much
higer than that of Manila.

The region is generally covered with hard subsoil. The
change of weather is very abrupt especially during the dry sea-
son. The nights are cold and the days are warm. The terrain
1s barren and many places are devoid of vegetation, except car-
pets of grasses or other weeds.

The casts deposited by earthworms are very numerous. The
number on a fairly distributed casts was counted to be 22 per
square meter. These casts are very evident during rainy sea-
sons. During the months of June to December, the casts are
very clearly exposed on the grass. During other months how-
ever, they seem to dissapear.

The specimens were collected without much trouble. The
collection was done in the morning as during this time they
are found nearer to the surface than at other times of the day
except at night. During rainy days they are generally encount-
ered on the surface of the ground. During this time, most of
them leave their burrows tc escape drowning as the water level
becomes very shallow. Most of the specimens collected were
secured in the morning at about seven to eight. During hot
days they are however, found deeper in the soil. Lamp and
moist soills are better places for collecting specimens.

TECHNIQUE

After collecting the specimen they are washed and placed
in a tin can where they are kept for two or three days. Feed-
ing was done on moist porous paper. Tissue or filter paper
have been found very satisfactory. The paper is changed once
a2 day. The idea is to clear the intestines of soil and lessen the
particles of hard materials that are lodged in the intestines.
Small particles of stones easily dull the blade of the microtone.

After three days of fasting, the earthworms are killed in
aleohol. The earthworms are then placed in a vessel contain-
ing water to which alcohol is added little by little until the con-
centration reaches to ten cent. This is accomplished in twe
hours. At the end of this period, the earthworms are about dead
after which they are transferred immediately in ten per cent
formaline solution.. As much as possible they are kept in a
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straightened position. - Some specimens were also preserved in
seventy per cent alcohol. The later method was found to be
better than the former method of preservation, as it keeps the
tissues softer time facilitating dissection.

In the histological technique the worm is passed in Bouin’s
fluid for ten hours. The segments containing the reproductive
organs, that is, segment VII to XXIII were removed carefully.
They are then dehidrated and cleared in xylol. Finally they are
embedded in paraffin and subsequently sectioned.

. The schedules used in plant staining was followed. Two
types of stains were used; the iron-alum-heamatoxylin and the
safranin-gentian-violet. Settions stained in iron hematoxylin
showed clearer outlines of cells and nuclei. '

OBSERVATION

The earthworms used, have segments varying from 170 to
195 in number. The first eight segments form the head where
the widest diameter is gttained in the worm. The length of the
warms varies at different periods of the year. The largest worm
recorded measures 32 centimeters long. Internally, the seminal
vesicles are found in segments XI and XII. The paired vasa
deferentia originates from the first seminal vesicle segment XI
and continues to the base of the seminal vesicle of segment XII.
Then it passes to the septum between XII and XI downwards
along the lateral sides of the nerve cord. It enters the sperm-
miducal gland and goes downwards to the opening in segment
XVIII. The histology of the vas deferens (plate I Figs. 1 &2)
simulate that of other animals, being a ciliated duct but it con-
tinues near its opening where they lost their cilia. Muscular
layerg and a septum at the lumes (Plate I Fig. 1) differentiate
it with other animals. The cells surrounding the lumen are co-
lumnar and then followed by muscular layers. At its opening
in segment XVIIl,a gland is found, the spermiducal gland. It
1S lobated and contains a series of small ducts that join together
with the vas deferens to the outside.

The septum in segments X-XI; XI-XII; XII-XIII; are very
thick and so with the septa in XIII-XIV,

The clitellum is found very clearly marked in segments
X1V, XV, XVI.

There are four pairs of spermatheca, segments IV, V, VI
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and VII. They are biramous and the lobes are different in sizé;
one large and another small.

The ovaries are located in segment XIII with oviducts that
run downward from septum XIII, XIV to segment XIV and opens.
by two pores. -

The descriptions of the specimen used tallles with those of
Pheretima benguetanisis of Peddard (1).

As may be noted that the spermduct opens in segment
17 or 18 or between them.

DISCUSSIONS

Table 1 shows that during the early part of the rainy season
the clitellar segments are reduced in size as compared with seg-
ments VII-IX, segments VII-IX being greater in diameter than
any other part of the earthwarm. This differentiation is due
to the rather undeveloped condition of the reproductive organs
during that period. The clitellum pays an important role dur-
ing the breeding season.

Table 1I shows the diameters of the clitellar region, to have
approached that of segments VII-IX. These specimens were
taken during the last part of the rainy season. ‘
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From these tables we may conclude that the breeding period
takes place during the latter part of the rainy season.

Earthworms gathered during the latter part of the rainy
season shows larger seminal vesicles (Plate III Fig. 2) than those
found at the beginning of the rainy days.

The clitellum is very marked and very distinet from other
segments, a sort of a band enveloping these three segments.

Table III gives a series of measurements of specimens col-
lected at different times from September to December 1938.
From these measurments we may say that the earthworms
reach the peak of sexual maturity at the end of the rainy season,
the development commencing during the beginning of the rainy
seasons. This may be due to abundance of soil moisture.

SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS

The following is the summary of the paper and the coneclu-
sions arrived at:

1. The histological nature of the vas deferens in found to
be similar to that of vertebrate animals, being highly muscular
and ciliated at certain regions mostly at the bases of the seminal
vesicles. _

2. The duct opens in the XVIIIth segments by two pores.

3. The seminal vesicles are much enlarged at the end of the
rainy seasons while they are reduced in size during the early
months of the rainy seasons.

4. The clitellum has an ascending development in size to-
wards the end of the month of December.

5. The breeding season is related to the increase in diame-
ter of the clitellum.

6. The different species of Pheretima is determined by the
location and morphological structure of the reproductive organs.

7. The location of the opening of the vas deferens was
found to be invariably in segment XVIII. The earthworm stu-
died, therefore, belongs to the species benguetensis of the genus
Pheretimﬂ. This was in conformity with Beddard’s findings.

ILLUSTRATIONS

Plate 1

Fig. I is a cross section of the vas deferens between seg-
ments XIV and XVI showing the septum and the different lay-
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ers of cells. The dotted areas are the muscular layer,

Fig. 2 represents a longitudinal section of the vas deferens.
Both figures I and 2 are specimens obtained during the month of
December.

Fig. 3 is a longitudinal section of segment XVIII showing
the downward course of the opening to the outside of the vas
deferens. Notice the columnar cells.

Fig. I shows the early development of the seminal vesicle
at the bases of septa X-XI and XI-XII. This specimen vas ga-
thered during the month of August. '

Fig. 2 is a section of the seminal vesicles showing sperm-
atozoa, the hairy structures and spermatogenesis at one side in-
dicated by dotted figures.

Picture of two pheretimas with the internal organs remov-
ed, showing the reproductive organs. Note the large seminal

Me quedoé en el alma una pena muy honda al terminar de
leer “La Experiencia Religiosa” de W. James, Finisimo obser-
vador, delicado artista del andlisis, noble de alma, sincero en el
juicio, atractivo y sugestivo en todo, habla de la Religion, de la
santidad, de las almas misticas con el respeto de la veneracion
y del carifio. (1)

‘No cbstante se queda a mitad del camino, envuelto en las
concepciones del Pragmatismo y del Inmanentismo. Falseada su
mente con la interpretacion erronea de los fenéomenos internos
subconscietes, quiere equiparar los factores religiosos, las intui-
ciones de los misticos catolicos, a las ilusiones y los suefios causa-
dos por el éter o la morfina. Ve lag explicacion de la conversion re-
ligiosa en un proceso inconsciente que al llegar a la conciencia
puede causar la resurreccion del nuevodia. Primero asegura que
Dios, obra en nosotres por medio de la subconciencia y cree en la
eficacia de la oracion, y a renglon seguido nos da una interpreta-
cién rara, mezcla de catolicismo y panteismo, imaginandose un
universo miuitiple en el cual las conciencias se agrupan como en
constelaciones, por grados: conciencias humanas, conciencias de

Origen del sentimiento religioso.

;Por qué proceso laberintico surge de la obscuridad de lo
subconsciente esta relacion religiosa?

Desde luego que los psicélogos acatélicos abundan més en
afirmaciones que en verosimiles y claras pruebas explicativas
de este proceso misterioso, ofreciéndonos descripciones generales

Condesemos sus afirmaciones.

Toda la vida psiquica emana del fondo subconciente. No
debe por tanto buscarse otro origen a los fenémenos religiosos.
En ese subterraneo se elabora la vida intelectual del ar-
tista y del genio: el resultado del trabajo florece en la concien-
cia, pero la elaboracion se ha ido efectuando poco a poco en las
profundidades de su ser. Cuando el artista al emprender el mo-
delado de una estatua cree que obra a impulsos de su razén y de
su libertad, es hijo de una sutil ilusién: es la actividad subcon-
ciente que aprovechando una oportunidad favorable —que al
hombre le parece una inspiracién— salta a la conciencia pidiendo
una forma con que presentarse en €l mundo del arte. De idéntica
manera se ha de decir que la piedad y el sentimiento religioso

Cuando, por el contrario, esas tendencias de perfeccién se
hallan oprimidas por la lucha de sentimientos contrarios, y no
pueden evolucionar desarrollindose en armonia, el dolor echa
encima de nuestra existencia una negra capa de pesimismo que
hace al espiritu suspirar instintivamente por la luz de una re-
dencién, capaz de ahuyentar las sombras y restablecer la armonia
de la unidad: es la religion de las almas dolorosas (6).

W. James lo explica comparando nuestro ser a una barra de
hierro a la cual nos la imaginidsemos dotada de una conciencia
magnética. Sin ninguna sensacién tactil o visual, sin ninguna
representacién, sentiria las diversas modificaciones de su estado
magnético bajo la influencia del iman que se pasase junto a
ella. Estas impresiones determinarian en ella diversas actitu-
des y tendencias. Con todo, impotente para describirnos el ob-
jeto—iman que conmueve sus moléculas, sentiria vivamente su
presencia y el demonio que ejerce sobre todo su ser (8). De una
manera analoga, bajo impresiones diversas, la ‘necesidad indefi-
nida de lo divino’ se transforma en sentimientos religiosos de
temor, esperanza, amor. etc.

El sentimiento religioso, por tanto, no viene a ser mas que
una interpretacién y una manifestacion: manifestacion de un es-
tado obseuro cuyo conocimiento escapa al sujeto.

Claro que esta divinidad no tiene existencia alguna fuera
de nosotros.

La encontramos en la ley tan conocida de que toda imagen
tiende a su realizacién. Cuando una idea o una imagen es muy
intensa, y sobre todo si encierra en si el logro de una tendencia,
facilmente se cree en la realidad del objeto que representa.

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lo menos, de tendencias antagonistas. La vida consciente de im-
piedad y desorden, y la vida subliminal, agregado de recuerdos
religiosos, de familia, huellas marcadas por la educacion en la
infancia. Este complejo obra calladamente. Si se efectuase de
una manera brusca, tendriamos tipos de conversion como el de
S. Pablo; si paulatinamente, del tipo de Sn. Agustin. Una nue-
va persona reemplaza a la primera: el hombre viejo cede el
puesto al nuevo.

Las conversiones verificadas en las convenciones ‘“reviva-
listas”, (asambleas religiosas, frecuentes entre los protestantes,
en las que el bullicio y el tumulto imperan, donde todos rien a
compas, gritan clamorosamente, gimen, se posiran de bruces
para encontrar la salud del alma, y de las gue salen muchos
convertidos,) pueden valernos para explicar las conversiones ca-
télicas, puesto que son de la misma naturaleza: las dos son hijas
de un automatismo que hace saltar lo subconciente a la con-
ciencia.

Los Extasis.

- Los fenémenos misticos de la Religion Catdlica pueden ex-
plicarse psicolégicamente lo mismo que los suefios de los histéri-
cos, los causados por el alecoholismo, el opio y otras substancias
toxicas. Los sentimientos de amor de Dios, uniéon eon Ser Divino,
arrobamientos, no son otra cosa que apariciones en la conciencia

Teoria mistica.

Para consolidar mejor estas explicaciones y cubrir de algun
modo su evidente insuficiencia, se ha ideado una concepcion, lla-
mada ‘mistica’, muy original, que quiere respetar y reverenciar el
sentimiento religioso tan mal tratado lineas antes al equipararle
a los fenémenos psiquicos inferiores o patologicos.

En primer lugar un subsconsciente, con virtualidad tan
rica y poderosa como se le atribuye, esta algo lejos de ser cienti-
ficamente comprobado y, desde luego, es susceptible de varias
explicaciones. Parece por tanto il6gico colocarlo como base para
la explicacion psicologica de los hechos religiosos.

Si estos autores fuesen consecuentes con su método experi-
mental, no creemos recurrieran a esta hipoétesis de lujo, que tras-
pasa los limites de la observacion. ;Cémo nos prueban la exis-

tencia de esa realidad, o como la llamen, que se prolonga, no sa-
bemos como, en la subconsciencia?

Se ve una tentativa que sin duda alguna el positivismo tiene
la culpa de que haya sido infructuosa. Con solo haber tamizado
a través de la recta razén filoséfica los hechos que nos propor-
ciona la experiencia, se hubiera podido tal vez llegar a la verdad.

Lo subconsciente no puede ser causa adecuada de ninguna idea.

Porque es la razon filosofica quien nos asegura que la ac-
tividad de todos los hechos psicologicos, sean conscientes o no,
tiene por causa verdadera una raiz comun, espiritual, de donde
brota mediante lag facultades todo lo que incluye la vida moral,
sensible e intelectual del hombre. Ningin fenémeno psiquico
puede tener explicacion wliima y adecuada en otro fendmeno, aun-
gue sea todo los subconciente que quiera.

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Schleiermacher, Ribot, W. James, Loysi ete., (16) el sentimiento
es anterior al conocimiento: la vida religiosa no la inicia la idea
de Dios, sino el instinto que evoluciona a sentimiento personal y
subjetivo bajo diversas formas. El sentimiento religioso, obe-
deciendo siempre a las leyes de evolucién, se precisa, se va con-
cretando en la conciencia psiquica, se expresa, por medio de
simbolos e imégenes, en ideas que vienen a formar un cuerpo de
doctrina cuyo centro es la idea divina.

Error psicologico.

“Ignoti nulla cupido”, decian los antiguos, expresando una
verdad de sentido comin. Sin previo conocimiento, aunque sea
confuso, no puede brotar en el alma ningun sentimiento. El
sentimiento no es més que una impresion agradable o desagra-
dable seguida de un movimiento del animo, amor que sigue una
atraceién, o aversién que huye de un mal. No pueden existir ni
amor ni odio, sin objeto que lo inspire. Ni el alma puede, por
tanto, buscar o temer a Dios sin reconocerlo, al menos vagamente
como un ser amable y poderoso. :

~ Cuando el nifio junta sus manecitas y eleva al cielo, con-.
fiado, su oracién infantil, afirma enérgicamente que cree en un
Ser vivo, con existencia personal, al que ora persuadido de que
puede oir su plegaria. Es una manifestacion de la idea previa
de la divinidad tal como existe en su espiritu de niiio.

Nos replican los agnosticistas del subconsciente que este sen-
timiento de amor que mueve al infante a orar, a temer a Dios
ete. puede explicarse sin recurrir a la aparicion de la idea ele-
mental de Dios en su espiritu. Por ejemplo, mediante el instinto
de conservacién del cual el sentimiento religioso no es mas que
una prolongacién (17) ; o por una necesidad instintiva de protec-

Confusion psicologica.

En esta manera de pensar estriba la confusién psicolégica.
Confusién doble, que consiste por una parte en no distinguir eun-
tre la nocidén espontanea y casi ingénita que el alma tiene de
Dios, y la ciencia de Dios, el conocimiento razonado y desarro-
llado de la ocién primitiva de la Divinidad. Por otra, en aislar
lag potencias psiquicas en vez de unificarlas y hacerlas todas,
armonicamente, factores de los fenémenos psiquicos.

Confusion al aislar las diversas facultades.

Aun concediendo absurdamente que la vida religiosa y ia
idea de Dios principiasen en un sentimiento, nos deberian ex-
plicar ¢c6mo este sentimiento se transformaria en idea. Nos ase-
guran que la reflexion analiza las impresiones sentidas, los esta-
dos que el sentimiento inconsciente produce en el alma, y les
busca una interpretacién racional. Mas esta reflexién supone
un elemento previo, lo mismo que una construccién arquitectd-
nica requiere los materiales de que se compone. Y el material, el
elemento de la reflexién es siempre algo de orden intelectual,
supone ideas previas, ideas gérmenes, al menos, sobre las cuales
se fundamente el trabajo de reflexién.

lo complejo!—En esta alborada del entendimiento, aparece la luz
que le ha de guiar en todo los procesos intelectivos de la vida:

Asi, juntando el ‘deseo natural—instinto de felicidad—y el
conocimiento natural—idea confusa de Dios—, de que hablaba
Ste. Tomas en 1a nota 20; sin dividir el alma pretendiendo hacerlo
salir de una potencia obscura, afirmamos que en el sentimiento
religioso se incluyen a la vez la inteligencia y la voluntad. A la
tendencia del entendimiento hacia la afirmaciéon de un Ser pri-

El hombre es religioso no por sola la subconsciencia, sin
por todas sus facultades superiores a la vez.

La segunda confusion psicolégica.

“Consiste en no distinguir el conocimiento espontineo, _
mitivo, de Dios que poseen el salvaje y el nifo, del'racional y r ‘
flexivo deél tedlogo y del filésofo, hijo del estudio y del raciocinio.

Fenomenos religiosos particulares,

Por lo que se refiere a estos fenémenos, puede quedar refu-
tada la interpretacién acatélica de los autores que impugnamos,
con la doctrina transcrita al referirnos a la religién en general.

Conversiones.

Como precedentes se caracterizan por una reflexién progre-
siva: discusién consigo mismo, que causa en el alma torturas ho-
rribles. La concupiscencia, en donde reina el placer, lucha con el
espiritu y entre estos dos impulsos el hombre padece las agonias
del periodo preliminar de la conversién. Puede llamarsele pe-
riodo de madurez, pero lo que no es posible es centrarlo en las
obscuridades de la subconsciencia y asegurar que en ellas se ve-
rifica inadvertidamente todo el proceso.

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de la nueva.vida. El mismo flujo y reflujo hacia la verdad que se
nota en muchas almas antes de su conversién definitiva nos in-
dica bien a las claras que hay una lucha de motivos, de tenden-
cias que impelen conscientemente al bien o al mal: jno padeceria
el alma tormento '11rruno si todo se realizase sin que ella se per-
catase de nada!

La exclamacion del alma, ‘quiero ser bueno y no puedo’, *
arrastra la tentacion sin poderlo remediar’ puede tener esta ex-
plicaeién: hay conciencia de la pelea; lo que no hay—debido a los
hébitos inveterados, etc.—es voluntad para terminarla.

Las conversiones revivalistas se explican suficientemente por
el contagio psicolégico de la multitud y el automatismo provocado
por las circunstancias que acompaiian., En cambio las conver-
siones repentinas verificadas en el catolicismo son siempre ca-
sos aislados que es imposible explicar sin recurrir a alturas mas
fecundas y luminosas que las de la psicologia natural. Las cir-
cunstancias que preceden, que acompainan y siguen son total-
mente diferentes. Aislamiento, nada de hullicio ni de automa-
tismo y posiciones formularias ni preparatorias: una fuerza, luz
viva interior, que toca el corazon endurecido y arrebata la razén,
iluminandola poderosamente. A lo mejor esta iiuminacién des-
ciende al alma.con motive de.un texto evangélico, una verdad
moral, la muerte, ete.

Extasis.

En la conducta v efectos consiguientes: Los arrobamientos
de los misticos amplifican y fecundizan la vida moral del indivi-
duo, depurandola en la caridad y en el ascetismo raciomal: Las
otras, al desvanecerse el suefio o al desaparecer la presion ejer-
cida por la crisis de automatismo, el estado de depresion y de
embrutecimiento es algo notable y que todavia nadie ha podido
apreciar en ninguno de los misticos verdaderamente catoélicos.

Con respecto a la ‘teoria mistica’,

Podemos decir que James, queriendo encontrar una solucion
que pudiera apoyarse en la psicologia, en la teologia y en la me-
tafisica, lo hizo con tan mala fortuna que no satisfizo ni a los
psicologos, ni a los tedlogos, ni a los metafisicos.

No a los psicologos, porque después de haber dicho que el
automatismo era suficiente para explicar las principales expe-
riencias religiosas, recurre a una hipotesis de lujo, colocandose
sobre la experiencia psicologica.

No a los tedlogos, porque después de llamar sobrenatural al
mundo religioso, a los efectos de la Religion, los equipara a otros
hechos puramente naturales y aun groseros atribuyéndoles la
misma naturaleza: de donde habran de tener el mismo origen:
o todos son de Dios o ninguno. Confunde ademas las acciones
ordinarias de Dios, providencia, premocion cte., con las extraor-
dinarias de la gracia. Niega la personalidad de Dios al hablar
como un panteista-idealista.

Tampoco al metafisico, por los inconvenientes de toda clase
de panteismo. Tritura el principio de causalidad y de razén su-
ficiente haciendo de Dios algo que brota de nuestro ‘yo’ y al
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mismo tiempo causa de nuestra perfeccién y felicidad. Tendria-
mos la dicha en nuestra propia casa. ..

Conelusion.

La teoria de la subsconciencia aplicada a la Religién nos pa-
rece absurda por no resistir ni a los principios metafisicos, ni a
las deducciones psicologicas. Puede llegar a sugestionar por el
fino andalisis que hace de las intimidades de la naturaleza huma-
na, fundamentalmente religiosa; pero al querer interpretarlos, la
ilusion se desvanece, y el entendimiento tiene que rechazarla
como un falseamiento de las aspiraciones del alma.

Uno de los derechos mas sagrados de las Universidades pro-
piamente dichas era el poder hacer y poner en vigor Estatutos.
Este era uno de los atributos mayores, en cuanto que constituian

Fundada la Universidad de Sto. Tomas, no por un hombre
aislado® sino por una Provincia Dominicana, el derecho de hacer
Estatuto lo dejaba el Sumo Pontifice en las manos de la primera
autoridad de la Orden, por preferencia y pars mayor garantia
de perpetuidad :

La palabra latina “Academia” usada en el Breve de Inocen-
clo X se tradujo de ordinario en castellano por “Universidad” ;™
pero dejo campo ancro a las disputas por parte del Claustro Uni-
versitario y los Profesores de otro Colegio de Manila sobre si era
una Universidad simplemente como la de Avila o0 Santa Fé (en
un principio), o ya una Universidad de Estudios Generales como
la de Salamanca o México. De ser como las tltimas, Sto. Tomés
podia impedir que se fundaran otras Universidades cerca de ella
y aun que se dieran grados en los Colegios dentro de un radic de
200 millas.™
Si el Breve de 1645, a peticion de Felipe IV, no descendia a
estos detalles, un segundo Breve de 1681 le declara expresa-
mente a Sto. Tomas “Universidad de Estudios Generales” 3 la

Naturalmente que siempre ecaben las interpretaciones, tanto en este
Breve como en el anterior, como en el de 1645 y en otros documentos oficia~.

dando y reecibiendo grados. Atun el Breve de 1682 da lugar a interpretarse
que en privade o a los propios Religiosos, con tal de no dar solemnidad pu-
blica, se podia continuar dande grados. En las casas religiosas de Estu-
dios también daban y atn dan ciertos grados.

Otras palabras del Breve de 1681, que parecen ser una limitacion, vie-
nen no obstante a corroborar una vez mas la idea de evitar dos Universi-
dades propiamente dichas en la misma localidad. Quedamos en que bSantg
Tomas era una Universidad Publica de Estudios Generales (Breve de 1681
y 1682) pero no era del Estado sino de la Orden Dominicana, y sujeta “con

¢cién de la dicha Orden, y de su Maestro General” (Breve de 1645). KEsto
implicaba coartacién por parte de! Rey y atn del Sumo Pontifice para
poder establecer otra Universidad en Manila y sus contornos. Bien lo
entendié el Rey de Espafia, y por eso anadié la condicion que volvia a re-
calear el Sumo Pontifice: “doneec et quousque alia publica Universitas
Apostolica et Regalis ad formam modo dictarum Universitalun et non
aliter aut in eadem Civitate Manila aut in aliis Regnis vicioniribus cons-
truatur sew erigotur:” esto es, que Sto.

El informe dado por las Reales Audiencias de Manila y de
México no debia de estar en consonancia con las aspiraciones y
buenos deseos del Pontifice, del Rey y de la Universidad, y el prc-
vecto qued6 en suspenso. A juzgar por las frases de D. José
Arrieta referentes al fallo de dichas Audiencas, aunque es po-
sible tuvieran presente la cuestion econémica, parece tam-
bién claro que estaban a favor de crear abogados por entonces.

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Bachiller en Leyes. La Licenciatura era cuestion de practica
con algin abogado publico. El Doctorado se lo reservaba la Uni-
versidad Central de Madrid.

e) FACULTAD DE MEDICINA Y CIRUGIA (autorizada
en 1681, establecida en 1871 y de una manera estable y regular
en 1872): como Leyes, suponia un programa organizado para
siete anos, incluyendo uno de preparatorio. El grado de Ba-
chiller era opcional en esta Facultad, pudiendo conseguirse al
aprobar el quinto ano. Mas para practicar la Medicina se reque-
ria el grado de Licenciado, que abarcaba los siete ahos. El
grado de Doctor se lo reservaba también la Universidad Central
de Madrid; pero, como en la Facultad anteriormente dicha, no

era esencial dicho grado.

f) FACULTAD DE FARMACIA (intentada en 1785, no
pude llevarse a la practica de una manera regular hasta 1872) :
duraba seis anos, de los cuales el primero servia de preparato-
rio. El grado de Bachiller era opcional al terminar el cuarto. El
Doctorado se podia cursar en Madrid, pero bastaba con la Licen-
clatura para practicar legalmente la Farmacia.

g) FACULTAD DE FILOSOFIA Y LETRAS (en gérme-
nes, una de las mas antiguas; con el nombre de tal pertenece a
1896) : por la razén ya dicha de que varias de sus asignaturas se
cursaban en el Bachillerato General, Filosofia y Letras solo re-
queria tres anos para la Licenciatura.

1) COLEGIO DE NOTARIOS (fundado en 1875) : abarcaba

k) ESCUELA DE MATRONAS (fundada en 1879): es la
fecha que marca la admisién de mujeres en la Universidad. El
curso era peculiar en cuanto que se dividia en medios cursos o
semestres, para conveniencia de las alumnas. Duraba cuatro
anos en la forma dicha. Obtenido el diploma de “Matrona”’, que-
daban sujetas al nombramiento oficial del Gobierno, lo mismo
que los Médicos.

1) ESCUELA DE PRACTICANTES (abierta en 1880): se
1izo tan popular como la Facultad de Medicina. El procgrama
estaba dividido en medios cursos para facilitar a los estudiantes,
en su mayoria, pobres. Al aprobar el cuarto ano, se les daba el
diploma reconocido de ‘“Practicante” (en Medicina) o bien,
“Practicante Cirujano”, segun la especialidad.

1) ESCUELA DE PRACTICANTES FARMACEUTICOS
(gemela de la anterior): el curso “chico” de logs Farmacéuticos
seguia relativamente el mismo sistema que las escuelas dichas.
A mas de facilitar una carrera a los alumnos pobres, tenia la
ventaja (como ia de Practicantes Médicos y Cirujanos) de ser
una oportunidad para los estudiantes que encontraban dificil la
Medicina y la Farmacia.

m) COLEGIO DE HUMANIDADES (tan antiguo como la
Universidad,—unas veces bajo el nombre de Gramatica, Latini-
dad, Artes, o ya Humanidades, vy desde 1865 fué reconocido
por los Gobiernos Superior y Supremo con el nombre de “Cole-
gio de Segunda Iinsenanza de Primera Clase): requeria un
examen de entrada de las asignaturas de la Primera Ensefian-
Za, Y seguia un programa ordenado para cinco ancs, al fin de
los cuales recibia el estudiante el grado de Bachiller en Artes,
—Trequisito para matricularse en las Facultades o ya para poder
ensefiar en los Colegios de Segunda Ensenanza.

n) ACADEMIA DE BELLAS ARTES (implantada en 1785
a manera de ensayo, recibe nueva vida en 1865) : se daba en ella
importancia al dibujo lineal, topogrifico, de adorno y figura, y
paisaje. Se suplementaba con la Academia de Adorno de S. Juan
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de Letran®™—Solfeo, Piano, Violin, Gimnasia y Literatura, divi-
dida en cuatro cursos.

n) COLEGIO DE ESTUDIOS VOCACIONALES (implanta-
do en 1865‘: se dividia en cuatro departamentos: Mecanica, Co-
mercio, Agrimensura y Quimica Industrial. No tenia numero
fijo de anos. Aprobadas las materias de ley, el graduandc no
recibia titulo académico, sino solamente el de “Perito” Mercantll
Mecanico, Agronomo o Quimico.**

ADQUIERE EL TITULO DE “REAL”

Como hemos visto, Sto. Tomas fué favorecida en muchas
ocasiones por los Reyes. Uno de los mayores priviiegios recibidos
de la Corona fué el “Patronato Real” que, ademas de constituir
un gran honor en aquellos dias, era una garantia de perpetuidad.
Carlos 1I, en Cédula del 12 de mayo de 1680, puso a la Univer-
sidad bajo su Real Proteceién con estas palabras:

“He tenido por bien de admitir, como por la presente ad-
“mito a la dicha Universidad del Colegio de Sto. Tomas de
“la Ciudad de Manila debajo de mi proteccion, y declaro ser
“de mi Patronato Real, y mando a mi Presidente, y Oido-
“res de mi Audiencia de aquella Ciudad, y ruego y encar-
“oo al Arzobispo de ella, y a los Obispos de dichas Islas, a
“leg Cabildos Eclesiastico y Secular, v a los Prelados de
“los Religiosos, y otros cualesquiera mi jueces, y justicias
“de ella, que por tal tengan, y que la guarden, y hagan
“ouardar los privilegios y excepciones, que por razon de
“ello le tocaren, que asi es mi voluntad.—Yo el Rey.””*?

Suponia este
Bachillerato costosos laboratorios de Fisica, Quimica y un Museo
de Historia Natural, asi como juegos de mapas, laminas, grafi-
cos v figuras geométricas para facilitar la ensefanza de las asig-
naturas. Aquellos centros docentes que contaban con dicho
equipo a mas del competente personal, fueron declarados “Cole-
otos de Primera Clase”, publicos o privados; y las demas insti-
tuciones que se concretaban a ensenar un numero de cursos li-
mitados segin el plan oficial, se conocian bajo el nombre de “Es-
cuelas de Gramatica o Latinidad” o ya “Colegios de Segunda
Clase”. No estavan los ultimos autorizados para conferir el Ba-
