U. 8. Government Forces to Enter 
Search For Kidnaped Lindbergh Baby

Wa s h in g t o n .—In government circles 
here it was announced that a plan was 
under consideration for the creation of 
a special commisaion to make an offi- 
cial inquiry into the disappearance of 
the Lindbergh baby.

The move carries with it the conside- 
ration of new laws on the crime of 
kidnaping, since the planned commisaion 
is to make for the prevalence of the 
crime.

Legal action by the federal govem- 
ment has admittedly been prompted by 
the imposition of the severest possible 
sentences on kidnapers who have come 
to trial since the l indbergh’s baby was 
stolen. »

Be r l ín .—Officials of the Germán Ge­
neral Electric company announced that 
the 40 percent decrease in income made 
it necessary to cut the staff. This would 
involve some 12,000 workers, for the 
company is the largest of its kind in 
Germany.

Lo n d o n . —■ Home Secretary Samuels 
told the House of Commons that the 
Government did not propose to lift the 
ban on Barbusse and Muenzerberg, who 
have, been recently prevented from 
entering the country. He scored com^ 
munism in the course of his speech as 
a forcé seeking to bring about general 
collapse.

Me me l .—The Lithuanian Government 
announced that the atate of martial law, 
which has existed for some time in 
fermenting Memel as well as in the rest 
of the country, would be suspended. It 
will be replaced by a “law for the pro. 
tection of the Republic”.

The discontinuence of martial law 
was occasioned by the recent promise 
given to the League of Nations, though 
comment on the new law indicated it 
was just as severe as befóte..

bulls, famous for their ferocity, are to 
be entered in the contests.

many extranjeros to Spain, is scheduled 
this year to out-do previous performan­
ces. AH of the matadora are native Ma- 
llorquins and six young bulls—wild 
and full of pugnacity—are being groom- 
ed for tlie occasion.

The oíd bull ring on the outskirts 
of Palma—already visited by many tou­
rists and visitors to the Island—has been 
rebuilt for the festival. A1I of the color- 
ful carnival aspeets of those fetes for 
which Madrid and Barcelona are fa­
mous, are being arranged, including the 
grand procession befóte the fights, the 
draped boxes, the singing piccadores, 
the blaring brass band, the gay señori­
tas and the cabbage throwing galleries.

The matadora so far selected are Mel­
chor Delmonte, Quinito Caldentey and 
Eduardo Víctor.

The season already has opened in Va­
lencia, Barcelona will have fights next 
Sunday (Easter) and Monday/Madrid’s 
festival will be featured by seven events, 
startmg April 10 and continnuing each 
Sunday until May 29. Alicante and 
Beziers each will open its season on 
Apnl 10.

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RIOTS PERIL RUMANIA KINGDOM
Students Kill Pólice On The Island Carne*!*» .

In Gun Battle 
At Jassa

Bu c h a r e s t .—Student riotings spread 
tliroughout Rumania late yesterday, 
threatening one of the oldest and most 
powerful remaining monarchies in Eu­
rope.

The cause for the rioting—which 
broke out in the university town of 
Jassy and spread to other cities—was 
laid to a new law regulating professional 
standards. Political observers, however, 
saw a deeper significance in the upris- 
ings and predictions that attempts would 
be made to overthrow the monarchy 
were freely made.

More than a score of students were 
wounded, two policemen were killed and 
many other participants were arrested 
in Jassy. The situation remains in a 
highly tense State, and the entire nation 
is seething with excitement.

The fighting in Jassy started when 
polioe attempted to interrupt an indig- 
nation meeting of students of the orga- 
nization known as the “Iron Guard”, 
a nationilstic group. The meeting was 
held to protest the suppression of publc 
meetings in Bucharest, where students 
were protestin? __ 
without warning the requirements tor 
professional degrees.

The Government pólice charged the 
“Iron Guard” assemblage. The students 
messed and broke through the pólice 
cordon, beating their way into the open 
with clubs and crowbars.

A stronger pólice forcé arrived as 
reinforcements, charged the students 
with fixed bayonents and drove them 
into the Student Clubhouse. There the 
students barricaded themselves in and 
opened fire from the upper Windows, 
killing two policemen and seriously in- 
juring many others.

The pólice retumed the fire and after 
several un successful attempts finally 
stormed the clubhouse, arresting a 
those within.

The university was ordered closed, 
but further demonstrations are expect­
