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A Direct Route to New York
While Mr. Fred H. Citriolo has been in Palma 

arranging for one of the ships of the American 
Export Lines to cali here to make a direct run to 
New York, the deputy for the Balearles in the 
Cortes was proposing a measure which may make 
it easier to inaugúrate the regular Service which is 
planned between Palma and New York.

, The passenger-cargo liner, Exilona, will cali at 
this port April 10 to take on passengers and freight 
tor New York via Alicante, Málaga and Seville. 
The proposal to the Cortes was for the abolition or 
at least great reduction of the heavy port charges 
which have kept many ships, including those of the 
American Export Lines, from making this a regular 
port of cali.

The Exilona is of nearly 9,000 tons and has 
special accomodations for about thirty-five passen­
gers. Severa! have already booked passage from 
here. and more are expected to take advantage of 
the direct route to the United States. Mr. Citriolo, 
manager of the passenger department of the Line, 
has been staying at the Grand Hotel while arranging 
for the Exilona’s cali. His ships have a reputation 
for making passengers comfortable; they have all- 
American crews, and they make Americans feel at 
home by providing a bar so much like a speakeasy 
that home-sick voyagers have been known to weep 
on beholding the little síiding panel through which 
drinks are served.

Mallorca Inspires Some Lyric Prose.

The enthusiasm for Mallorca has spread as far 
as the Antipodes. A young Australian journalist who 
visited the island has sung the praises of the 
Balearles through the médium of a Sydney news- 
paper.

She tells how, in the Middle Ages, the people 
on the mainland referred to Mallorca as the ”Calm 
Island” because of the peace and quiet that prevailed 
here while all around raged political and religious 
battles. She recomends to our compatriots whose 
lives are a continuous political turmoil, the beauty, 
comfort and peace of Mallorca, ”where the people 
are simpático and where indolence is not regarded 
as a sin.”

Homage having been duly paid to the natural 
beauties, the costumes and customs of the people, 
this young woman paints a vivid picture of the 
dietetic attractions of the place. She described the 
lusciousness of an ensaimada:

, ”To the Anglo-Saxon who has never been 
initiated into the mysteries of this particular product 
of the culinary art it is merely a sweet bun—a kind 
oí pastry. But it is nothing like a pastry as we know 
it at home—it makes one think of pastry only 
because it is so superior to any mixture of flour and 
water that has ever been baked in an oven outside 
of Mallorca.”

Those who were at the Exposition in Barcelona 
in 1929 will readily assent to that. Did they not 
send over from here the prize bakers of that 
delicacy—a little band of people who have held the 
secret in their family for generations, and who have 
had the honor of satisfying royal palates with that 
comestible in Mallorca? However, it was agreed at 
the Exposition that only one hundred miles away 
it was impossible to turn out an ensaimada of the 
same downy texture, the same glossy crispness, 
and the delicacy of flavor as those served for 
breakfast every morning on the island.

It was not their ovens—they had their own sent 
over to Barcelona—ñor was it the flour ñor the rain 
water that is used here. Those, too, had been 
shipped to the mainland. And so they decided it 
was the air over there that was at fault!

That is why, every night when the Barcelona 
boat sails, you can see messengers running along 

• at the last minute with the big round, fíat boxes in 
which ensaimadas are packed, for after all Barce­
lona musí be fed.

London. — Par!¡ament has adjourned for the 

Easter recess until April 5 with the promise of 
having to consider what Minister of the Dominions 
Thomas called a very serious communication from 
Ireland as soon as the Houses reassemble. Mean- 
while President de Valera of the Irish Free State is 
insisting that his election proves the desire of an 
overwhelming majority of Irishmen for the abolition 
of the oath of allegiance, regardless of treaty 
stipulations.
, The Irish situation, however, is no longer cons- 
idered the life and death affair that it used to be 
before the establishment of the Free State, and 
there is little alarm about the consequences.

París — The banks of France have reported that 
they have encountered two million counterfeit ten- 
dollar bilis. The bilis are said to have been máde in 
New York and shipped to France.

Washington— To safeguard American labor in 
much the same way that England safeguards English 
labor, President Hoover has signed the bilí which 
prohibits foreign musicians from playing in American 
theatres, hotels, etc. Exceptions will be made in 
the cases of musicians ”of exceptional talent”.

, Madrid— The Railroads Commission and the 
Ministry of Finalice have agreed on an additional 
expenditure of 50,000,000 pesetas for Spanish 
railroads. _

Bucharest.—It is reported, but not confirmed, 
that there have been risings against the Russian 
Government in Moldavia and the Ukraine. The 
reports add that Soviet troops have been sent 
against the rebels.

Berlín. — According to reports received here 
from Rio de Janeiro, the chiefs of the Brazilian 
coffee industry have decided to negotiate for 
acceptance of an ofter to exchange their product 
for Ruhr coal.

París.—As a meaSure of relieving unemploym- 
ent in France, many churches are being built. The 
amount spent in this way is comparable to the sums 
being spent in other countries for public works in 
efforts to give employment.

No U.8. Tariff Change
Washington.—In spite of a narrow Democratic 

majority in the House of Representatives, no 
reduction of the high American tariff rates is to be 
expected. Senator Reed Smoot, chairman of the 
Senate Finance Committee, made that plain in a 
speech before the Upper House on Friday. Reject- 
ing all arguments that a lowering of tariff walls would 
encourage world trade, the Senator expressed the 
majority view that this is no time to lower any sort 
of taxes, especially such as, in his opinión, tend to 
protect American industry.

Animated by the same tender feeling for the 
country’s hard-hit industry, the House of Represen­
tatives rejected a proposal to place a two per cent 
tax on all business transactions.

Berlín. — Germany celebrated on Friday the 
fiftieth anniversary of Robert Koch’s discovery of 
the tuberculosis germ.

Mein York. — The hurricane which devasted 
large sections of Alabama last week left a death list 
of about 400 in its wake. There were over a 
thousand persons injured, and the property damage 
has run into uncounted millions.

Priedrichshafen—^hQ. dirigible Graf Zeppelin 
has finished the first of its regular flights across the 
Atlantic, telegrams from Pernambuco announced. / 
The great airship is inaugurating a regular Service 
from Germany to South America.
