New Governor of the Baleares, Confident of Country's Progress, is Representative

of the Men Who are Making a New Spain

the man of learning so prominent in po-
litics as he is in Spain. The nearest
Q2 parallel was perhaps the England of the
W&J seventeenth and early eighteenth century
when Ministers were equally famed for scholarship
and statesmanship.

No one can hope to understand the direction of
present day Spanish politics without taking into
account this fact. It is not so much that the political
parties are seeking distinguished writers and
scholars to lead them, but rather that these men
are themselves taking the lead, displaying an inter-
€st in reality which the cloistered sages of other
lands have come to regard as unworthy of their
intelligence.

Such aloofness was not the tradition of Burke,
Fox, Pitt, Sheridan. Scholarly politicians survived
t0 even later days, but they became politicians who
Studied, not students who entered politics.

A Governor

~ Modern Spain is being governed by men whose
Irst training was not in administration, who have
ot necessarily worked up through the ranks of
party apprenticeship. Typical of them is the new
Governor of the Balearic Islands, Don Manuel Ci-
ges Aparicio.

Small, gray-haired, with the slight stoop of the
Sholar, the Governor is the exact opposite of the
Popular conception of the politician. He has nothing
Of the hearty largeness which seems to go with
Political eloquence (although we do not know
anything of his powers as an orator) and he has
O0viously achieved his position by his pen rather
han by his voice.

\ popular novelist, he is even better known as
an historian and best of all as a political writer, for
'€ Was political editor of El Sol, one of the most
Influential of Spanish newspapers. In his youth he
S€rved in the Cuban wars, and is the author of
?l;‘le of the most authoritative histories of that con-
dCt' HI§ latest work, a study of the Bourbon
aggaSty in Spain, was published only three months

tat‘His political views may be taken as represen-
Ve of the Left which has so far guided the des-

€8 of the Republic. And his views are long. He

tinj

traces the present march of progress in Spain back
to the days immediately following the war with the
United States nearly thirty-five years ago. Since
then he has seen the development, not always
uninterrupted, of a modern spirit in the land.

Don Manuel is not, therefore, possessed of the
impatience for the millenium which characterizes
the demagogue. He sees clearly the magnitude of
the problems which confront the Republic and
knows they are not to be settled in a month by
mere legislation. Agrarian reform, education, indus-
try submit only to gradual progress.

As both historian and political editor, Don Ma-
nuel has been able to study the growth of moder-
nism in his country, and to assist in it. He and
other scholars recognized in this development a
field for their own talents; once their interest was
aroused it was not surprising that the political
parties were glad to enlist their brains. Or it would
be surprising only to those who are accustomed to
seeing the owners of important newspapers, not
the writers, in politics. In Spain it is not the Bea-
verbrooks and Rothermeres who reap the political
honours of journalism.

Confidence

Scholars here are not the property of any one
party, but the Left has if anything more than its
share. And these men, like Don Manuel, like the
Ambassador to England, like Madariaga are con-
fident that they are on the road to peace and pros-
perity, and that their country is with them.

As for the immediate problems of his office,
Don Manuel has just been plunged into them. But
he has already learned that the number of the
foreigners in the Baleares, especially in Mallorca,
constitutes one of the cares of their Governor, for
the tourist and the more permanent resident have
brought to the civil administration a number of
duties from which previous officials were free.

Palma has a new military as well as a new civil
Governor, and the incumbent is General Franco,
who in his early forties is the youngest man of his
rank in the Spanish army. His career in Africa,
where Spanish military reputations are made these
days, has been as brilliant if less publicized as that
of his brother, the famous aviator and hero of the
flight from Spain to South America.
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Squash and Tennis

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A Financial Writer Surveys Financial Prospects

The financial situation is of such general inte-
rest that we are pleased to be able to publish this
article by a contributor who is qualified to speak
by his experience and expert wrilings on the
subject.

ENGLAND is now able once more to borrow at 2445,
which is as much as Goschen did and for which
he got a peerage. The loan is not one of the quota
of bills but an issue redeemable in 1944/49, and is
another step in the advance of the British Govern-
ment's credit as the outcome of Mr. Chamberlain’s
big conversion scheme of 2,000,000,000 pounds
war loan at the end of last year.

It is a curious tact that with money almost unu-
sable, there should be still in the neighbourhood of
3,000,000 unemployed in England today. Perhaps
because of the unemployment money is no use. At
any rate the fact remains that with three-fourths of
the gold of the world in the United States of Ame-
rica and in France, the former country has just been
through a financial crisis while the other country
does not know what will happen. The budget is
only being considered and will require serious
thought.

Mr. Lansbury, the Labour Leader in England,
addressing the Trade Union Congress last autumn,
said:

<[t may be that the international money-lenders
bankers and pawnbrokers, owing to the terrific
sacrifices imposed upon our people, are recovering.
[ do not know, but [ am certain that the condition
of the people I represent grows daily more tragic.
We are all of us having to face a situation which
requires courage, grit and determination such as
we have never had to show before.»

However, during the depression the great bank-
ing fraternity have been able to pay their very
substantial dividends. Bank buildings today are
more palatial than ever and yet one of the banks
has recently told us through the medium of its
monthly journal that the workers must look forward
to still greater social and economic degradation.
Must we go back to the first elements —a pick and
a shovel? Are we as a nation entirely in the hands

of the banks and money lenders? It looks very mtch
like it.

The banks lend money at a minimun of 5%/,
They give a beggarly e o/ for deposits. It seems
an anomaly to have any quantity of gold in the
banks and any quantity of labour available on the
market. However, we may rest assured that the
labour trouble throughout the world is one that will
last for 15 or 20 years, by which time thousands of
men who have never known what a day’s hard
work means will be grandfathers and be still kept
by a well meaning but incompetent Government.

The results of the scheme of conversion above
referred to are now being felt and realized. A man
who had an income of 600 pounds a year, for ins-
tance, on a 5 °/, basis prior to the conversion is
now getting 420 pounds on the 3% °/, basis, on
which he has of course to pay income 1aX at the
old and high rate. With his other payments of rent,
rates and taxes he cannot see daylight after living
at the rate he has been for years accustomed to.

We have a long way to g0 before we regain
our past prosperity. Our revenue earning capacity
is at a dangerous point. Many companies are
beginning to see a little clearer, but generally
speaking we must guard against 100 much optim-
ism. There were signs of recovery both in Europe
and in the United States until the late financial
debacle in the latter country broke all immediate
prospects. It is to hoped that the new President of
the United States will prove himself to be the man
who favours the labour interest as much as he
seems to favour the banking interest.

The Week in Spain

A few days ago the German Consulate General
was assaulted by some six or eight communists.
The Consulate, which is installed in a flat in Paseo
de Gracia, was bombarded with stones until the
police intervened and tried to arrest the gang. The-
se, of course, ran away and could not be caught
though the policemen fired several shots after them.
Shortly afterwards the communists returned to
throw a last stone that was wrapped in. a piece of
paper on which was written: <Death to Hitler,
Death to Fascism, Vivat the German revolutionary
proletariat, Vivat the German communist party.»

The eftect of this demonstration on Herr Hitler
will of course be great. The man who knows how
to deal with millions of German communists will
certainly have difficulties with six specimens of the
far more dangerous Spanish species.

The Radical Party and the Lliga Catalana have
not agreed to the plan of making Barcelona an
airport, as projected by the Esquerra. Therefore, it
has not been possible to start work on the mooring
mast that was to be ready for the Graf Zeppelin’s
next voyage to South America via Barcelona. The
captain of the airship has heard of these difficulties
and sent the following telegram to President Ma-
cia:

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Columbus Again

THE scene is tropical, a gentle wind blows the sand
into a fine dust along the shore bordered with
palm trees. Further back the land is thick with tro-
pical foliage.

A white man paces up and down in the fore-
ground. His face wears a worried look—he appears
to be lost. Suddenly with a cry of <Whoopee!» a
dozen dusky skinned natives in straw hats burst
through from the forest.

«Say,» says the first one to the alarmed white

man, <are you Columbus?»

«Si, Serior (or Ya, lo creo)» comes the reply.

«Boys,» says the native, turning around, <we
are discovered!»

Thus ran the legend for simple folk.

Sr. Carreras Valls, by his lectures on the Histo-
ry of Cataluiia, which he is giving to the Lliga Re-
gionalista de Gracia, is causing the blood of every
patriotic Catalan to throb with pride. In his last
lecture he raised the question of the origin and birth
of Columbus and declared that ample proof can be
offered that the family of the discoverer originated
in Barcelona.

Sr. Valls referred to the book compiled by the
Lliga in six languages, which gives documentary
proof of the Catalan origin of Columbus. This book
provoked a similar publication in Genoa showing
his Genoese origin.

The Catalan book points out that in none of the
accounts of renowned historians is the adventurer
referred to as «Colombo» but always as «Colom»
or «Colon», the latter two names being Catalan.

A very detailed account is given, tracing the
movements of various members of the family, who
are described as Catalans of noble birth. The earl-
iest known member is Guillermo, a merchant ven-
turer who founded the Taula de Canvi, an old
Barcelona bourse.

Luis Colon and Violante, his wife, the parents
of Cristobal, are said to have been in Barceiona in
1447, the year of the navigator’s birth, but doubt is
expressed as to whether the event actually took
place in this city or in Tarrega or Tortosa, in each
of which towns were houses belonging to the fami-
ly. Luis Colon was certainly in prison in Barcelona
In 1450 for some reason unkown — it is incredible
that the discovery of America by his son could
ha_ve been anticipated —and from that date his
wife and sons were expatriated.

A theory is put forward that all relevant docu-
ments were deliberately destroyed by Ferdinand
and [sabella for some reason unknown (perhaps to
Prevent friction between the different kingdoms).
Anyhow it is strange that in those records extant
N0 reference is made to Cristobal’s nationality,
Whereas Magellan is always referred to as «the

ortuguese Magellan» and Vespucci as «<the Flo-
féntine Vespucci.»

Whatever his nationality, Columbus has found

Onour in Barcelona and down by the port his
Statue gazes serenely out to sea and the stone lions
Surrounding him smirk impudently at the world.

”Go-on sa-ave the King.” A trembling falsetto
voice rises above the din and commotion as
the Mallorca boat slowly moves away from the
Barcelona quay. The singer, a tough middle-aged
little man, repeats his pathetic performance every
evening, vigorously bDeating time with a baton;
always keeping a watchful eye on his imaginary
choir and orchestra, as he leads them through the
intricacies of the <Marseillaise» and the <Himno de
Riego.» At last, as the big white ship starts to
move off, with an unconcious sense of appropria-
teness, he musters ali his strength and bursts forth
into the British National Anthem.

«Poor chap, throw him a few centimos», is the
reaction of most people. <| wonder what made him
go off his head.» Probably if the story were known,
it would.reveal a tragedy similar to that told of the
most famous of Barcelona «barmies», La Mofios.

La Mofios, or «buns», so called because of the
mode of hairdress she atfects, is almost a national
figure in Catalufia and as such, is highly respected.
Small and slight, aged about fifty, invariably attir-
ed in all the colours of the rainbow, complete with
fan in all weathers, her hair adorned with combs
and artificial flowers, she is a familiar sight as she
hurries determinedly through the streets on her
mysterious errands.

She invariably starts her day on the quayside,
where she receives the Mallorca boat. Thence, via
the doorways of the old Bank of Spain and the
Opera House, in each of which she spends some
minutes in reflection, she proceeds on her way up
the Rambla. Encountered in the strangest places
at all hours of the day and night, she is ever an
object of respect and is never molested.

Opinions about her are many and varied. Some
have it that she is a dope fiend and deals in drugs

-and contraband; others maintain that she is a spy,

and perfectly sane. The public, however, gives
greater credence to the story of the beautiful caba-
ret dancer who set the town crazy some twenty
years ago, who made a fortune and married a
Scuth American millionaire and later, driven out of
her mind by the loss of her husband and subse-
quently her fortune, she returned to the haunts of
her former triumphs, in the Barrio Chino of Barce-
lqna, where she now lives oblivious of the surroun-
ding world, trotting about the town on interminable
and imaginary social calls.

Although this strange figure is certainly the
most famous of the <barmies», there are others
Who rival her by the strangeness of their behaviour.
For example, the stout, well dressed matron who
Wears a black wing-like cape which she clutches
from time to time as she goes down the street and,
with little running steps, attempts to fly off the
earth,
