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CABLES CONQUER PUIG
WORK STARTED ON RAILWAY TO MALLORCA’S LOFTIEST PEAK

T
h e excursión last Sunday to 
La Calobra, in which, despite 
the bad weather, more than 
two hundred persons took 
part has1 focussed- the atten- 

tion of many once more on the Funicular 
Railway for Puig Mayor. '1 his for years 

has been a dream of Sr. Parietti, well 
known engineer of Palma. Many times 
the mountain and its various approaches 
have been surveyed, but it was not un- 
til recently that a definite route was 
chosen and the sanction of the Govern­
ment received. It will not be long before 
visitors to the Island will have the ad- 
ditional treat of a trip up Mallorca’ s 
highest peak to add to the thrills of a 
visit to the caves, or a day spent amid 
the Island’ s picturesque scenery.

Local Engineer
Last December Sr. Parietti, with Don 

Enrique Recasens, of the Banca Reca- 
sens, formed a stock company with a 
capital of 4,000 shares of 500 pesetas 
each. Of the total 2,000,000 pesetas 
authorized capital, 1,500,000 pesetas 
has been paid in, and work on equip- 
ment has started.

The Funicular Aereo del Puig Mayor, 
S. A. will construct and put into opera- 
tion this aerial railway. It will be diff- 
erent to the usual type of funicular on 
which the cars are dragged up on rails4 
by means of an underneath cable, as is 
done in Barcelona on Mt. Tibidabo and 
at Notre Dame de la Garde. In this new 
funicular the cars will be suspended 
from aerial cables, such as are used 
in many places to transport ore. Between 
the start and the summit, 4,500 feet 
above sea level, there will be three in- 
termediate stations two kilometres apart 
with a vertical rise of 750 metres. The 
cabins, which are being constructed at 
the moment in Germany, are designed 
to accommodate twenty-five passengers 
and a conductor, and will clirnb a grad- 
iant of 36 degrees. A round trip for a 
car will take an estimated eight minutes, 
making six complete trips per hour pos- 
sible.

The price of tickets for the trip will 
be made as low as possible, coincident 
with good management and maintenance. 
The Company lías secured a ninety-nine 
year lease, after which time the rail­
way will become the property of the 
Government. One per cent will, there- 

fore, be set aside yearly for amorti- 
zation.

Not the least of the difficulties before 
the promotors of the new venture was 
the question of the approach to the base 
of the Puig Mayor'. Formerly this had to 
be done on foot, there being no roads 
whatsoever. The new road recently 
opened to La Calobra takes care of this, 
however, and future tourists will be able 
to reach the start of the Funicular by car.

Where the Blue Ends
In the past, the trip up Puig Mayor 

was difficult and only to be accomplish- 
ed by an experienced climber. It was 
a matter of a day's hard climb, with 
the night to be spent on top. In addition, 
mist frequently swirls about its sides, 
and more than one life has been lost on 
the rocky slopes of Mallorca’s highest 
mountain. The view from the top is 
unexcelled anywhere in Spain, the en­
tire island spreading itself out below 
one with the blue Mediterranean stretch- 
ing to the horizon on all sides. I o the 
south, Palma can be made out, and te 
the north, on a clear day the mountams 
behind Barcelona.
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THE BULL

A
ma n o í powerful physique 
and will, a bold sportsman 
and a fearless rider, Edmund 
Henry Hynman Allenby, Ist. 
Viscount and British field- 
marshal, whose death we announced 
last week, rendered invaluable Service 

to bis country both as a soldier and as 
administrator.

Born on April 23rd, 1861, he joined 
the Inniskilling Dragoons in 1882, seeing 
active Service in South Africa, and 
taking parí in the cavalry 
operations leading to the re- 
lief of Kimberley. His com- 
mand of the 5th. Lancers from 
1902-05 spread his reputation 
throughout the Army. After 
commanding a cavalry brig- 
ade, he became inspector of 
cavalry in 1910, and in 1914 
went out to France in comm- 
and of the cavalry división. 
The work of his troops, 
mounted, during the retreat 
from Mons and advance to 
the Aisne, and, dismounted, 
in holding the line south of 
Ypres during the critica! 
weeks of October, won high 
praise in Sir John French’s 
despatches. In June, Allenby 
left France to succeed Sir 
Archibald Murray in charge
of the forces in Egypt and Palestine. His 
first three months there, the season 
being unsuitable for operations, were 
devoted to intensive preparations for an 
autumn offensive. His great friend, Sir 
Ronald Storrs, in a letter to the Times, 
describes riding with Allenby, who was 
mounted on his charger «Hindenburg,» 
along the Bay of Acre, and how wonder- 
ful it was to see the East Anglian regi- 
ments tearing out of their tents to 
watch him pass.

As a necessary preliminary to the 
real blow, the outlying bastión of 
Beersheba, 35 miles E. of Gaza, was 
gained by a convergent manoeuvre on 
Oct. 31, a prelude to the decisivo attack 
on Nov. 6 which broke through the 
enemy’s weakened centre and into the 
plain of Philistia^ This compelled a 
general retreat of the Turks, and the 
pursuit was pressed so relentlessly that 
by Nov. 14 the port of Jaffa had been 
seized, the Turkish armies driven apart 
in two divergen! masses, and Allenby

OF BASHAN
was able to wheel his forces to the right 
for an advance on Jerusalem. The 
British troops kept too closely on the 
heels of the Turks for the latter to block 
the narrow mountain passes, and, des­
pite a stout Turkish resistance alrnost at 
the gates of Jerusalem, the objective 
was gained with the surrender of the 
city on Dec. 9. By the time the winter 
rains set in, the position of the British 
troops had been improved, and their 

Allenby, with his staff and French and Italian

hold on Jaffa and Jerusalem made 
thoroughy secure.

The further advance initiated in the 
spring was interrupted by the crisis on 
the western front, which forced the 
dispatch to France of most of Allenby’s 
British troops. The depletion was made 
upby reinforcementsfrom India andMes- 
opotamia, and in mid-September the 
carefully planned and prepared offensive 
was launched. Feinting towards the east 
bank of the Jordán to distract the enemy’s 
attention, Allenby secretly concentrated, 
on the Mediterranean flank, the mass of 
the infantry and behind them the cavalry. 
In this way he made a two-to-one 
superiority on the general front a four-to- 
one superiority at the decisive point of 
attack. On the night of Sept. 18-19, the 
forces in the hilly centre had attacked to 
fix the enemy’s attention, and at dawn 
on the 19th. the western mass struck; 
the result was to roll the Turks back 

north-east, like a door on its hinges. 
Through the open doorway the cavalry 
passed, riding straight up the Coastal 
corridor for 30 miles before swinging 
east to cut the Turkish Communications 
and cióse all exits of retreat. Completety 
trapped, the main Turkish armies were 
rounded up, while the British cavalry 
exploited the victory of Megiddo by a 
swift and sustained pursuit which gained 
first Damascus and finally Aleppo. The 
capitulation of Turkey rang down the 
curtain on this brief and dazzling cam- 
paign. Making all allowances for the 
British superiority in numbers, it musí 
rank as one of the masterpieces of mili- 
tary history, as perfect in execution as 
design. For his Services the victor was 
promoted field-marsha! and rasied to the 
peerage as Viscount Allenby of Megiddo 
and Felixstowe, receiving also a grant 
of fifty-thousand pounds.

In 1919 Allenby was appointed Brit­
ish High Commissioner in Egypt, and 
held the post until 1925, through the 
long sequence of political trouble and 
disturbances arising out of the agitation 
for inependence. In such conditions 
criticism of the administration was in­
evitable, but it is a testimony to Al­
lenby’s impartiality and sympathy that it 
was rather of the velvet glove than of 
the iron hand.

Allenby died London last week, sud- 
denly. He was buried on Saturday, with 
full military honours, in Westminster 
Abbey, the King and the Duke of Con- 
naught being represented. A real blow 
fell on his extremely happy married life 
when he and his wife, Adelaide Mabel, 
daughter of Mr. H. E. Chapman, of 
Salisbury, lost their only son, a lieutenant 
in the Royal Horse Artillery, who had al- 
ready won the M.C., and who died in 
action in 1917 at the age of 19. Allenby’s 
only brother, Captain Frederick Claude 
Hynman Allenby, R.N., died in 1934, 
leaving two sons, of whom the eider, Mr. 
Dudley Jaffray Hynman Allenby, llth. 
Hussars, succeeds to his uncle’s pe­
erage, to carry on the famous ñame and 
tradition which this last of the great 
war heroes has established forever in 
the hearts of Britishers.

A Hot Dish for Hot Days
With the torrid days of summer about 

to hit us, it is as well to put one’s mind 
to suitable diets. The high health prop- 
erties of real Indian curry can be vouch- 
ed for by all who have ever lived in 
the tropics, but unless it is cooked by 
those in the know it often turns into 
some over-sweet or over-dull mess, a 
mixture of boarding-house stew and thin 
soup that is a disgrace to the honour- 
able ñame of curry. Real gourmets have 
pften shed more tears over a so-called 
curry served them in England than were 
ever induced by curry powder.

Not only is the cooking of the rice to 
light, piping hot pitch where every grain 
is sepárate, most important, but the 
serving of the traditional side-dishes 
with it is an indispensible part of the 
solemn rite. Of these, many may be 
obtained in Spain in the larger towns, 
certainly one can get mango-chutney, 
dessicated coconut and that salty, thin 
dried fish known as «Bombay duck.»

Below we give a recipe sent us by 
the wife of an Anglo-Indian officer:—

2 tablespoons olive oil; one heaped dessert- 
spoon Curry Powder (Cross & Blackwelí s is 
the best here).

Mix the curry-powder with a little milk, 
about half a cup. When the oil is at frying heat, 
skin and fry a sliced onion until a dull yellow, 
pour dissolved curry-powder in and cook for 
five minutes, stirring all the time. Then add 
chopped meat, fish or vegetables, with a cup of 
water. When boiling, put into the oven, or over 
a slow fire, for 11/2 hours. (Serves two to three 
people.)

It may be of interest to know that 
this lady, now living in Mallorca, always 
cooks her curries in a Mallorquín casse- 
role. It is the slow cooking that brings 
out the flavour.

Children’s Peace Message

On Monday, the Generalidad Palace 
was the scene of an unusual gathering 
when children from Barcelona’s foreign 
schools mingled with pupils of local 
schools and sent a message of peace 
and goodwill to the children of the world. 
This has been a yearly celebration since 
1922, when the children of Wales issued 
the first message, inviting others all 
over the world to pass on the good 
word. For the first time, however, this 
year the celebration was held under the 
auspices of an established Government, 
the Catalán Generalidad lending its 
official support to the act of goodwill. 
Sr. Ventura Gassol, Catalán Minister of 
Education, spoke to the children and 
welcomed them in the ñame of Cataluña, 
saying that his Government were anx- 
ious to do everything possible for the 
cause of international peace and under- 
standing. Afterwards the message of 
Peace, idéntica! with that originally 
broadcast by the Welsh children, was 
read over the radio in several languages. 
Margal Gols gave the message in Cata­
lán, Jan Houston in English, Suzanne 
Werner in French, Carlino Rivali in Ital- 
ian, Dora Hedinger in Germán, and 
Tomás Buxens in Castillian. An English 
boy, Michael Daveney (Christopher 
Vayne), also read the message in Ger­
mán. Sr. Gassol closed the celebration 
by saying that the words Peace, Paix, 
Pace, Paz, and Friede should be re- 
membered by every child, and that each 
one should strive to understand the full 
meaning.

As the bus went on its way, the 
church was the subject of scornful com- 
ment. ‘No one could feel devout now in 
such a place. The antique dealers buy 
the shabby oíd things and say they are 
beautiful, but how do they look in their 
fine shops? Now we don’t think they 
are very beautiful, but we have known 
them always, and our parents prayed to 
them when we were babies, and they 
understand about us and our troubles, 
and we don’t want them taken away.’ 
This was the dictum of a sturdy 
market woman with a basket which only 
too evidently contained live poultry.

A gentler woman, in neat black, felt 
that the foreign lady should be brought 
ínto the conversation. ‘We think of how 
the women of Villasirga saved the con- 
tents of their church. In your countries, 
where women are so free that they can 
dress as men../ she began, but the 
foreign lady was surprísed by this into 
interruption, and query as to the source 
of this statement. A momentary diver­
sión was caused, as comments carnefrom 
all sides to the effect that she was her- 
self, at that moment, dressed thus. 
Further enqüiry brought the reply that a 
boina was a man’s hat, and that this 
phenomenon had been the cause of the 
noticeabie crowd around the bus at 
every stop. The foreign lady discreetly 
blamed the boina on the chili of the 
morning air, and presently removed it 
unobtrusively, thus allowing the com- 
pany to concéntrate undivided attention 
upon the tale of the women of Villasirga.

‘You see, Villasirga used to be a very 
large place, and it had a long ñame, 
Villalcazar de la Sirga, and a very large 
church where kings and queens used to 
stop to pray on their way to Santiago 
de Compostela. Now it is so small a 
place that even the oíd ñame is too big 

for it, and also the church, so some of 
these men who think they are so wise 
decided to sell the images and the tombs 
to a big shop in Madrid. When the 
women heard of this, the vans were 
coming into the village to take away the 
Virgins who have always taken care of 
us, and the tomb of the prince and his 
wife who had her husband’s funeral 
procession carved all around her own 
tomb, and sell them. We thought of how 
sad the princess would be to have her 
lovely tomb and her husband’s disturb- 
ed, and we were afraid that people in 
big cities would laugh at our shabby 
images, so we went to the church to try 
to protect them.’

‘The sacristan’s wife had the keys, 
because her man was lazy and did not 
want to open the church except when he

had to, so she opened the church and 
we all went in. Then I don’t know who 
had the idea, but someone said we could 
stay; the church was strong, it was built 
by soldiers when the Cid was living in 
this country. So we locked the doors 
and would not let in the men who had 
come with the vans. Our husbands were 
very angry, but we stayed where we 
were.’

The foreign lady murmured a quest- 
ion. ‘Oh. it was very lucky. It happened 
to be just at the hour when we were all 
coming home from the bakers with our 
bread, so we had plenty to eat, and the 
sacristan’s wife found cushions for us, 
so that when night carne some of us 
could sleep while the others watched to 
see that the men did not fiad a way to 
get in. Then we gave all of our money 
to one of the best walkers among us, 
and we let her out of the door in the 
night, and she walked to the railroad 
and went to Falencia and went to see 
the bishop. She said it was wonderful in 
Falencia. She had never been in a big

city before, and she was frightened, but 
she found the bishop and he carne back 
with her.'

The story ended, as the teller rose 
to leave the bus. The foreign lady asked 
the ñame of the village, and was told 
that it was Villasirga. On an impulse 
she, too, got down from the bus, and 
walked to the church. An urchin offered 
to find the sacristán for her, and it was 
hardly a surprise when the woman of 
the bus appeared jingling a bunch of 
huge keys. Proudly she showed them 
the four Virgins and the sleeping princess 
on her tomb, and asked shyly, ’Do not 
you think they are happier where they 
are?’

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Mr. Eric Wolfe

On Tuesday, in the clinic in Son 
Alegre, Eric Wolfe died. Mr. Wolfe, but 
recently recovered from an attack of 
jaundice, was taken to the clinic a few 
weeks ago with a high fever. His 
ailment was diagnosed as appendicitis, 
but before an operation was possible it 
was necessary that his temperature be 
brought down, and means were taken to 
this end. Various methods failed, 
however, and on Monday signs of septic 
poisoning appeared which made an im- 
mediate operation imperative. It proved 
unsuccessful, and it is believed that Mr. 
Wolfe died from septic poisoning set up 
in the appendix by his earlier attack of 
jaundice.

Of British nationality, Mr. Wolfe was 
born in Hamburg, May 14th. 1909. He 
was known to many hundreds of Palma’s 
visitors as a most efficient and court- 
eous member of the staff of the local 
branch of Wagons-Lits Cook, in which 
office he had been employed for the past 
three and a half years. He had joined 
the company a year and a half earlier in 
Madrid.

The funeral, which was to have 
taken place on Wednesday, was post­
poned until the arrival of his father, Mr. 
Oswald Wolfe, Madrid manager of the 
Auto-Electricidad, S.A., who flew from 
the capital. Missing connections in 
Barcelona, he was obl-iged to wait and 
■come over from there by boat.

BORIS BEHIND BARS

Those who were here on the Island 
in the hectic days of 1934 will possibly 
be more interested than surprised to 
learn that Boris I, of Terreno and Andor­
ra, is once again looking at the world 
from behind the bars. This time he is 
in Portugal, where he returned after 
being expelled from France.

Barón Boris de Skossyreff has, since 
he left Mallorca two years ago to seek 
the throne of Andorra, been in consider­
able hot water. Despite his impassioned 
pleas for the throne, he found the 
Andorrans unimpressed, in fact so cool 
were they that he was forced to leave 
under escort. Spain gave him a royal 
welcome and he was hastened to 
Madrid’s new rnodel prison. Barcelona, 
not to be outdone, took him on next, 
though accommodations there were not 
quite up to the standard he was used to.

Portugal detained him, but for a 
short time only, and let him go providing 
he promised never to return. From 
Lisbon his journeyings took him to 
France, where he was sentenced to 
three month’s imprisonment, which 
sentence he promises to fight in the 
Supreme Court. He left, however, for 
Portugal where the authorities proved 
extremely inhospitable and placed him in 
a cell again for breaking his promise not 
to return. He is, according to the report, 
without nationality, having no passport 
whatsoever. The Portuguese Govern­
ment is considering giving him a 
provisional one under certain restrict- 
ions.

You pulí 
a couple of levers with one hand, opér­
ate a pump with the other and while 
doing this you must be quick with your 
feet, too, for there is something to do 
with them as well. And it is no fun, 
either, when the thing starts to get away 
from you and you think it is going 
to run over. You quickly turn all the 
handles and things in sight and leave 
the place and then worry for the rest of 
the day. Usually it’s all right and you 
haven’t done anything more than put it 
temporarily out of order, and a couple 
of hours work will put it all right again.
