Moscow, Wednesday— Practical 
admission of the failure of Soviet 
control of the Russian railway 
transportation system was made 
here today when Dictator Josef 
Stalin handed control of the Un­
es to an independent department.

The re ason for the separation 
of the railroads from central con­
trol is regarded as a move to save 
them from complete disintegrat- 
ion. The goal set for the railroads 
in 1932 and the early part of 
1933 made their actual accompl- 
ishments appear in the lights of 
d i s m a 1 disappointments. The

present deplorable condition of 
the rights of way and rolling 
stock added to the discouragement 
of the Stalin government.

One of the points stressed in 
the Stalin decree was that the 
total amount of bulk goods car- 
ried in the first quarter of 1933 
showed a shrinkage of six mili- 
ion tons as compared with the 
same period of 1932

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Autogiro At Chicago IN MALLORCAN SOCIETY MADRID NOTES

Attracts Spectators 
To Spanish Display

Ch ic a g o , Wednesday — Spain’s 
exhibition at the Century of Pro- 
gress Fair is the center of attrac- 
tion today as a result of publicity 
given to Juan La Cierva, Spanish 
inventor of the autogiro.

La Cierva, inventor of the first 
lighter-than-air machine capable 
of descending vertically, was hon- 
ored when 10,000 inventors of all 
natíonahties gathered to witness 
the award to him of the Guggen- 
heim medal.

The Spaniard was given the 
medal in recognition of his con- 
tribution to the cause of safety 
in the air.

Spaniards present at exposition 
are rejoicing over their nation’s 
sudden leap to the fore; hitherto, 
most of the credit for aviaton ex- 
hibits had gone to the Italians, 
whose painstaking efforts resulted 
in a marvelous display of progress 
in aviation.

As the American public, besides 
being interested in the Italian 
showing, is closely following the 
transatlantic flight of General 
Italo Balbo’s 24 airplanes, it was 
difficult for another nation to cut 
in on the glory of the Italians.

When the Guggenheim medal 
was awarded, it was pointed out 
that La Cierva’s machine is en- 
tirely his own invention, and not 
a helicopter, as many people be- 
lleve.

The helicopter depends on a 
motor-driven helice for its lifting 
power and will fall in case of 
motor failure, whereas the blades 
of the autogiro are wind-turned
and free of the motor, it was poin- > sraner, 
ted out at the exposition.

The custom was ended in 1820, 
when a member of the legislature 
protested because there was a $3 
overcharge in the wine bilí. How­
ever, as the governor had ordered 
the wine, the bilí was paid, but a 
bilí was passed which ended the 
practice.

«As the entertainment of these 
gentlemen (clergymen) entailed 
considerable expense, the Repub- 
licans felt the government was be- 
ing imposed upon,» writes Dr.
