Austria Discovers
Large Nest Of Reds

In Mountain District

ViEnNa, Thursday—That Austr.a
is by mo means yet free of the
Communists within her borders,
despite energetic action against
them since last February was evi-
denceq yesterday by the discovery
of a strong group of 60 Reds in
Upper Austria. All of them have
been arrested.

All of the Communists have been
operating under cover, despite ithe
activities of the government for-
ces of police. The February insur-
redtion was the start of a deter-
mined drive to wipe out Commu-
nists in Austria. At the time-the
aim was achieved, but since then
new groups have been started.

The mountain districts of Up-
per Austria and the Tyrol, where
most of the fighting took place in
February, is still the stronghold.
It is also announced that 52 em-
plloyes of the state railway in the
Salzburg mountain district, which
is also mear Germany, have been
summarily dismissed.

The 52 railway men lost their
jobs because of their attempt to
keep alive the forbidden Commu-
nist party. They had been suc-
cessful for some time in holding
clandestine meetings, mntil the
police were tipped off and raided

Franco-Italian . Agreement On
Confirmed
After Denial Attributed To

Foreign Minister.

Arms Policy Is

Paris, Thursday — Foreign Mi-
nister Pierre Laval arrived here
yesterday from Rome, and is to
leave again today for Geneva.

«I return from Rome complete-
iy satisfied, since I have sealed
Franco-Italian friendship perma-
nently and securely, thus serving
the interests of both countries and
of peace,» Laval declared on his
arrival. He was met at the sta-
tlon by a distinguished company,
inoluding a representative of Pre-
sident Lebrun, several members of
the cabinet and a mumber of high
officials, as well as six membens
of the diplomatic corps.

Immediately on reaching the
foreign office Laval received
Campbell, the British chargé g’af-
faires, to whom he gave an ac-
count of the discussions between
himsed and Mussolini in Rome.
Tihe foreign minister afterwards
visited the president and Prime
Minister Flandin.

SAARBRUECKEN, Thursday — Rapid
action by the Saar police under
their chief, Major Hennesey cut
shiort a fight between members of
the pro-Nazi German Front and
canvassers for the anti-Hitler
newspaper Neue Saarpost here
yesterday.

The canvassers called at the head
office of the German Front about
midday. They scattered copies of
the latest issue of their paper on
the steps of the house, and then
tried to enter, with the object of
bringing the publication to the
notice of the office staff,

Employes of the German Front
ondered the canvassers to leave the
premises. As they did not comply
immediately, heated words were
exchanged, and finally the anta-
gonists came to blows,

Some of the canvassers put in
a call to the police station. A fly-
ing squad- 70 strong arrived, oc-
cupied the premises ang discon-
nected the telephone.

Police Chief Hennesey himself
arrived shortly afterwards to con-
duct investigations. They led o
seven of the canvassers being
taken to the police station for fur-
ther guestioning.

Sees Peace After Voting

BUERCKEL LEAVES
«SEPARATISTS» OUT
IN GOODWILL TALK

Nazi Chief Foresees Large Vote
Against Reunion With Reich
When Ballots Are Cast On
Sunday.

BerLIN, Thursday. — «After Jan-
uary 13 the way will be ¢lear for
reconciliation,» declared Buerckel,
Hiltler’s plenipotentiary for the
Saar, in the opening sentence of
a pronouncement made last nighit
at Kaiserlauterm to wrepresenta-
tives of the Germamn and foreigm
press on the subjeet of mext Sun-
day’s plebiscite.

Buerckel then went on to illus-
trate what he meant by concilia-
tion by denouncing all Saarland-
ers who may vote for the status
quo as Separatists and Marxists.
His statement was framed so as to
prepare the German public for a
considerable adverse vote.

The world, he observed, is now
asking itself who will be the vie-
tor and whio the loser next Sunday,
If an intermational meaning is
read into those questions, however
the plebiscite turns out, its result
will inevitably be [the starting
point of mew conflicts, ithe whole
event being interpreted as a
straight contest between Germany
and France.

Had the League of Nations re-
ally consented to a second plebis-
cite at some future date, said
Buerckel, it would have been in
plain violation of the provisions
of the statute of the Saar. The
duration of the existing situation
woulld never be determinable by
the Saar population, but would
always be dependent on the will
of foreign governments and -on
political evemts outside Germany.

Thie pronouncement of sover-
eigmity over the Saar by the league
depend ‘on unanimity of’the lea-
gue council, which could nevar he
guaranteed. The Germans of the
Baar would mever voluntarily pla-
ce the fate of German soil, in the
hands of foreign people ang for-
eigm governments.

«Whiever advocates the conti-
nuance of the status quo,» Buerc-
kel concluded, «really aims at se-
parating the Saar from Germany
for ever.»
