Two more transports áre to sail 
for Italian East Africa today.

The mobilisation of the two div- 
ísions intended for the «protection» 
of the Ethíopian frontiers of Italian 
Somaliland and Eritrea is now 
complete, according to last night’s 
papers. That means that all the res- 
ervists of the year 1911 are as- 
sembled in the Sicilian ports of 
Messina, Syracuse and Palermo.

The mobilisation has had no ef- 
fect on Ethíopian opinión, accord- 
íng to reports from Addis Abbaba. 
The Emperor has made no prep- 
arations for war, neither is the 
prospect of an agreement any 
nearer.

The Government here is under- 
stood to be far from confident of 
the outeome of the megotiations 
now in progress.

Italy’s Demands

Italy is demanding that before 
the fixing of the Somaliland front- 
ier, and before a neutral zone is 
set up in the disputed area, Eth- 
iopia shall accord full satisfaction 
for the Walwal and Afdub incid- 
ents. Moreover, the Duce refuses 
to agree to any mediation by a 
third party, or to the appointment 
of a neutral tribunal to determine 
the actual responsibility for the 
incidents.

The Supreme Council of Nation­
al Defence announces that Italy’s 
supplies of war materlals are now 
rendered practícally independent 
of foreign countries in wartime. 
The statement was issued at the 
Councirs fifth session under the 
presideney of Signor Mussolini,

The mystery of the «phantom 

flier» of Norway, who was arous- 
ing intense interest by making al- 
leged níghtly flights along the 
northern coast of Norway has now 
been solved.

The army and a large number of 
navy ships, as well as wireless sta- 
tions and coast guards were invol­
ved in the hunt for weeks. It has 
now been revealed that it was just 
another advertising stunt.

Most of the stories concerning 
the Phantom Flier were invented 
by a merchant. Some years ago he 
carne into possession of the Polar 
isiand Jan Mayen, which he was 
anxious to sell to the Norwegian 
government.

In order to enhance the import- 
ánce of his isiand, he began cir- 
cUlating the rumours of -a myster- 
ious flyer. The idea was to indic- 
ate the valué of the isiand as an 
air base.

It is asserted that the merchant, 
whose ñame is not given in the 
reports of the solving of the myst­
ery, even offered the isiand for 
sale to the Soviet Russian and Jap- 
anese governments, so as to stim- 
ulate the interest of the Norweg­
ian government. He claimed that 
the other governments were comp- 
eting for possession of his isiand.

The authoríties are investigating 
the matter thoroughly, in order to 
ascertain whether an action for 
damages will lie against the mer­
chant whose hoax put the Norwe­
gian army as well as navy to cons­
iderable expense, not to mention 
trouble.

tom flier kept the centre of interest

The decisions taken by the Brit- 
ish Cabinet on Wednesday, which 
the British Chargé d’Aflfaires here 
formally communicated to M. La- 
val the same nlght, are causing 
eager discussion in the French 
press, and giVing rise to many 
speculations.

The BritiSh Government, accord- 
ing to some papers, will address a 
questionnaire to the Germán Gov­
ernment in order to olear .up the 
questions left epen by the Germán 
reply to the London communiqué.

The whole press attaches great 
significance to the British Gov- 
ernmentls standpoint concerning 
the simultaneous treatment of the 
problems enumerated in the Lon­
don communiqué, which are cons- 
idered to forra a single indivisible 
entity. It is also admitted that the 
possibility of Sir John Simón’s vis- 
itihg Berlín is being seriously con- 
sidered in London.

Russian Note

The handing in of the Soviet 
Russian note has attracted no less 
a.ttention here. The papers agree 
in describing that document as a 
most important contribution to the 
carrying out of the work of peace 
on the basis of the London deciar- 
atlon.

Catastrophic conditions on the 
Russian railways are revealed tb- 
day as the result of the investig- 
ations of a Commission appointed 
by tlhe Central Executive Commit­
tee of the Communist Party.

Railway workers gave evidence 
on that occasion to the effect that 
a large section of the line was 
being worked with a single track, 
as sleepers and ralis which had 
been cracked by severe frosts had 
not been replaced.

In an apparent effort to remove

The congress is to be attended

It will take place on Ap­
ril 25 and last un til May 1. The 
congress was announced yesterday
by the Reich Film Chamber, at 
whose instigation the congress is 
being convened.

Eight hundred delegates are ex- 
pected to arrive in Berlín for the 
meetings from foreign countries. 
As the annual congress of the Reich

Federaron of Germán, Film The- 
atres takes place at the same time, 
it is believed that 1,500 film ex- 
perts from all parts of the world 
will assemble in Berlín during the 
last week of April.

The last international film con­
gress to $ake place in Berlín was 
in 1928. Conditions have changed 
vastly in the Germán cinema in- 
dustry since then. Once among the 
leaders of the world, within two 
years Germán films have fallen 
far below their former leve! be- 
cause of the restrictions placed lip­
ón actors, writers, directors and 
producers by the government.

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SPANISH-GERMAN 
AIR PACI

Ma d r id , Friday
An order of the Ministry of State 

ratiflying the agreement on the 
establishment of air Unes between 
Spain and Germany has appeared 
in the official gazette.

The agreement is the result of an 
exchange of notes between the 
countries concerned, dated Decem- 
ber 28 and January 7. The text 
agrees in its main lines with the 
unofficial reports already publish- 
ed.

A Germán company is given the 
right to establish and exploit an 
air Service from Friederichshafen 
to South America over Spanish te- 
rritory, with stops at Barcelona 
and Seville. A Spanish firm is si- 
milarly given leavé to opérate a 
Service over Germán territory.

The details of the routes, fre- 
queney of the Services, the kind 
of aircraft to be employed and the 
connections to be made with other 
lines are to be communicated to 
the respective Governments four 
weeks in advance of the option 
being taken up.

The agreement further lays down 
that the companies referred to may 
extend their lines and óperate the 
resulting Services in common. both 
firms havinig equal shares in the 
traffic. Cooperation between the 
meteorological, radio and other 
ancillary Services of the two coun­
tries is also provided for.

The conclusión is believed to 
foreshadow the establishment of 
a direct air Service between the 
Spanish and Germán capitals, eit- 
her by the extensión to Madrid of 
the Germán line which at present 
makes Barcelona its terminus, or by 
the extensión to Berlín of the line 
from Madrid to París, the inaugu- 
ration of which is promised for 
the near future.
