DENIAL OF
CHARGES

TENSE COURTROOM

VIENNA, Monday

Tense excitement prevailed in
the erowded courtroom as the pub-
lic prosecutor began reading the
indictment in the opening of the
trial on Saturday afternoon of the
former Austrian Minister to Rome,
Herr Rintelen, on charges of high
treason,

Herr Rintelen, who wore his left
arm in a sling, listened with a
complete lack of emotion to the
serious charges accusing him of
having had previous knowledge of
the plans for the attack on the
chancellery on July 25 and of aid-
ing and ahetting the plot by offer-
ing his services to the ringleaders
in the forming of a revolutionary
governmendt.

This, the prosecutor stated, con-
stituted high treason, punishable
by life imprisonment, but he added
that proof that Herr Rintelen had
had connections with the insurg-
ents was difficult owing to the
ecircumstantial nature of the evid-
ence.

Outlining the evidence on which
the charges are based the public
prosecutor stated that the first
news broadcast by the putschists
was that the Dollfuss cabinet had
resigned and the government been
taken over by Herr Rintelen, whi-
le a proclamation to the same ef-
fect was read to officials in the
chancellery.

It hadn’t, however, been possible
to find out who was responsible
for the naming of Herr Rintelen
in this connection. Further ground
for suspicion was the fact that
Herr Rintelen, on hearing himself
named in the broadcast as the new

SERIOUS SITUATION IN GREECE CAUSED BY

CRETE SEIZED BY REBEL SQUADRON AFTER
AIR AND SEA BATTLE

AtHENS, Monday

A desperate sitfuation exists today
in Greece, where sections of the
army and navy believed to be in-
stigated by the exXiled General
Plastirag are in cpen revolt against
the Government of General Tsald-
aris, with the open support of M.
Venizelos.

The latest information received
here confirms that the rebels are
in complete control of the island
of Crete. They have made M. Ap-
oskitis, the Governor of the island,
a prisoner and occupied the radio
station and the most important
buildings.

Admira] Typaldos, who has been
conducting negotiations for surr-
ander with the commanders of the
rebel ships anchored off the island
of Milos reported yesterday that
his efforts had been unsuccesful.
A score of bombing ’planes took
off yesterday afternoon with or-
ders to bombard the rebels until
they agree to surrender uncondif-
ionally.

The revolt was begun by the of-
ficers of a ¢rack guards regiment
and by the cadets of the Military
College at ‘Athens. One party of
rebels, led by the retired Admiral
Damesticha and Vice-Admiral Kol-
lalexis, succeeded in occupying
the naval arsenal at Salamis,

There the admirals took com-
mand of five warships, including
the 10,000 ton cruiser Giorgios Aver-
off, the pride of the Greek navy.
The squadron steamed out of har-
bour, but déstroyers and bombing
’planes of the loyal forces took up
the pursuit early Saturday morn-
ing.

In the battle that followed the
Giorgios Averoff was hit amidships
by two bombs and badly damaged.

The authorities are continuing
their efforts to prevent the spread
of the revolt by arresting all per-
sons even remofely suspected of

.lary movement, Many Opposition
leaders, including all Senators and
Deputies belonging to the Oppos-
ition parties, have been arrested,
but some leading Venezelists seem
to have made good their escape,
among them the President of the
Senate.

M. Venizelos himself, who was
seventy-one years of age yesterday,
has been declared an outlaw by the
Government, whereupon the insur-
;gents immediately acclaimed him
as their leader. The former Pres-
ident thereupon openly declared
(himself on the side of the revolt.

He delivered a fiery speech at a
mass meeting yesterday in Crete,
which isknown as a stronghold of
Venizelism. In it he incited the po-
pulation to open rebellion, and lat-
est reports have it that the entire
island has joined the insurrection.
