OCTOBER REBELS

MADRID, Saturday

Don Alejandro Lerroux, Premier
of Spain, handed the collective
resignation of his Cabinet to Don
Niceto Alcalda Zamora, President
of the Republic, yesterday after-
noon,

‘The crisis is due to the grave
divergencies of opinion which ha-
ve arisen in the Government on
the question of granting a reprie-
ve to the Socialist ex-deputy Gon-
zalez Pefia, who was sentenced to
death for having played a leading
part in the Asturian revolt last
October.

The Cabinet decided yesterday
morning, by a majority vote and
on the recommendation of the
Supreme Court, to remit the sen-
tencey The Same décision was tak-
en with regard to death senten-
cés passed on nineteen other re-
volutionaries, ihcluding the Astu-
rian rebel leader Teodomiro Me-
neéndez and two men found guilty
of murdering a *soldier of the
Spanish Foreign Legion,

President 'Alcald Zamora sign-
ed all the twenty reprieves last
night.

Radical Victory

BELGIUM OFF GOLD
STANDARD

ANNOUNCEMENT BY
PREMIER

STABILISING FUND

BRUSSELS, Saturday

Belgium today is off the gold
standard.

M, Van Zeeland, the new Bel-
gian Premier, announced the mo-
mentous decision in the Chamber
of Deputies at midday yesterday,
in an atmosphere of extreme ten-
sion. He stated that Belglum had
been forced fo change the present
gold parity of the belga, which
meant that the National Bank
was relieved of the obligation im-
posed on it in 1926 of redeeming
its notes in gold on demand.

The Premier then emphasised
that in spite of this Belgium re-
mains faithful in principle to a
gold standard currency, and wis-
hes to see it restored as soon as
world conditions permit its fumnc-
tioning internationally.

«Belgium,» continued M. Van
Zeeland, «will use every available
means to bring about an interna-
tional agreement whereby the
world’s most important currencies
will agaipg be stabilised on gold. In
the- expectationh of these' efforts
ultimately meeting with sucecess,
the Government asks ‘Parliament
now to authorise the return to the
go.d standard jimmediately the
pact is signed by the other count-
ries eoncerned.

Devaluation Limit

«The new gold value of the bel-
ga. when stabilised,» said the Pre-
mier, «will in no circumstances be
identical with the present gold
parity, but will not be more than
thirty- per cent below it.»

The Government’s declaration
corresponded in all essentials with
what had been expected.

Financial experts here interpret

the Cabinet’s decision as meaning|

that for the time being the belga
will be allowed to «find its own
levels., As one newspaper expresses
it, «the belga has joined the elast-
iz currencies.»

To prevent the pernicious influ-
ence of unprincipled speculation,
however, and to minimise the dai-
'y fluctuations, the National Bank
will intervene as required by me-
ans of a Currency Stabilisation
Fund similar to that now in oper-
ation in Great Britain, In the
present instance the fund will be
provided out of the bookkeeping
profits made by the National Bank

CEREMONIES IN
CORDOBA

FAMOUS RABBI

CorpoBa, Saturday

Don Niceto Alcald Zamora, Pre-
sident of the Republic, was pre-
sent yesterday at the closing ce-
remonies of the week commemo-
rating the eighth centenary of the
birth of Maimonides, which has
just ended here.

Rabbi Moses Ben Maimon, bet-
ter known as Maimonides, was
the most famous son of Cordoba
since Seneca, and one of the most
famous men of the Middle Ages,
He was born here on March 30,
1135, and died on December 13,
1204 in Palestine, where his tomb
is a place of pilgrimage,

The Spanish Caliphs, when at
the height of their pbower, pursu-
ed a consistent policy of protec-
tion to scholars, philosophers and
artists which made their capital
the chief intellectual centre
of Europe, as well a5 of the
Moslem world, Moslems, Christi-
ans and Jews flocked to the
schools and the court of Cordoba
from all over the known world,
and the influence of its universi-
ty was paramount for centuries.

Moses Ben Maimon at one time
held the post of physician to the
Sultan Saladin, and his mediecal
writings are one of the chief sour-
ces for the studysof the healing
art as praticed in the Middle Ages.
His influence on the culture of
his time, however, was not con-
fined to one science,

«This illustrations savant,» ac-
cording to the Government decree
which gave official status to this
week’s commemoration, «distingu-
ished himself not only in his philo-
sophic conception of the Hebrew
religion, but also in the very hum-
anistic philosophy of the Middle

DEMAND

In an attempt to dispense with
the need for constant search all
over the world for new monkeys,
Voronoff established a monkey
farm on his Riviera estate some
years ago. Here he started to breed
monkeys with considerable suc-
cess. But so much care has to be
taken of the apes in order to offset
the differences between Riviera
and tropical climates, that it was
found that outside supplies con-
tinued to be needed in order to
keep up with the demand for the
animals,

The «farm» is one of the most
elaborate ones of its kind in the
world. Every known scientific de-
vice for the rearing of delicate an-
imals is installed there. The mon-
keys are cared for as though they
were human beings, by an expert
who is in attendance day and
night, As soon as the temperature
|outside -falls, the apes are brought
~ln to especially heated quarters.

‘ed to their food. Large supplies of
