Bomb Injures Four 
Italians In Portico

Of Rome Cathedral
Ro me , Monday— Four Italians 

today are recovering from bomb 
wounds received when a terrorist 
attempted to blow up St. Peter’s 
Cathedral and succeeded in rel­
easing his instrument of death 
in the portico.

Only the watchfulness of a be- 
adle foiled the man in his efforts 
to do more serious damage. The 
beadle noticed that the terrorist 
carried a parcel wrapped in a 
handkerchief, and enforced a 
rule which forbids the carrying 
of packages into the basilica.

The bomb expioded just before 
the conclusión of mid-day mass, 
and only a matter of a few min­
utes saved the worshlppers from 
injury. Had the bomb gone off a 
few minutes later, there would 
have been a large flow of depart- 
ing persons passing the spot 
where the explosión took place.

Although the pólice later arres- 
ted another man attempting to 
enter the basilica with a parcel, 
it is not known whether another 
attack was planned, or whether 
the man was innocent.

GETS SENTENCE OF 

LONG PRISON TERM

Twenty-Five Years Given As 
Kenneth Buck Admits Guilt 
In Abduction And Ransom 
Case In Massachusetts.

Ba r n s t a pl e , Mass., Monday — 
Kenneth Buck, self-confessed 
kidnaper of the young Peggy 
McMath girl who succeeded in 
obtaining 50,000 ranson for her 
release, has been sentenced to a 
quarter of a century in prison at 
hard labor for his crimes.

Unlike most kidnapers of rec­
ent years, who have been notor- 
iously nnsuccessful in their prof- 
ession, Buck succeeded in secr- 
eting the child and eluding the 
pólice until the ransom had been 
paid by her frantic and wealthy 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Neil C. 
McMath.

Captured by the authorities be­
fore he had time to spend much 
of his ill-gained profits, Buck 
pleaded guilty to charges of abd­
uction and extortion.

The prosecuting attorney, in 
demanding the máximum punish- 
ment for the offender, described 
his acts as heinous and inhuman. 
His impassioned plea was suc- 
cesful, for Buck was given the 
most severe sentence allowed un- 
der the laws of Massachusetts.

Still facing trial is Buck’s bro- 
ther, Cyril, accused of assisting 
in the kidnaping. Cyril Buck has 
not confessed to the charges cla- 
iming that he had no other int- 
erest than to return the child to 
her parents.

Before his trial, Kenneth att­
empted to prove himself insane, 
but was unsuccessful in spite of a 
number of fits of violence thrown 
for the benefit of the alienists.

Behind the Nazi leader’s deci­
sión was the determination of 
Signor Mussolini to withdraw po- 
litical support from Germany if 
she pursued her earlier policies.

The Nazis have been embarras- 
sed further by Chancellor Dollf- 
uss’ efforts to wipe them out of 
existence.

In that same year at the April 
Penn Relay Carnival he finished 
second to Conger and the future 
record holder was timed in 4 min­
utes, 27 seconds. From that date 
until this Venzke has run but one 
race at a greater distance than a 
mile.

The profits to cotton farmers 
probably will be greater this yéar 
because:

(1) Planting and farm costs 
have been cut to the nub.

(2) Home-grown feed and fod­
der crops make living costs and 
maintenance of farm animáis 
cheaper,

(3) Much marginal land has 
been abandoned.

(4) Credit, especially federal 
government loans, has been avail­
able at low interest costs.

(5) Much labor was available, 
and for the most part, seed and 
equipment were bought before in- 
flation.

Skyrocketing cotton prices since 
March 21 already have enriched 
some farmers. Statisticians of the 
New Orleans Cotton Exchange re­
port that farmers have 4,500,000 
bales of last year’s cotton in stor- 
age. The percentage of holdover

extremities of the belt. The acre- 
age increase is due largely to 
availability of government funds. 
South Georgia and particularly 
South Alabama are leading in di- 
versified farming.

Ok l a h o ma —H. B. Cordell, pre- 
sident of the state agricultural 
board, is authoritity for the sta- 
tement that cotton acreage has 
increased 10 to 20 per cent, with 
feed and fodder acreage about 
normal.
