Dollar's Extravagant Fluctuations Bewilder World Economic Conference — German

Nazi's Clear Field for Their Own Programme

wrm the World Economic Conference watching in
some amazement and no little alarm, the dollar
went on a wild spree during the week and mono-
polized all attention. American currency hit a new,
all-time low record, and while tourists were becom-
ing somewhat alarmed, Wall Street was enjoying
g magnificent splurge reminiscent of good old boom
ays.

The drop came as if in answer to President
Roosevelt’s refusal to agree to stabilization of all
currencies until he has carried inflation as far as
he thinks it should go. The annoyance which this
attitude caused among the few remaining gold
standard countries was such that it is believed the
Americans decided to hurry up the inflation so that
they can accept stabilization so much sooner.

The economic situation has been dramatized as
a battle between the virtuous, hard-working, strug-
gling paper countries and the villainous «<gold gang»
which consists of France, Belgium, Holland and
Switzerland. The fight has been described as
centering around which country can win over the
support of England.

While theatrical, this explanation hardly covers
the case. Naturally no country wishes to see its
own currency upset, whether it is gold or not, and
there is a good deal to be said for the argument
that general international cooperation is impossible
economically until the various currencies have some
stability in relation to each other.

From this point of view the Economic Confe-
rence in London must mark time and accumulate
data until the dollar finishes its dance. It is down
to about three-fourths of its gold value now, and
many observers have expressed the opinion that
this is about the point at which the Administration
would like to see it. It is lower in proportion than
the pound, and by that much gives America the
advantage in bidding for foreign business.

It was this feeling no doubt which caused the
dollar to rise slightly on Saturday, but in view of
the President’s avowed intention of inflation, it is
not to be expected that much of a rise can take
‘?Iace. One result, according to reports from France,
s that American tourists are swarming out of the

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GERMAN UNIFORMITY |

During this last week the German National
Socialist Party has succeeded in removing from its
path the last traces of any other party that counts,
and German politics have assumed the uniformity
which has for a good many years now distinguish-
ed the [talian scene under Mussolini.

The Nationalists, allies though they were, have
been dispersed in Germany and only the remnant
ofthe Catholic Centre remains to be driven from the
south.

This is the logical program for such an orgarnii-
zation as that which Adolf Hitler leads. Under such
a program as the Nazis offer there is no room for
independence, even when it acquiesces in the poli-
cy of the State. Every German is to be brought
into the uniform of the new regime, if not actually
at least spiritually.

So far the Hitlerites may be said to have con-
centrated on consolidating their position. What
constructive measures, if any, they can offer the
country will now be given a free field.

IMPOTENCE IN CONFERENCE |

The disarmament conference in Geneva, prac-
tically disregarded, is ready to confess that there
is nothing it can do about anything. It owes its con-
tinued existence to the fact that Germany insists
the session continue, even if nothing is done, so
that one day it can consider the German claim for
equality of arms.

This demand is being expressed with increasing
insistence both at Geneva and in Germany. The
Germans are beginning to echo the old French cry
for security, and they are using even stronger lan-

uage, for they can set up the plea — denied to
Erance — that they are disarmed and at the mercy
of their enemies.

It is not a point the harried delegates at Geneva
would care to commit themselves upon even if
there were any prospect of a decision being heeded.

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- Well Known American

Expelled from Island

On Thursday morning the Civil Governor sig-

ned an order expelling from this province Mr. John
Steward, who comes from New York-State, for an
offense against morals. Mr. Steward was also fined
250 pesetas for the offense and another 250 for fail-
ure to have had his passport registered at the Go-
bierno.

Two Mallorquins, accused with him, were fined
250 pesetas each and one who could not pay will
work his fine out in jail. Thursday evening Mr. Ste-
ward was accompanied to the Barcelona boat by a
detective. The usual procedure of notifying the
Barcelona police was followed, and it rests with
them whether or not Mr. Steward is escorted across
the frontier. -

- Mr. Steward, who has been in Mallorca for se-
veral months, spent the first part of his stay on the
Island in Terreno and was well known in the fo-
reigr colony there. A few weeks ago he went to
stay ‘at the Hotel Miramar in Alcudia and lived
there until Thursday morning.

It was the proprietor of the Hotel who preferred
the charge against Mr. Steward and accompanied
him and the other two men—one a local café
keeper and the other a fisherman — to the Palma
police station. Mr. Steward offered no defense.

The Governor’s headquarters have -been more
tha usually occupied with the affairs of foreign visi-
tors recently. During the last six weeks fifty-seven
of them have been brought before the civil authori-
ties on various charges — most of them petty. Fi-
nes have been imposed in nearly all cases; in only
a few was expulsion resorted to. The Governor has
announced his intention of preventing Mallorca from
becoming a haven for undesiderables, and his or-
ders are being enforced.

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Terreno Thieves Caught

A series of petty thefts, robberies of homes,
and bag snatchings, culminating in the holding up -
of Mrs. Brookfield van Renssalaer in her house last
Sunday is believed to have been ended by arrests
made during the week.

Two youths, both Spaniards, are being held, and
one of them has confessed to some twenty-seven
thefts, including some in Genova, the home of Mr.
Friedrich Otto Schaefer in Calle Armadams, the
Pension Kruse in the same street, the two kiosks at
Calamayor, etc. This boy — he is only sixteen —
was caught trying to enter another house late Mon-
day night. :

The Guardia Civil were summoned to arrest
him, and on the basis of his confession they found
a considerable store of stolen foodstuffs, tobacco,
etc., the fruit of many of his robberies.

The second man was arrested by the Guardia
Civil of the Terreno post. He had been spending
more money than it was thought he could reason-
ably earn, and when first questioned he gave a
false name to the Guardias. He is believed to be
the man who snatched a bag and committed simi-
lar thefts in the neighborhood.

The sudden burst of robberies in the district
had resulted in an order to both the police and the
Guardia Civil to be especially watchful, and this
vigilance will be continued.

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Ambassador’'s Appeal Fails

to Win Release for 5 Here

Although the American Ambassador, Claude G.
Bowers, has made repeated appeals to the minister-
ial authorities in Madrid on behalf of five Ameri-
cans held in prison here on charges of assaulting a
Guardia Civil, no response has been given as yet.

After making his first request that Mrs. Caroline
Lockwood and Rutherford Fuilerton particularly be
released on bail—Mrs. Lockwood because she is a
woman and Fullerton because he his not accused of
participation in the assault but is only held as a
witness—the Ambassador has based another plea
for the five on grounds of common justice.

It is understood that he laid stress on the point
that the offense, while a grave one technically
under Spanish law, is not of such magnitude as far
as the actual facts go.

Observers in the capital have expressed the
opinion that failure to respond to these appeals is
due to the Government’s unwillingness to interfere
with the Guardia Civil.

This week efforts on behalf of the prisoners
will continue, but along new lines, it is understood
here, _

Meanwhile no date has been set for the trial of
the five. They will today have completed their
fourth week in the local prison. There is some fear
being expressed here that the publicity given the
case in American papers may have adverse effects
upon the tourist trade to Mallorca.

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Catalufia Faces Grave
Agricultural Problem

nconﬂict as serious as the labor strife has been
brewing in Catalufia for the past two years and
now bids fair to divide the Catalan agricultural in-
terests into two sharply opposing camps. The Ca-
talan Corts has just attempted to give it a solution
by the passage of a law, (June 23) which instead of
easing the situation would appear to have the effect
of pouring oil upon flames.

The conilict is that now existing between the
land proprietors and the cultivators, known as ra-
bassaires.

The rabassaires, who have been demanding
cthe land for those who cultivate it>, are satisfied
with the new law but the proprietorsareangry. They
say that the law is confiscatory, that it has been pas-
sed as a political measure to win the votes of the
more numerous cultivators, and that they will not
obey it.

By this law, as in the labor situation, the Cata-
lan Esquerra would seem to be placing itself in op-
position to the propertied interests and by that to-
ken storing up for itself a.formidable opposition
t’_vhich will surely make its force felt in future elec-
ions.

The rabassaires have frequently been spoken of
as peasants, but the description is not exact. They
cultivate the land on share bases by contract with
the proprietors, The contractis known as the rabassa
morta (whence rabassaires), and gives the rabas-
saire tenure of the land in question for the life of the
stock set to growth, usually vines and trees, but not

exceeding fifty years.

The relation of cultivator to proprietor has been
described as that of industrialist to capitalist. The
rabassaires commonly hire day laborers to cultivate
the land for them; they have their own homes and
capital savings and are usually well to do. The pro-

Pprietors say that frequently the cultivators are richer

than they.

The present conflict has its source in the world
war period when land products brought high prices
and the proprietors consequently made contracts on
advantageous terms. The cultivators say they can
no longer fulfill these terms. During the past two
years their discontent has become acute. Within
recent months they have resorted to frequent acts
of violence which included the seizure of crops,
the descent upon proprietors of mobs warning them
of death it they persisted in enforcing their con-
tracts, and in two instances the mobbing of law
courts. ;

The law just passed applies to all conflicts ari-

sing between April 14, 1931,and the date of the

presentation of the proposed law in the Corts.
Commissions of Arbitration, inwhich the proprietors
and the cultivators shall have representation, are to
be set up in each district to decide all conilicts.

Cultivators who have been dispossessed shall re-
ceive back their lands. No «interests, damages or

The Danger of Beer

The posters which display an artistic drawing
of an old man communicating his experiences of an
hundred years to an errand boy may soon have to
be changed, and the slogan «Qui beu cerveza, viu
cent anys (who drinks beer lives a hundred years)»
have to be modified.

The reasor is not that Prof. Fulano of the
University of La Machona, Mexico, says beer
should not be given to children, but for the less
disputable reason that the Damm beer factory dis-
missed some workmen who belong to the F.A.L

The Federation declared a boycott of all estab-
lishments that sell Damm beer, and some gangs-
ters have been enforcing the edict by placing bombs
in unexpected places about such cafés and restau-
rants as prove unobliging. One went off in the Bal
Muset in Calle Barbara the other night. The dama-
ge was, fortunately, slight. A number of windows
were smashed and two of the taxi-girls fainted.

The Café Espafiol in the Paralelo and the Crio-
lla discovered their bombs before the explosions,
and had the gangsters arrested. Nevertheless,
many café owners have been frightened and a
request for Damm beer is now often met with a
regretful, slightly curious smile.

Public Improvements

Minister of Public Works Prieto was in Barcelo-
na recently to inspect a number of proposed im-
provements in Barcelona railway lines. The most
important is the abolition of level crossings, a boon
to motorists and a measure that will remove con-
siderable danger to life.

Another project is for a new line to Castellde-
fels in connection with the Ciudad de Reposo sche-
me described in these columns recently. Euglish
and American residents of Bonanova and Sarria
will benefit from the plan to put the Sarria line
underground, which will eliminate a great deal of
noise and permit the Via Augusta to be made into
a wide avenue.

Sefior Prieto thought all these proposals were
of urgent necessity and gave his consent for work
to begin at once.

Exhibition of Drawings

The opening of the Second Annual Exhibition of
Drawings took place on Tuesday afternoon of this
week. This year the exibits are housed in a tempo-
rary structure erected in the Paseo de Gracia at the
side of the Hotel Colon. The number of drawings
shown is rather overwhelming but the high standard
achieved in almost every case makes the exhibition
well worth a visit.

The idea of the exhibition is to sell drawings by
good artists at low prices and thus improve the
popular taste. Among those who were present at

of a people would spread to all parts

of the world.
Although there are many countries which, at the
moment, are endeavouring to revive some of their
old customs and thus dilute the strong effects of a
quickly-spreading Western uniformity, perhaps Ca-
taluia is the most prominent in this respect. For
she has a bigger reason for wanting the revival of
her traditions. In addition to the objection to being
restamped to the pattern of English or American
customs, she is endeavouring to assert her indivi-
duality in relation to her sister country, Spain. The
best way to do this is to revive old sentiments and
give the people a confidence in their own tradition.
Music and dancing have always been the
strongest means of producing emotion, and it is
through these that Sefior Rigall (of whom mention
has been made previously in these columns) is
showing the people of Catalufia that they have
their own particular sentiment to express and that
Catalufia has an infinite variety of dances and mu-
sic, some beautiful, others merely interesting but
all an essential part of the Catalan character.
Sefior Rigall first began to interest himself in
local tradition in 1904, when he received much va-
luable help and instruction from Dr. Rosenda Serra
i Pages, who was the pioneer of the study of folk-

lore in Spain.

A few years later Rigall started his work, at his
own expense, of collecting dances and annotating
folk music. During his spare time from business he
would wander alone from village to village in Ca-
talufia. His plan of action was, on arriving at a
village, to ascertain who were the oldest inhabi-
tants and to find them. He would give them a ques-
tionnaire concerning local dances and music. Then
he would seek out the alcalde or head man of the
village and ask if demonstrations could be given by
the star dancers. This usually could be arranged,
and the musicians having been collected, the whole
population would proceed to the plaza where the
show could begin.

Careful note would be taken of the movements
and costumes of the dances. The music, usually
had to be written from ear, as most of the players
had learned it in the same way.

Working in this manner, Sefior Rigall collected
in the course of twenty-five years no fewer than
487 different dances which, but for him, might soon
have completely died out leaving no trace of their
existence.

Some of the most interesting, although less
known, from his collection are the following:

Ball de Ciri de Castelltersol.—This dance takes
Flace on the second day of la festa major, the chief
east of the village, and it symbolizes the changing
of the officials in the local church. At the end of

qunSMMTcomudew

the last century the correct costume for this dance
was top hats and cloaks for the men and white
mantellina, the Catalan mantilla, for the women.
Whenever this dance is performed nowadays the
same costume is used. The steps consist mostly of
a dignified walk in couples. The first three couples
each carry a decorated candle and a morratya
(glass drinking vessel with four spouts) covered
with bright ribbons and flowers. In the middle of
the dance these are handed to the other three cou-
ples. The dance is of religious origin, but there is
doubt as to the exact symbolic meaning of the
candle and morratxa.

Ball del Ram de San Cugat.—This is a dance
of entirely amorous significance. It is danced by
women alone, who perform in a circle but without
holding hands. Towards the end men dressed in top
hats and cloaks enter the ring and present each
woman with a bunch (ram) of flowers.

L’Hereu Riera del Pallars.—The «dance of the
lucky heir> is another love dance and is practically
identical with the sword dance of England. It is
done by one man over two sticks placed one on the
other to form a cross.

Ball de las Gitanes del Valles.—This has its
origin among the gypsies of Northern Catalufia, the
plain extending from the other side of the Barcelo-
na hills to the foot of the Pyrenees. It is a compli-
cated dance of six parts. The music is stirring —
castanets are used — and the characteristic gypsy
wildness is displayed. The performers all wear
bright clothes and some carry bunches of flowers.
In the sixteenth century this dance found great
favour with the Italian Courts and many gypsies
were sent over to perform there.

In many cases Sefior Rigall has awakened the
enthusiasm of a village for local dances which may
not have been performed for many years.

The prospects of a total revival of Catalan dan-
ces and music are small, but the influence of such
a man as Rigall, who makes it his hobby to teach
these dances to the women of Catalufia, at the
Institut de la Cultura de la Dona, is certain to be
felt all over the country. This, at any rate, will
assure the continuance of the racial tradition which,
now, is in danger of being overwhelmed by impor-
ted customs. ;

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Spain’s First Press

In this era of Catalan Renaissance, there has
been some discussion of the origin in this country
of one of the means by which Catalan culture was
distributed and made famous four hundred years
ago — the printing press.

Three cities — Valencia, Barcelona and Zara-
goza, —set up claims to have housed the first
printing plant in Spain, and of the three that of
Valencia is clearest although not indisputable. Bar-
celona’s is based on what seems to be a typogra-
phical error.

A lawsuit over a shipment of paper is the first
evidence of the existence of a printing plant in
Spain, and the lawsuit was settled in March, 1476.
Apparently the printing establishment had been
begun in 1473 by a German, Jacob Vitzland, who
the following year published his first book and
probably the first in Spain. It was in Catalan,
containing poems wlhich won prizes in a contest

‘held in Valencia in February, 1474. Its title was

Obres e trobes en lahors de la Verge Maria and

was followed by other books obviously printed

with the same type. These did not mention the

name of the printer, but the first one that does,

issued in 1477, was also with the same type and

%rinted by Lambert Palmart, probably a pupil of
itzland, who had died by this time.

Barcelona keeps as a particular treasure the
only known copy of a little grammar Libellus pro
efficiendis oraticnibus by Bartolome Mates. It is
dated Oct. 7, 1468, but this is almost certainly an
error for 1488. For one thing, there was not a book
printed in France as early as 1468, and it is highly
unlikely the art could have skipped from Germany
into Spain without leaving a trace in France. In
addition the book was printed by one Gherling,
and there exists a document dated 1486 in which
a Genoese marchant offers his premises to Gher-
ling for his plant. All other books printed by this
man bear dates later than this.

Apparently, then, the Rudimenta Grammaticae
by Perrotus was the first book printed in Barcelona.
Its date, Dec. 14, 1475, is not disputed. The prin-
ters, Johann von Salzburg and Paul von Constanz,
used the same type as Vitzland, and it is possible
his plant was moved from Valencia to Barcelona in
1475, a bad plague year in Valencia.

«Bubi» Maier, tennis champion of Spain, lost
his first round match in the Wimbledon tournament
Monday but he gained greater reputation even than
was his after he and Miss Ryan won the mixed
doubles finals on the same court last year.

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Madrid Report

New Routes Being Projected
Under the Sea and in the Sky

A preliminary survey preparatory to the contem-
plated installation of a trans-Atlantic airmail service
was made in Portugal and Spain by Mr. Allen
Winslow, of the Pan American Airways. He studied
air legislation here and then went to Paris to study
French regulations.

The project is still in an embryo stage, and for
this reason Mr. Winslow declined to give details.
In general, however, it is planned to make flights

from New York to Portugal by way of Bermuda

and the Azores, and then proceed to Spain and
probably tie up with the Barcelona-Marseilles route.

» While the line would be for mail only at first, it

might add passenger service later.

Home Minister Casares Quiroga has returned
from the north Moroccan coast, where he made
a survey of the project for the construction of a
tunnel underneath the Strait of Gibraltar, linking
Europe and Africa.

The project was originated six years ago by
Col. Pedro Jevenois, but it was abandoned until
the Republic took it up again last year with the
formation of a semi-official commission of which
Colonel Jevenois is secretary.

The tunnel would be the greatest submarine
tube in the world, and its construction cost is esti-
mated by the commission at 300,000,000 gold pese-
tas. The route now planned, from a point five miles
west of Tarifa on the Spanish coast to a point al-
most exactly opposite on the shore of Morocco
lying haliway between Ras el Buaza and Punta de
Alcazar, is 23 miles long, for a straight line will not
be followed. The tube will be 12 meters in dia-
meter,

A new type of judicial organism having some of
the characteristics of the Supreme Court of the Uni-
ted States and some of the Verfassungsgerichtshof
of Austria has been created in Spain in the newly
voted Tribunal of Constitutional Guarantees.

Besides passing upon the constitutionality of
laws the body must check the constitutionality of the
acts of the President of the Republic, the Prime Mi-
nister, and other high State officials, and it must ar-
bitrate disputes between the State and autonomous
regions, or between autonomous regions.

There will be 25 justices, the President of the

Tribunal to be elected by the Cortes for a term of
ten years. Fourteen judges will be elected by the re-

gions, each region naming one judge: four will be
elected by the Faculties of Law of the Spanish uni-
versities, two by the Colleges of Lawyers of all
Spain, and two by the Cortes from among the De-
puties. The President of the Tribunal of Accounts
and the President of the Consultive Counsel are al-
80 to be members.

Sefor Cebrian created the Spanish library of
the University of San Francisco. He built a Spanish

_church in Santa Barbara, Calif., and after an earth-

quake demolished this he constructed the Church
of Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe in San Francisco.
In the Golden Gate Park he erected a statue to
Cervantes and his creations, Don Quixote and
Sancho. To the University of California he donated
a bust of Cervantes. He donated collections of
works on Spanish art to the Metropolitan Museum
in New York and to other American museums. He
gave the Chicago Art Institute 5,000 volumes on
Spanish art.

After a busy week, during which prominent
members of the Enhlish speaking colony gave
them a constant round of dinners and parties, Mr.
and Mrs. Charles Livengood left for Rome Thurs-
day. Mr. Livengood has been transferred there as
United States commercial attache.

The Casa Blanca, a new tea salon and night
club for lovers of luxury, was opened last week. It
is the last word in Madrid for modernity, and is
outstanding for its large orchestra and the profusion
of decorations. It is owned by the same persons

who last summer opened the Aquarium cafe.

HOMEWARDS tTo ENGLAND

Via Andalusia and Morocco by the modern

German African Liners
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America’s Menorcan Admiral

SO far as the American Civil War was a naval con-
test, it was won for the North by the ability and
organizing talents of David Glasgow Farragut, the
first officer in the United States Navy who held the
rank of Admiral. The unheroic, unglorified but
extremely difficult task of enforcing the blockade
was largely directed by him, and his handling of the
fleet at the taking of New Orleans has been a mo-
del for naval technicians.

His name, his education and his career have
seemed to many to be typically Scots, and even
his features and manner were reminiscent of the
hardy Hibernian adventurers who settled a large
part of the country where Farragut was born. But
as matter of fact he was the son of a native of
Menorca, and it is apparent that his naval talents
were a legitimate heritage from sea-faring stock.

The Admiral’s father was George Farragut, and
in the family Bible, still in the possession of his
descendants, he wrote for the benefit of his child
this information:

«My son: Your father, George Farragut, was
born in the Island of Minorca, in the Mediterranean,
in 1755, the 29th of September, in Ciudadela, and
came away from that Island the 2nd day of April
1772—came to America in March, 1776...»

The facts of his birth are further contained in
the records of the ecclesiastical court at Ciudadela,
where there occurs this entry:

«No. 155. George Farragut, son of Anthony
Farragut and Juana Mesquida, was baptized on the
30th of September, 1755. The godfather, Don José
de Vigo; godmother, the noble lady Dofia Juana
Martorell. The name of the child, George Anthony
Magin. He was born on the 29th of the afcresaid
month and year.»

Young George Farragut, in his twenty-first year
found his new country in the early stages of the
struggle for independence while in Philadelphia the
Continental Congress was holding the debates
which led up to the July 4th Declaration. The Me-
norcan lost no time in joining the colonial forces
and served throughout the war. There is a legend
that he saved George Washington's life at the
battle of Cowpens.

There is another legend that George Farragut
was really one of the expedition of some 1,500
Menorcans, Italians and Greeks who settled in Flo-
rida, then still Spanish territory. But this colonizing
party had arrived in 1768, while George was still
attending school in Barcelona, where he was sent
for his early education.

Little is known about him during the four years
between his departure from Menorca and his arrival
in America, but he was probably at sea in one of
the many ships that traded from Menorca in those
days. Certainly he knew a good deal of ships, for
he served not only in the army but also as a naval
officer during the war of 1812,

In the years of peace between the two wars
with Ergland, George Farragut went pioneering
with the rest of the adventurous young veterans of
the Continental Army. Tennessee was then the
back of beyond, and it was to this far western
fronteir that Farragut retired. Here he took up
land, married and was raising a family when the
War of 1812 brought him back to the service of his
adopted country.

His famous son, David, was born at Campbell’s
Station, which is close 1o the present city of Knox-
ville, on July 5, 1801. By that time it might have
been thought that the elder Farragut would have
been old enough — forty-six — to be weary of
adventure, but eleven years later he marched off
again to the wars. His son, following the more
orderly, less exciting career of the regular naval
officer, remembered his father as typical of a
generation which made American pioneering tra-
ditions,

<[ know,» the Admiral wrote, «that my father
was an officer in the Revolutionary struggle for
our Independence; but whether on land or water |
cannot say. In fact, his occupations were as var-
ious as could be expected of a restless disposition
and a mind filled with enterprises, courage and a
desire for novelty. At one time we hear of him as
an officer of the Navy, and then in the somewhat
novel character, for a sailor, of a major of cavalry
in the State of Tennessee. He accompanied two
gentlemen, McKay and Ogden, on an expedition
to survey and settle a part of that State, where
they lived for some time in a log hut. After the
country became more thickly inhabited, he took
unto himself a wife, Miss Elizabeth Shine of North
Carolina, and settled in Tennessee as a farmer.»
