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REVIEW OF THE WEEK’S NEWS

It is now common knowledge that the meeting 
at Geneva between M. Bathou, the French Foreign 
Minister and M. Litvinoff, the Soviet Foreign 
Commissar, was for the purpose oí forminga pací 
of mutual security against Germany and Japan.

It is the general opinión of the Soviet leaders 
that a Russo-Japanese war in the near future is a 
virtual certainty. They are therefore particularly 
anxious to concéntrate their defences in the East, 
and this they can only do if their Western frontiers 
are secure. Accordingly they propose to France a 
pact of mutual security, including in the first place 
Soviet Russia, France and the Little Entente, but 
open for the adhesión of other Powers. Such a pact 
would, of course, still further accentuate the isola- 
tion of Germany.

Is «The Times» Ironical?

Commenting on the seventy-ninth session of the 
League of Nations Council, the London «Times 
says: «It was by general consent an unusually 
useful and important Session..... It is true that on 
the two principal problems submitted to the Coun­
cil, the Saar plebiscite and the Gran Chaco War, 
it ivas found impossibie to reach any conclusión 
last iveek.^

The italics are ours. Meanwhile, Germany is 
quite likely to take the Saar valley by forcé; and the 
Chaco war, which has been raging in the swamps 
of South America for two years, has culminated in 
a bloody and probably decisive battle between the 
Bolivians and the Paraguayans.

We believe the League of Nations did stop a 
war between Latvia and Esthonia, once.....

The new Government states its decisión not to 
be a party to the Balkan pact, and to continué to 
support the League of Nations. The news has been 
well received in Jugo-Slavia, but Athens, Angora 
and Bucharest fear that it will basten Jugo-Slav— 
Bulgarian rapprochement.

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The Wrong Turning
By Mercedes Weston

Let me start by warning those who set out for 
Lluch intending to spend a night at the guest house 
of the Monastery not to start without previously 
finding out whether accommodation is available.

There were two of us. We arrived on a Satur- 
day morning to find the outside oí the Monastery 
alive with pilgrims, Mallorquín peasants from all 
parís of the island. It was a most interesting sight. 
Fromeach countrycart.thehorse was unharnessed, 
watered and stabled in the oíd stables. All harness. 
rugs, cushions and cooking utensils were taken into 
the guest house to the rooms allotted to the pil- 
grims. The men dragged branches of firewood to 
start fires for cooking. The women walked about 
carrying their large pots, wooden spoons and poul- 
try, which they killed and plucked on the spot.

We asked whether it was a special church fiesta, 
and were informed that Saturdays during the last 

. two weeks in April and all through May were pop­
ular days for the Mallorquines to make their 
annual pilgrimage to Nuestra Señora de Lluch. Not 
all the peasants themselves could get in; six of 
them told us that they had come from La Puebla, 
and were very distressed that they could not even 
get a key for a room.
' Not wishing to return whence we carne, 
we decided to walk on to Sóller. The road to the 
Blue Gorge was easy to find, but, not having made 
preparations for the walk with maps and guides, 
we lost our way. We walked along the road to 
Calobra, and met two men on mules, neither of 
whom told us we were going in the wrong dir- 
ection. When we asked how far Sóller was, each 
replied ^Unas cuatro horas*.

Near Calobra we had the good fortune to come 
across two boys woodcutting, who told us we 
were right out of the way. Sóller was six hours 
away, along a rough track, impossible to reach 
before dark. We asked whether it would be possi- 
ble to get a room for the night in the neighbour- 
hood, as we were tired and it looked like rain. The 
boy said he would ask his father, who, although 
apparently none too pleased, agreed to put us up.

We walked through a field literally covered 
with wild arum lilies back to the house, an oíd, 
picturesque, typically Mallorquín farm, with a run- 
ning stream at the side. Mother was busy ironing 
when we arrived. She was a dear oíd lady. When

Meanwhile we all, including the well-cared-for 
sheepdog, Mareno, sat by an open fireplace sur- 
rounded on all sides by stone benches covered with 
sheepskins.

The whole family was most friendly and inter- 
ested in us, the boys,- two of whom could speak 
Castilian, interpreting. We were shown to our 
room by Juan, the eldest, carrying a primitive oil 
lamp. The room, spotlessly deán, contained a large 
double bed, many chairs, two of which looked oíd 
and good, and a large antique chest.

In the morning, we were wakened by the boys. 
who occupied the adjoining room, getting up. Juan 
carne and had a lengthy chat with us, leaning on 
the bedpost. Downstairs there was again a lovely 
fire burning, and the Madonna made us cups of 
good black coffee.

The oíd farmer advised us not to push on to 
Sóller, as the road would be difficult after the rain, 
so with many cordial good-byes, we started back 
to Lluch, which we reached in about five hours. 
After lunching there we walked on back to Pollen- 
sa, tired but happy after two days spent in the real 
Mallorca, which is, alas, so rapidly disappearing.

M.C.D. 2022
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Fascism in Great Britain
By Dr. G.A. Pfister

The excellent leader in the «Majorca Sun» of 
May 6th. shows true insight into the «Eternal 
Theme». It has also suggested the present article 
as of interest to the many Britons in the Balearle 
Islands.

On September 30.1932, Sir Oswald Mosley and 
14 others, started the British Union of Fascists.

From the day of the foundation of the British 
Union of Fascists, the Movement made startling 
progress throughout England. Week by week, and. 
month by month, the membership sweíled, until at 
present the Movement has a greater list of active 
members than any other political party in England. 
It has at present about 500 branches throughout 
Great Britain, of which 45 and the National Head- 
quarters and the Headquarters of the Women’s 
Section are in London. The energy with which the 
members of the B.U.F. proceed, is exemplified by 
the fací that throughout the country at least 1500 
public meefíngs are held every week, at which the 
Fascist gospel is explained to audiences varying 
from 50 to 15,000.

Opposition
All this has not been accomplished without 

serious opposition. At first it was only the Reds 
with which the Fascists had to contend. Meeting 
after meeting was broken up by roughs, and casu- 
alties were an almost daily occurence, until the so- 
called Defence Forcé was formed, and trained 
stewards were able to deal with the rough elements 
amongst the listeners. The Conservative and Libe­
ral Press, however, ignored the Movement, with a 
benevolent smile, considering it unworthy of atten- 
hon, until suddenly they became aware of the fací 
that the Movement had grown to such an extent 
that it had to be considered very seripusly. Then 
questions in Parliament on the Fascist «Menace» 
became the order of the day, and Ministers, and 
Members of Parliament not infrequently touched 
uPon the subject in public utterances. But it was too 
!ate, the Movement has come to stay, and is march- 
lngto undoubted victory. On April 22nd., 10,000 
People paid admission to listen to Sir Oswald Mos-

ley speaking in the Albert Hall, and at all the other 
great centres in England, audiences of 5000 and 
more do the same every week. On June 7th, the 
Olympia, having a seating accommodation of 
15,000, will probably be unable to hold all those 
who wish to hear the Leader of the Blackshirts 
explaining the new policy to them. There is no 
doubt that no other political party in Great Britain 
would be able to perform such a miracle.

Britain First

This is not to be wondered at. Since the war, 
successive governments have disarmed the country 
to such an extent that it would certainly be unable 
to defend its trade routes, and unable to oppose an 
invasión by air. Their attempts to persuade other 
Nations to follow this lead have been unsuccessful. 
Trade has declined, because other Nations have 
captured our markets. International finance has put 
the Empire into such a position that it can hardly 
resist foreign competition which is supported by 
British money. Against all this Fascism opposes its 
principies: «Britain first, a n d Britain buys from 
those who buy from Britain.» Every true Fascist is 
required to put the interests of the Nation before 
his own prívate interests. This has awakened a 
ready echo in the hearts of all loyal Britons, who 
are flocking to the banner of Fascism in their thous- 
ands every day. Let it here be stated that British 
Fascism does not inelude dictatorship, but proposes 
to organise the country on corporate lines, and in 
such a way that the Cabinet will be in a position to 
do the work which it has been elected to do. It 
would require more space than is available, here, 
to explain every detail of the British Fascist policy, 
but the National Headquarters of the British Union 
of Fascists, at33, Kings Road, Chelsea, S.W.3., 
will be pleased to give details tu all Britons who 
wish to be better informed.

In conclusión, i t may be mentioned that the 
Movement has spread very rapidly to the British 
coloniesand Dominions, and that the B.U.F. has 
organised very numerous Branches amongst Brit­
ons resident in foreign cities and countries.

On Thursday the Monte-Cario Ballet gave their 
last performance in Barcelona, much to the regret 
of those who in this short season had become 
habitúes of the Liceo Opera. Much has been said 
for and against Russian Ballet in general, and the 
Monte-Cario company in particular. Some disap- 
prove of it as an expression of antiquated, pre-war 
mannerisms and prefer the more modern schools of 
dancing, while those who are able to see the im- 
mense beauty and ageless valué of ballet dancing, 
succumb to these poems of three-dimensional har- 
mony. Oíd - timers always argüe the point that 
Diaghilev’s ballet was so much more perfect, that 
by basing his choreography on definite stories he 
put more expression into the dance, that he had 
better dancers, that Massine, now the soul of the 
Ballet, is in the wrong with his tendency to the 
abstract as in Choreartium, one of his latest crea- 
tions that is entirely based on music, Brahms 
Fourth Symphony. Is it not a little shortsighted oí 
those critics who condemn a man of Massine’s 
Creative power to sterility should he contení himself 
with keeping up his master’s tradition?

Three Cornered Hat
Of the ballets that were performed in Barcelona, 

Falla’s Three Cornered Hat was the one which 
attracted the Spanish public in a special way. Mas­
sine had spent a long time in Andalusia to study 
Spanish Dancing, so as to be able to produce a 
harmonious interpretation of the music. A very 
competent critic in Barcelona had little good to say 
about this ballet, writing that after having seen 
Argentina and other Spanish dancers, he could not 
enjoy it. Naturally Massine stylizes his Three Cor­
nered Hat\ he does not intend to produce a cuadro 
flamenco, but translates the Spanish dances into 
his own style in accordance with the Russian form 
of expression. His own Miller’s dance, youthful 
and strong, is one of the highest achievements in 
modern choreography.

Union Pacific
Of extraordinary interest to Americans is Mas- 

sine’s venture on new ground with Union. I^cific, 
the ballet which, based on the construction of the 
Pacific raihoad completed in 1869, had au enor- 
mous success in the United States a month ago.

The fací that the railway was built from the East 
coast inland by Irishmen and from the Westcoast 
by Chinese, furnishes the story for this ballet, while 
the music, written by Nicholas Nabokov, makes 
use of American songs of that time. The costumes 
in «Union Pacific» were designed by Irene Sharott 
and are of exceptional beauty, especially those 
of the girls which show an amazing variety of har­
monious colour schemes.

In the Wings
Though behind stage the uniform impression of 

a ballet is lost, the technical details and a few words 
with the dancers add to the understanding of the 
ballet. At first it is rather surprising to hear so 
many dancers speak English. As a matter of fací 
there are four English girls, one English boy, four 
American boys and three American girls, one ot 
the latter of Japanese origin. Of course they all 
have Russian ñames on the programme, Serova, 
Algeranoff, etc. The dancers have a very hard time. 
Rehearsals almost all day long, and then at night 
the very fatiguing performance. You seethem come 
oífstage, exhausted, dropping down on some chair 
or trunk or whatever is handy, waiting to dive back 
into pirouettes and caprioles. And before going on 
again, most of them are nervous, the Russians 
making innumerable signs of the cross. Very otten 
a dancer has to change costume during one ballet. 
This has to be done quickly, incredibly quickly, and 
there is no time to go back to the dressing room. 
In a córner of the back stage they slip into another 
dress and return to their post doing up the last but- 
tons. The daily practice class, which is held in tne 
big room under the roof of the theatre, resembles 
a gymnastic lesson; exercises, exercises and more 
exercises; then a short rest in the sun on the roo 
with the view of the whole town at one’s feet, ana 
at last the actual rehearsal.

A little known fací is that a few of the dancéis 
do not get paid, that they even pay to be allowea 
in the ballet. The manager is a very good busmess 
man. As soon as it leaks out that one of his dan 
cers is well off, he kindly offers to take his shar^ 
in his or her good fortune. For instance the younb 
Tatiana Riabouchinska, one of the principal solois 
has rich relatives and until a very short time ag 
used to pay for appearing in the ballet.

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"Berkeley Square” as a Film

The night 'Berkeley Square" was given at the 
Fantasio, almost the complete English and Ameri­
can colonies were there to see this picture of 
extraordinary interest which was only shown in this 
one gala session.

If it had not been 
cut very much the uproar would have been much 
greater.

ever they were, was taken out, and so were sever- 
al little bits of the mad love scenes in the park. 
lowards the end of the picture everybody was 
quite amused, particularly aboutthat darling cow in 
me girl s bed, the hero coming to the party accomp- 
anied by a girl’s evening frock, and similar complete 
'nadnesses.

. During the interval, the lobby hall was filled 
with a crowd of whisky drinking people who com- 
mented upon this ultramodern production and 
mought that Dali would do better to keep to his 
easel than to go in for film directing.

Berkeley Square" is a Hollywood extravagance. 
°x Films surely realised that the picture would 
°st millions which it would never earn. And as a 

matter of fací only first night audiences in the big 
c,nes appreciated the picture, while those in small 
owns and foreign countries, those that commerci- 

al,y matter, rejected it.

but in the year 1784, and got married to
L‘Pettigrew who lived in this house. He is so 
’ersed in his ancestofs time and life that he 

uses cantiles instead of eiectric light, neglects his 
modern fiancée, breaks with her and finally is 
transplanted into the year 1784 at the exact moment 
of the arrival of Peter Standish’s carriage in Ber­
keley Square. But something he did not realise 
before is in the way of his happiness; he has kept 
his 20th century mind, knows everything that is 
going to happen, cannot forget the War, cars, mo­
dern language, while on the other hand he is not 
quite familiar with 18th century customs. We see 
him fumbling for his cigarette case and the quite at 
a loss when offered a pinch of snuff. Soon his sur- 
roundings consider him strange, an evil spirit. His 
fiancée is frightened, nobody wants to have any- 
thing to do with him. But then Kate’s younger sister, 
Helen, comes to his assistance, understands his 
secret sorrow, and when he tells her, realises his 
unhappinness and helps him with her subtle love. 
Both decide never to get married, she in her and 
he in his time, to contení themselves with this one 
day of supernatural love, after which they are again 
separated by a gap of 150 years. When we see 
Peter Standish back again in modern London with 
cars, noise and his fiancée who learns bis decisión 
never to marry, he just lives in the memory of his 
one day of love with Helen Pettigrew who died, 
at the age of 22 in the year 1786 and lies buried in 
the churchyard nearby.

Frank Lloyd directed this deep and poetical 
picture, which is so full of beauíy and so void of all 
sensational coarseness. Leslie Howard plays the 
role of Peter Standish whith subtle feeling and is a 
perfect match for Heather Angel in the parí of Helen 
Pettigrew, who is not only exceptionally pretty, but 
enacts her difficult parí in a manner which discreetly 
matches her frail beauty.

Wednesday, the Majorca Society of Arts both 
performed a general Service, and added a very 
pleasant afternoon to its credit.

Miss Hutter’s pupils danced with a delightfully 
natural simplicity that is as rare to find as it is 
charming to watch. The gay figures of the Landler, 
the tripping little dolí, the whirling waltzers, the 
Russian dancers with their small, solemn leader — 
in every dance the children were their own unaf- 
fected and responsible selves. There were no 
imposed mannerisms, no false graces. And the 
gymnastic exercises showed that for all the thoro- 
ugh foundation work Miss Hutter gives her pupils, 
she never breaks the spontaneous quality oí their 
age. It is this instinct for the natural requirements 
of a pupil’s physique that makes a first-rate teacher 
of gymnastics, a teacher who, regardless of system, 
gives the pupil some understanding of forms without 
dulling his or her natural manner of movement. 
This gift Catherine Hutter obviously has in great 
measure. ' •

In her own dances, Miss Hutter shows a fresh- 
ness, taste and distinction of manner that are wholly 
delightfui, and it would be most appropriate if the 
Society of Arts were to arrange another evening of 
her dancing alone. This time the biggest stars were 
the smallest dancers, dainty Stella and watchful 
Irene.

After it was over, the adult audience, hesitant 
now of revealing less fluent graces, held back from 
the rumba to which the Los Pinos band boldly 
incited them.
