H
o l y  Week in Sevilla has returned to its 
traditional glpry this year, we aretold, 
and if the difficulty of obtaining hotel 
reservations in the Southern metrópol­
is is any indication, it should be a most 

successful celebration from a practica! as well as 
a religious point of view. Sevilla wisely sees no 

reason why the republic should be a stumbling- 
block in the path of her picturesque and ancient 
observances, and the Republic is responding to this 
reasonable belief. Thousands of Spaniards, as well 
as countless foreigners, have flocked to see the 
famous candle-lit «pasos» with their escort of mask- 
ed penitents, as they stalk solemnly through the 
narrow streets to the huge cathedral.

Today the scene will be equally picturesque, 
but changed from grave to gay, for Sevilla will 
nave toros, and tomorrow begins the Feria, when 
the piettiest señoritas dance all night in the little 
temporary «casetas» built by their farnilies or by 
the fashionable rnen’s clubs on the classic fair 
grounds. Probably no gathering of young women 
anywhere, (not even those necessarily humourless 
ones where there is solemn competition for the 
tille of «Miss Universe»), can show such a high 
standard of feminine beauty as the Feria of Sevilla, 
and lucky is the aesthete whose tastes run to living 
‘oveliness rather than stili life, if he finds himseít 
among its holiday-making throngs.

Sevilla is not, however, the only Spanish city 
which makes much of Semana Santa, although it 
's the one undoubtedly best-known to the outside 
World. Cuenca, Murcia and Tarragona, with a host 
0' smaller towns and villages, have this year drawn 
attention to their interesting processions and cere- 
nionies, which are attracting crowds proportionate- 
]y as large as those of Sevilla.
. Cuenca, unfortunately, struggles underthe ser- 
'ous handicap of a lack of hotel accommodation. 
out the simple fondas fill up to the bursting point, 

they have this year, and every local house- 
wite manages somehow to double up her family 
nto smaller than their normal sleeping quarters, to 

nnve a room to leí to a visitor.
There are, naturally, fewer «pasos» and fewer 

P®n,tents in Cuenca than in Sevilla, but the pro- 
essions are extraordinarily beautiful, for all that. 

thA <tposos'> are carried by the masked penitents 
mselves’ n°t by paid workmen hidden under 

s geous curtains, as is the procedure in Sevilla, 
and tlreets are narrow and steep in the oíd town, 

the Cathedral crowns the highest point, so

that as one stands below, one catches glimpses of 
candle fíame from this point ¿r that, while the 
moonlight bath.es the little city, and the people 
watch or follow reverently behind the startlingly 
lifelike statues that portray the sacred drama. The 
Virgin of Anguish is the patroness of Cuenca, and 
one’s last memory of the processions is of the sad 
loveliness of her tear-stained face.

Murcia’s Semana Santa is of another type. Her 
«pases» are for the most part great works of art 
from the hand of her greatest son, Francisco Zar­
cillo, and they are worthy to be classed beside the 
finest of the Sevillan images. The processions of 
Murcia have, however, a touch of the theatrical 
about them. perhaps from the very excess of religi­
ous fervour in that part of Europe which most close- 
ly resembles Africa in its climate and character. 
The costumes of its penitents are rich, colourful, 
and very magnificent, and the emotion of the wat- 
chers by the roadside as the processions pass rises 
to a pitch almost of hysteria. The pronouncedly 
oriental look of scene and people gives an atmos- 
phere of reality to the reproduction of those scenes 
which had in their inception an eastern setting, and 
those tourists who choose Murcia as the place in 
which to see their first Spanish Holy Week will in 
no sense be disappoiníed,

Granada too, has her processions, her «pasos», 
her penitents shrouded and masked; but Granada’s 
crowning glory belongs to the Moors, and no 
amount of devout Christian observance will ever 
serve to dislodge from the first place the Alhambra 
and the turbaned ghosts who people it. Neverthe- 
less, the descendants of some of those very ghosts 
musí be among the bearers of the Christian images, 
and anyone with a tura for the supernatural may 
well wonder what may come of it all, with the 
Cross so obviously triumphing over the Crescent.

Perhaps, after all, the most beautiful of them 
is the ceremony at Tarragona. The city where 
Augustus ruled, where Saint Paul preached, 
where legend even says that Pílate carne to end 
bis days, form a softly aged frame for the dramatic 
simplicity of its procession. Led by Román soldiers 
correctly garbed, the small «pasos,» each represem- 
ing in due chronological order one of the scenes 
of the Week, are carried and followed by silent 
lines of figures in dead black. The crowning mo- 
ment is supplied when the lone figure of the Cruci- 
fied begins the last steep climb to the hilltop, and, 
suddenly, the soldiers give to the Víctor the full- 
armed Román Salute.

How do you like your Eggs?
If you have delayed too long in buying eggs, 

the Scandinavian idea for brightening the Easter 
breakfast table may appeal to you.

Make a solution of ordinary dye and water in a 
saucer, and roll the egg in it. Dip each end in 
another saucer containing a contrasting colour, and 
there you are. Another scheme is to make polka 
dots all over the shell with candle wax, then boíl 
the egg in the dye. The spots will come out white. 
But perhaps the gayest results are obtained by 
wrapping the egg tightly in a piece of coloured 
cotton, of some bold design, fastening the ends 
with string or cotton, and boiling severa! minutes 
in plain water. On removing the cloth the pattern 
will be seen printed on the egg.

Jubilee Celebrations in Barcelona
May 6th, 1935 is the twenty-fifth anniversary of 

the accession to the throne of His Majesty King 
George V, and the occasion will be marked 
throughout the Empire and in the British Colonies 
in foreign countries with Thanksgiving Services 
and public celebrations which will continué in Lon- 
don throughout the month of May. In Barcelona it 
has already been announced that there will be a 
special church Service at 10 a.m. on May 6th, and 
in the afternoon the children’s sports will take 
place at San Cugat. But it was felt that something 
more should be done to mark such an auspicious 
occasion and a committee has therefore been form- 
ed to organize a dance.

The dance will take place at the Casa Llibre at 
10 p.m. on May 6th. The Committee of the Anglo- 
American Dance Club is very kindly co-operating 
with the Jubilee Dance Committee and it is expect- 
ed that the function will be attended, not only by 
the British colony in forcé, but also by a large 
number of their friends, particu- 
larly the Americans. It seems 
possible that there will be more 
people at the Casa Llibre to 
dripk His Majesty’s health on 
May 6th than there have been at 
a British function in Barcelona 
for many years.

BOCKS
«The Tranquil Isle»

Santiago Rusiñol. English translation-Mary Lake. 
Woodcuts by Duplessis-Bracons.

(Editorial Baleares)
The first few chapters of the long awaited En- 

glish versión of the above well-known book are 
strong in recommendation of abandoning all work 
and worry, swearing that on arrival in Majorca yon 
will be seized by a laziness <so rhythmic and melo- 
dious . . . that you will say, ’ This is the cuuntry 
that I needed to remedy my ill: a country where, 
without sleeping, one can restand dream’.»

One can also read. The Tranquil Isle is an ideal 
book for a peaceful hour—a book which does not 
cali for any particular mental gymnastics and which 
will take one joyously all over the island without 
any physical effort either. To my mind, however, 
the nineteenth century painter and the writer in 
Santiago Rusiñol are inclined to merge a little too 
much. In his iast chapter he taiks about «this gilded 
and flowery shelter», and one cannot help wonder- 
ing whether the gilt and flowers have not been 
scattered too lavishly amongst his prose. The blue 
pencil is, apparently, something unnecessary in the 
artist’s outfit

Yet the unquestioned humour of Rusiñol causes 
him to slip in perfect touches like the Cathedral cat, 
described as puré «Gothic», and that chapter with­
out price entitled «The Careful Tram». If he makes 
the island appear like the little clay houses and 
figures one buys here he does so purposely and with 
a pleasant whimsy.

There is a strange similarity between the text 
and the illustrations. The smaller decorations, quite 
charming, appear life-size, • whereas most of the 
full-page cuts are dwarfed and so overworked that 
they go black, which may or may not be the fault of 
the printer. It is curious that an artist who can make 
such a perfectly conceived Symbol as the ship and 
cloud on page 40 can put opposite it a realistic 
picture of a too obscure Cathedral.

The numeráis are reversed - but, as you will see if 
you hold them up to the light, only half are rever- 
sed, the outer edges of the tablets should meet in 
the centre and there is something queer about 
number 9. Perhaps all this tends to a subtle pur- 
pose. The fací remains that I, possibly, am too full 
of that delicious island coma which Rusiñol lauds 
so ably to worry much.
