SPANISH EX.KING’S
DAUGHTER

"PRINCE OF TORLONIA

Rome, Tuesday

The former Infanta Beatriz, el-
der daughter of ex-King Alfonso
of Spain, and Prince Alessandro
Tortolonia, of the ancient duecal
family of Tortolonia, were mar-
ried in the famous Gest church
here yesterday at noon.

Cardinal Segura, formerly Arch-
bishop of Toledo and Primate of
fhe Spains, performed the cerem-
ony. The King and Queen of Italy
and other members of the Italian
royal family were present, as well
as more than 50 royal guests from
various countries.

A string of black pearls present-
ed by her father, Don Alfonso, fig-
ures among the bride’s presents.
It is a Bourbon family heirloom,
and as such has a sentimental
value in waddition to its intrinsie
worth,

The Gest church was chosen
partly because of its connection
with the bridegroom’s family, One
of Prince Alessandro’s forefathers
contributed large sums of money
for its restoration last century.

Grave Of Saint

The great Spanish Saint Ignacio
de Loyola provided another and
perhaps a stronger reason. The
famous Basque who carried a pike
as a soldier of Spain in Flanders
before founding the Society of Je-
sus, and thereby contributing
‘greatly to the exploration and
-clvilizing of the Spanish domin-
lons in America, lies buried in the
Gesti church.

SHIPPING MEETING

RATIONALISATION
CONSIDERED

LonpoN, Tuesday

An important meeting at which
reading representatives of 18 coun-
tries took part opened the Intern-
ational Shipping Conference yes-
terday.

VOTES COUNTED
IN THE SAAR

NAZIS FIGHT WITH
COMMUNISTS

EMIGRATION EXPECTED

SAARBRUECKEN, Tuesday

The counting of the votes in the
Saar plebiscite is still going on,
and the result is expected to be
announced today.

Two Communists and one Nazi
were shot, two others stabbed, and
several minor injuries were receiv-
ed yesterday in a revolver battle
in which about 100 combattants
were engaged, and which follow-
ed the invasion of Nazi clubs by
Communists, in spite of the strict
precautions taken to preserve the
peace. The police quickly restored
order.

The feeling of tension prevail-
ing here increases hourly now that
the votes are being counted. That
operation was begun at 5:30 p.m.
yesterday in the evangelical hall
known as the Wartburg.

The crowd outside the hall ine-
reased from hour to hour as the
time for the count drew near and
the members of the plebiscite com-

CEYLON PLAGUE

MESSAGE FROM
THE KING

LonpoN, Tuesday

The Secretary for the (Colonies
has transmitted to the Governor
of Ceylon a message from King
George, expressing His Majesty’s
sympathy with the victims of the
recent serious epidemic of malaria
in the island.

The minister addeg a message
of his own, stating that he has
followed the course of the epide-
mic with interest and concern. He
ended by addressing the 'Governor
in the following terms;—

«Your last report suggests that
the epidemic may have passed its
worst, and I trust that this will
prove to be the case. In the mean-
time please convey to the suffer-
rers my sympathy in their mis-
fortune, and to those who are
working to fight the disease my
best wishes for the success of their
efforts.» ;

The epidemic has been raging
in the capital, Colombo, and in
othes parts of the Colony for
months. More than 20,000 cases
were recorded in the first few
weeks,

Serum has been rushed to the
island from England, and help has

POSSIBILITY OF TELEVISION SOON

LownpoN, Tuesday

The work of the committee ap-
pointed by the Postmaster-Gener-
al to constder the development of
television is completed. The com-
mittee has now to submit its rep-
ort, outlining the status of tele-
vision at the moment and making
recommendations as to the condi-
tions under which any public ser-
vice of television could be adopted
in Great Britain.

In a speech at Bath last night
Sir Charles Kingsley-Wood said
he expected to receive the report
within the mext few days. He ad-
ded that he would study the re-
port «with every desire to encoura-
ge the development of this latest
marvel of scientific achievement.»

A commission was sent to the
United States under the authority
of the Post Office to study latest
advances in that country in tele-

vision. The commission examined
all stations in regular operation,
as well as inquiring into the latest
developments in design and the
newest inventions,

It was also last year that Sig-
nor Marconi anmounced & new
departure in television, and that
he had brought it within the
realm of practical, everyday use.
He also proceeded to demonstrate
its use on his yacht Eletira.

Experimental telecasting has
been carried on by the B. B. C.
for several years, although no sta-
tions have as yet been opened up
for commercial use.

 Spain leads the world’ as the
country with the largest number
of inventors, according to official
statistics published here today.

Some 5,000 letters patent were
1ssued to - inventors during 1934
throughout the world. Spain can

alm 3,705 of them.

The country’s first inventor, ac-
cording to Don José Garcia Monje,
secretary of the Registro de la
?rnrpiedad Industrial, was Teodoro
Alema.ny, master printer He was
granted a prlvilege in 1477 exemp-
ting him from rpay"lmg alcabalas,
almorzfazgm and other taxes on
consideration of his being «one of
bhe principal inventors of the art
of making books from tyipe »

José Pasafia applied for a pat-
ent for a flying machine in 1836.
He was therefore the first of the

long line of patient pioneers who-

se work culminates in that of Don
Juan de la Cierva, the inventor of
the autogiro.

Sefior La Cierva patented an-
other invention connected with
the «windmill ‘planes during 1934.
It is described as «an apparatus
destined to control in flight the
attitude and movement of a fly-
ing machine which has an artie-
ulated rotor as its principal ele-
ment of support.»

More than 50 per cent of the in-
ventions registered at the Regis-
tro de la Propiedad Industrial dur-
ing the year are useless or {mprac-
ticable, according to Sefior Garcia
Monje himself. Even the perpet-
ual motion machine is not dead,
it appears, for a fresh example
of misplaced ingenuity for attain-
ing that end was submitted for
registration during the yéar,

Pedestrians however will bless
the «onlie begetter» of an attach-
ment to prevent motor-car wheels
from splashing, and a patent for
an ingenious trap for cockroaches
shows that the housewife has not
been forgotten. Spanish brains
have also been busy during the
year with Iuminous advertising
signs, safety razors, rubber soles,

‘corsets, greyhound racing equip-
‘ment and bullfighting swords with

which the descabello may be per-
formed without danger of the
sword’s flying through the air and
injuring spectators.

The first ballot boxes of Sunday’s
poll were brought into Saarbruec-
ken at midnight on Sunday.

They were heavily guarded by
detachments of the international
force, wh;ch otherwise has been
tactfully kept in the background
throughout the plebiscite, Lorry
after lorry followed, conveying the
860 ballot boxes from the polling
stations to the Wartburg.

French official circles estimate
that about 24,000 inhabitants of
the Saaf will emigrate after the
plebiscite, according to the Paris
newspaper Le Matin. That number
includes 3,000 Alsatians resident
in the Saar who chose French nat-
ionality after the war, 3,000 natur-
alized French Saarlanders, 1,500
Saarlanders employed in the
French mining administration,
and upwards of 15,000 political
leaders.

The French authorities do mot
dream of ladmitting all the emi-
indiscriminately, accord-
ing to Le Matin, Strict control is
already being exercised at the
French consulate in Saarbruecken,
and only persons whose passports
bear the consular visa will be per-
mitted to cross the frontier. Those
who are permitted to cross will be
suppiled with food from military
kitchens.
