SILVER BOOM
EFFECT ON INDIAN 

CURRENCY
Lo n d o n , Saturday

The bullion market here was 
swamped with orders for silver 
yesterday in consequence of the 
boom in that metal, which has 
aroused speculative interest on a 
worldwide scale.

The result was a delay of some 
hours in fixing iprices. The price, 
in spite of heavy sales by specul- 
ators, was forced up to 3s. a quar- 
ter-O'unce.

This is the highest récorded sin­
ce 1922. The London quotation was 
well ahead of that in New York, 
and equivalent to 77.57 cents.

No estímate can be formed of 
the daily silver turnover,- which is 
a closely guarded secret. The only 
criterion is the activity of the bu­
llion market, and at the moment 
this is such that bullion merchants 
are finding their resources sever- 
ely taxed to keep pace with it.

American press critics point out 
that if the metal rises to 105 cents, 
with the silver bloc endeavouring 
to raise it to 129 cents, the' melting 
down of Indian and Mexican sil- 
ver coinage will follow.

Such a development would be a 
strong temptation for the count­
ries concerned to place their coin- 
ages on a silver basis. That would 
tend to stabilise the high price of 
the metal, which. is precisely the 
object desired by the silver stand­
ard bloc.

FAILURE

MASSED FLIGHT 
AT HENDON

NEW AIRWAY

Lo n d o n , Saturday
Miss Jean Batten, the young 

New Zealand airwoman who is 
flying from Australia to London, 
has been held up at Marseilles.

She will therefore not break the 
record for a solo flight by a wo- 
man on this route, which she set 
up last year, as had been anticip- 
ated.

■Miss Batten left Rome early yes­
terday morning and made a good 
landing at Marignan airport, near 
Marseilles. Whefn taking off for 
the final stage of her long flight 
one of the tyres of her aeroplane 
burst.

Repairs were carried out, but 
the aviatrix was forced to land 
again on her second attempt, cert- 
ain engine adjustments 'being ne- 
cessary. She is expected to contin­
ué her flight to London today.

«THE FIRST WORLD WAR» AT RIALTO
«The First World War» (Los Ul­

timos 20 Años), now showing at 
the Rialto cinema, is the most po- 
werful screen sermón possible ag- 
ainst war-, mainly because it does 
not preach.

It consists entirely of actual 
news and documental films, edit- 
ed by the Fox Corporation to form 
a continuous and unlagging ac- 
count of the events of the Great 
War. Its battles are real battles 
ih which men are seen being really 
killed and wounded.

The earliest shots, black and 
white and flickery as early films 
were, are mainly concerned with 
military parades and royal cere- 
monies, and convey admirably the 
warhke splrit which prevailed in 
most countries of Europe in 1914. 
Touches of humour are provided at

this stage by the dresses and au^ 
tomobiles of the period and by the 
breathless speed at which shots 
of marching men are rushed thro- 
ugh.

There is nothing funny about 
the war itself, which is seen in 
all its phases, on land, at sea and 
in .the air. Newspaper front pages 
with staring headUnes are used 
with effect to outline the major 
events of the struggle, and kings 
and presidents, statesmen, gener­
áis, admiráis, air aces and revolut- 
ionary leaders defile against the 
background of destruction.

The depressing moral of it all is 
hammered home in the final ka- 
leidoscopic sequence, in which, af- 
ter the rejoicings of Armistice Day, 
one sees Herr Hitler, Signor Mus-

Count Harry Kessler and the 
Associació per la Cultura de Ma­
llorca were responsible for the ex- 
hibition of modern artistic print- 
ing held at the Costa Galleries 
this week, beginning on Tuesday.

The books shown are the work 
of the Cranach Press at Weimar, 
in which Count Kessler is inter- 
ested. Apart from their valué as 
examples of typographical art, 
they are given an added interest 
by the illustrations.

iGordon Cralg, of whose work the 
Count is a keen admirer, and Aris- 
tide Maillol are responsible for 
most of the woodcuts which adorn 
the nobly printed pages. The text 
is mostly classical, English, French 
and Germán translations and bi- 
lingual editions of Virgirs Eclogues 
and Georgics and of the Odyssey 
taking a prominent place.

There were also on view an ed- 
ition of the poems of Hugo von 
Hofmannsthal in handsome, olear 
Latín type with red titles and in- 
itials, and Germán translations of 
Hamlet and of the Song of Songs 
to which the same adjectives ap- 
ply. The Song of Songs was oPen 
at a remarkably fine woodcut, the 
authorship of which it was im- 
possible to identify.

The absence of a catalogue and 
of signatures in the cuts, indeed, 
made it frequently impossible to 
determine the identity of the open 
books or the language of the ctos­
ed ones. The first omission might 
perhaps have been remedied, but 
the sense of frustration aroused in 
booklovers by the sight of volumes 
they cannot handle is inseparable 
from exhibitions of this sort.

The right place for books, of 
course, is on the bookshelf and 
not in a glass case, and it is to be 
feared that those who visited Cos- 
ta’s this week carne out filled with 
■envy, hatred, malice and all un- 
charitableness. Nevertheless they 
are indebted to Count Kessler and 
the Associació per la Cultura for 
an exciting glimpse of what can 
be done when writer and artist 
conspire with the printer and 
binder to fuse all their arts and 
crafts into a harmonious whole.

Also on view at Costa’s during 
the whole of the week was an ex-

hibition of paintings by the Span- 
¡sh artist Don Juan Fuster.

Fish—dead ones, not the living 
inhabitants of an aquarium—are 
generally more attractive on a 
píate than on a caravas. Señor 
Fuster, however, has used them 
with effect in two of his still lifes, 
the one «in blues» and the one 
«in reds». In the latter a copper 
pot and a vase with crimson flow- 
ers help out the cleverly caught 
irridescence of certain creatures, 
known by sight but not by ñame 
to the present writer, which com­
bine the cotour of the well known 
salmonete of these waters with a 
magnificent array of spines.

The «Still Life in Whites», how­
ever, is definitely the best of the 
three. In it the artist has limited 
his means of expression with the 
utmost rigour, and by thoughtful 
economy has extracted from them 
the last ounce of variety and int­
erest. .

The same comment applies to 
the seascape entitled «Mañana In­
vernal», a winter morning scene 
of palé sunlight breaking through 
clouds over Palma Bay. The sea 
in varying moods is also the sub- 
ject of three pictures painted in 
Andraitx, numbered 7, 8 and 9 in 
the catalogue, and depicting simi­
lar scenes under the afternoon 
sun, at nightfall and in the early 
morning.

No artist in Mallorca fails to co­
me under the influence of the 
dazzling light and lavish colours 
of the Island scenery, which use 
all their wiles to betray him into 
producing admirable posters and 
picture postcards. Señor Fuster’s 
way of facing this temptation is 
to be st'idied in such landscapes 
as the Valldemosa almond bloss- 
om picture and «Adiós al Día», 
which shows Sóller framed in or­
an ge trees against a mountain 
background aglow in the sunset.

Of the two portraits in the show, 
the more notable is that of the 
late Don José Socías Gradolí, com- 
missioned by the City Council and 
destined to hang in the gallery of 
Illustrious Sons of Mallorca in the 
City Hall. The veteran notary is 
depicted standing, in his robe of 
office, with a law book under his 
arm. The head is particularly well 
portrayed.

BRISK SALES

The Fiesta of the Book in Bar-
celona was celebrated on Tuesday 
by every bookshop and bookseller 
in the city. Before every bookshop 
stalls were erected on the pave- 
ment, and on them books were 
displayed for all tastes at the spe- 
cial ten per cent discount which 
held good throughout the day.

Most of the stalls were gaily de- 
corated, garlands of fiowers min- 
gling with the signs proclaiming
the Fiesta. Customers in every
section of the city and at every 
bookstall were numerous.

The most intense activity was 
naturally centred on the Ramblas, 
where the display of fiowers for 
once gave way to other ítems for 
sale. On the Ramblas numerous 
independent stalls were set up, 
and there too business was good.

Biggest of all the crowds was 
that collected aroisnd one large 
stall which not only specialised in 
Mickey Mouse books and pictures, 
but offered free a coloured Infan­
til comic paper of the adventures 
of Mickey to all comers.

All classes and ages joined the 
tong line whicjh extended for a 
considerable distance and slowly 
shuffled forward to receive the 
paper, greybeards in back of 
children, ladies of quality elegant- 
ly dressed following bootblacks 
and ditch-diggers in the line.

Saint Peter’s Monastery at Si- 
resa, near Huesca, is ialso declared 
by some chroniclers to have kept 
the Grail. Certain it is that it pas­
sed to Sesabe, Bailo and Jaca, the 
tiny Pyrenean City which was the 
first capital of the nascent king-

ated in the hillside. Its ancient 
Romanesque cloister has never 
had a roof, for it is amply protect- 
ed by the overhanging wall of rock 
behind the monastery, in the cre- 
vices of which eagles nest.

Audobert, Bishop of Huesca, 
himself bore the relie to the mo­
nastery and gave it into the hands 
of the Abbot. The abbots of San 
Juan used it in celebrating Mass 
until the year 1399.

Meanwhile the crown of Aragón 
had passed from insignificance to 
glory. The unión of the kingdom 
with the County of Barcelona had 
produced a forcé which drove the 
Moors out of Saragossa and Teruel 
and added to the Aragonese Emp­
ire—for such it must be called—

the Humane, the last of the Cata­
lán kings of Aragón, and his miss- 
ion was to obtain the Holy Grail 
for the royal chapel.

The negotiations were long and 
difficult. The Abbacy was vacant, 
and the Prior was unwilling to 
surrender the relie without orders 
from his ecclesiastical superiors. 
There was much going and coming 
of riders on the hillside path.

Finally all was arranged, and 
Prior Bernardo carried the pre- 
cious vessel to Saragossa, where 
he handed it to King Martin. He 
received in exchange a magnifi- 
cent chalice from the palace treas- 
ury, resplendent with gold and en- 
amel and precious stones, which 
the Abbey was pledged never to 
sell or aliénate.

The Grail remained in the royal 
chapel in the Palace of the Alja- 
fería in Saragossa for thirty-three 
years. At the end of that time 
King Martin sent it to his chape! 
in Barcelona, where its presence 
is a.ttested by an inventory of the 
jewels of the crown of Aragón, 
drawn up in 1410 after Don Mar- 
tín’s death.

King Alfonso V sent all the jew­
els and relies which he inherited 
to Valencia, and the Grátl remain­
ed in the palace here from 1424 to 
1437. In the latter year Juan II, 
King of Navarre and Governor of

A competition of great import- 

ance for the future of aviation in 
Spain, which has been going ■ on 
unpublicised for many weeks at 
Cuatro Vientos aerodrome, is now 
drawing to its cióse, and the re- 
sults are expected to be announc- 
ed here on Tuesday.

The object of the contest, which 
is organised by the army air for­
cé, is to select a suitable training 
'plañe for future army pilots. Its 
importance lies in the condition 
which requires the chosen machi­
ne to be of Spanish design and 
construction.

There are plenty of aeroplanos 
built in Spain under foreign pa- 
tents. The army, however, wishes 
to be independent of manufacture 
under licence.

The winner of the competition 
will be'rewarded with an order for 
100 machines, as well as a cash 
prize of 200,000 pesetas. There are 
further prizes of 50,000, 30,000 and 
20,000 pesetas.

Each competitor had to provide 
two machines, one of which was 
destined to be smashed in the 
course of laboratory and wind 
tunnel tests to see jus.t how much 
of each kind of strain it ceñid 
stand. They have all passed the- 
tests with flying colours.

The duplícate machines are 
being tried out in the air. They 
must have a máximum speed of 
150 and a mínimum of 70 kilome- 
tres an hour, rise to 1,000 metres 
in not more than nine minutes, 
and land and take off in less than 
100 and 150 metres respectively.

All those conditiong have been 
both fulfllled and surpassed in the 
tests. It is understood that the 
competing machines have reached 
speeds approximating 200 kilome- 
tres an hour, taken off in a space 
of 50 metres, and so forth.

The competitors inelude a bi- 
plane made in the Hispano-Suiza
works at Guadalajara, very üke 
the well known British Tiger 
Moth, a low wing monoplane de- 
signed by the famous aviator Se­
ñor González Gil, and a tiny Ada­
ro sesquiplane. There is also a 
Loring low wing cabin monoplane 
which is believed to have a future 
as a touring model.

The result of the competition is 
expected to give a distinct fillip to 
the infant Spanish aviation in- 
dustry. It is also regarded as a 
step towards the reequipment of 
the air forcé, whose magnificent 
pilots are at present -greatly ham- . 
pered by having to work with 
mainly oíd and superseded ma­
chines.
