ESCAPE OF REBEL
DETECTIVES

ALLEGED DRUGGING
OF GUARDS

CHASE IN STREET

The Barcelona authorities are
looking for two ex-detectives of
the Generalidad de Catalufia, Se-
fiores Balada and Crespi, who we-
re sentenced to eight years impri-
sonment each by a court martial
on ‘Saturday for complicity in the
Separatist revolt of October 86,
1934, and escaped from their gu-
ards while on their way to prison
the same evening.

Guardias de Seguridad Andrés
Lopez Baeza, José Verdu Marca-
do, Enrique Castello Gil and Da-
rio Alvarez Maese, who had char-
ge of the prisoners at the time of
their escape, have been placed un-
der arrest at the Comisaria. It is
believed that they will be tried for
neglect of duty.

‘With Sefiores Balada and Cres-
pi were tried Sefiores Blanco and
Detrell, formerly detectives in the
service of the national Government,
who were sentenced to twelve and
six years imprisonment respective-
ly. ‘Also concerned in the same ca-
se were Don José Dencéds, former
Councillor for Home Affairs of
the Generalidad, Don Miguel Ba-
dia, ex-chief of police, Don Jesus
Pérez Salas, another former poli-
ce chief, and Don Arturo Menén-
dez, former Director General de
Seguridad, none of whom could
be brought to trial since they es-
caped over the border into France
on the collapse of the revolt.

It was stated by the prosecution
that Sefior Sancho ordered the a-
rrest of his chief, Sefior Ibafiez,
on the day of the revolt, and that
Sefior " Detrell had taken part in
the distribution of arms to the re-
bel forces, Sefiores Créspi and Ba-
lada were accused of arresting
Sefior Tarragona, a police com-
missary. :

After the trial the four guar-
dias were assigned to take the four
prisoners to the Carcel Celular.

‘The prisoners obtained leave from

the judge to go home and change
their clothes and to have supper

be read.

In the afternoon the City Cor-
poration will deposit a huge wreath
at the foot of the equestrian sta-
tue of King Jaime in the sgquare
In front of the railway stations.
The local schools and cultural so-
cieties will be invited to join in the
act of homage. ;

December 31, 1229 was the day
that the forces of Jaime the Con-
queror, King of Aragon and Prin-
ce of Catalonia, entered the City
of Palma after a long siege, and
the King received the surrender
of the last Moorish Emir of Ma-
llorea in the Almudaina Palace.

The ball is served from
the cuadro fixed beforehand, gen-
erally, at the Frontén Balear in
Palma, from the first half of the
tenth cuadro,

That means that the server must
hounce the ball between those two
lines before catching it in his cesta,
the basketwork scoop that he we-
ars tled on his wrist, and hurling
it, with a swing of the arm and a
flick of the 'wrist, -ag:ainst‘ the
front wall. Tt must hit the wall
within the metal frame that sur-
rounds the «good» area and rebo-
und on to the cancha between the
fourth and seventh divisions.

If it hits the metal frame or goes
outside it, or falls nearer the fron-
ton than the fourth mark, the po-
int is lost to the serving side, If
it falls behind the seventh mark
it is lost in 'the guiniela, but in the
partido the player is allowed two
more tries.

The ball must be returned either
belfore it hits the ground or after
the first bounce off the cancha. A
rebound off the back wall does not
count as a hounce.

A partido is a plain, straight-
forward doubles match between
Reds and Blues. On each side the-
re is a specialist in back play, cal-
led a zaguero, and a forward play
specialist or delantero. The delan-
teros serve, taking turns and tos-
sing for first service.

The scoring has no confusing
fifteens and thirties about it as
in tennis, but is just plain one
two, three and so on up to the
number of points fixed for the ga-
me. This is generally thirty or
thirty-five, and it is posted on the
scoreboard before the game begins.

Any number of players can take
part in a quiniela, but at the Fron-
ton Balear the usual number is
8ix, two being on the court at a
time. Numbers one and two—they
wear their numbers on their left

|'but also picked them in the right

order, it would be advisable to buy
a 3—>5 ticket as well to make sure
of finding yourself in the gqueue
at the paying-out window after
the game,

The betting is mutual. That is
to say the money staked by the
losing punters, after the manage-
ment has -deducted its twelve per
cent, is divided among the win-
ners in proportion to their bets
Betting stops five minutes before
the game starts.

You can place a mutual bet on
the partido too, but the real gam-
blers prefer to do their partido bet-
ting with the white-coated book-
les, or rather betting agents, who
stand between the hottom tier of
seats and the court. The betting
agent does not accept bets for
himself or for the house, but acts
as an intermediary between me:m—i
bers of the public.

A spectator who wishes to offer
seven to four on Blue, for example,
tells the agent, who notes it down
in his stub-book, tears out the
sheet and calls those odds till so-
meone says «Vas» («Takens). Then
he puts the slip of paper in g ]if;-|
tle cup and throws it.to the taker,
who pockets the slip and returns
the cup.

The agent has tg pay the win-
ner and collect from the loser af-
ter the game, and he succeeds in
recognising his client even if his
counterfoil merely says «fat sefior
with glasses». The management
guarantees payment and the agent
is responsible to the management
for collecting. The percentage is
deducted from winnings just as in
the mutual betting, a share going
to the agent.

There are other rules and tech-
nicalities, of course, which can be
read in a booklet in English which
they hand out at the Frontén Ba-
lear. But the above is about all you

;|need to know before you look in at

the Frontén and try your luck and

judgement, or just look in and|

keep your purse in your pocket af-
ter you have paid your entrance
fee. In either case you will spend

«His Majesty’'s Government are
so convinced of the accuracy of
this estimate of the work already
performed by the League of Na-
tions in connexion with the Italo-
Ethiopian dispute that they feel
no useful purpose would be served
jpy reopening or recapitulating the
discussion of the questions raised
in the Italian note. His Majesty’s
Government must therefore cont-

The rest of the book is mainly
about books Mr. Maugham has re-
ad and a book he didn’t write. It
was to be a nowvel with the scene
laid in Spain in the time that was
the Golden Age of Spanish litera-
ture, roughly corresponding to the
Elizabethan period in England. In
vreparation for it he travelled wi-

dely in Spain and explored both
the highways and the byways of
the literature of his chosen period,
bringing back a good deal of mis-
cellaneous knowledge and some
quite personal and heterodox op-
inions.

Mr. Maugham quotes with ap-
proval George Borrow’s dictum
that the Spanish language is gre-
ater than its literature. Mr. Maug-
ham, Ilike Mr.  Borrow, knows
Spanish well, has heard it spoken
in thiose parts of Spain where eve-
ryone speaks it:well, and under-
stands its special qualities. But I
refuse to accept either Mr. Borrow
or Mr. Maugham as an authority
on Spamnish literature.

To hbegin with, Mr. Maugham
consistently speaks of Spamish 1i-
terature In the past tense, being
apparently unaware that there are
as many and as good writers wri-
ting Spamish now as thére were
in Shakespeare’s time. And then
he comments on what he admits to
be the greatest work in the lan-
guage, «Don Quixote», in a way
that proves he has read it but not
understood it.

«Cervantes..,» complains this cri-
tie, «tells us that Don Quixote con-
fessed on his death-bed that he
had invented the account of his

-|adventures in the Cave of Monte-

sinos. Everyone knows that Don

has|deception of others. Mr. Maugham

has not understood anything of
the Second Part because he read
it with his mind made up.as to
the character of the Ingenious Es-
quire, and ‘therefore failed to see
Cervantes’ Don Quixote at all.
Similarly, Mr. Maugham fails to
prove his point when he main-
tains that ‘Spanish literature is the
work of amateurs, at any rate if
one accepts his own definition of a
professional writer; «whether he
Is paid by a sinecure in the cus-
toms, by a benefice or by royalties

is of no consequence.»

Where I find him convincing is
in connection with the picaresque
novel, which he both knows and
understands. He agrees with me in
picking the Lazarillo de Tormes as
the best exampile of the genre, and
he Is doubtless nf:ght in his con-
hention that «Edgar Wallace Iis
worth all the picaresque novels put
together.»

Mr. Maugham is also extremely
well informed and sound on the
subject of the Spanish stage of the
‘Golden Age. He has some very in-
teresting and disturbing things to
say about El Greco and the mystic
voets; in his search for: evidence
“if the common speech of the late
sixteenth century he has discover-
ed an old volume of delightful bi-
lingual dialogues, wof which he
guotes one in extenso; and his re-
marks on Spanish inns and food
are well worth noting.
