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REVIEW OF THE WEEK’S NEWS

The British Budget, according to the statement 
made on Wednesday by Mr. Nevile Chamberlain, 
is one of the most cheerful for some years. The 
chief ítems of interest are the cut of sixpence in the 
income tax and the reduction of the tax on prívate 
cars from one pound to fifteen shillings per horse- 
power, as from January Ist 1935. Half pay cuts 
suffered by many public servants are to be restored 
from July Ist, and reductions i n unemployment 
insurance are to be made good from the same 
date.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer sounds a note 
of increasing confidence in his statement, but points 
out that British exports are still far below what they 
should be.

The Chaco War
A considerable battle appears to be in progress 

between Paraguayan and Bolivian troops on the 
distant plains of the Gran Chaco in South America. 
With customary modesty, both sides claim an over- 
whelming victory, and there seem to have been 
large numbers of men killed and wounded on bqth 
sides. As usual, the League of Nations is quite 
unable to stop this bloody little affair, and we fear 
that many Europeans hardly feel that the death of a 
few thousand vague South Americans is anything 
to get worked up about.

The bravely named Endeauour, Mr. Sopwith’s 

challenger for the America’s Cup, was launched at 
Portsmouth last Monday. The cup is the oldest of 
International sporting trophies, and the British have 
never recovered it since America won it in 1851, in 
spite of fifteen unsuccessful attempts.

Salute to Adventurers

Maybe you feel that you have tried every pos- 
sible means of transit from England to the Baleares 
and would like to attempt something original on 
your next trip out. This was how Lady Sheppard 
carne to decide upon the adventurous course of 
coming out to Barcelona on one of Messrs. Mac- 
Andrews’ smail cargo steamers.

It turned out to be an adventurous course indeed 
as the ship ran into the terrible storm that raged in 
the Atlantic a few weeks ago. Lady Sheppard is an 
excellent sailor and tells us that she was quite 
unimpressed at first, thinking that the frantic heav- 
ings and tossings of the little ship were quite in the 
normal course of events for a smail cargo boat. It 
was only when they were forced to take shelter in 
Portugalete that they received a wireless message 
telling them that the storm was the worst that had 
been experienced in the last twenty years. The 
buffettings due to the rough weather are the reason 
for Lady Sheppard’s having been laid up, since her 
arrivai, with damaged knees.

The first regular port of cali was Pasages, the 
port for San Sebastian, which showed many signs 
of the havoc wrought by the fierce gales. The 
entrance to the harbour is one of the narrowest in 
the world and has been the scene of several ship- 
wreck tragedies. Next carne an interesting twelve 
miles up river to Bilbao, and then a run along the 
coast to Santander, the erstwhile summer resort oí 
the Spanish Royal Family which is now a rather 
pathetic instance of departed glory. By this time the 
sea had calmed down and the «córner» of Spam 
was rounded to reach Ferrol. Lady Sheppard des­
cribes Ferrol as being a beautiful land-locked bay, 
closely ressembling Loch Lomond. In every port 
the unloading of cargo gave ampie time for visiting 
places of interest in the vicinity. And, by the way. 
very odd cargo it was too; bundles of oíd English 
newspapers, scraps of rubber, Russian eggs, etc. 
From Ferrol, Lady Sheppard took a car to the 
famous church of Santiago de Campostella where 
St. lames is said to be buried. The drive was thrO" 
ugh country which might aimost have been England’ 
banks covered with gorse and yellow with primros- 
es, and the women wore rich red shawls to complete 
the colourfulness of the scene. Vigo carne next 
with its lovely island studded harbour from whic 
the Spanish Armada sailed to its doom.

After Vigo, Portugal was missed out altogethe 
and a two days’ run brought the good ship t0 
Christopher Columbus’ port of departure, Hueba- 
The river Odiel which leads to Huelva reminde 
Lady Sheppard very strongly of the Suez Cana, 
and the Oriental effect producedby sand dimes an 
salí parís was in sharp contrast to the English lool 
ing countryside near Ferrol and Vigo. Huelva is tn 
port for the Rio Tinto copper mines.

The sixty miles trip up the Guadalquivir to S 
villa was one of the most entrancing bits oí t 
voyage. Here were vast arcas of grazing SrOl!L 
for the famous Andalusian breeds of fighting bu 
and every now and again one espied an odd can 
or two, all that remains of the attempt oí ovej^ 
hundred years ago to introduce the sPec*eSun]y 
Southern Spain. Four days in Sevilla during *1 
Week were an interesting experience. j

Calis at Gibraltar, Valencia, Tarragona ‘ 
Barcelona completed this fascinating journey g 
lasted twenty-six days, and Lady Sheppard 
nothing but praise for the comfort and convenís 
of the accomodation on board.

For Foodful Thought
Curry —This is a simple 

recipe, but very good. Cut 
finely a large onion, then 
pound it all juicy in a bowl. 
Add to this half a hot pimi­
ento either a green one or a 
red —you may know them 
better under the ñame of 
chillies — cut the pimiento 
very fine, and fry with the 
onion in a little butter. If you 
like it really hot, put in about 
a tablespoonful and a half of 
good curry powder. Let this 
cook for eight or ten minu­
tes, then add a glassful of boiled milk—it musí 
have been boiled, otherwise it will curdle—it won’t 
taste bad, but it looks horrible. Wait until the mix­
ture is bubbling hot, then put in whatever it is you 
want to curry, fish meat or eggs — eggs, of course 
should have been hard-boiled first.

One of the best meats to curry is pork. Cut it 
into small pieces and fry it first in butter or butter 
and oil until it is brown. With the curry you have 
plain boiled rice. Always, when you’ve strained it, 
let some coid water run through it. It ensures sepa- 
rateness of grain. Decórate the dish with sliced 
lemon, and serve chutney with it.

Apple Sauce. This is pleasant to our English 
and American tastes, and they’re not too good at 
producing it over here. Peel three or four cooking 
apples and put them in a tightly closed pan with 
three tablespoonfuls of coid water. Stand them over 
a slow fire for about an hour. Ifs difficult to time 
apples. the different kinds vary so in the time they 
take to stew. When they are done enough, pour off 
the water. Let them stand a few minutes to get dry, 
then beat them up with a piece of butter the size oí 
a walnut and a teaspoonful of fine sugar. If you like 
lemon, cook a slice of peel with the apples, and 
add a clove or two. Don’t forget to take the cloves 
and lemon peel out before serving.

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The Picture Islands -- Mallorca and Japan
By Doris Francis

Anyone who has stayed in that Par Eastern 
land oí the Rising Sun — Japan — will be forcibly 
struck by the many likenesses between these two 
picture islands, for pictures they are, Mallorca and 
Japan. Widely separated as they are geographically, 
in many of their primitive customs they are very 
closely united.

Both peoples are curious of the foreigner visit- 
ing their land. As those who do not speak the lan- 
guages are forced to make their wants known by 
signs, everyone leaves his cup of green tea, in the 
case of the Japanese, his glass of aniseed in that of 
the Mallorquín, or whatever occupation they might 
be engaged in and gather around in circles, open- 
mouthed in the case of the former, round-eyed the 
latter. Then brilliant ideas would occur to one, a 
hasty conference would ensue, and perhaps onions 
would be brought out when the signáis were for 
apples in Mallorca, whiskey in Japan when tea was 
wanted!

Bare Floors

There are no carpets on the stoned or tiled 
floors of the Mallorquín, therefore for the women 
the actual housework is simple. The walls and ceil- 
ings are whitewashed and, incidentally, whitewash- 
ed often, for everything is scrupulously deán, 
though insanitary. Next to the well-scrubbed and 
whitewashed kitchen — and this applies more in 
the country — is the invariable pigsty and toilet, 
the latter in many cases most difficult of access.

Neither are carpets used in the Japanese homes, 
but padded mats about three inches in depth, six 
feet long by three and a half feet wide, in numbers 
varying from ten mats for a large room, to three 
mats for a small entrance room. These mats neatly 
fill the houses and, as they are free of furniture, 
housework for them too is quite a simple matter. 
Quilts and bedding materials are neatly folded up 
and tucked away in built-in cupboards during the 
daytime, only to be taken out for use at night, when 
they are spread upon these matted floors. Their 
pillows consist of a lacquered piece of rocking wood 
upon which is a seed-filled cushion no bigger than a 
Bologna sausage' As their headdress is an elabór­
ate affair, very much greased, and having to last a 
week, these pillows are a necessity.

Simple Food

Meáis are simple in both dimes; the Mallor- 
quin’s breakfast consists only of coffee with bread 
and oil, that of the Japanese of green tea and rice 
with a savoury bean soup and turnip or cucumber 
pickles. The former’s luncheon will be a variation 
of their many «sopas» — a dish of vegetables fried 
in oil to which water is added and finally the fluid 
soaked up with slices of their saltless brown bread 
which fill the whole dish in which it has all been 
cooked; for supper again sopa, with perhaps the 
addition of small fishes thereto; from which will be 
seen that their culinary art is of the simplest and 
most económica!, except on feast days when el­
abórate and many are the different succulent dishes 
which both indulge in. The latter’s luncheon will 

consist again of boiled rice — for a Japanese meal 
is never unaccompanied by this grain — grilled fish 
and pickled egg-plant, spinach or cucumber, a meal 
never being without this pickle-dish. The pickles 
as well as the fish are dipped into a sauce called 
«Shoyu» which is made from soya beans, a very 
salty but appetizing sauce which, once tried, and 
the taste acquired, one finds it difficult to be with­
out.

A dish of home-cured olives, small and rather 
bitter, resembles, in the Mallorquín meal, thepickle 
of the Japanese. The olive oil is of home product- 
ion, made by primitive and picturesque methods, 
as is also the Soya Bean Sauce «Shoyu» of the 
Japanese; in both cases their largest and most re- 
munerative industry.

In Mallorca the meáis, when there is any regul- 
arity, are eaten in the low-ceilinged, white-washed 
kitchens, in which there is usually built a second 
windowless enclosure with a low roof, where the 
family gather around an open pan of burning char- 
coal; during the winter often their only means of 
warmth, exactly as with the Japanese; and even 
the latter’s brass pans for the charcoal resemble 
the Mallorquin’s pan, which is often set into a table, 
except that the table bearing the pan of the Japan- 
ese charcoal is set upon four little foot-high legs, 
for the Japanese do not sit upon chairs to have 
their meáis but upon their haunches on the straw 
mats!

Space does not permit of reciting all the like- 
nesses to be encountered, but to "ive just a hurried 
list of them: the way their fields are graded in neat 
steps of stone walls; how their broken-up stones lie 
by the roadsides for months before use; the co- 
untrysides when the fruit-blóssoms are in their 
glory.

table. According to Mr. Prather there are only ab- 
out half a dozen people in the world who really 
master this system and among the amateurs who 
played in this championship there was only one: 
Claudio Puigvert, one of thetwo Spanish players.

This was the seventh Amateur Three Cushion 
Championship for the Prather Cup, and nine people 
took part in it, two Spaniards, two Frenchmen, a 
Dutchman, a Germán, a Swiss, a Belgian and Mr. 
Prather. Puigvert, who is a tailor by profession, 
won all his games and thus became Champion for 
1934. A man of forty, very smart and good-looking, 
he played his final against Davin, the runner-up, 
with such superiority that even people who never 
took any interest in billiards were amazed by his 
shots, so cunning and deadly accurate they were. 
Before each of them he studied the situation, wand- 
ering round the table, looking at the balls askance 
and from all sides, his lips energetically closed, and 
then doing the shot, which apparently aimed no- 
where but in the end went straightfor its calculated 
destination followed by loud cheers of the audience. 
And when Davin had only made 24 hits, Puigvert 
had already finished the regulation 50 in only 64 
tries, thus winning the match and title. Oíd man 
Prather was very unlucky. In his first game he lost 
by only two points. When he was at 48 and Seng- 
ers, the Dutchman at 45, the latter made a series 
of 5 and took the laurels from under Prather’s nose. 
This misfortune discouraged him to such an extent 
that he did not win another match in the whole 
championship. May it be his consolation that Mr. 
Davis too never won the Davis Cup.

M.C.D. 2022
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Basque Opera in Barcelona
It is not often that one has the chance of hear- 

ing a Basque Opera in Barcelona, ñor anywhere 
for that matter, and it was not surprising to see the 
huge Liceo crowded on the night of the 12th for 
the first presentation outside Vasconia of Amata 
by Jesús Gnridi.

There is no doubt that Amata will eventually 
take its place amongst the better-known operas, 
offering at it does, a refreshing change from the 
stereotyped performance we have become used to. 
Here we have an extremely interesting musical 
structure which never flags and rises at moments 
to a grandeur reminiscent of Wagner. There is a 
good argument based on an histórica! episode and 
good opportunities for a clever stage manager to 
obtain very striking group effects.

Amata was first performed in Bilbao some 12 
years ago and since then has been very popular 
with the Basque people who have supported the 
Euzko Abesbatza Choral Society to such effect that 
performances such as the Barcelona one have now 
been made possible, the Society owning its own 
scenery and costumes.

The Orchestra under Larnote de Grignon played 
the difficult score intelligently and with feeling and 
were well supported by the singers. The acting of 
Sr. Altube as Theodosius was as good as his per­
formance being one of the most complete seen here 
for a long time. The Amaia of Srta. Zabaleascoa 
was also exceilent although her voice is not quite 
strong enough for so large a theatre.

The chorus, numbering some 240 persons, gave 
us some very beautiful singing and the sword dance 
of the Espatadantzaris was encored twice. It is as 
unusual as it is pleasant to see so large a body of 
male dancers. Possibly the Liceo stage has never 
seen such an exhibition of brawny legs and arms.

The argument of Amaia is taken from the VlIIth 
Century, during the struggles of the last Pagan 
tribes against the Christian converts. Amaia, niece 
of the Hlgh Priestess, falls in love with Theodosius 
the Christian and marries him. Immediately after he 
sets out for the wars but returns on hearing that 
his wife is unfaithful to him. In a dramatic scene he 
creeps into his wife’s bedroom with the intention 
of assassinating her and her lover. He finds how- 
ever that he has killed his mother and father to 
whom Amaia during his absence has ceded the 
nuptial conch. Horrified he flees to the mountains 
and becomes a hermit. After some years, the man 
who gave him the false message of his wife’s in- 
fidelity appears wounded and before dying confes- 

ses. Immediately the countryside is illuminated with 
a great light and Saint Michael appears to shrive 
the penitent of his sins. Absolved and joined once 
more to Amaia, Theodosius resumes his normal life 
and takes charge of the Basque armies who are 
gathering to ward off the conquering Moors. The 
opera ends on a note of elation indicative of the 
triumph of virtue over wickedness.

As the whole work was sung in Basque we 
were furnished with programmes containing a syn- 
opsis of the argument in Catalán, a curious note 
which serves to show how divers are the peoples 
inhabiting the Iberian península. One may well ask 
«What is a Spaniard»? A Castilian, an Andalusian, 
a Galician, Valencian, Catalan or Basque? Each 
has his own characteristics and in the opera 
Amata, the tenacity and genius of the Basques is 
well demonstrated.

Who Wouldn’t be a «Miss»?
An importan! feature of the recent fiestas was the 

election of «misses», hundreds of them. To be Miss 
Something seems to be the greatest honour which 
the Twentieth Century can bestow upon a girl. 
This is fully realised in Barcelona and so every 
little club with a score or two of members elected 
its «miss» and decorated her with a more or less 
ornamental silk sash on which the title was written 
in golden letters; Miss Cycling Club «Aurora* or 
Miss Barrio Chino. Then carne the elections of the 
misses of the ten Barcelona districts and after that 
the next highest degree, that of Miss Barcelona. 
And all of them took parí in the so-called «goyesco» 
bullfight on Surtday, when they were shown to the 
public riding in coaches around the ring in the co- 
lourful attire which Spanish ladies are supposed to 
have worn in Goya’s time. That same evening Miss 
Cataluña was elected at the Palacio Nacional, an 
event for which the misses of every little village ot 
the country streamed into town. Miss Barcelona 
liad no luck, others were prettier than she, and 
particularly Miss Gerona was generally acclaimed 
and in the end won the match, with Miss Lérida a? 
runner-up.

One’s first impression on entering the Sala at 
the Circulo Mallorquín is: This caricaturist is good; 
technique splendid, execution pleasing. Then we 
concéntrate on the few people we know in order 
really to judge the young artist’s powers in this 
special and most difficult form of art, and we have 
to admit that we are disappointed. The chief point 
in a caricature is to accentuate peculiarity of feature 
and there should be an obvious and striking res- 
semblance rather than a portrayal of the personality 
of the sitter. Another weakness of Xam’s is that he 
does not bring out the age of his subject.

Of the people we knew, those recognizable 
without the use of the catalogue were Mr. Arthur 
Middlehurst, Mrs. Fulton Leser (anne) Mrs. Dina 
Harris and Sr. Raimundo Pina Valis the Vet. But 
there were a number of Mallorquín notabilities 
who, we should say, were good likenesses.

Pedro Quetglas is young and inexperienced but 
the undoubted success of many of his caricatures 
show real talent. His form of composition — as for 
example in giving Mr. Noble Clay of the Gas Elec­
tricidad an electric light bulb for a body, and an 
Orchestra Conductor a body cleverly suggested by 
a treble clef—is extremely effective. The exhibition 
lasts another week. C. F.
