May we
also hope that your rich uncle in Australia will send
you a thumping cheque, that your turkey will be
succulent and tender, and stuffed not only with
chestnuts but also with sage and onions, that once
more you will succeed in staving off your creditors,
and that your bank will continue your overdraft
well into 1935.

Loteria de Navidad

Here in Spain we care little for holly and mist-
letoe, turkeys and mince pies. The one grand
excitement is the Christmas lottery, which was
drawn in Madrid yesterday. A whole ticket costs
9000 pesetas, and few are rich enough to hold one.
But the lucky holder stands to win no less than
15,000,000 pesetas, which makes even Domingo
Ortega’s eartiings look small. Nearly all business
houses take a ticket, to the cost of which all the
members of the staff contribute; and you can
always buy a twentieth for a mere hundred pesetas.

It is a traditional Spanish Christmas wish to
hope that your friend will win the gordo in the
lottery. Most often, however, the big prize is split
up among hundreds of small gamblers. Three years
ago all Spain groaned when the State won the big
prize with an unsold ticket. The year before that,
all Spain was envious when one man set a new

E record for luck. There are two series of tickets, the

prizes and numbers alike in each. This man bought
the entire ticket of the same number for both tickets
and won — a total of 30,000,000 pesetas.

The machinery of the lottery is perhaps the

soundest institution in Spain. No hint of corruption
or chicanery of any kind has ever touched it. Every
man has complete faith in the purity of the draw
and the equality of all before the Goddess of Luck.
And for at least a day before the draw, an enorm-
ous line will be forming to watch the winning num-
bers drawn from two big wire cages. The more
canny Madrilefios spend a day in line in order to
sell their advantageous places to lazier but weal-
thier men.

The spectators finally see a stage containing the
two big baskets, and two orphan wards of the state
to make the draw. In one of the cages are the
thousands of numbers. In the other, balls marked
with the prizes. Each orphan presses a lever and
from each basket rolls a ball. The first child calls
out the amount of the prize; the second reads the
corresponding ticket number. ‘There is a sigh, more
rarely a cry of joy, and the process is repeated.

Was Hael, Drink Hael!

For most of us, Christmas means rather a lot
to eat and rather more than a lot to drink. There
are traditional foods and beverages that we partake
of at no other season of the year. Turkey or Goose
the baron of beef, plum pudding and mince pies,
Stilton cheese, a crusty old port. We lay aside
our customary dignity and become children again;
we pull crackers and adorn ourselves with fantast-
ic paper caps, we play games that are just silly,
but we love them.

Saturnalia, the old Roman carnival, took place
just about Christmas; and when Christianity became
the official religion of the Roman Empire, it was
found convenient to synchronize the old pagan
festival with the birth of Jesus. Nowadays, we are
perhaps a little apt to think more of Saturnalia, and
less of the birth of the Babe. It would be good
perhaps sometimes, amid the baked meats and the
wine, to remember that birth, and that sorrowful
man with his simple creed of love and faith. A real
effort to live up to the principles of the Sermon on

the Mount would do ruch to ease the pains of this

distracted world to-day.

The rescuing
vessels stood by and pumped oil on the sea while -
the New York put over a lifeboat in command of
second officer Wiesen.
