Federation, it is taken for graní- 
ed in offícial circles in London 
that the Congress eventually will 
particípate in the government ot 
India, probably even o b t a i n 
control of the government.

The constitution for the new 
India will contain many safe- 
guards, reserved subjects such as 
deíense and toreign attairs which 
still will be administered by the 
British government, t hx o ug h 
h e r governor general. B u t in 
all constitutional negotiations to

date, and they have extended 
over two years, there has been 
no suggestion that the question 
of the supply, or non-supply of 
intoxicating liquor, should be a 
reserved sufiject.

According to present indica- 
tions the only clause jn the new 
constitution which might be jn- 
terpreted as depriving India of 
the right to introduce prohibition 
will be one prohibiting discrimi- 
minatory legislation against any 
community. The European resi- 
dents of India, mostly British 
civil servants and traders, cons- 
titule a definite community 
whose interests are being safe- 
guarded. Whether safeguarding 
their interests ineludes the pro­
hibition of prohibition, may be 
a question for the future Indian 
supreme couxt and t h e King 
Emperor’s privy council to de­
cide.
