STOLEN ETCHINGS
RECOVERED

MALLORCA RELICS
ALSO FOUND

AN ARREST

BARCELONA

The four etchings by Albert Du-
rer and one attributed to Rem-
brandt, which were stolen from the
Provincial Museum in Segovia

.on Tuesday, April 7 were recove-

red and Antonio Leguerica Polo de
Bernabé was arrested on the char-
ge of stealing them by the Barce-
lona police on Thursday.

Three of seven gold rings set with
cameos which were found in some
excavations in Mallorca and later
missed dfrom the Provincial
Museum in  Barcelona, on the
Montjuich, were recovered at the
same: time. It is believed that the
remaining four will also be found.

Antonio Leguerica was arrested
in the Café Moka in the Rambla on
information given to the police by
an antigue dealer to whom he is
said to have offered the four Durer
pictures for 2,000 pesetas. A search
of his lodging followed, and revea-
led all five of the missing pictu-
res cleverly hidden in the lining
of a suitcase.

The prisoner has a police record
as a specialist in thefts from mu-
seums and art galleries, so that he
was suspected from the moment
that a man corresponding roughly
to his description was known to
have visited the Segovia museum.

The police believe however that |=

another man was concerned. with
him in the theft,

Considerable doubt is thrown on
the authenticity of the supposed
Rembrandt by Don Antonio Onieva,
Asturian journalist and art critic,
in an interview published in Tues-
day’s Ya. He points out that the
plates of Dutch master’s etehings
mostly disappeared in the course
of the inventory of his possessions
made by his creditors.at his
death—he died owing 14,000 flo-
rins—and that he made very few
prints from each plate.

These original prints have a very
considerable value, since apart from
their varity they are clearer and
better technieally than those sub-
sequently made from plates copied
from the prints, The original pla-
tes themselves are copies from the
artist’s paintings, in this case of
one . of his many renderings of the
Descent from the Cross, They are

NEW AIR LINES

MADRID-PALMA
AND BERLIN

The Palma-Barcelona air servi-
ce, which links up with the Bar-
celona-Madrid line and replaces
the Palma-Valencia-Madrid route,
was inaugurated on Monday.
April 20, when the three-motored
Fokker ’plane EC-AUA of the Li-
neas Aéreas Postales Espafiolas,
piloted by Sefior Ruano, left the
Palma aerodrome at Son San
Juan with five passengers on board.

The machine made its conec-
tion in Barcelona with the ’'plane
from Madrid and returned to Pal-
ma according to schedule. The
service is continuing normally,
flights being made daily in both
directions.

Another Junkers ’plane left the
Barajas airport in Madrid at 6:25
a.m, on Sunday, April 19 to inau-
gurate the daily Madrid-Berlin
service. This line is operated joint-
ly by the L.AP.E. and the Deut-

sche Lufthansa, in the same way|

as the Madrid-Paris service is ope-
rated by the L.APE. and Air
France.

COLLISION

BARCELONA
Railway accidents may soon be-
come a thing of the past, thanks
to Don Alfredo Huguet Memen of
Barcelona.
The toll of life and destruction
to property caused by collisions
grows steadily
less as the result of improved or-
ganisation, better signalling auto-
matic train control and safety de-
vices of all kinds, but gaccidents
still happen. Sefior Huguet has
perfected an invention which he
claims will eliminate at least eigh-
ty per cent of them.
The staff of an American rail-
way tell new hands a story of a
train dispatcher who once let two
fast trains, travelling in opposite
directions, into the same section of
single line. Realising that he could
do nothing to avert the consequen-
ces of his mistake he called out a

train, handed over to his assistant
and then went out and shot him-
self.

Had the locomotives of the
trains been fitted with Sefior Hu-
guet's apparatus there need have
been no collision in spite of the
dispatcher’s error. When the trains

«The Owls’ House» is a story of
the early nineteenth century, but
it makes no pretence to be a his-
torical novel in the ordinary sen-
se, Rather is it a successful amal-
gam of the Captain Marryat ad-

Nor does one leave with-
out a sigh Mr. Puddicombe of
Brixham, who was so content to
be captured again after finding
that a free man in England may
work harder for a living than a
slave in Algiers. «Leaving aside his
views on liquor and this here Ra-
madan I ain't got nothing against
the Prophet,» is how Mr. Puddicom-
be summed up his theological po-
sitlon, and on other aspects of the
land of his bondage he spoke with
equal realism,

I will end with a confession, Whi-
le Mr. Crosbie Garstin’s name is
familiar to me his works are not,
in fact this is the first of them
that T have opened.

And all those who know them
have coincided in declaring that
they really thrilled them: some be-
cause they found them interesting,
others because they seemed terri-
fying and all, with perfect unani-
mity, because they found them of
an ddiocy difficult to surpass in any
language in the world.

«I think so too; I always have
thought so and perhaps that is
why I had them condemned to os-
tracism.
