A two-day partial interruption 
of the sea-borne Communications 
between the Balearles and the 
Península ended with the arrival 
of M.V. Ciudad de Barcelona from 
Barcelona on Tuesday morning.

The interruption was due to a 
dispute over points in the applica- 
tion of the arbitral award that 
ended the recent seamen’s strike, 
resulting in a stay-in strike by the 
crews of vessels in Barcelona har- 
bour. It was confined to that port, 
so that the Valencia mailboat left 
Palma at its usual hour on Sun- 
day and the Alicante boat arrived 
here as usual on Monday.

The crew of M.V. Villa de Ma­
drid declared a stay-in strike on 
their arrival in Barcelona from 
Las Palmas and intermedíate 
ports on Thursday, June 25, thus 
making it impossible to discharge 
650 tons of -bananas, fish and other 
cargo. A similar attitude had al- 
ready been adopted by the men 
of the Fernando Póo, which 
also belongs to the Transme­
diterránea, and the movement 
soon spread to the Manuel Amús, 
Juan Sebastián Elcano and Sac 4, 
belonging to other companíes.

The Ciudad de Barcelona’s crew 
ceased work in sympathy with 
their comrades on Saturday morn­
ing, as soon as the passengers who 
left Palma on Friday night had 
disembarked. Consequently she did 
not leave for Alcudia that even­
ing and the sailing of the sister 
ship Ciudad de Palma was cancel- 
led by the company to prevent 
both vessels being «bottled up» in 
Barcelona.

Señor Bestard, Palma manager 
of the Transmediterránea, receiv- 
ed a telegram from the Govern­
ment authorising him to organise 
an emergeney mail Service. At a 
conference between Señor Bestard, 
the Delegado Marítimo and the 
delegate of the Compañía Arren­
dataria it was decided to turn the 
tobáceo monopoly’s smuggler- 
chasers into temporary mailboats, 
as was done during the national 
seamen’s strike.

Smuggler-chaser J-6 therefore 
left at 8 p.m. on Monday with the 
mails, starting an hour earlier 
than the scheduled time of the

The signing up of Venturita to 
appear on the same programme as 
the Mallorquín Jaime Pericás is 
singularly appropriate,, since both 
these young men took the alterna­
tiva, permitting them to kill full- 
grown bulls, during the same fight, 
one of this year’s fallas series in 
Valencia.

SEVENTEEN YEARS 
FORBRITON

BARCELONA COURT 
SENTENCE

SHOT CASHIER
Ba r c e l o n a

William Lamb, a British subject, 
was sentenced by the Audiencia 
here on Wednesday to be impri- 
soned for seventeen years, four 
months and a day on the charge 
of having caused the death of Juan 
Zaldo Monte agudo, cashier of the 
Oro del Rhin restaurant, in the 
armed robbery committed there on 
August 12, 1933.

Though it occurred at a time 
when Barcelona was suffering from 
a wave of violent crime, the Oro 
del Rhin affair caused a great sen- 
sation. It took place in broad day- 
líght in the Calle de las Cortes, 
within a block of both the Plaza de 
Cataluña and the Paseo de Gra­
cia; it was the flrst time that a 
Briton had been implicated in any 
of the almost daily holdups; and 
the Briton in question was the son 
of a well known member of the 
Barcelona foreign colony, who was 
then chief engineer of the Barce­
lona branch of the HM.V. Gra- 
mophone Company.

The court found him guilty oí 
homicide with the attenuating cir- 
cumstance that he was not in

Comparatively few have vi- 
sited his tomb in San Francisco, 
or noticed the plaque on a wall in 
the Plaza Mayor on the site of the 
house in which he was bom.

To the Mallorquins he is the 
man who first put their Island on 
the intellectual map of Christen- 
dom. A Mallorquín of the first ge­
nera tion—his father had helped 
King Jaime the Conqueror to take 
the Island from the Moors—he 
left a ñame which, under the va- 
rious forms of Ramón Llull, Rai­
mundo Lulio, Raimiundus Lulius 
and Raymond Lull or Lully, is fa­
miliar to all students of the Mid- 
dle Ages and of the development 
of European thought.

Historians, novelists and poets 
of all succeeding ages have been 
fascinated by the many-sided 
character and achievements of 
Jaime II’s tutor and seneschal. 
whom a myst'ic experience trans- 
formed from a gay and licen- 
tious courtier into a reformer, a 
missionary and a martyr. They 
hesitate whether to admire more 
his powerful intellect or the tire- 
less energy which enabled him to 
turn out some 500 philosophicai 
works, some of enormous bulk, in 
three languages as different as 
Catalan, Latín and Arabic, in the 
intervals oí combatting the Aver- 
roist heresy in the schools, press- 
ing reforms on kings, Popes and 
Councils, founding colleges and at- 
tempting to convert the Moors to 
the Catholic faith. Before that at- 
tempt finally led to his martyr- 
dom at Bougie in Algeria he had 
done all that and also found time 
to be Mallorca’s first and greatest 
poet.

What had happened was an at- 
tempbed suicide by Stephan Lux, a 
Czechoslovakian press photograph- 
er. He was taken to hospital for 
an inimediate operatlon, but the 
doctors have little hope of saving 
his life.

Some ladles who were near him 
at the time declare that they 
heard him say in French; «This 
blow is the last; so the League of 
Nations dies.»

When the session,, which had 
been suspended on account of the 
incident, was resumed the Belgian 
Premier M. Van Zeeland, who is 
President of the Assembly, an- 
nounced that the examination of 
flve letters found in the shot 
man’s pockets showed that it no 
political signifícance.

The pólice have stated that 
among the letters found on the 
person of the attempted suicide

tirely due to the fact that the de- 
fences stipulated by the Geneva 
Covenant have not been used with 
their full effectiveness. The bla- 
me for this cannot be luid on the 
Covenant, lin which one should ha- 
ve full confidence.»

France, declared her Foreign Mi- 
nister, would reject every proposal 
tending to harm the spirit of the 
Covenant, for is is not a question 
of altering its principies but of 
increasing the effectiveness of its 
application.

As the title-page explains, this is 

«the narrative of a journey in 
France, Switzerland, Italy, Aus­
tria, Hungary, Germany and the 
Saar in the Spring and Summer 
of 1934, with an authentic record 
of the ideas, hopes and fears mov- 
ing in the minds of common folk 
and expressed in wayside conver- 
sations.» It is a safe bet that if 
Sir Philip Gibbs were to make that 
journey again in 1936 his record 
would not be so very different.

There were special circumstan- 
ces, of course. «In France troops 
or pólice had opened ñre on a vast 
crowd in the Place de la Concor­
de, stirred to indignation and fury 
by the corruption of politicians, 
revealed by the scandals of the 
Stavisky case... In Austria there 
had been the Fascist attack on the 
Social Democrats of Vienna, and a 
new dictatorship had been set up 
after a bombardment of the work- 
men’s dwellings.» On the other 
hand Sir Philip’s travels in Ger­

many, Austria and the Saar pre­
ceded the Nazi «purge» of June 
30, 1934, the assassination of 
Chancellor Dollfuss on July 25 and 
the Saar plebiscite, which was not 
due till the following January. 
The flrst warnings of Italy’s Ethio- 
plan adventure were still so faint 
that the chapter on «Italy under 
the Fasces» does not mention 
them at all.

Nevertheless the main outlines 
of the picture are the same: an 
economic «crisis» of unprecedent- 
ed duration compllcated, if not 
caused, by economic nationalism; 
the oíd European ideal of demo- 
cracy abandoned in some coun- 
tries and threatened in the rest; 
unemployment and fancy shirt- 
ings; a League of Nations that had 
not yet been successfully defied by 
the Duce but in which already no 
one believed very firmly, though 
man y would have liked to; every- 
one wanting peace and practical- 
ly everyone thinking war inevit­
able and near.

Through such a Europe the au- 
thor, with two friends and the 
driver of their hired car, travelled 
in his professional capacity as a 
special correspondent.

(Continued, from page 1) 
comiplete possession oí his mental 
taculties. The other defendants, 
Pedro Campon, Angel Lecarboure 
and Adolfo Ballano, were each 
sentenced to detention for four 
months and a day for attempted 
robbery, while all four defendants 
were ordered to pay jointly 50,000 
pesetas compensation to the fami- 
ly of the dead man.

Campon, Lecarboure and Ballano 
have been released, as they have 
more than served their sentence 
during the time that they were 
in prison awaiting their tria!.

A flfth ñame appeared in the 
indictment, that of Manuel Gal­
lego, but this man has not been 
found. It was he who entered the 
restaurant with Lamb, while the 
others were concerned only in the 
preparation of the robbery.

The shooting took place in the 
presence of several men in the of­
fice of the restaurant. These eye- 
witnesses stated that Lamb fired 
the fatal shot. Moreover he made 
a líull confession to the pólice after 
they had rescued him from a mob 
which tried to lynch him.

Nevertheless at the trial, which 
began on the morning of Friday, 
June 26 and was declared «con- 
cluded for judgment» at 10 p.m. 
on Saturday, the public prosecutor 
demanded the same sentence for 
all four prisoners, namely seven- 
teen years, six months and twenty- 
one days. Counsel for the dead 
man’s family asked for a twenty- 
two years sentence on each of 
them.

Lamb’s counsel tried to secure 
an acquittal on the ground that 
his Client was so mentally unsound 
as not to be responsible for his 
actions, a plea which was only 
partly successful. The other de- 
fending counsel alleged that the 
evidence against their clients was 
insufficient. . ,

fáster regular mailboat in order 
to connect with the mail trains. 
She made only one trip, returning 
empty on Wednesday.

An agreement which ended the 
strike was reached at a meeting of 
representatives of the seamen’s 
unions and shipping companies 
held at the Cabalan Home Office 
on Monday evening.

Consequently the Palma mail­
boat was able to leave at 11 p.m., 
followed immediately by M.V. Ciu­
dad de Tarragona, bound for Ma- 
hón. The Palma vessel made a fast 
passage, for although she left Bar­
celona two hours late her arrival 
here was little, if at all, behind 
schedule.

M.V. Fernando Póo was able to 
leave the following afternoon for 
Santa Isabel, on the island after 
which she is named. The opera- 
tions of unloading the Villa de 
Madrid began on Tuesday morning 
and continued with'out interrup- 
tion.

Other partial strikes inelude 
that which held up at La Coruña 
the Spanish liners Habana and 
Cristóbal Colón, in the latter of 
which Armillita and other Mexican 
bullfíghters, tired of trying to 
fight the boycott to which they 
were subjected by the Spanish 
Bullfíghters’ Association, are re­
turning to their country. Passen- 
gers on these vessels were not all- 
owed to land during the three days 
that the delay lasted, to the great 
annoyance of the Mexicans, who 
complained that they could not 
even while away the time in a café.
