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The Catalan Elections

The elections for the Parliament of Cataluna
took place‘last Sunday in absolute quiet, contrary
to predictions of many pessimists. The Esquerra
Republicana won by a very large majority, thus
insuring the continuation in power of those «Lefts»
who made the revolution and have been in office
since.

The Lliga Regionalista was second on the list,
and the other five parties obtained only a compa-
ratively insignificant number of votes, the Anar-
chists scarcely getting a look in at all. The Govern-
ment of Catalufia will be in the hands, 'as hitherto,
of the Esquerra, the Lliga acting as a very useful
counterpoise.

When the parliament meets — the first Catalan
Cortes to assemble since Philip V abolished Cata-
lan institutions in 1714 — President Macid of the
Generalidad will become President of Catalufa,
for his party, the Esquerra, has fifty-seven of the
eighty-five members.

A Practical Idealist

Serior Macia will thus crown more than a quar-
ter of a century of fighting for Cataldn autonomy,
and the moment when he accepts the Presidency
may well be a prouder one for him than when he
proclaimed the «Cataldan Republic as an integral
State of the Iberic Federation.» That was on April
14, 1931, the day of the Revolution.

There will be little change of policy when the
parliament meets on Dec. 6th, for the Esquerra has
an ample majority to continue its policy. Sefor
Macia in his long leadership has given proof of his
ability to direct his party.

He is known as an «<idealist,» «dreamer» and
even «rebel.» But his career has shown him to be
an eminently practical man, with his energies
devoted entirely to practical aims. As the London
Times said of him, this mistaken view of Macia is
due to the fact that «the dictates of his conscience
came before the vanities of his office. This roman-
ticism, this fidelity to a concept of duty, is charac-
teristic of Macia, and in refreshing contrast to the
more than ordinary measure of self-seeking which
one seems to find in Cataldn politics. »

The elections are a crushing defeat for the
Accio Catalana, whose leader, Seior d'Olwer,
refused to throw in his lot with the Esquerra. His
defeat is widely regretted. No such regret attaches
to the failure of Senor Lerroux, chief of the Radical
Party, to attain much success. '

A Year in Mallorca

With this issue, THE Majorca Sux and Spanish
Times completes the first year of its life, and looking
back over these fifty-two weeks, the changes in
Mallorca are hardly less than the changes in the
paper.

A year ago, Mallorca was contemplating the
prospect of tremendous growth and prosperity as
a tourist centre. Now it is in the midst of that
growth and prosperity. A year ago Tue Majorca
Sun was an eight page affair chronicling among
other bits of news and information the hotel lists,
totalling not much more than 100 names. This week
the paper prints twenty pages, but all of them
would hardly suffice to publish the names of the
guests at the hotels. A year ago the paper printed
400 copies and sold about half of them. The
edition is now 1,200 and is sold out every week.

The vastly increased size of the English-speak-
ing colony which these facts indicate has wrought
other changes in the life of the Island. To some
extent prices have risen, chiefly in rents, owing
partly to a very real shortage of houses and partly
to the fact that many places have been equippd with
more modern conveniences than were usual a year
ago.

Recollections

But prices are not the chief alteration. The spirit
of Mallorca has also been influenced. It is no longer
the quiet, dreamy, simple place of nothing to do
and nowhere to go. The visitors who have come to
the Island have made activity, and a quantity of
bars and places of amusement have sprung up to
cater to them.

We can’t even remember the names of all the
new ones.

It sounds like ancient history to recall the days
when Victor had the only bar in Palma and Joe the
only one in Terreno. One foreign steamship line,
the German African, called here. Now it has been
joined by the American Export, the Union-Castle
and the Orient with another from America schedu-
led for the first of the year.

Mallorca, at least in the vicinity of Palma and
increasingly so in other parts of the Island, has
ceased to be essentially a place to rest and has
become a place to play. Even, for some of us, a
place to work. |

After a year of chronicling some of this trans-
formation, we offer the tribute of a gentle tear in
mourning for the charms that are gone, and that
pious rite accomplished, we hail with proper enthu-
siasm the opening of the new era in Mallorca.

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Extravaganza

The sub-division in Alcudia is taking shape after
months of preparations, and it is now possible for
an imaginative man to visualize the future of this
model development some few kilometers from the
present village.

The whole thing is planned on a grand scale,
rather more elaborate — and, no doubt, more ex-
pensive — than Mallorca has yet seen. An enor-
mous hotel will face the beach, and behind it the
long awaited golf course, which is hoped to attract
duffers from all over the world. A semi-circle of
villas surrounds the whole — 250 lots have been
laid out and work begun on some of the houses.

Around the whole development are the pines
and along the front runs the very extensive beach.
Part of the development calls for a group of new
shops in a model village.

The whole thing is in the most modern manner.
The architecture is the last word in the art, from
the villas and shops to the hotel and clubhouse at
the golf course. The plans look like enormous
guantities of money, and the capital so far is
entirely Catalan and Mallorquin. It is not known
yet whether the entire amount of money needed to
complete the project according to jthe existing blue
prints has been raised.

Certainly if the project is completed, it will be
the most promising scheme to date towards reali-
zing the ambition, held by some, to make Mallorca
a formidable rival to the Riviera as a playground
for moneyed folk.

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More Drama

While actors and directors are busily preparing
for the premiere of The Maltese Falcon on Dec.
13, the executive committee of the Palma Theatre
Guild is getting the second production of the season
under way.

The committee has
pointed out that this is one theatre without a box
office; tickets are for members only.

Several mannscripts have been received al-
ready, and it is understood that the readers for the
Guild have bought new electric light bulbs and
padded chairs, and are preparing for a comfortable
session of play perusal.

New Development

The Spanish Trading Company, which recently
acquired the hillside leading up to Bonanova for
building sites, has fulfilled rumor and started an-
other development in Mallorca. Mr. Kendall Park,
the managing director, has taken a lease on a large
tract of land at Playa Canyamel, a lovely sandy
beach near Cala Ratjada leading to the Caves of
Artd.

Here, in an ideal setting for such construction,
it is proposed to build a modernly equipped hotel
and restaurant, which will be opened in the early
Spring. Houses and chalets of a moderate cost are
to be built on the hillside surrounding the bay.

The increasing numbers of foreigners coming to
Mallorca for considerable visits has resulted in a
definite housing shortage. The villas which the
Spanish Trading Company will build are designed
for the comfort of foreigners and, we are assured,
will be reasonably priced, so that intending visitors
next Spring will find the housing situation relieved
to this extent.

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Popularizing Horse Races

The popularity of horse racing, both trotting and
running, which has developed in the last few years
is due in great part to two organizations, the Bar-
celona Turf, with its brilliant meetings at Casa
Antunez, and the Asociacién Hipico Galguera De-
portiva de Cataluna which has run otf popular
programmes in the Hipédromo of Las Corts.

The first named has kept to the tradition of race
meetings, while the the socond has pepularized the
sport in a democratic manner in the spirit of a
young organization. The meetings have taken on
the air of an excursion or picnic in the country
rather than of a race meeting properly speaking.
The followers of the sport are full of enthusiasm;
the participants arrive in a variety of vehicles of
all kinds. The day is always ended with a dance,
which is as much a part of the programme as the
racing.

On days of a warm sun, the scene reminds one
of the Andalusian picnics, but when the sky is
overcast and grey, there rises before us the vision
of those improvised races which we have szen held
in Ireland, or we feel that we ought to be rather
in some corner of Epsom Downs on Derby Day
rather than in our own sunny Catalufia.

In Las Corts, the stewards occupy themselves
for the most part with introducing as many races as
possible for the amateurs and in the interest of the
small horse owner. There we see all sorts and
conditions of horses and races.

Among the spectators you will see a large con-
tingent from the Barrio de Hosta franchs. These
aristocrats of the huckster fraternity with their
families give a note of colour to the meetings. The
men are elegant in bright blouses and jackets,
narrow trousers shiny boots, silk handkerchief and
brand new caps. Their women are equally brilliantly
attired, and our artists could find at Las Corts any
number of models for brush and pencil.

begun to develop a code consistent with the

As long as the disillusioned victims were vocal,

sense, the end of the corrupt civilization of the
West.

Meanwhile a very few of us must feel happy to
live in a neutral country, where we can withdraw
altogether from a harassing day of cenotaphs and
empty ceremonies, which we, who alone can be
the interpreters of the thoughts and feelings of our
dead comrades — dead, alas! in more senses than
one—cannot but feel to be the ultimate blasphemy
to their memory.

==\ fugitives repulsed from the first attempt
: {’() to take Montjuich did not reach the bot-
-\~ tom of the hill before they were met
by Lord Peterborough. He was no pro-
/AR fessional soldier but he knew how to
meet a quick emergency, and «falling into the horri-
blest passion that ever man was seen in», he cowed
the panic and led the men up the slope to recover
the lost outworks.

Col. Richards, a brave man and no mean soldier
feared the rashness of the act, for soldiers were al-
ready seen coming out of Barcelona and the English
were a mere handful. But onwards and upwards
went the fiery little lord, a mere skeleton in figure
without knowledge of war or fear of death, and
every man followed him. The Spaniards coming out
of town and hearing he and Hesse were both on
the hill assumed the main body of troops must be

with their commander. These reinforcements there-

fore somewhat too prudently retired.

The English for the second time that day took
the outworks and the Dungeon was once more clo-
sely besieged.

When heavy firing had been heard at dawn co-
ming from Montjuich, the army and the fleet were
as much astonished as the inhabitants and garrison
of Barcelona. Suspense continued until Col. Ri-
chards galloped into camp with a request for can-
non and ammunition. These were sent ashore and
a few days later a lucky shot plumped into the ma-
gazine of the Dungeon. The explosion killed the
general and his principal officers as they sat at
dinner and blew away a part of the fort. The survi-
vors promptly surrendered.

All was now excitement in the allied camp.
Councils of War were no longer held; the army
remained at San Andrés, but the siege guns were
erected to make a breach in the curtain of the town
walls between St. Paul’s demi lune and the St.
Anthony bastion. The ships’ crews conducted the
siege in a manner that would have shocked profes-
sional engineers. There were no carriages or horses
for the guns, which were dragged over the broken
ground by shouting sailors in high good humour,
Fifty-eight guns were thus placed in position and
a breach made in the town walls.

Meanwhile came tidings that every city but one

in Catalufia had declared for Archduke Charles, the
candidate England supported for the Spanish throne.
The fall of Montjuich had been the signal for an
uprising throughout the country.

To avoid the storm and sack of the town, Bar-
celona capitulated, the garrison being transported
to Rosas, the only Catalan city loyal to King Philip,
the French claimant. While the allies were waiting
for the garrison to come out, a frightful uproar broke
out in the town. The fiery Catalans, long held in
check by the severe measures of their Spanish
governor, rose on the garrison as it filed out of the
town, drove it into one of the bastions and were on
the point of killing the governor and all his soldiers.

The English hastened into the city and, as
Charles admitted in a letter to Queen Anne,
behaved admlrably, saving the lives of their late
enemies at the risk of their own. James Stanhope,
who although young had seen much fighting, said
he had never been in a hotter place than the streets
of Barcelona that morning. Peterborough, as he
rode up the street, met the beautiful Duchess of
Popoli flying with dishevelled hair from her pur-
suers. Dismounting, he led her to a place of safety,
the bullets of the Catalans flying round them and
one passing through his lordship’s wig. Later, the
Duke and Duchess were accomodated in his
quarters.

Barcelona was thus captured in a month by a
small English force commanded by a man who and
never learned the first elements of military strategy
but daring and dash brought off one of the most
surprising events in that long campaign. A few
years later the city was destined to withstand a
siege of more than a year by all the forces of Spain
under their best leaders.

. The Earl of Peterborough, in spite of this
brilliant success, soon ceased to count for much in
the Councils of State at home, but the young man
Stanhope who was present at this siege, although
he died young, left a name and reputation which
time has not dimmed.

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The Transformation of a Palace
By Astrid Diemar

Before the waves thrown up by the change of
government in Spain had subsided, the Catalan
woman, the young student, took over the Royal
Palace in Barcelona and has changed it in a very
short time into a lovely residence for her colleagues.

The Palace is situated near Pedralbes. Beautiful
footpaths, green grass plots, low palms intersper-
sed with classical carved figures, marble stairs,
fountains in whose water the acacias admire their
own reflections form a pleasing setting for the one
time royal summer residence.

It was shortly after the revolution that women
took the initiative in making a home for Spanish
Catalan and foreign girls who seek opportunities
for study in quiet, healthy surroundings.

They have accomplished much in the last year. -

Central heating has been installed in all the big
rooms, which have been changed into libraries and
salons for theatricals and concerts.

There is accomodation for about fifty pupils.
Later there will be room for boys, too, as in Madrid
where there are now 250 pupils. At present each
girl has her own room, bright and airy andina
style which greatly resembles the Scandinavian.

The rooms are furnished with comfortable
chairs, piano, carpets, curtains, all the little things
which give such a cosy aspect and which are not
frequently found in this country where life is lived
out of doors in the lovely sunshine.

A lovely young girl, who is studying philosophy,
showed us the palace. She was accompanied by a
serious little girl carrying a basket with big keys,
to open the doors of the apartments which later
will be used for a museum. Passing along a corri-
dor with many doors, we came to the children’s
apartments. Because there is s0 much space, room
has been found for ten orphan girls, who are here
given a home in compensation for the ones they
have lost. From their bedroom we go on into the
dining room of the smaller girls. Here is the old
Spanish style. The blue table cloth, flower vases
and dishes decorated with the royal crown surely
tempt the appetite better than anything else could.
Their bathoom is most luxurious, all of marble!
Even little girls who do not usually care for such
ablutions must find bathing here is fun.

The palace is really a dependency of the Uni-
versity, where all the older girls are students. Each
day the big red omnibus takes them to their classes,
and several times a week there are conferences in
the palace. Excursions are arranged; very often
there are debates; the girls can play tennis in the
royal gerdens, and the price for all these things I8
remarkably little.

Spanish girls pay 150 pesetas a month, including
meals, rooms, laundry, telephone, service and

‘omnibus which passes the door each hour. Foreign

girls pay 300 pesetas for the same accomodations.
There is only one regulation; the girls must be

indoors at nine o'clock. This is explained as neces-

On Tuesday night «<the Group» held their second
General Meeting at which the final arrangements
were made for the establishment of the club.

The discourse produced a lively debate, and
though the members were not in agreement with
all the points put forward by the speaker, they
unanimously expressed their satisfaction with the
first debate of the club and heartily congratulated
Mr. Harskins.

After the debate, it was agreed for the present
to hold the meetings in the Y.M.C.A. rooms, Calle
Caspe 43, till suitable premises were acquired; the
next meeting to be held on the first Tuesday of
December at 7:30 p.m.

At the last General Meeting it was decided that
the temporary committee established for the purpo-
se of fopnding the club, and composed of Mr. J. H.

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Golf Notes

e By MacGregor - ——

Be your object to become one day a champion
on the links or just to be able to play a good game,
your difficulties and problems as a beginner will be
just the same. You will have to struggle for a long
time with hooks and slices and backspinning, but
close observation of the causes, and taking precau-
tions against them and acquiring good habits in the
use of your driver will eventually make you capable
of a long straight shot. You must be continually on
the watch during your first years of Golf to prevent
old faults from re-appearing in your stroke, until by
practice the right thing becomes instinctive.

Before making the stroke with the driver three
important precautions must be taken. First to tee
the ball at least an inch off the ground; secondly,
to tee it a little forward and about opposite the
instep of the left foot and thirdly to employ a deep-
faced driver. Many players especially beginners,
tee the ball just a fraction of an inch, and use a
very shallow-faced driver, the result is, with the
best of efforts, the shot starts low, rises to a height
and when it drops, stops abruptly; if a contrary
wind is blowing the ball is carried to one side and
in the case of a head wind it is carried higher and
higher and forced backwards. A long low shot
must be the objective, and for this end the above
three points must be looked to from the beginning.
There is also the question of hitting the ball; it
must be hit as squarely in the face as possible. The
depth of your driver gives you a margin of safety,
especially in the case of a novice, and furthermore
inspires more confidence of hitting well, while the
high tee makes it easier to hit the ball squarely.
For the rest, leave it to patient practice, attention
to results, and time.
