Laid to Theft

Pa r ís .—A dramatic story of stock 
embezzlements totaling 15,000,000 francs 
which are supposed to have been res- 
ponsible for the suicide of Ivar Kreuger, 
Swedish match king, was revealed by 
pólice here today.

A stock broker known as Barrault 
was arrested and confessed to the em- 
bezzlement. He admitted, according to 
the pólice, that he was intrusted with 
the stock which he was lo hold to 
proctect the valué of Kreuger securities 
on tlie world market.

Instead he threw the bonds on the 
Wall Street market in a successful 
attempt to depress the Kreuger seeuri- 
ties. The resulting depression was bla- 
med for the suicide of the match kiu¿, 
who lost heavily in the bear operalions.

To k io .—War between Japan and So­
viet Russia, with complications which 
might involve the other great World 
Powers was freely predicted in military 
circles here today as a result of new 
sentiment favoring a cabinet headed by 
Prince Sajonji. .

The press, particularly that contro- 
lled by the Prince’s faction was outspo- 
ken in the declaration that the cabinet 
headed by Inukai is in imminent danger 
of being forced to resign.

In that event, it was pointed out, 
Inukai would be succeeded by Prince 
Sajonji. The Prince is well known 
as an advócate of predatory mili- 
tarism. To his party was attributed 
the recent propaganda—widey dissemi- 
nated in Japan—against Soviet Russia 
The propaganda called upon ti e Japa- 
nese people to prepare to arm “against 
the invasión of Japanese supremacy in 
the Orient by Russia”.

It was further pointed out that the 
Japanese government previously de Ja- 
red itself helpless to stop the invasión of 
Manchuria. At that time cabinet leaders 
declared that the nulitary leaders—of 
whom Prince Sajonji is one—had taken 
tlie matter into their own hands and 
were proceeding without directions 
from the cabinet.

Sh a n g h a i.—Chínese governmental cir 
des admitted to extreme uneasiness to­
day, following the ministerial crisis in 
Japan which endangers the continuation 
of the Inukai cabinet.

Japan continued to mass forces on the 
Soviet Russian frontier. With Manchuria 
under Japanese domination, it was fea- 
red that this could mean but one thing 
—^war between Japan and Russia. It is 
generally conceded here that Japan is 
very jealous of the position of the So­
viet in the Orient, and since no further 
activities are déemed necessary against 
Chínese f orces in Manchuria, govem- 
mental offiicials were at loss for any 
other explanation.

Meanwhile peace negotiations have 
shown no sign of reaching a satisfactory 
conclusión.

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NEW ENGLISH-IRISH ROW LOOMS
Chamberlain Lays 

Ultimátum before 
Irish Government

Allegiance Oath Han 
Held Illegal

Bir min g h a m .—An ultimátum to Ire- 
land was issued by Chancellor oí the 
Exchequer Neville Chamberlain in a 
speech here, in which he made it clear 
that an attempt to modify existing rela- 
tions between England and Ireland will 
not be acceptable.

“If the present government in Ireland 
attempts to abolish the oath of allegian­
ce to England or the continuation of 
payment of land annuities, it may expect 
atrong opposition”, the chanceller of the 
exchequer declafed.

Although his speech was devoted 
largely to extoling the new nationlist 
government, Mr. Chamberlain declared 
that if the reported interview with 
Eamon Devalera were correct, in which 
the new Irish leader was reported to 
have announced repudiation of the oath 
allegiance and land annuities—opposi­
tion might be expected.

The land annuity agreements were 
made by the former government, the 
chancellor of the exchequer said. Re- 
garding the oath of allegiance he 
asserted:

“The British government have no 
official communication regarding repu- 
diation of the oath of allegiance. Until 
the reports are confirmed I do not asau- 
me that they are correct”.

Brief Notes
Wa s h in g t o n .—Official denial by the 

State Department was issued of reports 
that the United States intends to recog- 
nize the Communist government of 
Russia. The denial followed consistent 
rumors that the recognition might be 
expected as an aid to the industrial 
crisis.

Tw ic k e n h a m .—England regained the 
famous Calcutta cup by defeating Scot- 
land at Rugby 16 to 3.

Ne w  Yo r k -—Andrew W. Mellon, new 
ambassador to the Court of St. James,

Ne w Yo r k .—A survey of press opi­
nión completed here revealed the ma- 
jority of United States newpapers oppo- 
sed to recognition of the rccently de­
clared Manchurian State. The principal 
opposition was centered in the conten- 
tion that the formation of the State, in 
which Japan called the tum of the cards, 
was in violation of the Nine Power 
Treaty and the Kellog Pact.

Ma d r id .—Women’s suffrage in Spain 
is provided for in a bijl drafted by the 
parliamentary Commission for presen- 
tation within a short time. A proportio- 
nal representation similar to that in 
forcé in Germany with an electoral 
quotient of one representa ti ve for 
20,000 inhabitants, is also provided in 
the proposed new law.

Pa r ís .—Anti-Japanese papera here 
commented adversely on the interview 
published here with Nagaoka, new 
Japanese ambassador to France in 
which he expressed the wish that Ja- 
pan and France might be drawn even 
el oser in economic and political accord. 
The press expressed the guarded opi­
nión that Japan and France already 
were almost criminally entangled.

Yesterday all Palma was given blessed 
palma in accordance with the world- 
wide rite of Palm Sunday. The extran­
jeros abroad on the streets during the 
day saw whole families going home 
with hitricately woven palm leaves to 
hang them on their iron grilles, where 
they will weather throughout the year 
and come to look more and more like 
the wrought iron on which they hang.

But the day had a secular side which 
was perhaps more important to the ca­
sual observer, for it was the Dia de 
Ramos—the day on which the Feria de 
Ramos traditionally reaches its height.

Ar t h e  En s a n c h e

In years before the Feria was crowded 
into the Rambla. This year was its first 
in its newer and larger quarters. Along 
the Avenidas del Ensanche (up near the 
railway station) there is so much room 
for the various manifestations of Feria 
that the casual observer is likely to tire 
of its endlessness before seeing it all.

Chiefly there are two functions of the 
fair. One is the selling of all manner 
of merchandise, the other an offering 
of amusements-like those of all amuse- 
ment parks everywhere, on a smaller 
scale.

Th e Amu s e me n t s

In the center of the square devoted 
to diversions is a high and spiral struc- 
ture up whose staircase children of all 
ages labor to slide down again in a 
wooden trough sitting on a piece of car- 
peting.

O ver along its far side you will find 
a gigantic figure which nods at you and 
which winks its great eyes.
