To readeis in Mallorca a new 
book by Cecil Aldin will be parti- 
cularly interesting. This time the 
artist so well known for his draw- 
ings of dogs has taken the who- 
le Zoo as the subjeets for his brush 
and pen. In Who’s Who In the Zoo 
(Eyre and Spottiswoode, 6s.) he 
has collaborated with J. B. Mor- 
ton, the well known columnist of 
the «Daily Telegraph», the «Be- 
achcomber», in a delightful book 
of drawmgs that will be of special 
interest to children

All the animáis are represented, 
and several in color For many of 
them Mr. Morton has written jin­
gles—as for the Tortoise:

«We were annoyed when Un­
ele brought us

«An ordinary Indian Tortoise.
«We somehow hoped
«It might have bin
«A Jolly little Terrapin.»

Sometimes Mr. Morton’s sense 
of humor bieaks down, as in the 
case of The Black Leopard. Here 
he couldn’t think of any amusing 
rhyme so he simply entitles Cecil 
Aldin’s drawing, «The worst tem- 
pered animal in the Zoo». Thro- 
tighout the book one finds that 
«Beachcomber» is not taken in 
by these animáis about which so 
much sentimental gush has been 
written. He does not hesitate to 
say about the Zebra:

«But. though he’s admired by 
the peonle who pass,

«Theres no doubt that the ze­
bra is really an ass».

Morton and Cecil Aldin are a 
good team together for the dra- 
wings reflect some of the cynicism 
of the jingles. Cecil Aldin may be 
sentimental about pupples, but he 
clearly dislikes a number of the 
animáis he drew here and makes 
no attempt to hide it. His drawing 
of the Adjutant Bird justifies Be- 
achcomber’s simple description:

«The Adjutant Bird
«Should be seen and not heard.»

The American Scene

At last s, book of Gertrude 
Stein’s is attracting general atten- 
tion. When üobert McAlmon -pu- 
blished at great expense to him­
self (for he knew that there could 
never be any great sale for it) her 
monumental half million word 
book, The Making Oí Americans 
it seemed that Gertrude Stein 
would be read only by the cognos- 
centi. That volume as well as all 
the early bcoks—Tender Buttons, 
Geogranhy And Plays, and espe- 
cially Three Lines, are jealously 
held by book collectors interested 
in the anant garde work of Amer­
ican wrters. But now she is being 
widely read. Harcourt Brace have 
published ac the impressive price 
of $3.50 her Autobiography Oí Ali- 
ce B. Toklas. I have not yet seen a 
copy of it. but when I have read 
it, I shall write my own opinión 
of it. But I am so interésted in 
her wcik that I feel that I sho­
uld comment upon it now. In 
America, Cari Van Doren, a critic 
who must be respected as one of 
our foremost literary figures, says 
of it, «A styie which is almost in- 
finitely artful and yet as lucid and 
direct as the most artless prose 
ever written.»

Now 1 do i‘Ot think that the En- 
glish are quite up to Miss Stein. 
In fact I was very surprised to 
receive a ler-ter from The Bodley 
Head telling me that they are 
bringing out the book under the 
same ñame but at the modest 
price of 8s. 6d., illustrated as 
the American' edition is. I do 
not know what English critics 
will think. but The Bodley 
Head is so a f r a i d that I, 
along with all the other critics 
w r i t i n g in E n g 1 a n d, will 
so far miss it all that they feel 
it necessary to explain to us just 
who she is and what it is all 
about. I might as well pass on to 
you what they say in their letter, 
as I have no other means of kno- 
wing about the book.

«Does Alice B. Toklas really 
exist? Who is she? Who wrote her 
autobiography? The answer to the 
first question is «Yes».

«Alice B. Toklas lives in Paris, 
where for 25 years she has been 
the intímate friend of Gertrude 
Stein, having shared a fíat with 
her the’’e since before the War.

«In her autobiography which 
The Bodley Head will publish on 
September 29th, she appears as 
«I»; but the author of the book 
will only be discovered on the last 
page, where she says:

«The other day Gertrude Stein 
said ’I don’t believe you are ever 
going to write that autobiography. 
You know what I am going to do. 
I am going te do it myself, as sim­
ply as Defoe did the autobiogra­
phy of «Robinson Crusoe». And 
she has ana this is it.»

center of the advanced artistic 
and literary life of Paris since the

They have 
long been prepared to receive the 
real thing with open arms, and 
the coon-shouters. hunched over 
their tables on the terasses of the 
Paris Left Bank or camped in the 
cellars of Greenwich village, have 
had nothing to give them.

With its October number, «Sto­
ry» becames a monthly, instead of 
being issued six times a year, as 
heretefore. Coincident with that 
expansión, the editors turned out 
the finest of a long line of fine 
numbers.

Of the 10 stories. «O’Bannon’s 
Bees», by R. C. Woods, impressed 
me most. It took courage to print 
this bit; half a dozen readers pro- 
bably will cali it the short story 
of the year, and the rest will won- 
der what in the devil it was all 
about.

«O’Bnnon's Bess» is the sort of I

beginning of the Twentieth Cen­
tury. She has been guide, philoso- 
pher and friend to most of the ar- 
tists and writers whose ñames 
are now world famous but who, 
in their time, were revolutionaries. 
All these people figure in the pages 
of this book. Picasso, who was 
Gertrude Stein’s most devoted 
friend, Matisse, Marte Laurencin, 
Juan Gris, Guillaume Apollinaire, 
Braque, Ernest Hemingway, Jean 
Cocteau, André Gide, Wyndham 
Lewis, Edith Sitwell, John Lañe, 
Ford Madox Ford and many 
others.

«The oook is not only important 
for the light it throws on this ar­
tistic and literary circle, but also 
for what it reveáis about Gertrude 
Stein herseli. Many readers, who 
only know her ñame as a revolu- 
tionary stylist, will here become 
acquainted with her for the first 
time and be able to understand 
the immensity of her mind and 
personality.»

I cali attention to the fact that 
the above is the publisher’s 
blurb, and not my opinión, as I 
have not seen the book. But the 
American reviews I have read, 
with their excerpts, convince me 
that here we have something that 
will interest the general reader 
who has been living on the Con- 
tlnent. From the excerpts I gather 
that this is written in the marve- 
llously rhythmic and simple style 
of Three Lines and The Making Of 
Americans. If so, I am pleased.

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Mallorcan Youth 
Vidim Of Fatal 
Revolver Accident

The town of Mercadal was the 
scene of a fatal revolver accident 
last week when Jaime Molí Goña- 
lons was kilied by the unexpected 
explosión of the weapon.

Molí, who was 17 years oíd, was 
inspecting a revolver with his 
friends, José and Juan Morlá Go- 
mila, 18 and 20 respectively, when 
the gun suddenly went off, woun- 
ding him fatally.

Molí, acording to the Mallorcan 
press, passed away with a hifa- 
lutin farewell on his lips, which 
translates roughly into, «Good bye 
país, I have no time to say any- 
thing more.»

A hastié summoned doctor 
found that he had arrived too late 
to do anything other than enter 
his formal report of the tragedy.

The death certifícate was made 
out by Dr. Jaime Borrás, who sta- 
ted that the fatality was due to 
the accidental discharge of a fi- 
rearm.

The authorities immediately or- 
dered an investigation to learn 
who owned the weapon and whe- 
ther or not he possessed permis- 
sion to carry it.

In tile case of Molí it is believed 
probable that. if the weapon was 
not his own. it will be difficult to 
establish that fact sufficiently fir- 
mly to impose any punishment.

The best inexpensive guide to 
Mallorca carne out here recently 
in the shape of the supplement of 
El Día Gráfico.

The publishers, in spite of ob- 
taiñíng contents of high merit and 
excellent illustrations, have ma- 
naged to keep the price of their 
guide down to the low figure of 
50 céntimos—less than the cost of 
a foreign newspaper imported to 
the Island.

The editoi obtained original ar- 
ticles bv such well-known Mallor­
can writers as Angel Colomar, 
«Zeda» Oreste, Lorenzo Villalonga, 
Antonio Piña (the popular «Dhey» 
of El Día), Marián Aguiló, José En- 
señat Aiemany and G. Gaita Isern.

Also, Antonio Ferragut Sbert, 
who in spite of the different spe- 
lling of his ñame, is a member of 
the family from which carne 
America’s Admiral Farragut; Jai­
me Sluan, Vicente Planas Rosselló 
and many others.

In specialized fields there are 
articles by Dr. Francisco Valdés 
Guzman, President of the Diputa- 
tion Francisco Juliá Perelló and 
Mayor José Thomás Rentería.

Governor Juan Manent, who 
was a journalist of note for many 
years, is a contributor, as is Ex- 
Governor Manuel Ciges Aparicio, 
who has a reputation as a nove- 
list.

The great Mallorcan shoe indus- 
try, most powerful rival of the 
tremendous Czechoslovakia con- 
cerns, is particularly well set forth 
for the benefit of newcomers who, 
weré they not informed, might 
leave the island unaware of the 
great faetones of Inca and Mana- 
cor upen which countless Mallor- 
cans depend for a living.

Vario us foreign enterprises also 
are dealt with, and with none of 
the enmity that such companies 
frequently encounter in a press 
more or less bound to support na­
tivo ventureú.

The paper is a full 100 pages in 
volume. with a nice división of 
text and illustrations. Already it 
has been placed on sale in every 
Spanish-speaking land, including 
all of South America and Spanish 
colonies.

«The purpose of Día Gráfico is 
to make an edition both popular 
and inexpensive», the editors say. 
«It could have been made a lu- 
xurious affair, with better paper 
and even with colored plates, but 
such a course would have necessi- 
tated raising its price.»

There was no need for the edi­
tors to apologize for their work, 
for it is unbelievable that it can 
be produced and sold for 50 cénti­
mos a copy without standing them 
a loss.

It is four times the size of the 
average Spanish illustrated we- 
ekly, yet it sells for only twice the 
price of the latter. Furthermore, 
it has not been ruined by an over- 
stuffing of advertising, as have 
so many of the mainland weekly 
periodicals.

Having gone to such a tremen­
dous effort, It is too bad the spon- 
sors of the supplement cannot find 
time to have their work transla- 
ted into English and French.

Englísh and French speaking 
people who are interested in the 
Island are missing much in not

being able to read this handy gui- 
dé to Mallorca. And if the origi­
nal can be sold profitably for 50 
céntimos it certainly should be

Pa r ís —A movement to establish 
lower rail fares to boost tourist 
trade has been started by the ma- 
yors of resorts in the Basque co­
untry and may, if successful have 
sweeping results throhghout the 
entire country.

The Basques have petitioned 
the railroads to lower their rates 
considerably during vacation time, 
as well as during cure seasons.

This idea, it is pointed out, has 
been tried in Ital}' with the result 
that tourist traffic took a spurt, 
while the railroads themselves 
lost nothing, due to increased pa- 
tronage.

The mayors also are seeking to 
exempt peimanent foreign resi- 
dents from paymnt of income tax 
to the French government as an 
added inducement to stay in 
France.

Their recommendations have 
been placed in the hands of the 
-under secretary for tOTirisme for 
his consideration and possible ac- 
tion.

The Basque municipal officials 
also presented to the under secre­
tary considerable data concerning 
the hotels, thermal establishments 
and beach resorts in their area, 
which they have divided into five 
touring sections.

The highly publicized case of 
Juan March Ordinas, who has 
been in jail as an enemy of the 
republic for some 15 months, was 
given additional newspaper space 
last week when Miguel de Unamu- 
no took up Lhe subject in the Ma­
drid daily AKora.

De Unamuno, who was such an 
ardent republican long before the 
fall of Alfonso that he spent a 
considerable time in prison, at- 
tempted to look at the case not 
from the pomt of view of March 
and his political beliefs, but from 
the point of view of keeping him 
in confinement without regard for 
the customarj, procedure of jus- 
tice.

The entrance of the great Bas­
que writer and philosopher into 
the controversy immediately was 
hailed by newspapers that have 
been conducting campaigns for 
March’s release. The Palma jour- 
nal El Día honored the news with 
a front page splash and an inside 
article.

Unamuno pointed out that cer- 
tain political parties such as «Es­
querra», had made determined 
efforts to prevent the imprisoned 
man’s attorneys placing their case 
before the Comisión de Responsa­
bilidades. ,

Juan March is Spain’s wealth- 
iest man and is the largest single 
owner of commercial enterprises 
in the Balearle Islands, where he 
has his fingers in one newspaper, 
shipping companies and one of 
the largest oanks in the province. 
He also is heavily interested in 
the Spanish tobáceo industry.

It was March’s connection with 
the tobáceo monopoly that, to a 
large extent, caused his incarce- 
ration. His enemies questioned the 
legality of the means whereby he 
acquired his interests prior to the 
days of the republic.

Aticionados who maintain that 
the art of bullfighting is not what 
it was in the good oíd days might 
change their pessimistic opinión 
if handed a copy of «Anales del 
Toro» by Vclasquez and Sánchez.

Published in 1873, the book ta- 
kes the subject of bullfighting 
from prehistoric times on down 
through the centuries to 1870.

Assuming that the book is ac- 
curate, and it is an exhaustivo 
affair with the stamp of painsta- 
king care upon it, the early Spa- 
nish bullfighter (the authors are 
little concerned with the French 
and Italian «toreadors»^ possessed 
bravery and little else. Whereas 
today, the man in the arena is 
judged by his skill, as well as his 
courage, his predecessor was jud­
ged entirely by the latter quality.

In the Eighteenth and Nine- 
teenth Centuries the torero was 
expected to perform all sorts of 
acrobatics which would earn him 
nothing more than a hooting if 
he performed them in the ring 
today. Vaulting over the bull with 
a picador’s pike was considered a 
particularly brilllant adorno, 
while the more daring geniuses 
even hurdled their animáis, when 
the bovines were tame enough to 
stand still for a moment.

As for the picadors, those ex- 
tremely important members of 
the cuadrillas whose work is so 
seldom appreciated, they were ex-

the Eighteenth and Nineteenth 
Century artists simply allowed the 
bulls to charge them until, even- 
tually, the sword entered a vital 
spot. Sometimes such a kill took 
an hour or more, for the time li- 
mit had not come into use. Today, 
when a matador tries to kill in 
this difficult manner, he knows 
he is fighting against time and 
that he is running a great risk of 
seeing his bull sent out of the ring 
alive if he persists.

The Twentieth Century mata­
dor quite naturally prefers to kill 
volapié, or on the run, as he 
knows the audience is not prepa­
red to sit around smoking ciga- 
rets while h< waits for the quarry 
to commit suicide by impaling 
himself on the sword. Only when 
his animal is just right will the 
matador run the risk of attemp- 
ting a kill recipiendo.

The same seems to be true of 
placing the banderillas. The mo­
dern banderillero won’t waste

precious time waiting for the bull 
to run up and practically place 
the shafts himself unless it is ap- 
parent that this can be done at 
once.

Another stunt often seen a cen- 
tury ago was the double pass, 
with two men caping the bull at 
once. Naturally, the performance 
was not without its beauty, but it 
should be apparent that the bull, 
with two men working the tricky 
capes, has much less chance of

scoring than he has with only one 
opponent.

Still another common spectacle 
leads the reader of «Anales del 
Toro» to believe the corrida of a 
century or so ago was less of a 
work of art than it is today. It 
used to be a common practice, 
while the bull was fresh, to loose 
dogs in the ring, in order that the 
animal might tire himself out by 
charging them.

Naturally, this trick removed 
the human element entirely, and 
once the human element is elimi- 
nated bullfighting ceases to achi- 
eve its purpose. No longer does 
man have the opportunity to dis- 
play his superiority over brute 
forcé. Before and after the dogs 
were let into the oíd corrida the 
spectacle was correct, but for a 
brief moment it descended to the 
level of a Street brawl.

In one respect, the oíd boys had 
it up on the Twentieth Century 
crop. Gaudy as is the garb of the 
present day torero, it is sackloth 
and ashes compared to the costu- 
mes of the oldtimers.

The early Spanish matadors 
were not content with silk and 
gold braid on their outer gar- 
ments. Their linen was stiff with 
lace and where the narrow tie is 
worn today the ancient necks 
were decorated with ruffles.

Add to the costumes the made 
up heads of the matadors them- 
selves with muttonchop whiskers, 
marcelled hair and a queue that 
was a queue long enough to be 
braided and the torero’s own hair 
and the reader has a picture of 
the dashing figure of a man to 
whom the Spanish señorita of a 
centurv ago threw her rose and, 
it must be adinitted, her duro.
