Japan’s withdrawal from the
League of Nations, which became
effective yesterday, was the sub-
ject of a lengthy statement by
Consul General Yokoyama, Jap-
an’s permanent representative at
Geneva, who pointed out that jur-
istically considered all connections
between Japan and the League of
Nations must terminate on March
21,
He declared that Japan had nei-
ther claims on nor obligations to
the League, stressing that this vi-
ew had also been expressed in the
statement of the General Secret-
ary of the League of Nations, M.
