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In order fo demostrate the magnificient
conditions offered to the Tourist by this
delightful Island, we reproduce an admi-
rable article of Sir Harry Brittain, published
in the «Windsor Magazine». The personality
of the author is the best recommendation,
as he was well known in english Society as
well as in the world of literature, politics
and comerce, therefore we need not say
more about him, bul will give a copy now
of this article in the following columns.

To the old and seasoned treveller it is always a joy to
come across what is to him a new and hitherto un-
suspected paradise on earth. This has been my lot during
a first visit paid to Majorca in the Balearic Isles.

For thirty odd years [ have known fairly intimately the
many varied and delightful -playgrounds of Europe and
have never been averse to adding one more “discovery”
to those already made.

It is, I suppose, more than anything else the call of the
sun which draws Englishmen abroad during the raw cold
days of the English winter, and during a particularly evil
winter of fogs, gales, rain and snow that call is especially
insistent.

But where throughout the Continent can one be certain
if this much-needed sunshine during—say—the month of
February?

The journey is one of comfort and simplicity. A direct
train from Paiis in the afternoon brings one about noon

the next day to the great bustling city of Barcelona—a city
which has improved out of all knowledge during the last
few years,and which has been the Mecca of many travellers
in the months of the International Exhibition.

Dinner in Barcelona, followed by a night journey on
as spick-and-span a boat as could be desired, and pefit
déjeuner awaits one at a Palma hotel.

It is well worth while being called early to, catch the
first glimpse from the sea of the Island’s capital. [ have
been to most of the famous bays of the five continents,
and for sheer beauty do not hesitate to say that that of
Palma ranks with the best.

From whatever angle it is viewed, from sea or land,
from its glorious Cathedral terrace, or from Bellver Castle,
which crowns the city's wooded heights, it is surely one of
the world's fairest prospects. A

Majorca is about the size of Cornwall, with a popula-
tion of 270,000.

Its history goes back to the misty ages. Celts and
Pheenicians in their turn held sway, Hannibal raised an
army corps from its hardy people, and Palma itself was
founded by the mighty power of Rome.

Goths and Moors in their turn succeeded, to give way
to the Island’s youthful hero, Don Jaime I, the Conquis-
tador, one of the most fascinating personalities of the
Middle Ages.

The Island’s long and interesting history has left its

And now for the sunshine.

[ can, of course, only speak personally of my stay
during one winter month—a month of outstanding awful-
ness throughout the greater part of Europe. From many
famous cenfres | received letters — doleful letters — of
miserable weather.

On two days we had rain, the rest of the time we
revelled under a glorious sun, almost always from a
cloudless sky.

I bathed practically every day; I don’t pretend .the
water was warm, but it was not too cold for one who has
passed the half-century mark.

The outstanding point of the climate which 1mpressed

me was that it was soft—wondrously soft—and at the
same time filled with those indescribable tonic properties
which engender the real joie de vivre.

From southeast to northwest a range of mountains
protecis the Island and keeps off the cold northerly winds.

What Majorca offers during the other months of the
year I learnt from old friends I met during my short stay,
and their verdict was impressive.

An English General wita whom I had come in contact
years ago, and who has given every month a trial, told me
that he had passed his active life soldiering in all parts of
the world and had yet to discover an all-round climate
which surpassed that of Majorca. His statement was en-
dorsed by another old friend, Frederick Chamberlin, the
American writer, who is responsible for more than one
delightful—and useful—book on the Island.

Within the last few years it has become the fashion for
British people to seek the shores of the Mediterranean—
and of the Adriatic—in summer; when the many claims
of Majorca are better known, as I am convinced they will

be, I venture to prophecy a great future for a series of
summer resoris along the sand-lined coves and bays of
this favoured little land.

Those in charge of the Island propaganda, the Fomen-
mento del Turismo, are alive to its all-round possibilities
and mean to secure their proportion of visitors—and
particularly of British visitors—and the heartizst welcome
is forthcoming.

Never have I met a more delightful and cheery folk
than the Mallorquin. The innate courtesy ever associated
with Spain one expects—and finds; but with this is asso-
ciated an ever-friendly greeting, a happy smile and a real
readiness to help, which are among the happiest memories
the visitor will take away.

I stayed at El Terreno, on the outskirts of the town,
and from the balcony of the room in my hotel I looked
out over the sweep of Palma Bay, with the clear blue sea
immediately below. It would be hopeless to attempt a
description of the view—but is was always a wrench to
leave that seductive balcony.

Add to this scrupulous cleanliness, an excellent cuisine,
a bill of un varying accuracy and (compared with those
presented at many less-favoured spots) of distinct reasona-
bleness: so that hotel is another happy memory.

There are many opportunities for social foregathering
—a pleasant British Colony of charming and hospitable
folk, with the most helpful of British Vice-Consuls.

As yet there is no golf, but I enjoyed several games
of tennis.

The outstanding joy to me, however, lay in exploring
the Island.

Much I heard of the magnificent walks and climbs to
be made in all directions, and I can well believe it. I can

only speak of the roads, and these I cannot praise too
highly.

Expeditions there are galore—in good, high-powered
cars (would that more of them were of British make), with
really safe and most companionable drivers, and at rates
that are nof exorbitant.

One drive alone—that to Soller (“Solyair” they call
it)—is worth the journey to Majorca. The Mallorquin
Corniche road is well worthy of its namesake, and nothing
could excel the ever-changing panorama of wooded
mountains, deep ravines and tumbling waters as the road
twists and turns on its way from peak. Then a picnic
luncheon by the lighthouse of Port Soller, a delicious little
circular bay for all the world like Porto Fino or Lulworth
Cove.

Your luncheon party will probably be joined by a
most sophisticated little group of fowls, possessing an
unerring eye for anything like a picnic basket, and an
unatural taste for eggshells and chickenbones.

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WILD FLOWERS IN MAJORCA

BY AN ENGLISH VISITOR

HaT wonderful wild flowers there are on this

Island, in spring! [ am no expert on the subject,
but [ have been struck by the variety and beauty of those
I have seen growing wild around Palma. In one short
walk, within two or three miles of the town, I picked no
fewer than twenly-four varieties, and [ feel sure there are
many more.

Among those | found were four different kinds of little
orchids. Then there was the lovely mauve rock rose, and
wild lavender, and mignonette, both so sweet scented.
Also a very tiny dog rose, a miniature of those which
cover our bedges at home in May & June.

Another, growing profusely, is a yellow marguerite,
and often close beside it is a yellow flowered rock plant
closely resembeling the former. The ordinary field daisy
is sometimes quite mave here, and in the grass grows
abundantly a very gay yellow flower unlike any of ours.

This is only to mention a very few of the many I have
seen. Indeed the impression I have received from my
rambelings in the countryside around Palma is that the
wildflowers are prolific and gay, and must add much to
the pleasure of the foreigner takeing walks on this beautiful
Island.

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MR. ROOSEVELT “UNGAGS” THE PRESS

¢
THE MOST AMAZING PERFORMANCE of the kind
that the White House has ever seen.”

That's how- it struck Henry M. Hyde, Washington co-
rrespondent of the Baltimore Evening Sun, when Presi-
dent Roosevelt tossed precedent out the window at his
first press conference, and inaugurated a new deal for the
reporters.

Long-standing rules for the conduct of these hitherto
formal sessions were shattered as the President plunged
into a goodnatured give-and-take with his interrogators.
Quips, flew back and forth, and laughter punctuated the
interview. When it was alljover, those news-hardened re-
corders of tremendousjevents, to whom the unusual is

just a part of the day's
work, burst into enthu-
siastic applause.

For the first time sin=
ce the early days of the
Harding Administra-
tion, we read, the Pre-
sident of the United
States gave direct ans-
wers to verbal ques-
tions, instead of requi-
ring that all questions
be written out and sub-
mitted 14 advance.

“Mr. Roosevelt un-
dertook his experi-
ment,” writes Ernest K.
Lindley, a correspon-
dent fort the New York

.Heral Tribune, “aga-
ints the advice of most
of his advisers, who
pointed out that both
Presidents Wilson and
Harding had tried the
informal conference
with free interchange
of questions, and ans-
wers, and had found
that it did not work.”

Giving us a glimpse
of this first press con-
ference, which was
held on March 8 in the
midst of bank crisis,
when the presure on
Mr. Roosevelt was
enormous, Mr. Lindley ™
tells us that—

“When Pat McKen-
na, the veteran. door-

man, opened the way to the President's office and an-
nounced ‘gentlemen of the press,” Mr. Roosevelt was lea-
ning back in his green upholstered chair behind his desk,
pufting on a cigaret through a long ivory holder.

“Al his request, the newspaper men filed pas him and
were introduced to him by ]. Russell Young, former pre-
sident of the White House Correspondents’ Association,
He greeted and shook the hand of each one. Many, who
traveled with him during the Presidential {campaign, or

whom he knew when he was Assistant Secretary of the
Navy under President Wilson, he called by their first
names.

“How do you do, Gover—Mr. President,” said one
newspaper man who had traveled with Mr. Roosevelt. "
“That’s all right,’ said Mr. Roosevelt with a laugh.

“Turning to the others, he added: ‘Some of you men
have known me as “Governor” for a long time. I hope
you'll keep right on callidg me that.”

More than one hundred correspondents filled the
room. Al the outset Mr. Roosevelt said he hoped to be
able’to talk with complete frankness, thus making it clear
that the White House “spokesman,” that familiar if sha-
dowy figure, of the Coolidge régime,,would have no place

— ‘n the new Administra-

ey, - tion. He divided his

} utterances into three

- classes, as Mr. Hyde
explains:

“Direct quotations

from the President are
to be given out in wri-
ting by his secretary.
Nothing said in the
conference may be as-
cribed to him.
%o A second class of
information is classed
as background mate-
rial, and may be used
by the correspondents
on their own authority.
The third class is ‘off-
the-record’ material for
the personal informa-
tion of the correspon-
dents, and must be re-
gardedas sacredly con-
fidential. It may not be
used in any way, not
even in conversation
with persons not pre-
sent.”

Another innovation
is Mr. Roosevelt's use
of the radio. When he
turned to the micro-
phone en March 12 to
allay public fears by a
straightforward expla-
nation of policy in the
banking crisis, “the
occasion represented
the first time,” as Louis
Reid notes in the New

York American, "that a President has talked direct to the
people without the formality of simultaneously addressing
some particular group in person.”

So pleased was the President with the response to this
talk, that he has decided, we read, to give at least two ra-
dio speeches every month,

Agradecié el apoyo moral y material que le ha
prestado el Gobierno de la Reptiblica, y dijo que con
tres afios de investigaciones en la cuenca amazodnica
pueden obtenerse materiales para trabajar después
diez afios en los laboratorios de Espafia. Y con el re-
sultado de estos trabajos reconquistar un puesto de
primer orden en los estudios cientificos universales.

Como fruto de esta expedicion, dijo el capitdn
Iglesias que podian obtenerse inapreciables materiales
para la Medicina, la Biologia aplicada y la Sociologia.
También puede rendir un gran tributo a la geografia
americana, y, sobre todo, realizar una obra de positi-
vos resultados en el acercamiento espiritual hispano-
americano. La expedicion representard una obra de
verdadera colaboracion entre Espafia y paises de
América.

Terminé diciendo que las huestes de la expedicion
