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OUR PUZZLED PILOTS
The Whither-are-we-drifting School Seems to Have a Little Difficulty Analyzing 

the Currents of Contemporary Economic Waters

Eit h er  Utopia is just around the córner —that fam- 
ous córner which the world has been on the 

point of turning any day these last three years — 
or there is something a little strained about the 
waves of optimism which are wafted to us on the 
wings of almost the entire world’s press. Everywh- 
ere the newspapers are singing the same sweet tune 
of new confidence and better international under- 
standing.

However, while each nation’s press is optimistic 
about its own concerns, each is a little doubtful 
about others. It is disturbing to think that perhaps 
distance lends a better perspective.

Through all the comment on the economic si- 
tuation runs the same blind confidence that pros- 
perity is to be restored by agreements between 
statemen and by internal legislation. But concern- 
ing the necessary reorganization of an economic 
system that has broken down under an undue 
burden the proposals are less definite. Even such 
economists as John Maynard Keynes, who warned 
us of our troubles before most of us saw them, 
have lost that gift for stating a complex economic 
problem in simple terms that anyonecan understand.

Those who were so all too clear in telling us 
that we were headed for a crash are by no means 
so intelligible in their recommendations for repair- 
ing the damage.

Hosanna

No one can deny, however, that it is remarkab- 
ly soothing to read those optimistic little messages 
reflecting the crumbs of comfort picked up under 
the table where business dined so well in years 
gone by. Some ofus oíd timers can remember when 
it was the custom to give pay increases and salary 
bonuses. It wasn’t news in those days. But now 
when a fellow gets a raise we see the fací chron- 
icled under big, black headlines, and the fellow’s 
portrait beams on the world from a million pages. 
. The speculators who are creating a bull market 
iu confidence give varying reasons for their hopes. 
One sees prosperity being restored by the final 
ucceptance of a modest standard of living; another 
Points out that all will be well because the Ameri- 
can standard is being preserved. One English 
economist considers that the «tariff truce» upon 
which England and America have agreed will 

revive business. Another looks to the coming econ­
omic conference to put the final touches to internat­
ional cooperation.

Glose to Home

A general strike called in Spain last Tuesday 
was one of the more impressive failures of the Red 
movement in this country, although it was attended 
with a number of casualties.

The syndicalist organization had expected to tie 
up industry and all kinds of transportation through- 
out the country. The result was hardly a single 
interruption of any Service anywhere at all. Guar­
dias were in evidence in every city, but in most 
places they had very little to do.

In Madrid, Alicante and Játiva it carne to quite 
serious riots, so that the pólice had to intervene; 
several people were killed or wounded and a num­
ber of rioters arrested. In the industrial suburbs of 
Barcelona most factories worked as usual though 
the Syndicates had given orders to their members 
to stay away from work.

War and Peace

The League of Nations Disarmament Commis- 
sion is always meeting to the accompaniment of. 
artillery and rifle fire and airplane bombing some- 
where in the world. This time the centres of the 
trouble are far enough away from Genevatogive 
an ¡Ilusión of peace while the conversations proce- 
ed in their profound and somewhat futile fashion.

In the East, Japan continúes to encounter Chin- 
ese forces in her way to the capital of China. In 
the West, Paraguay has moved from threats of war 
to an actual declaration against Bolivia. As a matter 
of fact, fighting has been going on there for nearly 
a year, and the cause of the trouble is even older, 
a territorial dispute which, apparently. arbitratión 
is powerless to compose.

In Geneva the delegates are having nlmost as 
much difficulty with even more complicated sub- 
jects. The ideas of America, England, France, 
Germany, etc. are all different and differ even 
more from the aims of smaller powers. Further- 
more the question of what military valué should be 
attached to the armed fascist militias of Italy and 
Germany is a nice point which is not likely ever to 
be settled.
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The Major Reaches the End of the Rope

where he was quartered at last reports. xvthpir

He arrived in Mahon using the ñame oi Lowther 
but the passport of Mr. Reggie Mappm, who had 
missed the document and a pair o utrou^e,b a^‘ 
entertaining the Major in Pollensa. He had already 
applied for a passport through the Br tish \ ce 
Consulate in Palma, explammg he had lost his 
own. Commander Hillgarth proposes to have him 
prosecuted for giving false information^ on a pass­
port application and using another man s passpor .

The Major’s headquarters in Mallorca were the 
Alfonso Hotel. He explained he had no money or 
lu£"aoe, due to the unfortunate mcident at San 
Sebastián, but that would soon be straightened 
out. He proceeded to replenish his wardrobe 
several shops have complained that he lett oxx'ins 
them money — and entertained friends on credit at 
the Hotel and at least one local bar.

But on 
Saturday the Club was open as usual —well, 
almost as usual. For the kitchen staff has been 
dispensed with and in future, the manager announ- 
ces, only snacks will be served. , ,

Under this new regime of economy. it is hoped 
to last through the summer and bring the Club 
back in the autum to its oíd time popularity.

The Little Club was founded by Mr. Marvil 
and Harry Fawkes last autumn, but Mr. Fawkes 
retired after several months. At the height of the 
Club’s popularity, it was at times almost impossible 
to fight one’s way up to the bar — a condition that 
has not prevailed now for a long time, probably 
not since New Year’s Eve.

Large

A little more than a century ago, the foreign 

Mediterranean squadrons used to put into Port 
Mahón with even more frequency than they now 
visit Mallorca, and every so oíten there was a 
seaman or an officér, kilted in line of duty, to be 
buried. ,

Most of these meri Were Protestants, and could 
not be interred in either the local or the French 
cemeteries. So a plot was set aside, a wall built 
and the keys turned over to the English Cónsul on 
the understanding that no chapel or place of public 
worship be consíructed there.

Today the wall is crumbling, the graves are 
overgrown with brambles, the tombstones cracked, 
defaced and almost illegible. For years no one has 
cared for the «English Cemetery,» as it carne to be 
known, and the present Vice Cónsul there is allow- 
ed no funds for its maintenance.

■ As a matter of fací most — about three-fourths 
— of the men buried here are United States seam- 
en, and most of them were killed on sea Service 
during storms, while putting out lifeboats, etc. 
Nearly all the rest are English, with an odd Ger­
mán, Dutchman, and so on.

The British Vice Cónsul in Palma, Lt. Com- 
mander Alan Hillgarth, was in Menorca recently 
and was struck by the air of desolation in the de- 
serted graveyard, where for years only rabbit 
hunters have intruded. He returned determined to 
do something if he could to make the last resting 
place of the sailors worthy of their respective 
countries.

For this he is heading a subscription list to raise 
á fund for the restoration and maintenance of the 
cemetery. The British Vice Cónsul in Mahón has 
promised to administer the fund, and anyone who 
cares to contribute to it may address themselves 
to Commander Hillgarth at the British Vice Consul- 
ate in Terreno.

The condition of the graveyard was noted and 
deplored as long as five years ago by the most 
eminent of Menorcan historiaos, Don Francisco 
Hernández Sanz, who is also the official archivist 
of that Island. He points out that this was the fourth 
English cemetery on the Island, the previous ones 
having been established during the days of British 
occupation.

The fact that this last one was after that period 
explains why the American sailors predomínate in 
it. Mahon was a favorito port of cali and refuge 
from storms for the early United States fleets which 
in the beginning of the nineteenth century made in 
these waters some of their country’s proudest naval 
history.

Although cailed the English Cemetery, it was 
the death of a Dutchman that led to its founding, 
and one of the more impressive and best preserved 
tombs is that of a Germán naval officer, Lieut. 
Karl von Bunsen, who died on board his ship and 
whose monument was erected by the Germán 
Government.

Several of those who have suffered considera­

ble losses through the fall of the dollar got a little 
of it back on Thursday morning when they went in 
to the Crédito Balear to change some money.

The bank thought it was giving9.87 at the time, 
but in some way the transmission of the new rate 
was accompanied by an error, and for about an 
hour those who cashed dollar cheks were given 
10.55. About 11,000 pesetas too much had been 
given out before the mistake was discovered.

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Three Men

Th r ee famous men passed through Barcelona last 
week—Emil Ludwig, the Germán biographer oí 

Goethe and Lincoln, Christ and Mussolini; Paul 
Valéry, the purest French poet of today, and Ale- 
xandrei Kerenski, the man who freed Russia from 
the Tsarist tyranny and lead it to another, a man 
who raised a revolution untii it became too strong 
for him. AII three have given lectures in Barcelona 
and have been received with great honours, but 
only one of them was really admired by everybody, 
the greatest of them, Paul Valéry, who upon his 
arrival was made honorary guest of Cataluña.

Emil Ludwig has given two lectures, one on 
Goethe at the Conferentia Club and the other on 
«Greatness» at the Athenaeum. Both of them were 
in his typical style known from his many books. 
People seem to like him less since he wrote his 
biography of Mussolini and some articles on Fas- 
cism, undisguised advertisements of that new form 
of dictatorship and intended to have himself—alias 
Abraham Cohn—and his books tolerated or even 
recommended by Germany’s new fascist régime. 
He can write the book that is wanted and write 
it in a way that ensures success, financial success 
first of all. He is not scrupulous about facts; he 
mentions those that ¡Ilústrate his conception of a 
person and twists around, or leaves out entirely, 
others that might disturb his picture. He can, there- 
fore, not be taken too seriously as a historian; 
there is more Ludwig in his books than history and 
perhaps that is why they sell so well.

Paul Valéry spoke at the Conferentia Club 
about drama in general and melodrama in particular, 
explaining his theory of the connection of music 
with dramatic action and reciting parís of his melo- 
dramatic works Amphion and Semiramis. We hear 
a poet for whom every impression reduces itself 
into a musical reaction, who cannot even look at 
a building without feeling the resonance of corres- 
pondingmelody and who therefore sees thehighest 
•orm of poetry in the harmonious connection of word 
and sound. Poetry and Poems was the theme of his 
second lecture at the Llibreria Catalonia, where he 
explained his idea of word and meaning, of form 
and sentiment in a poem. The language that we 
use to express ourselves in conversation musí be 
used by the poet, just as a dancer has to use the 
same muscles as the man who is walking. But in 
°ur conversation the word is disconnected from its 
mental background as soon as it has left our 
fnought, while in poetry the form and the idea are 
bound thogether for ever.

Kerenski spoke at the large Salón Victoria to a 
c°niparatively small gathering of those people who 
c°uld afford spending 10 pesetas to hear a lecture 

on Russia Today by a man who has not been in 
that country for years and, therefore, has to base 
his judgments on testimoniáis of others. It is 
understandable that Kerenski should not be in 
favour of those people who took power away from 
him. There was a certain bitterness in his criticism 
of the present State of affairs in Russia and discreet 
hints that he could have done betíer were not quite 
absent from his speech. Certainly, the Five Year’s 
Plan has not been fulfilled and conditions are 
everything else but improving in the U.S.S.R., but 
is Mr. Kerenski the man who could give an impart- 
ial account of the situation? Could any Russian?

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A Feast of Spanish Dances
^ñj^nis afternoon (Sunday) the section of Dan-

2as TiPícas of El Instituí de la Cultura 
¿SSvp de la Dona are giving a display of typical 

dances of Spain. If this is as good as a 
similar display given by them last De- 

cember, it will be an enlightened and enthusiastic 
audience that will leave the show at the end.

El Instituí de la Cultura de la Dona was found- 
ed twenty-four years ago by Señora Verdaguer and 
the late Mrs. J. Witty, the latter giving her whole- 
hearted support to the scheme suggested by Seño­
ra Verdaguer for the instruction of the women of 
Cataluña in all manner of arts.

The very fací of the foundation of the institute 
was a sign of the times. The women of Spain had 
begun to realize there were more attractive pur- 
suits than self decoration and the reproduction of 
the species. The institute provided them with an 
outlet for a variety of dormant íalents which they 
might possess and which in the institute they may 
devote to chemistry, philosophy, languages, biol- 
ogy, cooking, music, dancing, etc.

The dancing section is under the control of Se­
ñor Rigall, who may be described as a Cecil Sharp 
of Cataluña. His enthusiasm for his work his tre- 
mendous. In every day life he is a cool man of bus- 
iness, but his holidays and spare time have been 
spent in wandering from village to village all over 
Spain studying the local dances and annotating, on 
the spot, the appropriate music. He has collected 
more than 480 dances, the music being written out 
and used exclusively by him, as he will allow 
nothing for publication.

The work involved in organizing today’s display 
has been enormous, for to elimínate all possibility 
of an «amateur» appearance, each phase has been 
studied in the utmost detall

The costumes for each dance were actually 
made in the villages of their origin. The bands and 
orchestras consist of natives of the villages or town 
from whence the dance has sprung. The dancers 
themselves are mostly Catalan, but among them is 
at least one English enthusiast who runs the risk of 
the terrible accusation from sturdy Britishers that 
she has «gone native.»

Amongst the regional dances which will be 
shown are Aragonese and Valencian Jotas, Sevil- 
lian dances (Flamencos, etc.). Gallegos, Catalan

, It is difficult for the average foreigner to appre- 
ciate the full beauty of the dances of Spain unless 
he knows a little of their history and origin. Un- 
doubtedlythe most widely known, and the most 
popular amongst visitors, are the Flamencos, and 
many tourists seem to have the fixed idea that this 
is the one and only dance of the country.

These dances of Andalusia are the slightly 
refined descendants of the sensual love dances of 
Morocco, and are characterized by the fact that 
the dance is more an individual affair and that it 
needs very little space in which to be done. The 
effect of the dance is made almost entirely by the 
movement of the body alone.

The dances of Central and Northern Spain are 
very often of a religious origin, and usually require 
a comparatively large amount of room, as they are 
mostly of the community type. Their grace is given 
by the moving about of the dancers and by the 
sequence and rhythmic motion of the steps.

Of these the Sardana is perhaps the oldest. 
The poet Frederico Mistral, on seeing it danced in 
Barcelona in 1868, immediately recognized it as 
being almost idéntica! to a Crecían dance described 
by Homer in the Iliad. But there is also a theory 
that this dance is a survival of a religious festival 
of the sun worshippers—the movements of the 
circle from right to left and left to right represen- 
ting the rising and setting of the sun.

íhe/oto in its varying forms is always a cheer- 
ful dance, although it is said to have originated 
from the war-like chants of a banished Moor, Aben- 
Jot, during his wanderings in Aragón.

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Dividing Cataluña
A commission oí geographers, historians and 

economists are ndw at work reorganizing the terri­
torial división of Cataluña and will soon present 
their projects to the Catalan Cortes. This reorgan- 
ization has proved necessary as the previous divis- 
ions have become ineffective; they were only 
based on historical tradition and did not take into 
account the development of the country.

Cataluña has always been divided into districts, 
but the number of these has been varying, or 
rather has never been exactly known. The first 
geographers who undertook to describe Cataluña 
in the 17th century, mention between 30 and 60 
districts, yet their enumeration was hardly reliable. 
It was found that they often left out a district or 
gave several ñames to one and the same. Later, 
several other geographers revised these enumer- 
ations and gave more correct definitions of the 
districts, some basing theirs on historical, others on 
topograpical facts.

However, none of those divisions can be applied 
to the Cataluña of today. So many towns have 
gained while others have lost in importance; traffic 
has approached districts and separated different 
parts of others, so that the work of the Commission 
consísted in dividing Cataluña so that the districts 
contain those parts of the country which form a 
unit not only politically and topographically but 
also ecenomically. This end has been attained by 
enquiries in all the villages and towns in order to 
obtain the popular idea as to the boundaríes of 
their district and to find out the commercial centres, 
i-e. the market towns for the producís of the inhab­
ita nts.

While the former system has only increased the 
confusión — the number of districts according to 
the popular conception turned out to be seventy — 
the latter has given definite results, on which a 
new división could be based. Two projects have 
been worked out. The first divides the country into 
^8 districts which are to depend directly on the 
Generalitat, and the other provides nine counties 
°f from three to five districts each. In this latter 
scheme the counties will depend on the Generalitat 
while the districts will have their centre in the 
capital of the county. These projects are not yet 
perfected, but it is expected that only small modifi- 
cations will have to be made in them.

The 
Germán papers commented on 
this circumstance by charging 
the scientist with being a «ho- 
arder of salaries.»

. How little truth there is in 
his statement is shown by his 

tetusal to accept any salary at

all from Spain. He asks only his travelling expenses 
and maintenance in this country during the period 
of his lectures. The rest of the sum offered him he 
wants to be applied to the University fund which 
is designated to help poor students. *

Prof. Einstein intends to come to Madrid in the 
Spring of next year.

The winner receives «the natural flower», the 
highest honour, which went this year to Señor José 
Carner, the famous Catalan author and poet, who- 
se Branch of the Elght Leaues was voted the best.

It thereupon became his privilege to select the 
Queen of the Festival, and he chose Srta. Eulalia 
Tusell.

The celebration this year was unusually brilli- 
ant as it also commemorated the centenary of the 
publication of the Ode de la Patria by Carlos Ari- 
bau, the father of the Catalan Renaissance.

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Madrid Report An experiment in iníernational 
education is proving its worth

An interesting experiment in education, begun in 
1928 with the founding of the International 

School of Spain here, is proving successful. The 
oldest pupils are now 11 years oíd and speak three 
languages. Tests made by letting the older children 
take examinations in other schools have shown 
that they are not in the least retarded compared 
with children of the same age who have received 
instruction only in the mother tongue.

However, although the school’s fourth term is 
now nearing its cióse, the institution is still in an 
experimental stage. Its success or failure will be 
definitely established after the graduation — at the 
approximate age of 17 — of some of the pupils and 
observance of their subsequent records in the uni- 
versity and in iife.

The institution aims primarily at combining the 
exigencies of modern cosmopolitan life with the 
demands of national education, giving the child an 
uninterrupted contact with the culture of other 
nations. The primary vehicle for such contact is felt 
to be languages.

Thus a revival of the vehicle of culture of the 
time of the Renaissance, when students at univer- 
sity age could understand French, English and 
Germán, is to be imbedded under principies of 
modern education. The aims of the school, howev­
er, are far from limited to be teaching of langua­
ges; another of its expressed objects is to build up 
character through «healthy habits of mind, self- 
control, sense of duty, pleasure in work, and self- 
confidence.»

Linguistic authorities at the school feel that 
languages are usually taught at an unsuitable age, 
either at the age of from 11 to 14 years, when the 
child is too oid to learn them instinctively and by 
imitation and yet too immature to take a genuine 
interest in philology, or the age of near maturity, 
when perfect acquirement of a foreign tongue is 
rarely accomplished. In the iníernational school 
every child, upon entrance at the age of about 4 
years, is taught, in the natural way, two languages 
—choosing from Spanish, French, Germán and 
English — besides the mother tongue. At the age 
of about 14 a fourth language is to be taught by 
grammar methods so a comparison will be afforded.

The teachers, who are of various nationalities, 
are permitted to use only their own language in the 
classroom, the playground and the dining room. In 
this way the children, no matter how young, do 
not mix their languages. They cannot tell in many 
instances whether they are speaking French or 
Germán, but they keep their languages separated.

They associate each language with the «brunette 
teacher» or the «blonde teacher». Results obtained 
disprove the generally accepted theory that more 
than one language cannot successfully be taught at 
one time.

There are at present 180 pupils at the school, 
all excepí a few of them Spanish. Officials of the 
school are seeking a greater attendance of foreign 
children from among the foreign colon i es of 
Spanish cities to permit the complete fulfillment of 
the aims of the institution. There are several En­
glish children in the school, but no American pupils. 
There is however an American teacher, Miss 
Evelyn Chappe, formerly of San Francisco, Calif., 
and Greeley, Colo.

Instruction in foreign language is encyclopaedic 
in character until the child is 10 years oíd. Thus the 
child acquires an adequate vocabulary and a reaso- 
nable reading knowledge. From the age of 10 the 
child receives instruction from foreign teachers in 
geography, history, Science, mathematics, and 
literature, correlating instruction given in the 
mother tongue.

The school seek to apply the same system em- 
ployed for languages to other studies. In the teach­
ing of history colorless textbooks are discarded 
and the pupil receives, through contact with teach­
ers from different countries, histórica! versions 
that are frequently divergent, but afterwards the 
child may draw its own conclusions.

If similar schools are later founded in other 
countries, an exchange of students and teachers 
would be permitted, and the first real iníernational 
teaching would have its beginning, said Dr. Casti­
llejo.

«But with or without international cooperation,» 
he added, «the Spanish cooperative and non-com- 
mercial association which has undertaken this ex­
periment is determined to carry it on until we can 
draw definite conclusions.»

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The Chopin Festival

IT is somewhat incongruous that the great romance 
of Mallorca, an island dedicated to peace and the 

calm enjoyment of life with only faint overtones of 
excitement, should be that tragic interlude in the 
careers of Frederic Chopin and George Sand. 
Tourists seeking rest make their regular pilgrimages 
to the place where the brilliant couple were miser­
able. Those who have come to Mallorca because 
of its climate and the hospitality of its people are 
attracted often by the couple who suffered much 
from the weather and the unfriendliness of their 
neighbors.

That is one form of tribute. A better is the 
Chopin Festival which has became an annual event, 
and one of increasing importance in the musical 
world. x<

This year it will begin next Saturday — May 
20th — with official visits and a concert at the 
Principal. The guiding spirit of the Festival is Don 
Juan Maria Thomas, who has given up a famous 
position as organist at the Cathedral for the more 
Creative work of moulding the Capella Classica and 
lifting the Chopin Festival to the highest level.

His success is indicated in the scope of the pro- 
gram for this year, which promises even better 
music than last just as last year was an improve- 
ment on the year before. And, as last year, the 
program is divided into two parís, the first under 
the auspices of the Asociación Cultura Musical and 
the second given by the Madrid Symphony Orches- 
tra. It is significant of the increasing fame of the 
festival that Chopin's countrymen will be more 
strongly represented among the performers than 
ever. ’ .

The formal, official exchanges of compliments 
will be held during the day on Saturday. The con­
cert is scheduled for 9.30 in the evening and will 
be devoted to Polish music. The artists on the 
program are: Jerzy Sulikowsky, pianist; Gaczyana 
Bacewicz, violinist, and Jadwiga Henner, soprano.

Sunday will usher in the most picturesque part 
of the Festival, the musical homage to Chopin in 
the Cartuja at Valldemosa, where the great com- 
poser’s music will be rendered on the spot where 
some of it was composed.

Manuel de Falla, best of living Spanish com- 
posers, who is spending some months in Mallorca, 
has offered his collaboration for this part of the 
program. He has adapted for a mixed choir one of 
the works which Chopin wrote during his stay in 
the Cartuja. This will be sung by the Capella Clas­
sica, which will also give songs by other classic 
Polish authors. In addition the audience, placed in 
the sombre but appropriate halls of the oíd monas- 
tery, will again hear Sulikowsky and Henner.

The second part of the Festival consist of the 
four symphony concerts on June 3,4,5, and 6 under

the direction of Arbós. In one of these George 
Copeland, the American pianist who has done as 
as much for the Festival as he has for Spanish 
music abroad, will appear as soloist. In another, 
part of Falla’s La vida breve will be interpreted bv 
the Orchestra and the Capella Classica.

Letter About a Hospital

To the Editor:
Dr. Alberti's idea for a modern polyclinic hospi­

tal in Palma as set forth in your current issue 
seems to me one that should meet the support of 
every foreigner resident on the Island since it is 
a need which many of us have felt and anyone is 
apt to feel. I have miself experienced the need of 
such an institution, and had to go to the English 
Hospital in Barcelona to get the sort of treatment 
most of us are used to at home.

If as Dr. Alberti indicates, some of the Mallor- 
quins are prepared to interest themselves financi- 
ally, it seems to me the foreign residents should 
support the idea substantially, as the residents oí 
of Madrid and Barcelona support their own hospit- 
als. It would be very little hardship for most of us 
to pledge an annual contribution, to be paid so 
long as we are in Mallorca, and if sufficient pledges 
were forthcoming, the project could no doubt be 
easily financed. All that is needed is some central 
organization to cooperate with the local committee 
in securing pledges, and of course the usual donat- 
ions to start construction as soon as possible.

Even if the Mallorquins were not interested, 
there are enough English, Americans, Germans 
and French in Mallorca to support such a hospital 
on their own.
