Aa l b o r g , Finland. — In an interna- 
tional boxing contest held here the 
Easter celebration was interrupted by 
the death of one of the contestants.

The spectators cheered the outsider, 
Danish Rye Hougaard. when he finally 
succeeded in knocking down their own 
lightweight champion, Waekewae. But 
after the reference had counted the man 
out, it became evident that he was not 
able to regain consciousness.

Trainers rushed the prostrate man 
from the ring, to the nearest hospital. 
There, under the best medical care, fu- 
tile efforts were made to revive him. 
He died an hour later.

Pa r ís — At the eleventh hour all 
theaters and music halle which had 
agreed to cióse in protest against the 
new five percent amusement tax chan- 
ged their minds.

Move Started to Aid 
World Economic

Recovery
A “Business League of Nations”, 

designed to combat the world-wide eco­
nomic depression, is in the procesa of 
forraation in Washington, according to 
latest advices from the United States.

A joint resolution was approved by 
the House of Representatives and the 
Señale calling upon President Hoover 
to take the lead in summoning the other 
World Powers to participate in a great 
inter-national conference. The question 
of tariffs would be the principal ob- 
ject of discussion.

Out of the discussions on the tariff 
question, however, it is hoped that 
some Bort of inter-national agreements 
may be reached to stifle cut-thoat com- 
petition and promote a revival of World 
Trade.

The small nations as well as the grea- 
ter World Powers have suffered from 
the throttling of' inter-national trade. 
This condition, it was pointed out, ari- 
ses largely from a lack of confidence 
and might be remedied by proper un- 
derstanding between the nations of the 
world.

The projected conferences would 
steer 'strictly clear of political and di- 
plomatic questions, confining itself to 
economic matters affecting world busi 
ness.

World trade has fallen off markedly 
in the last two years, such iraportant 
nations as England suffering disastrous- 
ly unfavorable trade balances. Realiz- 
ing that such a condition must not be 
allowed to persist, the United States le- 
gisl atora took an initial step, which it 
is hoped will be emulated by other na­
tions of the world.

At the same time word was flashed 
from Berlin that the planned conference 
on the economic crisis in the Danubo 
States may he held soon after the 
coming elections in Germany. This con­
ference is, in a small way, a business 
league of nations and it affeets the fu- 
ture of Germany, France, Italy and Eng- 
land, all which will have represen­
tatives present.

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DUCE SEES CLOSED DOORIN CHINA
Mussolini Sees

Lingering Fight
Brooding in Orient

Fear that the present conflict in the 
Far East may drive China to a resump- 
tion of the “closed-door” policy toward 
world trade was expressed by Premier 
Benito Mussolini in a signed article 
appearing in the Bocrscyi Courier.

“The danger exists that China, which 
has amazed the world with her recent 
showing of military valor and courage, 
may seek to make herself independent 
of foreign markete’’, II Duce re- 
marked. •

With her immense resources of cheap 
labor, such a move would be wholly 
possible. China administers a perma- 
nent heritage of facultative civilizatio- 
nal growth going back to a period 
more remote than those of Ancient 
Greece and Borne.

“But China’s progresa has been ham- 
pered by a lack of fighting ideáis”.

The Italian Premier also expressed 
the fear that an alliance with Soviet 
Russia, and its attendant conversión of 
that vast nation to Communism, is en- 
tirely possible. /

He feels doubt that a permanent do- 
mination of China by Japan is not po- 
litically or economically practical.

“Such a nation of unmilitant, uñar* 
med people — cap able of such valor 
as has been recently demostrated — has 
set the World awondering as to it pos- 
sibilities in other fields if ever she were 
called upon to demónstrate her resour- 
cefulness in a crisis”, the article went 
on. ,

Mussolini comes to the conclusión 
that that State of affairs in the Far East, 
whichever way it goes — either toward 
a closed door policy or toward Commu­
nism — makes it indispensable for the 
white race to remain united and not 
present itself a prey to the threatening 
ill humors, for, he concludes:

“Europe, America and Australia can 
hold in their hands they key to the fate 
of the human race”.

BUS SERVICE EXTENDED

The Autobuses Populaires, whose blue 
buses run to and from Terreno and 
Palma, increased their Service by adding 
a fourth bus to the line.

Almost without Palma’s knowing it, 
some of Spain’s joumalistic great visit­

Most famed of them all is Wenceslao 
Fernandez Flores, writer of wit and 
satire for Madrid’s big paper ABC. 
Other notables from Madrid included, 
José de la Cueva, writer for Madrid’s 
Informaciones, Abdulio Malilla, of El 
Debate, Fraulein Elena Foertsch, a Ger­
mán correspondent in Madrid, and Mr.
