MANCHURIA STOPS
TRAIN SERVICE ON
VLADIVOSTCK LINE

Japanese Troops Assist in
Holding Up International
Express From Moscow

CHANGCHUN, Thursday— The
Moscow-Vladivostok express was
held up on entering Manchurian
territory today by native troops
assisted by a strong force of Ja:
panese soldiers.

The aet was Manchuria’s ans-
wer to Soviet Russia's demand
that the Moscow - Manchurian
service, closed down a few days
ago in protest of Russia’s seizure
of Manchurian rolling stock, be
allowed to continue.

Until today, only service end-
ing in Manchuria was a ffected;
now, the international line is
tied up and Europe is without
connections with the far east.

The Soviets, in demanding re-
opening of the railways, defend-
ed their action in appropriating
the rolling.stock by $aying it had
been stolen by White Russians
in 1920 for their escape into Man-
churia,

Foreign concerns doing busi-
ness here face hankrupcy if the
train service is not resumed
shortly, Their merchandise is
piling up in warehouses and
markets awaiting the produce
may be filled if the stuff is not
shipped soon.

German and English firms are
the principal sufferers, and Man-
churia and Russia blame each
other for the tie up, each claim-
ing the other is seeking to harass
foreign nations doing business
here.

Meanwhile, a section of the
Manchurian population is badly
scared by reports trom Tokie
saying that Finance Minister
Takahashi is about t o resign,
and that his resignation will cer-
tainly lead to a crisis.

Soviets Begin Trial
Of Vickers Workers

Before Huge Crowd

MacDonald In Tarror
At Mo§_po_w Trial

LoNDON, Thursday— William
MacDonald, one of the six Bri
tishers accused ot counter revo-
lutionary activities, was in a
state ot complete nervous break-
down and terror during the trial
which opened in Moscow yes-
terday, reports reveal.

His condition is believed due
to the long grilling to which he
has been subjected in the O. G.
P. U. prison. On several occas-
sions previous to the trial he
was forced to anwer questions
for 20 nours at a time, it has
been learned.

Apparently the Soviet author-
ities prosecuting the case believe
that MacDonald knows more
about the alleged counter-revo-
lutionary plot than any of his
fellow workers who are on trial.
Every ‘effort has been made to
get contessions from him.

Yesterday during the trial he
showed so much embarrasment
in repeating his statements face
to face with Thornton that the
latter was ordered to sit with
his back to MacDonald,

It now appgars that the object
of his segregation trom the other
Vickers workers was to keep
him in his present state of ner-
vous postration right up to the
moment of trial and thereby
prevent any retraction of his so-
called confession which he is
alleged to have made in prison.

The Britishers who are facing
the Russian court are Alan
Monkhouse Charles Thornton,
William MacDonald.

rested more than a month ago
by the O. G. P, U. and lodged
in jail, All were subsequently re-
leased except MacDonald, wha
has been detained and subjected
to continual queétioning. It is
understood that the prosecution
is pinning its highest hope on
his alleged confession which
may serve to send all the Britis-
hars to jail,

More than 400 persons, in-
cluding members of the British
embassy staff, were present for
the opening of the trial which
began with the wusual formali-

NEw YORK--George Bernard
Shaw is the most widely produc-
ed dramatist in the American
amateur theater, according to a
statement b y Clarence Arthur
Perry, of the Department o f
Recreation of the Rusell Sage
Foundation.

Perry’s study, which covers
many aspects of the little theat-
er movement, includes a tabula-
tion of 3,862 amateur play prod-
uctions as reported by the prod-
ucing groups themselves. It is in
this tabulation that «G, B. S.»
comes in first, with a. total of
108. A. A. Milne in second, with
103. Third place is held by the
first American dramatist on the
list, George Kelly, whose plays
were produced 87 times. One
William Shakespeare «also ran»
with t h e amateurs—in fourth
place with 80 productions. Can-
dida was the most frequently
produced of Shaws plays;
Twelith Night, of Shakespeare's.
Comedy, it appears from the
report, immensely predominates
on amateur bills, with more
than half of all the plays falling
in this classification.

red this edict, and continued to
value the coins above their of-
ficial sterling value.

Taking account of this tradi-
tional favor and usage ot the
Spanish dollar the new repu-
blic atter the revolutien against
England gave legality to a histo-
rical fact by establishing the dol-
lar as the unit of American cu-
rrency. The act of April 2, 1792

£ | made the dollar of value equiva-

lent to 24.75 grains jof fine gold,
and authorized coinage of silver
dollars «of the value of Spanish-
milled dollar, the same as is now
current.»

The United States dollar is
therefore historically based upon
the Spanish milled dollar, the
piece which is said to have bor-
ne first the raised and corruga-
ted edge, designed to prevent re-
duction invaluet by cutting off
the rim. This same Spanish dol-
lar later was used as the base for
the coinage in many Latin Ame-
rican countries, including Mexi-
co.
