L.ONDON, Thursday — Justice 
McCardie, one of the most fa- 
mous judges inGreat Britain.was 
found dead in his home here 
yesterday, a bullet wound in 
his head.

The discovery of his body is 
creating a first class mystery. 
The supposition that he w a s 
murdered seems almost out of 
the question and there is no 
reason to believe he had cause 
to commit suicide.

Recently the justice was suf- 
fering from ‘influenza, but pólice 
point out this sickness would 
not cause him to take his own 
üfe. As far as is known he had 
no enemies but it is admitied 
that during his long Service on 
the bench he had opportunity 
to make them, despite the fact 
that his honesty and justice were 
unquestioned.

Justice McCardie, who was 
known as the «bachelor judge* 
was in his 63rd year. For long 
he has been a member of the 
King's Bench, in London, being 
one of the youngest men to get 
the appointment.

Perhaps the most publicízed 
jurist in Great Britain, Justice 
McCardie nevertheless had no- 
thing of the demagogue about 
him. His decisions were always 
given after much deliberation

The disorder was quickly 
quieted down and the deputy 
proved he had no intention of 
shootieg, but for a time the deb­
ate was interrupted.

COLOGNE, Thursday —The 
world war continued to take toll 
of human life when a shell.be- 
lieved left behind during the 
Germán retreat in 1918 exploded 
in a wood near Bonn yesterday, 
killing three children and seve- 
rely wounding several others.

The children, it is learned, 
had built a fire in the wood 
near the shell which exploded 
with a terrific detonation, strew- 
ingfragments for 10 yards.

Rescuers who rushed to the 
scene of the explosión discove- 
red two other shells nearby. It 
is assumed that they were left 
there by the Germans and had 
become hidden by brush.

It is curious concidence that,

only a few day ago, a warning 
was issued by the París «Mütim 
about the menace of war time 
explosivos,

The paper reports that ehells, 
grenades and explosives of all 
kinds left tollowing the war still 
constitute a menace in the fields. - 
of the Soissons district.

Wa s h in g t o n —Many creatur­
es new to Science, captured in 
an inferno-like world under the 
tossing suriace of Southern seas 
near Puerto Rico have just been 
brought to the Smithsonian Ins- 
titution here for study by Dr. 
Paul Bartsch, Smithsonian bioh 
ogist.

Dr. Bartsch led the Johnson' 
Smithsonian deep - sea expedi- 
tion m ide possible through the 
generosity of Mr. Eldriege R. 
Johnson of Philadelphia.

«Multitudes of curious creat­
ures who exist almost complet' 
ely by the laws of claw and tal­
ón» is the way Dr. Bartsch de- 
scribed his findings.Some, whjle 
closely related to surface torms, 
differ weirdly because of their 
different envirunment.। Countless generations ago their 
ancestors, driven by quest o f 
food, abandoned the familiar 
sunlit world for the perpetual 
night of the abysmal deptbs 

; where the temperature never 
' rises aboue freezing. Then, with 
i each family, according to Dr.
Bartsch, it was a case of survival 
of the fie and variation of form 
and Btructure to meet the envir-

•nmental requirements
Consequently, there emerged 

from this struggle creatmes 
mostly conspicuous for their 
defensive and offensive equip- 
ment.

Among the weirdest speci- 
mensbroughtback byDr.Bartsch 
was a shrimp with long, razor- 
like claws which fold up after 
the fashion of a razor. Any small 
creature that carne within strik- 
ing distance of those «razors» 
probablynwould be an in^mediate 
victim. In the collection are 
strange mollusks with shells like 
corkscrews and eels like darning 
needles but with long, sharps 
beaks. One of the most curious 
creatures found was a shrimp 
which burrows far into the in­
terior of sticks ot water-soaked 
wood for protection.

Doctor Bartsch and his assíst- 
ants now are preparing the col­
lection for intensive study. He 
obtained, he believes, a repres- 
entative assembly of the lífe of 
this portion of the sea down to 
about 3200 feet, nearly 25OO feet 
below the farthest reaches of 
the sun’s rays.

Considerable new light on 
fundamental laws of life is expec 
ted to develop from this syste-

• Has Unusual Skill

Vatican City’s Communication 
System Is Extremely Modern

By THOMAS B. MORGAN

United Press Staff Corresponded

Va t ic a n  Cit y , — The Pope's 
little kingdom is extremely well 
equipped from the point of view 
of Communications. Most of the 
intercourse with the outside 
world is done by radio or cou- 
rier.

The radio station, built b y 
Guglielmo Marconi, the wireless 
inventor, stands on the little hill 
below the observatory. The sta­
tion, which is a short wave ins- 
tallation. is at present in direct 
telegraphic communication with 
París, Berlín and a number of 
other European stations. A num- 
bei of the Papal diplomatic corps 
abroad are i n direct one-way 
radio communication with Vatí- 
can City, provisión having been 
made to install in the nuncios 
receiving apparatus capable of 
picking u p Communications 
from Vatican City,

An interesting development in 
the radio station is the ultra-

Castelgandolfo, a village in the 
Alban hills 15 miles from Rome. 
This station and the twin station 
at Castelgandolfo were built by 
Marconi.

The Vatican telephone Sys­
tem, which is one of the most 
up-to-datc in the world was ins- 
tolled a sa gift to the Pope by the 
International Telephone and 
Telegraph Corporation of New 
York.
The system 600 has numbers, 
but ónix 400 are in use. For its 
size, Vatican City has moretele- 
phones per head than any State 
in the world.

The Vatican City railroad is 
only some 1,600 feet long, büt 
the station is of an elabórate na- 
ture. It has a handsome sweep- 
ing curved platform and inside 
a huge reception or waiting- 
room. The «yards» for the rolling 
stock are built into the specially 
constructed tunnel which runs 
into Observatory hill.

The Vatican line joins the Ital- 
ion State railroad at St. Peter’s 
station on the Rome Viterbo line,

Moscow—T h e government 
recently took steps to abolish 
what had developed into a sta- 
ble unofficial currency and had 
provided an extraordinary con- 
trast with t h e inflated official 
money.

Tiny white «bonds» in various 
denominations — unimpressive 
bits of paper about three inches 
long—were issued by Torgsin, 
an organization dealing on a fo­
reign currency basis. These 
bonds quickly grew in valué. 
They could purchase, in the 
well-stocked Torgsin shops, 
goods which n,o amount of the 
official rubíes could buy else- 
where.

Inevitably speculation quickly 
centered around these bond. A 
A one-ruble bond fetched 25 or 
30 ordinary official rubíes. Hun- 
dreds, perhaps thousands, o f 
persons began to buy up bonds 
at one price and reeell them at a 
somewhat higher rate. The 
whole procedure being illegal, 
subject to 10 years of imprison- 
ment, the dealers naturally in- 
sisted o n wide percentages of 
profit. I t i s estimated that in 
Moscow alone, 5,000,000 rubíes 

' worth of bonds were in circula- 
tion..

Some, indeed, carried their 
speculative activities b e y o n d 
their own cities. They would 
buy bonds, let us say.in Kbarkov 
at 28 to one and resell them in 
Kiev at 33 to one. The illegal 
rate on Torgsin bonds depend­
ed, of course, o n how much 
goods the ordinary stores had 
available and on prices in the 
private market. The relation be- 
tween open-market prices and 
foreign-currenqy Torgsin prices 
is, in fact, roughly the same as 
the illegal exchange on the Torg­
sin bond.

1 he upshot of the matter was 
that Russia had developed two 
parallel systems o f currency. 
One of them, issued by the gov- 
erment, was weak and fluctua- 
ting. The other, issued by a tra- 
ding organization, was strong 
and stable. I t was a situation 
which the authorities sooner or 
later had to bring to a cióse, and । 
their decisión was hastened by ,

the appearance ot forged Torgsin 
bonds.

Torgsin was formed originally 
to enable foreigners t o spend 
their native currencies without 
paying the exorbitánt inflated ru- 
ble prices. The word Torgsin 
means ctrade with foreigners.» It 
operated on a small scale and 
chiefly dealt in antiques, handi- 
craft art producís and other tou- 
rist speciafties. As the food shor- 
tage sharpened a small food de- 
partment was established in a 
córner of the shop chiefly used 
by resident foreigners rather than 
tourists.

Then Russians possessing for- 
eign currency were invited to 
come to Torgsin and spend it. 
Timidly they ventured inte the 
foreign «dollar» shop. Russians 
do not like to advertise the fact 
that they possesss foreign cur­
rency, for fear that it might stim- 
ulate someone to inquire where 
they got it. But food shortage 
overcame fears and ever more 
Russians flocked to Torgsin. The 
food department grew until it ob- 
literated everything else. Dozens 
and then hundreds of additional 
shops were opened throughout 
the country.

onse they are below the freezing 
point, are preserved in perpe­
tual coid storage. They thus fur- 
nish an enormous supply of 
«fresh meat.» It is possible that 
surface animáis followed this 
supply downward and gradnally 
became adapted to the edepths. 
The killers, or devourers of live 
meat, followed and likewise be­
came adapted lo the abysses. 
Some lost their eyes, because 
eyes were useless in the perpe­
tual blackness. Their bodies had 
to change m form and structure 
to withstand the increasing pres- 
sure of the depths. Some of the 
creatures 1 i t e r a 1 1 y exploded 
when brought to the suríace of 
the water.

With j this strange environ 
ment, and living without arty 
mitigating circumstances by the 
law of «eat or be caten,» the 
creatures develeped f o rm s 
which might be suitable to tabu­
lóos animáis of another planet.
