The tria! oí Matthias Rakosi, for­
mer People’s Commissar of Hung­
ary, on charges of complicity in 
forty-seven murders, high treason, 
inciting to insurrection, and four- 
teen other criminal offences beg- 
ins here today.

The unusual interest aroused by 
the trial is attested by the fact 
that representativos of the Soviet 
embassies in París and London 
and of the Soviet legation here 
will attend the proceedings. Num- 
erous foreign journalists will also 
be present.

The trial is expected to last a 
fortnight. More than 100 witnesses 
will be called.

Rakosi, who has already served 
a term of eight years penal serv- 
itude for high treason, was one of 
the rulers of the shortlived Com-
munist republic of Hungary 
1919. All the charges brought 
ainst him have arisen out oí

the Hungarian authorities into the 
activities of the Rea government.

Doiible Terror
The Conununist réglme in Hung­

ary lasted from March 1919 to 
August of the same year. In the 
latter month it was swept away 
by the national army upder Ad- 
miral Horthy, the present Regent, 
and was followed by a White ter­
ror fully as ghastly as its Red pred- 
ecessor.

Rakosi fled to Russia after the 
collapse of the government of 
which he was a member. He ret- 
urned to Hungary however in 1924

«Nothing will tum French for­

eign policy from its aim of attain- 
ing reconclUation all round by 
creating security for all,» the 
French Foreign Minister, M. Fier­
re Laval, declared yesterday in an 
interview given to the Geneva re­
presentative of the Soviet govern­
ment organ Uvestía.

The minister stressed that Fran­
ce’s policy was clearly consequen- 
tial and was to work disinterest- 
edly for the cause of peace under 
all circumstances.

The Northeast pact idea, he said, 
had only been made possible by 
the decisión of the Soviet to join 
the League of Nations. He and M. 
Litvinoff, the French representat­
ive added, had expressed their det- 
ermination to bring this plan to a 
successful conclusión by the ag- 
reement recently signed at Gen­
eva.

Stating that the time had come 
to declare that whatever country 
still harbours ideas of aggression 
would find itself confronted by 
an alliance of all supporters of 
peace, M. Laval went on to say 
that according to the degree in 
which the Northeast Pact plan 
materialises it will be possible to 
judge practically the complete 
materialisation of the standpoint 
on which Signor Mussolini and he 
hay already reached a full agree- 
ment.

M. Laval concluded his interview 
by pointing out that really general 
security depends on a common will 
to cooperate, and that if, apart 
from plans already drafted, any 
other territory In Europe makes 
proposals contributing to the com­
mon security, the French govern­
ment would lend such endeavours 
their fullest support.

ETHIOPIA AGAIN

Italy And Ethiopia

The Italo-Ethioptan dispute was 
removed from the Geneva agenda, 
temporarily at least, in the secret 
session which followed late Sat­
urday afternoon. The Council con- 
fined itself to taking cognizance 
of the letters addressed to M. Av- 
enol, Secretary General of the

ILeague, by the Itallan anj Eth- 
iopian governments.

Refugees from the Saar are still 
streaming over the French front- 
ier at Forbach and Saargemuend, 
according to reports received here 
today from Metz.

The reports state that 300 pers- 
ons crossed the border at these 1 
places on Saturday, and 250 on ■ 
Sunday. The majority of them are 
French subjects, for whom spec- 
ial camps are being prepared in 
the neighbourhood.

Other refugees will be transport- ■ 
ed to places in the western depart- 
ments of France. An estímate of 
the composition of the Germán 
part of the exodus has appeared in 
the Berliner Tageblatt.

The great majority of them, ac­
cording to that paper, fall into 
two distinct groups, the first of 
which consists of political exiles 
from Germany who were drawn to 
the Saar by the prospect of find- 
ing employment in the Service of 
the Governing Commission. The 
others are described as «profes- 
sional Separatists», who were ac­
tive in the Rhineland and the Ruhr 
district at the time of the occup- 
ation by Allied troops.

' The latter category numbers a 
few thousands, according to the 
Tageblatt, and no one else has any 
reason to leave the Fatherland in 
view of the expUcit assurances 
given by the Chancellor. The pa­
per declares itself unconvinced by 
the French contention that the 
emigrés should be taken care of 
by the League of Nations alleging 
that «if these people lost caste in 
the Saar they did so in the French 
Service, or at least in the interest 
of France», but concludes; «After 
all, it is not our concern who will 
have to pay the bilí.»

Ma d r id , Monday
The drafting of the bilí for the 

organisation of the pólice forces 
of Spain, which Don Eloy Vaquea 
ro, the Home Minister, has had 
under consideration for some time, 
is now complete, and copies of 
the draft have been circulated 
among the members of the cabi- 
net for their consideration.

The Guardia de Seguridad and 
the Guardia de Asalto, are to be 
combined into a single forcé, ac­
cording to Señor Vaquero, who 
explained the main lines of the 
measure to press representatives 
here. The Cuerpo de Seguridad 
thus formed will inelude local, 
mounted and mobile units, the 
last named corresponding to the 
present guardia de asalto.

The entire corps will be under 
the command of a general or co- 
lonel of the army; who will be di- 
rectly responsibie to the Director 
General de Seguridad. Otherwise 
army offleers will be seconded for 
Service in the corps only when sui- 
table candidates for promotion 
are not available in its own ranks.

Poiice ofñcers now serving who 
were drawn from the army will 
be given 30 days in which to 
choose whether they will continué 
in the forcé or return to their res­
pective arms. Corporals and cons­
tables over 54 years of age will be 
retired on pensión on the promul- 
gation of the contemplated law.

Other sections of the bilí deal 
with the distribution of the forcé 
in región?, zones and smaller units, 

. the pay, pensione and other rights 
of the various ranks, the term oí 
Service for constables, and the me­
dical and educationa] tests for 
recruits. The latter will be enlisted 
in the first place for four years, 
ahd may reengage on the comple^ 
tion of their term.
