The collaipse of the bridge caus- 
ed a heavy mass of masonry to 
fall on the car, crudhing it com- 
ple'tely and preventing any at- 
tempt of the victims 'to save them- 
selves. They buried on Thursday, 
the Civil Governor attendtog the 
funeral as the representative of 
the Goveimment.

The chaiulfifeur leaves a widow 
and thiree chllldren. The Civil Go- 
vernor has headed a subscrlption 
for them.

The storm and the floods which 
followed it had catastrophic ef- 
feets to the pnovtoces of Avila 
and Salamanca, where many vil- 
lages lare cut off by the collapse 
of bridges. Boats were used as the 
only possible means of communi- 
cation to some of the streets of 
Salamanca City, as well as for res- 
'cue work to the counitry.
