ANNIVERSARY OF 
ALCOVERS DEATH

MALLORQUIN POET

Saturday was the tenth anniver- 
sary of the death of the Mallor­
quín poet, Juan Alcover— or Joan 
Alcover as he signed his ñame to 
his works, which were written in 
the Mallorquín language.

Early in the week, Don José Su- 
reda Blanes visited the mayor and 
asked permission to use the salón 
of the City hall for comemoration 
Services on the day of the anni- 
versary. This request was readily 
granted, as was another asking 
permission to decórate the monu- 
ment to Alcover with flowers this 
Sunday.

The monument to Juan Alcover 
is in the small public garden back 
of the kiosk cafe at the comer of 
the Borne and Calle Conquistador.

Besides giving consent to ¡both 
requests of Señor Sureda, the 
Mayor delegated his aide, Señor 
Sales Aguiló to see that the city’s 
cooperation was given.

Señor Sureda represented the 
Asociació per le Cultura de Mallor­
ca, the organization that has do­
ne so much to see that Mallorquín 
writers, such as Juan Alcover, are 
not forgotten.

Juan Alcover is considered one 
of the Island’s greatest contribu- 
tions to the Spanish literary world, 
and while his ñame and fame ha- 
ve not spread abroad, his works 
have been translated ínto Caste­
llano and are regarded favorably 
on the Peninsula.

With the possible exception of 
Santiago^ Rusinyol— who was a 
Valencian and wrote in Catalán— 
it is probable that Alcover more 
than any other writer brought the 
Island to the attention of the li­
terary circles of the mainland.

Alcover’s books are obtainable 
on the Island in their original, Ma­
llorquín versiones, but translations 
are not so easily found.

The philosopher 
was given a tremendous ovation 
by his students at the University 
of Salamanca.

The writings of Miguel de Una­
muno are, perhaps, better known 
in America than in England, for 
the New York Times has for many 
years been buying, translating and 
publlshing articles from his pen, 
and through the great circulation 
of that paper the words of the sa- 
ge are brought to thousands of 
readers who, otherwise, might ne- 
ver have heard of him.

One enterprising publishing hou- 
se in England has, however, issued 
a translation of Unamuno’s grea­
test book— «The Tragic Sense of 
Life in Men and Peoples.» The 
translator was Crawford Flitch, 
and he performed his task so well 
that he inspired Unamuno’s admi- 
rer and disciple, Salvador de Ma- 
dariaga, to remark that «transla- 
tors, like poets, are born, not ma­
de.»

Besides addressing the students 
of Oxford during his present visit 
to England, Unamuno also lectured 
before the undergraduates of the. 
University of London, where ano­
ther Spaniard, Antonio Pastor, 
occupies a permanent chair of 
Spanish Studies. Señor Pastor is 
at present the only Spaniard hol- 
ding such a position in an English 
university. Some years ago, Señor 
de Madariaga filled a similar po- 
sition at Oxford.

Japan is still in the throes oí 
formlng a new cabinet to replace 
the one thrown out by the Whole­
sale miurder last Wednesday morn- 
ing of her prime minister and three 
of his ministers.

Immediately after his ear- 
ly fears and doubts, we find him 
reorganizing his treasury, remov- 
ing the objectionable laws imposed 
by his predecessor, the terrible 
Caligula, and working towards the 
goal of a lower, bearable scale of 
taxation. And before long he is 
seen giving Home an adequate 
water supply, building a port at 
Ostia in order to prevent com fa- 
mines, and even planing a success-

Lest the use of the word «lea- 
dershlp» seem extravagant, the . 
reader is asked to pause long en- < 
ough to count on his fingers the 
first important writers, philoso- ' 
phers, educators, diplomáis, artists 
and musicians who come to his 
mind. It is safe to wager that Spa- 
nish ñames will be prominent in 
the list.

Consider first the great. writers 
who are alive today or who lived 
well into this century. Certainly. 
Vicente Blasco Ibañez will be re- 
membered. as will Unamuno; and 
Valle-Inclán should be.

ñor Liarte said that ihe was hono- 
red to have the governorsMp of 
this province confided to him and 
that he would make it hls purpose 
to serve both the republic and the’ 
interests of the Balearle Islands.

In the wake of the journallsts 
carne the mayor of Palma, Don 
Emilio Darder; the councillors, Se­
ñores López Palop and Gómez; Se­
ñor Rosselló, of the Compañía 
Transmediterránea; Señor Juliá, 
president of the provincial cham- 
ber of deputies; Señor Jaume, ex- 
deputy to the Cortes and Socialist 
candildate two weeks -ago; Lieuten- 
ant Colonel Alvarez Ossor'io, chief 
of the Guardia Civil; Señor San­
cho, of the labor commission; Se­
ñores Jofre and García, councillors, 
and the mayor of Felanitx, Señor 
Oliver.

Among his fdrst duties, the go- 
vernor had to accept the resigna- 
tion of the members oí the Comi­
sión Gestora. On accepting it from 
Señor Juliá, president of the pro­
vincial deputies, he stated that he 
had not yet decided whom to ña­
me to take the places of the out- 
going members.

The Comisión Gestora is the most 
important body of appointees in 
the municipal government, com- 
prising the highest city officials 
from the mayor down. New appo- 
intments are made from among 
the members of the town council 
—Ayuntamiento— who are elected 
to their posts in municipal elec- 
tionsand whose positions, as coun­
cillors, do not depend upon the 
central government in Madrid. 
Responsibility for choosing new 
committeemen to take the places 
of those just resigned rests in the 
hands of the civil governor, altho- 
ugh ñames can be, and usually are 
proposed to him by the councillors 
themselves.

The new governor’s term begins 
auspiclously — his headquarters in 
the modern new building on the 
Rambla are ready for him and he 
will not have to occupy the un- 
comfortable offices in the oíd Pa­
lacio de la Gobernación on the Pa­
seo del Borne.
